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- This isn’t the first time Mark Wendel
has served as the interim fire chief
for the Plymouth Community Fire
Department. And, having done it
before, he’s comfortable in the position.

It’s a good thing, too, because
Plymouth Township officials said this
week they aren’t looking to fill the
position any time soon.

“I've done it before, so being in the
position doesn’t faze me at all,” said
Wendel, the longtime assistant chief.
“Until such time as the township

board makes a decision, I'll continue
to do the job to the best of my ability.”
Plymouth Township Supervisor
Richard Reaume said this week the
township won't ask to fill the chief’s
position right now. Without speci-
fying, Reaume said he’s asked the
township attorney to clarify some
things about procedures outlined
in Act 78, the state law that governs
promotions within the department.
“At this point, (Wendel) is perform-
ing the duties, and he’ll be paid the
fire chief’s wages,” Reaume said.
That's not likely to sit well with
firefighters, who have been calling

for the township to bolster the ros-
ter. In addition to having no chief
and being without a training officer,
the department is shy two of its full
complement of 27 firefighters.

The township recently hired three
firefighters, bringing the total to
25, While a full roster would be 27,
the union’s contract calls for a bare
minimum of 21. Even so, firefighters
argue, the lower staffing is unsafe.

“You can’t rely on the new guys,
because they aren’t ready yet,” union
representative Pete Bukis said of the
new hires, who he said take some six
months to get oriented. “When you've

‘got nine guys (per shift) instead of

six, that’s two more (fire) trucks on
the road. The bottom line is when
we're full-staffed it’s a lot safer.”
Bukis and the union argue the town-
ship told voters when they passed an
increase in the police/fire millage a few
years ago the additional révenue was
necessary to “keep the department at
27 firefighters,” and question where the

 revenue from that millage has gone.

Township officials counter with the

argument that even with the increase -

in millage, the cost of running the
police and fire departments hasnt

safety millage revenue was some $6.3
million, while expenses totaled some
'$8.8 million. -

“It’s hard times,” Treasurer Ron
Edwards said. “Millage revenue does , -
not cover expenses of public safety,
and the gap is getting wider.”

Firefighters say employing fewer
than 27 firefighters is tantamount to
breaking a promise to taxpayers.

“These people are paying taxes to
have guys here,” Bukis said. “And they

Ballot confusron/\

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Police nab

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Plymouth Township officials are a little con-
‘cerned the design of the ballot being used for the
Aug. 5 primary election may cause a number of

. absentee ballots to come back spoiled.

Already, nearly 50 ballots have been returned to
township hall, spoiled when the voters filling them
out unwittingly split their ticket. Michigan law
requires voters casting ballots in a primary election to
vote “straight ticket.” Consequently, Democrats voting
their party and then casting votes in the Plymouth
Township election are spoiling their ballots. :

“It’s the setup of the ballot,” Clerk Marilyn
Massengill said. “It’s poorly set up, but the state
approved it. I don’t like it, but there’s nothing to be
done.”

The front of the ballot includes Republican and
Democrat ballots for federal and state races, plus
the ballot for the nonpartisan 35th District Court
race. Voters must flip the ballot over to find the
Republican and Democrat ballots for Plymouth
Township and Wayne County races.

The problem, according to township officials, is
that some people either don’t realize the township
board race is partisan, or simply cast their ballot
before they realize they're spoiling their ballot.

. “We get alot of phone calls,” Massengill said.
“They have to come in and spoil that ballot, get a
new one and then cast their votes.”

‘Township officials sent out more than 3,200
absentee ballots; as of Thursday, more than 1,300
had been returned. The problem could come,
‘Massengill said; with voters who don’t realize
they've spoiled their ballots. By the time such mis-

~ takes are discovered on Election Day, it’s too late to

* rectify the problem.

Schaefer found
evidence of the sale while making the
rounds of pawn shops and sporting
goods stores in the area.

