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Corps readies
for hike in
help requests

Michigan’s spiraling
economy and continu- .
ous employee layoffs have
meant an increasing num-
ber of people seeking help
from the Salvation Army
Plymouth Corps.

“Our programs are run-
ning about a 50-percent
increase,” said Laurie
Aren, the Plymouth Corps’
director of family and
community ministries,
which also serves Canton,
Northville and Belleville:
“It’s the people who are
getting laid off or have
reduced hours who are,
for the first time, strug-
gling. They’re folks who
were donating to us last
year and this year find
themselves coming in for
support. It’s very hum-
bling for a lot of people
and very scary, they don’t
know how and where to
ask for help.”

As the Plymouth Corps
heads into the holiday
season, Aren said the
drive for Thanksgiving
turkeys and trimmings
to feed an increasing
number of families will
be a challenge. “We’ll
be targeting about 250
families who will need
assistance, about double
from last year,” said Aren.
“We’re seeing Plymouth
and Northville numbers
skyrocket. )

“We’re looking for help
from families who can

donate one turkey to orga-~

nizations that can hold -
food drives,” Aren said.
“They can donate any por-
tion of the meal, but we're
giving families a tradi-
tional Thanksgiving din-
ner with all the fixings.”
Aren said they’ve
already had 167 appoint-
ments to qualify people
looking for assistance
for Thanksgiving and
Christmas. ‘
“We’ve got about 80
appointments a week
through the month of
November, plus what we
had in October, so you
can see where the num-
bers are going,” said Aren.
“Anyone in need won’t be
turned away.

“The good news is when -

times get tough like this
the community comes out
and supports us,” Aren -
said. “We’re always very
grateful for that.”

Preservation Network
claims it's ‘irreplaceable’

.torn down to make way for a new cul-

tured stone wall that will match the

entrance to the Plymouth Community -

Veteran’s Memorial Park. q
The Veteran’s Park committee

wants to tear down the 161-foot wall

to build a solid concrete structure

covered by Michigan River Stone

with a limestone cap..

- “(The stone wall) is in bad

shape,” Bob Zaetta of Plymouth

Township, president of the Plymouth

" Community Veteran’s Memorial

Park committee, told commissioners
Monday night. “Accordmg to our con-

“tractor, one of the major.reasons why

the wall keeps cracking and crum-
bling is because it doesn’t have a foot-
ing underneath it. There are at least
a dozen different kinds of mortar

in the wall ... and according to (City.
Manager Paul) Sincock at least three |
times people have run into it with

~ their cars. So the questlon is how
- much of the wall is original, anyway?

“We've got a donor that is willing
to pay the expense of replacing the
wall and we want to'build a good,
solid wall that will survive a couple
of generatlons without much work to
it,” he said. “We're not looking for a
temporary fix. We think it W1H help
beautify the park.”

While Zaetta told commission-

ers his group has a donor to pay the -
- $100,000 cost for a new wall, the

Plymouth Preservation Network -
promised to raise money for the
$18,000 needed to repair the rock
wall.

“Veterans likely helped to construct
it and it’s truly a piece of living his-
tory and irreplaceable,” said Jennifer
Philpot-Munson of Plymouth, a mem-
ber of the Plymouth Preservation

- Network. “A stone mason recently
| evaluated the wall and said it doesn’t—

finding only minor repairs.

“It’s the responsibility of our elect-
ed officials to preserve and maintain
such important markers of our cul-

‘tural heritage for many generations

to come,” she-said. “A manufactured
stone wall doesn’t accomphsh the
same thing.” :

“Tom
Brokaw put it best — that was
our greatest generation.”

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New charter school may move
forward despite opposition

The special land use

“request for Universal

Academy has been postponed
until Nov. 17.
The measure, which could
ead the way for a second
charter school in Canton,
will go before the Planning
Commission.

Nawal Hamadeh, the
founder, superintendent
and CEO of Hamadeh
Educational Services, Inc.,
said the matter was post-
poned because of scheduling
conflicts.

The Dearborn Heights-
based school system is look-
ing to build a K-12 public
charter school on Saltz Road.
between Ridge and Beck
roads. The company, which
educates 2,000 students, has
a school in Detroit and two in
Dearborn.

The proposed Canton
school would be a relocation
of the 450-student Detroit
facility. Hamadeh said she
doesn’t believe all of the chil-
dren would transfer to the
new location, which would
accommodate 750 sfcudents.

Hamadeh, who has said
the township is ripe for the
school’s targeted population,
has been encouraged by par-
ents in the area.

“Some people have told
me their prayers have been .
answered,” she said, but
added, “I know we have some
opposition.”

~The narrow parcel slated

‘for the 77,420 square-foot

school divides the Vintage
Valley and Antique Forest
subdivisions. The land is less
than a mile south of Canton
Charter Academy, which is
also trying to-build an addi+
tional location in the town-
ship.

Many homeowners in
Antique Forest and Vintage

Valley have expressed concern

over the proposed school’s
impact on traffic and prop-
erty values.

“This will have a tremen-
dous impact on our commu-
nity,” said John Waite, who
recently moved to Antique
Forest. “It will change the
nature of Saltz Road and traf-
fic in the subdivision will be
backed up.”

Bill Hermann, who also
lives in Antique Forest, said

-

he agrees with many of his
neighbors who believe the
school wouldn’t enhance the
area.

“A school this close to our
properties is not only an eye-
sore but will have a negative
impact on our property val-

" ues,” he said. “The sheer size

will create traffic, noise, and
safety issues (and) we already
have 10 schools in a 2.5 mile

‘radius of this proposed site.”

Hermann and Waite also
referenced the possibility of
Plymouth-Canton Schools
losing student funding if
Universal Academy were to
build in the township.

“This school would hold 750
students,” Waite said. “We
don’t need that additional
school capacity in Canton.”

Frank Ruggirello, Plymouth
Canton Schools spokesper-
son, said despite a continued
trend of increased enrollment
within the district, the pos-
sibility of the charter school
has raised concerns.

“Nobody does it better than
public schools, but in these
economically challenging

" times, the possibility of losing

students is not good,” he said.
“It’s certainly a concern.”

Sixty-five years ago, a four-engine B-17 Flying
Fortress rumbled irito cloudy skies above England,
headed for a dangerous raid over Nazi Germany.

It was the third mission for Fred Reichel, a young
Michigan co-pilot with the 8th A1r Force, and it”
proved to be his last. :

Ambushed an hour later by enemy Focke-Wulf
fighter planes — among the most lethal aircraft in the
Luftwaffe’s arsenal — the B-17 lost engines one by one

“to Nazi machine gun fire until, at 19,000 feet, behind
enemy lines, Reichel bailed out. A young German boy
found him in a stand of trees a hundred miles east of
Berlin and told him simply, “For you, G.I, the war is
over”" /

of the dogfight and his terrifying parachube drop that
linger to this day. -

Yet on Sept. 26, Reichel again hauled himselfinto
the polished fuselage of 2 Boeing B-17and prepared
for takeoff. Along with four of his fellow ‘flyboys’ — a
colloquial term for World War II pilots and their crew-
man — Reichel embarked on what may be his final
flight aboard the classic aircraft, which was mass-
‘produced throughout the war at Ford’s Willow Run
assembly plant.

The one that sputtered to life in September was
the Yankee Lady, a meticulously restored B-17G
now residing at Willow Run Airport’s Yankee Air
Museum. Said to be the finest example of this par-
ticular model still flying, the Yankee Lady wasused
in the film Tora, Tora, Tora and has a history in many
ways as fascinating as the men who piloted her.

DYING GENERATION -
