Board begins 
'09 budget; eyes 
2010 problems

It said 2009 at the top of the document as the 
Plymouth Township Board of Trustees began 
wrestling with the budget Monday. 

But even as trustees used one eye to peruse 
the figures for next year's accounts, the other eye 
was creeping ahead to 2010. 

Township officials expect revenues of some 
$14.2 million in 2009, with expenses of about 
$14.3 million. According to the budget offered 
Monday night by township Treasurer Ron 
Edwards, the township expects to use about 
$99,000 in fund balance to offset the higher 
expenditures. 

While that figure isn't that much in a $14.2 
million budget — one observer called it "a 
drop in the bucket" — officials are more wor­
ried about 2010, when they expect to lose some 
$600,000 in tax revenue due to declining prop 
erty values over the next two years. Edwards 
estimated some 8,100 of the township's 10,000 
parcels could see a decline. 

Combined with escalating health care costs 
— up 16 percent this year — and salaries driven & 
by collective bargaining agreements, Edwards M 
said the outlook could be grim. 

"Our tax line is flat," he told trustees Monday. 
"We can't afford to keep going like this." 

After showing small growth at mid-decade, 
the township's revenues have gone flat the last 
three years. In 2007, revenue's were at just over 
$14 million; this year they're at $14.2 million. 
The biggest drop in revenues shows up in the 
building department, where the 2009 recom­
mended budget of $50,000 is some 23 percent 
lower than the year before. 

Meanwhile, township officials say "about 80 
percent" of the expenditures are people-related, 
including salaries, benefits, worker's compensa­
tion claims and retirement. 

Public safety (police, fire and dispatch) make 
up more than $9.4 million of the township's 
expenditures. Police officials have requested 
some $70,000 in equipment purchases from 
the 2009 budget, including two patrol cars at a 
cost of some $44,000 and more than $12,000 in 
computer purchases. 

While the current board held the opening dis­
cussions on the budget, a new board is due to be 
sworn in next week. The new board — with two 
new faces — is expected to take up the budget 
issue next month.

Township board has 
many issues to tackle 

When the new Plymouth Township Board of Trustees 
convenes for the first time next month, there will be two 
new faces. 

Joe Bridgman replaces longtime Clerk Marilyn 
Massengill, who retires after some 40 years of dedicated 
service to the township. Trustee Michael Kelly joins the 
board, replacing Charles Curmi, who departs after 16 
years of equally dedicated service. 

Collectively, they have a variety of issues to tackle, not 
the least of which is a shrinking budget township lead­
ers believe will be in even more trouble next year. Having 
said that, here are a few issues to which we believe the 
board should pay attention early in its new term: 

• Hire a fire chief. The Plymouth Community Fire 
Department has been without a chief since Randy 
Maycock retired last summer. Assistant chief Mark 
Wendel has been handling the job since then, but that's 
not a satisfactory permanent solution. There are certainly 
other qualified candidates who should be allowed to test 
for it. The job must be filled following rules laid out in 
Act 78, the law that governs the hiring of firefighters. 

The township board, citing budget problems, hasn't 
been in any hurry to fill the job. There's also a rumor — 
as unlikely as it is — the township is considering a public 
safety director to oversee both the fire and police depart­
ments. The leadership in both communities thinks the 
model being used for fire service now is going to have to 
change as the budget shrinks, so, whatever they're going 
to do, they need to do it. 

• Disband the township's compensation commission. 
The board has essentially used the commission as a 
shield for accepting recommended raises. This action 
would shift the responsibility for future pay raises back 
where it belongs — onto the trustees. 

• Reverse itself on candidate forums being held in the 
board meeting room. To be fair, the board hasn't actually 
made a policy decision on this, although it has revoked 
permission for a forum sponsored by the Plymouth 
Community Chamber of Commerce and denied a similar 
request from the League of Women Voters of Northwest 
Wayne County. 

We believe board members are relying on a narrow 
reading of state election law by the township attorney. In 
conversations with state elections officials* the Observer 
has been told such use does not violate campaign finance 
law, as the township attorney claims. 

We think the board should absolutely set criteria for 
who can use the room, and any criteria should make sure 
the rules are fair for everyone. Forums are a valuable 
educational tool for residents who get precious little other 
chance to see their candidates, especially for local office. 