“The kid’s driver’s license was part
of the transaction” at Play It Again
Sports, Schaefer said. “We brought
him in, and he rolled on the other two.”

Police issued citations to all three
teens on charges of receiving and
concealing stolen property. They face
an Aug. 28 court date in Plymouth’s
35th District Court. The charges
constitute a 90-day misdemeanor,
Schaefer said.

The teens targeted cars parked
in driveways, all left unlocked, a
practice known as “car-hopping,”
Schaefer said. The thefts involved
items such as portable GPS systems,
iPods, golf clubs and “pretty much
anything else they could get their
hands on,” Schaefer said. The thefts
took place in the late night-early
morning hours.

According to Schaefer, the teens
have admitted to doing “hundreds”
of car-hoppings. He also said they
don’t realize they’re facing more legal
trouble than they think.

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Sheriff says proposed budget cuts harm public safety

Wayne County Sheriff
Warren Evans says public safe-
ty should be the county’s top
priority and a proposal to cut
his budget by 10 percent would
harm public safety.

“Protecting public safety is
probably the most important
thing that any government can
do,” Evans said in an interview

.. with.the Observer. “Clearly,

the county has responsibility
for the prosecutor, the sher-
iff and the courts and itis a
major function that has to be a
higher prlorlty than some other
things.”
Wayne County Executive
" Robert Ficano has proposed a
budget that would cut 10 per-
cent from all department bud-
gets for 2008-09 to deal with a
projected $33 million deficit.
For the sheriff’s department,
Ficano has proposed cutting
the sheriff’s 2007-08'$96 mil-
lion general fund amount by
$9.6 million.

" Evans

“Basically
the sheriff has
increased his
| budget over the
last five years,”
said Vanessa
Denha, a
| spokeswoman
for Ficano. “He
has requested
a $7 million
increase over last year, even
after we asked people to'make
cuts. We've made cuts (in the
executive’s office) and we’re
just asking all the electeds to
do the same.”

The Wayne County
Commission is scheduled to
approve the 2008-09 budget
by late August. Evans made a
PowerPoint presentation to the
commission is making his case
with the public that his budget
problems are being misrepre-
sented by Ficano. -

Evans argues that retroactive
salaries and benefits in a col-
lective bargaining contract and

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Politics shouldn't

trump public good

For the second time in the same week, the Plymouth

Township Board of Trustees appeared to play politics with

_something that should have been treated as a matter of public
interest.

First, it was the townsh s agonizingly slow response to
a series of Freedom of Informatlon Act requests made by
Dianne Gonzalez, who was seeking to find out just how much
money the township spent the last two years conducting labor
‘negotiations and fighting a lawsuit brought by a former town-
ship police officer.

Then, there’s the shabby treatment of the Plymouth
Community Chamber of Commerce’s scheduled candidates
fornm. Chamber executive director Wes Graff sought - and
received - permission to use the township’s meeting room for
the forum, which was to feature candidates for supervisor,
clerk and trustee, nearly a month ago. The forum was sched-
uled for Wednesday night.

But late Tuesday night, at the end of a long meetmg whlch fea-
tured a crowded closed session ~ and after all audience members
had gone home — board members took on the question of the
propriety of holding the forum on government property.

According to several board members, Township Attorney
Tim Cronin offered an opinion that such a use might violate
Michigan’s Campaign Finance Act. Board members voted
— less than 24 hours before the forum and despite concerns
of at least three of them — unanimously to revoke permission.
Accordmg to officials in the state’s elections bureau, however,
there is at least one exception to the law that permits the use
of government property for such a forum.

The back-door maneuver forced Graff to scramble to find
a new location (the Comfort Inn graciously allowed it) and
make sure participants and audience members alike were
aware of the shift.

In our view, there was no need to cancel the forum

.and throw organizers into a last-minute tizzy to save it.
Governmental bodies routinely offer their -city halls, library
facilities, etc., most at no cost as long as the hosting entity is
a nonprofit organization conducting an event designed for the
public good, clearly the case here.