And the residents are, after all, the ones trustees, are 
elected to serve. 

Time for Wayne County 
to update election site 

Now that Cathy Garrett has won an easy re-election 
as Wayne County clerk, we would like to make a modest 
proposal. 

We suggest that Clerk Garrett sit down with Oakland 
County Clerk Ruth Johnson and ask her how Oakland 
County is able to post election results so quickly, com­
pletely and handsomely on its far superior Web site, while 
Wayne County lumbers along with a site that is slow to 
post, unattractive and confusing. 

On the Oakland County site, the list of candidates and 
ballot proposals is handsomely presented in numbers 
and as a graphic. Throughout the election night, numbers 
were posted as precincts reported. The site told visitors 
how many precincts had reported out of total precincts 
for that race. There was also a running count on straight 
party voting. Visitors to the Web site could also see a map 
of the district and a further breakdown of the vote show­
ing how absentee voters cast their votes. Another section 
showed the percentage of registered voters who voted in 
each precinct in the county. 

The color graphics were impressive and easy to under- ' 
stand. The vote count was easy for anyone to follow 
throughout the evening and into Wednesday morning. 

By contrast, Wayne County posted PDF files for each 
race, with crude type, no graphics, no maps, no break­
down on absentee voting. The first postings were promised 
by 10 p.m. but didn't come until later. The postings gave a 
time for when the numbers were posted but no indication 
of how many precincts or what percentage of the vote was 
represented at the time the votes were posted. 

The software is out there. If Oakland County can pro­
vide its residents with this kind of complete and on time 
information, Wayne County should be able to do the 
same. 

This should be a top priority for Cathy Garrett 
lunch with Ruth Johnson.

Dean Saxton bought a feed 
store on Main Street, located 
in the street level of the build­
ing the Mayflower Meeting 
House currently occupies. 
Several years later, he bought 
the current location for 
$12,000. Shortly afterward 
came the business in Redford. 

"I started working at the 
Redford store when I was 13," 
Saxton said. "I would bicycle 
from our house on Beech 
between Nine and 10 (Mile 
roads) and worked for 25 cents 
an hour. 

"In 1942, my dad decided to 
move to Plymouth and turned 
the upstairs dance hall into an 
apartment," he added. "The 
lower end was the feed store." 

Bill Saxton was 16 at the 
time and finished his final 

two years of K-12 education 
at the old Plymouth High 
School while working six to 
eight hours a day at Saxton's 
Farm Supply store. However, 
Plymouth and the surrounding 
area was becoming more sub­
urban and the feed business 
was declining drastically. 

That's when Bill helped his 
father transform the feed store 
into Saxton's Garden Center. 

"The agricultural business 
was declining and gardening 
was increasing," Saxton said. 
"For some time we were the 
main source of garden supplies 
in the Plymouth area." 

Saxton left to serve two 
years in the Navy and used the 
G.I. Bill to graduate from the 
University of Michigan. He 
was offered a job at Kaiser-
Frazer, at the time a newly 
formed car company, where he 
was a wage analyst. That was 
a dream job, but after seven 
months the car company fell

on bad times and it was back 
to the family business. 

However, Saxton used his 
interest in power equipment to 
— once again — transform the 
business. 

"Pushing a reel mower 

around as a kid endeared 
me to the notion of having 
an engine-powered mower," 
Saxton said with a smile. 
"When they started building 
rotary mowers, we got into 
selling those." 

For several years, Saxton's 
Garden Center sold more than 
300 a year, and during one 
especially snowy winter sold 
more than 850 snow blowers. 

"We're gravitating away 
from soils and mulches and 
handling basic garden sup­
plies," Saxton said. "We do 
quite a bit of consultation 
with customers who have 
problems with their lawns 
and gardens. It's rewarding to 
know what you recommended 
worked." 

Saxton's oldest son, Alan, 
runs the day-to-day business. 
Younger son Chris talks to 
the many people who inquire 
about one of downtown 
Plymouth's prime business 
locations. 

"The logical thing would be 
to have a more high-profile 
business developed here, we 
understand that," Saxton said. 
"We would have no objection, 
in fact it's not a bad idea, to 

get us a smaller location and 
consolidate our business. 

"Over the years we've had a 
number of offers, but most of 
them want to put little money 
down and wait two or three 
years to make up their minds 
what to do with it." 