Here, there were no aggrieved parties threatening legal action,
no one was crying, “foul,” except perhaps board members sup-
porting candidates who weren't attending. And ask this: Why
did board members wait nearly a month to raise questions?

With plenty of precedent — Plymouth Township officials
have often allowed such political forums — behind them,

no one would have questioned this forum. Tim Cronin is an

accomplished municipal attorney, and board members do well
to consider his opinion, or else why pay him? However, this

case provided board members their second opportunity in a

week to err on the side of the greater public interest..

If they’re not going to do that, it’s fair to ask: Whose interest

are they serving?

Petipheral neuropathy

(734) 953-2149. hgallaqher@hométownlife.com

iPods, cell

phones ease
ravel, but don't
forget chargers

s today Sunday? Feels like a Thursday. (Just
joking. My editors forgot to tell me they
were moving my column. Why am I always
the last to know everything?)

A couple weeks ago I took my family to
Chicago for what turned out to be a ternﬁc
vacation. One of the hlghhghts was traveling
by train, a long (six hours going, five hours
returning) but mostly pleasant experience.
Cheap, too.

Needless to say, I packed a fair number
of gadgets: some for communication, some
for navigation, and some for entertainment.
Here’s how they fared.

I made heavy use of Verizon’s LG Voyager
phone, which, when I first test-drove it several
months ago, I unfairly dismissed as a poor
iPhone clone.

The Voyager offers two features I really
love: crackelj]ack GPS navigation and Mobile
TV. The latter differs a bit
from the streaming video
that’s long been a staple of
Verizon’s VCast service: It’s
live and prerecorded TV
shows delivered over the old-
fashioned airwaves. -

For $15 monthly, you get
instant access to 11 channels,
" including CBS, NBC, Comedy

. Central, and Nick. As long as
" you're in a major metropolitan
area, it really is like having a
little TV in your phone.

The service worked great in Chicago, and
‘Nick came in mighty handy a few times when
the kids were bored and driving us insane.

Alas, Mobile TV is available only on four
Verizon models. It’s also available on a couple
handsets from AT&T, including the LG Vu—
an impressive model in its own right.

The Voyager’s VZ Navigator also proved

_ invaluable. I often used it to determine the
distance from one Chicago attraction to
another, so we'd know whether to walk or take
acab.

Lots of phones have rudlmentary GPS
capabilities, but VZ Navigator (which recently
added traffic updates) is in a class by itself.

- It’s well worth $2.99 for a 24-hour period or
$9.99 monthly.

BOOKS, MOVIES, GAMES

For entertainment I packed an iPod Touch
for me and a Creative Zen Vision W for the
kids. The latter I stocked with movies down-
loaded from Vongo and TV shows recorded on
amedia-center PC.

The iPod Touch was freshly upgraded with
Apple’s 2.0 software update, which opened the
door to hundreds of new programs from the
iTunes App Store.

You've probably read about this ad naseum
already (as part of the iPhone 3G launch), so
I'll just give you some highlights. With the
eReader app (the same one I've used on my
Palm for years), I was able to read books on
my Touch.

I also downloaded the New York Times’
eponymous app for more great reading. AOL
Radio let me tune into hundreds of Internet
radio stations. And killer games like Aurora
Feint (free), Bejeweled 2 ($9.99), and Tap Tap
Revenge (free) kept me thoroughly enter-
tained.

Just one problem. The universal travel
charger I packed to keep all these gadgets
juiced—Callpod’s Chargepod—didn’t work for
the Touch or Zen. I'd brought along their USB
cables, but the Chargepod requires special
connectors for those devices. D’oh!

Luckily, both players had just enough power
to last the trip. And I still like the Chargepod,
even if its power wart is disproportionately
huge. All told, the right tech gear really can
make travel easier and more fun.