While Saxton said he ful­
filled his interest in math 
and science by "taking on 
the power equipment and 
parts and service line," he 
credits his wife, Valerie, with 
watching the bottom line by 
handling the bills and bank 
accounts. 

"It's been an interesting 
experience, and if I ever got 
out of it, I don't know what I 
would do because this is all 
I've done," Valerie Saxton said. 
"Sometimes we get more than 
one generation of people who 
come in that either worked for 
us or are customers."

^fphe recent carnage on Wall Street should prompt 
| investors to consider a couple strategies before 
B the end of the year. Both strategies deal with taxes. 

The one caveat that always comes with any sort of tax 
planning is to make sure you look at your own indi­

vidual situation. Taxes are complex and 
the advice that is good for 95 percent 
of the people may not be good for you. 
Therefore, it is always important when 
we talk about taxes to make sure you 
apply it to your own individual situa­
tion. 

The first tax strategy is to consider 
converting existing traditional IRAs 
into Roth IRAs. It is a strategy that 
always makes sense in a down 
market. It can be a huge tax 
savings. After all, you pay taxes 
on the value of the account 
today, which is for most inves­

tors considerably lower than the account was 
worth a year ago. By converting now you're 
paying taxes on a much lower amount. In addi­
tion, from the time of conversion money grows 
tax free not tax deferred, thus when the mar­
kets recover your gains will be tax free. 

Another opportunity to look at is recogniz­
ing losses for tax purposes. In order to deduct 
a loss from your tax return, it has to be rec­
ognized. That means it just can't be a paper 
loss; you have to sell the investment. It would 
be nice if you could sell an investment, deduct 
the loss for tax purposes and then immediately 
repurchase the investment. It cannot be done, 
doing so would violate the wash-sale rules 
which state if you take a loss for tax purposes 
you cannot buy that same investment within 
30 days. 

Considering the volatility in today's market, 
the smart investor does not want to be out of 
the market for any appreciable length of time. 
A strategy to consider is to sell certain invest­
ments for tax losses then immediately repur­
chase a similar investment. For example, if you 
have a loss in a small company growth fund, a 
good strategy is to sell then turn around and 
buy another small company growth fund. This 
way you are still in the same asset class but 
able to take loses for tax purposes. 

In looking at tax consequences with regards 
to losses, most investors will have losses that 
are long-term losses. So to deduct these losses 
you first offset any long-term gains. If you have 
losses in excess of long-term gain you can then 
deduct up to $3,000 per year. Any excess loss­
es can then be carried over to future tax years. 

Effective planning should enable most 
people to carry over losses for many years to 
come. In addition, even if the capital gains tax 
is raised to 20 percent from the present level of 
15 percent, with proper tax planning the con­
sequences should be marginal. 

Whether taking tax losses or converting 
IRAs, transactions must be completed before 
the end of the year. 

There is no doubt that taxes are complex and 
difficult. Don't hesitate to seek out professional 
advice. However, it is important to make sure 
that you're dealing with a professional some­
one who understands tax laws. Someone who 
prepares taxes is not necessarily the person 

to discuss tax planning. He/she may understand how 
to prepare a return but may not have the training with 
regard to tax strategies. 

My general recommendation is when it comes to 
tax planning, sit down with someone who does taxes 
all year long. Certified public accountants or enrolled 
agents are generally these individuals. 

Taking advantage of tax laws will not eliminate the 
losses investors suffered this year. However, the strate­
gies discussed here can reduce the impact.

The winningest coach in the history of the 

Plymouth Whalers is behind the bench again 
following a year-long absence. 

Mike Vellucci, the franchise's president and 
general manager, added head coach to his list 
of titles on Monday after previous coach Greg 
Stefan resigned Monday after accepting a job 
as special assignment scout for the National 
Hockey League's Carolina Hurricanes. 

Vellucci guided the team through its Monday 
practice at Compuware Arena. Plymouth associ­
ate coach Joe Stefan and assistant coach Brian 
Sommariva remain with the team in their cur­
rent positions. 

Stefan took over the reins of the Whalers last 
Dec. 11 when Vellucci was promoted within 

Compuware's hockey organi­
zation to concentrate on the 
growth of Compuware Arena. 
Before that, Stefan served as 
an assistant coach for the team 
from 1993 to 1998, and rejoined 
the organization in 2003 as 
assistant coach and director 
of player development where 
he worked until joining the 
Hurricanes in 2005. 

The 47-year-old Stefan served two-plus sea­
sons on the Hurricanes' coaching staff as goal-
tending coach/pro scout prior to taking over as 
Plymouth's head coach in December of 2007-

The 42-year-old Vellucci was originally hired

as Plymouth's head coach in 2001 and led the 
Whalers to their second championship over the 
team's 19-year history in 2007- Plymouth has 
won four West Division titles and never finished 
lower than second place during Vellucci's tenure 
behind the bench. 

Vellucci became the winningest coach in 
franchise history while compiling a record of 
246-132-37-22, good for a .630 winning per­
centage, second in franchise history behind Paul 
Maurice (.681), who has coached in the National 
Hockey League with the Carolina Hurricanes 
and Toronto Maple Leafs. 

Plymouth is currently 6-11-20-0 and in fifth 
place in the OHL West Division.

Baechler had equally high praise for 
Stevenson, which features the talents of junior 
speed-burner Austin White, but can hurt you 
in a lot of different ways, he warned.

There is no truth to the 
rumor that after intercepting 
four passes in his last three 
games, Canton's Nick Sweda 
is going to change his name to 
"Pick" Sweda.

Sweda's pair of picks against 
Saline in Friday night's District 
final contest were his fifth and 
sixth of the season. 

What's his secret? 
"Part of it is being at the

"Part of it 
is breaking on the ball, and a 
lot of it is Deuce (the nickname 
for Canton strong safety David 
Wilcox) tipping passes to me." 

Not every high school foot­
ball team has a player like 
Sweda, but every team needs 
one — and not just for his abil­
ity to pick off passes. 

Sweda is every coach's 
dream: a speedy, hard-hitting 
senior who studies the weekly 
game plan as diligently as he 
studies for his advanced-place­
ment math classes. 

"Nick is a great program 
kid," said Canton coach Tim 
Baechler. "He's played a differ­
ent position just about every 
year here, but wherever we put 
him he gets the job done and 
he doesn't complain. Last year, 

he settled in at cornerback and 
he played some running back, 
too. This year we moved him to 
free safety. ; 

"He's one of those hard­
working kids who never misses 
a workout and sets a great 
example for everybody else." 

Baechler said Sweda's above-
average intelligence proved to 
be a mixed blessing at times 
early in the season. 

"Nick's so smart, he does 
everything the right way and 
he's analytical, which, when 
you play defense, can be good 
and bad," Baechler said. "He's 
always lined up in the right 
spot, he always knows what to 
do and he always asks ques­
tions. But early in the season 
he'd be so careful not to make a 
mistake that he would hesitate 
sometimes. 

"After the first half of the 
Novi game, we talked to him 
about playing fast and loose 
and to let it all hang out. Since 
then, he's been amazing." 

Of all the positions he's 
played since his early days on 
the gridiron at Our Lady of 
Good Counsel, the one he cur­
rently patrols for the Chiefs is 
his favorite.

Try to 
control 
barking 
dog 
Q: We are trying to sell a 
first-floor condo where above 
our unit lives a person who 
owns a small barking dog 
and our Realtor says that it 
has prevented a sale. I have 
written the unit owner twice 
and tried to call her but she is 
not responding. Do you have 
any suggestions about how to 
deal with this problem? 

A: Check the 
condominium documents 

to see if 
there is a 
limitation 
on the 
maintenance 
of dogs and 
usually there 
is a provision 
that 
precludes 
dogs from 
"excessively 

barking." Although that 
is, of course, a subjective 
term, I would complain 
to the association as well 
as the co-owner involved 
and seek the association's 
assistance in. attempting 
to maintain some control 
over the barking of the 
dog to the extent that is 
possible. 

Q: Our condominium project 
has a few units under 
foreclosure and the monthly 
dues are not being paid. In the 
meantime, will all co-owners 
incur a special assessment 
to pay for the foreclosed 
condominium dues, and, when 
the units are sold will we be 
reimbursed for the monies we 
paid on the foreclosed units? 

A: It all depends on 
the financial condition of 
your association. If your 
association can go forward 
without having to levy 
additional assessments 
to meet its needs, it will 
not receive an additional 
assessment. Obviously to 
the extent that you recoup 
those monies from the 
delinquent co-owners, 
that money will go into the 
association's treasury. I do 
not believe that you will 
be reimbursed for those 
funds, unless, that was 
a condition precedent to 
the additional assessment 
being levied, which would 
normally not be a good 
idea.

Plymouth man brings boards

Artist Josh Weston, of 
Plymouth, wants you to 
break his art work. 

That's right, and the

First, Weston's artwork is 
designed on decks, meaning 
skateboards.

"I want them to tear 'em up, 
ride them to become better 
skaters," Weston, a surfer and 
skater himself said. 

Weston will bring his 
Detroit-inspired boards to the 
craft fair. Don't get confused 

when you hear the word "craft." 
This isn't your grandmother's 
craft fair — unless of course 
she's someone who listens 
to Crud or The Stooges and 
likes vegan lip gloss, recycled 
T-shirts and "rock star night-
lights." 

You won't see duck statues 
wearing raincoats and blue 
plaid teddy bears. 

The Detroit Urban Craft Fair 
is comprised of young artisans 
making today's version of styl­
ish crafts. 

Weston's skateboards will 
include themes like Detroit 
sports, old Detroit churches 
and the Detroit skyline — buy 
three, line them up together for 
the whole skyline. 

"Today's skaters want boards 
with intelligent, irreverent 
humor," said Weston. 

The name of his company, 
Ein Fach, is a good example.

SWEET POTATO CHEESECAKE 
Carrie Crawford, new pastry chef at 
Bacco Ristorante in Southfield. 

32 ounces cream cheese 

1 cup brown sugar 

2/3 cup granulated sugar 
5 eggs 
1/4 cup flour 

2 teaspoons cinnamon 
2 tablespoons brandy 

2 cups sweet potato puree (2-3 pota­
toes) 

Bake sweet potatoes in a 
350-degree oven until tender. 
Remove skins. Puree the pulp in 
a food processor and measure 
out 2 cups puree. Set aside. 

Blend room temperature 
cream cheese, brown sugar and 
granulated sugar with the pad­
dle attachment of a stand mixer 
on low speed until it is smooth 
and there are no lumps. Scrape 
the bowl to ensure it is com­
pletely mixed. Add the eggs one 
at a time, scraping the bowl after 
each addition. Combine the flour 
and cinnamon and add, mix just 
until it is combined, Add the 
brandy and the puree, and again, 
mix just until the ingredients are 

combined. 

Pour into a prepared crust 
of graham cracker crumbs or 
gingersnaps. Tap the pan lightly 
on the counter to release any 
air bubbles. If you are using a 
cheesecake pan with a removable 
bottom, wrap the pan to the rim 
with aluminum foil to prevent 
any water from penetrating the 
pan. Place the cheesecake in 
another pan with high sides and 
place in the middle of the oven. 
Pour water in the larger pan 
to an inch deep. Bake at 330 
degrees for one hour. Cheesecake 
is done when it is set and does 
not jiggle when tapped. 

Garnish with maple whipped 
cream, caramel sauce and sweet 
potato chips. 

Maple Whipped Cream: 
2 cups heavy cream 
1/4 cup maple syrup 
Whip on high speed until stiff peaks 

form.

famous Christmas carol, 
the story follows Army bud­
dies, Bob Wallace and Phil 
Davis. They have become 
a successful show biz duo 
and are trailing a sister act, 
Betty and Judy Haynes, to 
Vermont when they find 
their now-retired Gen.

into film business

Cynthia LaMaide has been making and 
designing clothing since as far back as she 
can recall. The Rochester-based fiber artist 
cinched her love of the art by pursuing her 
degree in clothing design from Arizona State 
University. But she couldn't have guessed 
back then that her work would be worn by 
rbejt stars like Lenny Kravitz, 
supermodels including Kate 
Moss, and that they would 
weave uieir way into the plot 
lines of Dqajoî rnotion pictures 
- Ipse jhe one currently filming 
in metro Detroit, New Line 
Cinema's Intent. 

Her connection to the 
entertainment business began 
post-college, while she lived in Miami There, 
she worked on sets ofmusic videos and films, 
and styling for fashion shoots. LaMaide has 
criss-crossed the country ever since. She 
has been recognized with coveted awards 
including Best in Show from the 2007 Ann 
Arbor, Art Fairs. Her fiber art has been part 
of an American Craft Council show at the 
Smithsonian in Washington D.C. And most 
recently her talents have been tapped by 
filmmakers as they've been flocking into 
the Metro Detroit area to take advantage of 
the recently-passed tax incentives that offer 
up to a 42 percent cash rebate as long as the 
production spends $50,000 in Michigan. 
Since the state passed those incentives in 
April, locations from Detroit to Royal Oak to 
Plymouth have Been transformed for movie 
sets. LaMaide was contacted through her 
previous union work in Florida. 

Her first forapinto film was Married to 
the Mob, a 1989 comedy starring Michelle 
Pfeiffer. It served as a good training ground 
for what she's doing now. Through word of 
mouth she's gone from one job to the next, 
whether it involved styling for photo shoots or 
handling wardrobe continuity and costume 
designs on film sets. 

She was first contacted here in Michigan 
for the film The Job, on which she served as a 
wardrobe supervisor. 1 was just working on 
the set," said LaMaide. "Ihad to get all of the 
wardrobe ready for the actors." She helped

carry out the vision of the costume designer 
and made sure the continuity of the film 
remained intact when it came to the actors' 
clothing and accessories. The work calls for 
long days -14 hours at least. And those days 
grew longer on her next project. 

LaMaide was hired to handle costume 
design on a film titled Tug, which was shot 
in Holland, Mich. "I created the whole look," 
she said. Her designs were fully showcased 

in the movie as one of its lead 
characters - Sarah Drew {Mad 
Men) - played a fiber artist 
named Ariel. "I got to make 
all the clothes," LaMaide said, 
estimating at least 20 outfits. 

Producer Hopwood DePree 
of TicTock Studios said work­
ing with LaMaide was "an 
absolute joy." "She showed 

us her portfolio, the different clothes she 
designed," he said. "She also read our script 
and had a lot of really wonderful ideas." 

Tug Director Abram Makowka said he 
knew right away he wanted to work with 
LaMaide, whom he called "magical." He 
said: "Cynthia designed and created a differ­
ent dress for every time we see Ariel. Ariel is 
angelic, she too is magic, so it was only right 
that she and Cynthia be kindred spirits." 

Makowka said he looks forward to work­
ing with LaMaide again in the future. He 
also noted the experience of filmmaking in 
Michigan was a "phenomenal" one. Teople 
are excited about film here and so they are 
open and welcoming," he said. 

LaMaide described Tug as a love story with 
a bit of comedy tossed in, while TheJobwas 
more of a mobster film. 

In her film experience so far, LaMaide said 
she truly enjoys working with the actors. She 
said Drew in particular "looks so beautiful in 
everything you make." 

Her years of experience and ability to cre­
ate clothing very quickly have served her well 
in an industry where filming tends to be on a 
tight deadline. As DePree said, "I don't think 
she sleeps." LaMaide said the experience of 
working on films near her hometown has 
been a positive one. She's consistently been 
hiring local designers to assist her - and they 
have used the experience as a springboard 
to continue on in the industry. She believes

a passion for the work and a solid work ethic 
will allow anyone to move forward in the 
business. 

LaMaide's current project, Intent, 
begins filming Nov. 10 around Livonia and 
Farmington Hills. Director Tim Crockett 
posted positions on the Michigan Film Office 
Web site seeking crew members. He said she 
was perfect for the job. "She was super sweet, 
very talented, down-to-earth, hardworking," 
he said. "It was really a no-brainer." 

This project, a police drama set in Ohio, 
allows LaMaide to stretch her creativity once 
again. "This is more of a dark movie," she 
said, careful not to reveal too much. "The oth­
ers were lighter, happier." 

She's been collaborating with the produc­
tion's art department to echo the look and feel 
of the set. "Color is really important," she said. 
She's also working with unusual fabrics, like 
rubber, and the film will have more special 
effects than her previous projects. 

Crockett said "it's pretty wide open" as far 
as how much influence LaMaide's design 
will have on the film. "She has so many good 
ideas," he added. She'll be dressing everyone 
from a kidnap victim to police officers to a 
mistress. "It runs the full gamut," Crockett 
said. . * 

All the while, LaMaide's still designing for 
her own line. 

She'll unveil new work Dec. 13 at her 
Rochester studio.
