Sheldon Road opening 
domes ahead of schedule 
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chool district shifts election dates

The Plymouth-Canton Schools Board of 
Education voted Tuesday night to move its 
odd-year May school board elections to every 
November. 

As a result, the May 2009 election is now 
scheduled for November 2009. 

Plymouth-Canton had been splitting the 
$100,000 cost of an odd-year May election 
with Schoolcraft College. However, Schoolcraft 
trustees recently voted to move to even-year 
November elections to reduce their cost to zero. 

Under the new timetable, trustees said 
elections in odd-numbered years will cost 
Plymouth-Canton $84,000 per election as it 
shares costs with the city of Plymouth. On even-
numbered years, the district won't have to pay 
any election-associated costs because the five 
municipalities within the district's boundaries 
will already have a national election ballot. 

Trustees approved the motion on a 6-1 vote,

passing on an option to hold elections only on 
even^year Novembers which would have cost 
them nothing. 

"I'm a little shocked," said Trustee Dianne 
Gonzalez, the lone dissenting vote. "It's still a 
huge expense on the district, and it's only saving 
a small amount of money in changing to every 
November. The only true savings to the district 
and to the budget and to the students of this dis­
trict is to do it even-November." 

Trustee Nancy Eggenberger said she didn't 
want to wait until 2010 to hold the next school 
board election. 

"If we choose to do (even-November) right 
now we're putting 2 1/2 years onto people's 

terms, and I think that's unfair to the com­
munity," said Eggenberger. "We need to give 
them the opportunity to vote on school board 
members." 

The four seats up for re-election in November 
next year are those currently held by President 
Judy Mardigian, Barry Simescu, Tom Wysocki 
and John Jackson. Jackson, who was appointed 
to the seat vacated by Mark Slavens in 2007, is 
slated to seek re-election on the next scheduled 
election date, which now has been pushed to 
November 2009. 

Trustee Steven Sneideman said he's concerned 
the even-November elections in the cycle will 
become political. 

"Holding even-year November elections will 
encourage political parties to influence our elec­
tions," said Sneideman. "When they're the ones 
that are in Lansing deciding how much money 
we get every year, I think that's a recipe for 
disaster."

Penn Grille off the hot seat with city officials

The Penn Grille and Bar, which six months 
ago faced the possibility of losing its liquor 
license, is in better standing with city officials. 

"In April of this year we... indicated that facil­
ity was making a nuisance and we were contem­
plating ... possible revocation of their license," 
City Manager Paul Sincock told commissioners. 
"That review has been completed and there have 
been substantial improvements in the opera­
tion of the Penn Grille, We've seen a big reduc­
tion in possible drunk driving arrests from that 
location, an 80 percent reduction in the review 

period. We've also seen a significant reduction 
in other incidents at that facility." 

City commissioners voted in April to give 
Penn Grille owners six months to make changes. 
A 13-point plan by owners Chris Knight of 
Plymouth, Vince Spica of Northville Township 
and Billy Farwell of Plymouth Township includ­
ed increasing the ratio of food to alcohol service, 
additional training for servers and staff to moni­
tor patron alcohol intake, increased communi­
cation with the city and police department con­
cerning possible problems, and on nights when 
the establishment closes at 2 a.m. the last call 
for alcohol given a half-hour beforehand. 

"I think it's a victory for cooperation between 

city government and local business and the 
results of have been astounding," said Keith 
Kecskes, the attorney for the Penn Grille. "The 
community is better off for it, it's safer for it and 
the establishment has improved its family busi­
ness." 

Plymouth Police Chief Wayne Carroll said 
there is a noticeable difference in the number of 
police calls from six months ago. 

"I think the Penn Grille has done abetter 
job of policing itself," Carroll said. "It's had 
some violations, but it appears they continue to 
address them."

When Wayne County closed Sheldon 
Road to start the railroad underpass proj­
ect in January 20,07, there were many who 
doubted the project would be completed 
within the two years projected by Wayne 
County officials. 

And, after a plethora of first-year delays 
left work at a standstill for extended peri­
ods of time, there were few — besides 
Assistant Wayne County Executive Alan 
Helmkamp —- who believed the under­
pass would be finished by the end of this 
month. 

Helmkamp plans to make good on his 
promise to reopen Sheldon Road — a cou 
pie of weeks early — on Friday afternoon 
At 2 p.m. Wayne County Executive Robert 
Ficano will say a few words on the south 
(Plymouth Township) side of the project, 
followed by words from any dignitaries 
who want to chime in on what is forecast 
byAccuweather.com to be a mostly cloudy 
day with a high of 28, even lower at 14 
degrees if you consider the wind chill fac­
tor. 

"I'm not going to put a program together, 
and I foresee brief remarks because of the 
cold weather," said Helmkamp. "Instead 
of a ribbon cutting, we'll have the ceremo­
nial driving of a vehicle through a ribbon. 
We'll have some people holding the ribbon 
and some riding in the car going north. As 
we're driving through, we'll have people 
pulling the barrels away." 

Helmkamp said Wayne County crews 
need one dry day to put down lane mark­
ers on the newly constructed Sheldon 
Road. However, if that doesn't happen, 
he'll improvise with Plan B. 

"If we don't get that dry day, we're going 
to open at least one lane in each direc­
tion and use the barrels for delineators 
until we can get a dry day to stripe it," 
said Helmkamp. "That will at least give 
another weekend for the community and 
businesses before Christmas." 

The first vehicle will be one furnished 
by Bob Jeannotte Pontiac-GMC — in 
Plymouth Township on the north side of 
the project — which saw sales drop during 
the past two years of construction. Bob 
Jeannotte, Jr. said it will be either a GMC 
Yukon hybrid or a Yukon flex-fuel hybrid. 

"I didn't think it would ever be done by 
the deadline, especially after all the delays 
in the first year," said Jeannotte. "I would 
look at the south side through our show-

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Self-directed IRA is best option 
for transferring retirement money 
The U.S. economy lost over 

500,000 jobs last month. 
So far this year, over one 

million Americans have lost 
their jobs. Unfortunately, next 
year doesn't look much better. 
Even if the auto companies 
receive bailout money, about 
90,000 Michiganders will lose 
their jobs. 

Those who lose their job face 
a variety of issues. Not only 
do they have to be concerned 
about paying bills, but health 
care and retirement accounts 
need to be addressed.

have a number 
of options for 
retirement 
accounts.

In those 
situations you 
can't add new 

money to the account, how­
ever, you can continue man­
aging it with the investment 
options. You will continue to 
receive statements on a regu­
lar basis. You are still subject 
to the employer's rules. If the 
employer decides to change the 
investment options, you would 
be subject to that change. At 
that point, you would have the 
option of moving your money. 

Another option, for those 
lucky to find a new job, is the 
potential to directly transfer 
the money from their former 
employer into the new plan. 
Although employers are not 
required to allow new employ­
ees to transfer existing retire­
ment money, many employers 
are accommodating.

There 
are no tax consequences and 
the money is totally under the 
individual's control. 

The different options each 
have pros and cons. The pros 
of leaving your money with 
your former employer are that 
you are familiar with their 
plan and it is easy because 
you do not have to make any 
changes. The downside is that 
employers frequently make 
changes to their salary defer­
ral programs and you would 
be subject to those changes. 
In addition, your former 
employer may only have limit­
ed investment options that no 
longer fit your individual situ­
ation and you have no control 
over expenses. 

The benefit of transferring 
to a new employer's plan is 
one consolidated portfolio. 
This may make it easier in 
managing your account. The 
downside is your new employ­
er's plan may have limited 
investment options, it could be 
expensive and once again you 
are subject to the rules of the 
employer. 

Directly transferring into a 
self-directed IRA means you

Also a scholar athlete and team co-
captain, Stenzel registered 238 kills and 
115 serving aces, at or near the top of the 
list in those categories among Mega play­
ers. Her intensity also contributed to 318 
digs and 42 blocks. 

Claire Dezelski, Jr., OH, Ladywood: The 
5-10 junior outside hitter made All-
CathoHc A-B Division and Class B All-
Region 18 after averaging 2.94 kills, 4.7 
digs and 0.82 aces per set for the Blazers. 
* "Claire really stepped up this year and 

was one of only a few all-around play­
ers," Ladywood coach Erin Craggs said. 
"She has a tremendous vertical jump 
and became a real offensive threat as an 
outside hitter." 

Katie Matz, Sr., OH, Churchill: The 5-8 
senior outside hitter displayedher all-
around skills with 136 kills, 296 assists 
and 294 digs. She also serve-received 
over 300 balls at 91 percent en route to 
honorable mention All-State honors. 

Matz also earned All-Region, All-
KLAA and honorable mention MTVCA 
Academic All-State recognition. 

"Katie is a throwback player," Grenier 
said. "She's a great example of a six-rota­
tion athlete. Katie does it all. Her biggest 
asset was her versatility. A lot of our suc­
cess was because of Katie's hard work, 
her unselfishness and being a true team 
player." 

COACH OF THE YEAR 
Kevin Wade, Lutheran Westland: It's been 

quite a year for Wade, who last spring 
coached the Warriors'baseball team to 
the Class D finals and followed up doing 
the same with the volleyball team. As 
a result, he earned his second Observer 
Coach of the Year Award for 2008. 

Lutheran Westland finished 46-6-5 
and breezed to the Metro Conference 
championship, then followed up with 
impressive district and regional titles.

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Fit fire safety into holiday celebration plans

Lt. Denny Hughes of the Farmington 
Hills Fire Department has plenty of 
common-sense fire safety advice this 
holiday season. 

"We see them (house fires) all the 
time, but I think they're kind of ampli­
fied," Hughes said of fires during the 
holidays. "Even at home, the hustle and 
bustle is going on." People may be care­
less and have combustibles near the 
kitchen stove. 

Cooking fires are the No. 1 cause 
of home fires and home fire inju­
ries, according to the National Fire 
Protection Association. Nearly all 
cooking equipment fires start with the 
ignition of food, other cooking materi­
als, (e.g., grease, cooking oil), Or other 
items normally found or installed in a 
kitchen (e.g., cabinets, wall coverings, 
paper or plastic bags, curtains). 

"Fortunately for most of them they're 
not too Serious," Hughes said of holiday 
fires. 

Those marking the season also may 
use candles in the bath and other 
rooms. "Obviously they're pretty risky 
when they're in a room and they're not 
attended," he said. A pet may knock the 
candle over. 

Sometimes alcohol is a part of holi­
day revelry, making people less careful. 
"They're accidents, but they do hap­
pen," Hughes said. 

WATCH THIS 
The Farmington Hills firefight­

ers did a demonstration with a live 
Christmas tree that was well main­
tained, one not maintained, and an 
artificial tree. The well-maintained live 
tree was the best for safety. 

"There are some keys to that." Live 
trees are for just a couple of weeks for 
use as they dry out. "It's really a com­
mon sense issue," he said, noting you 
need a lot of water, not many combus­
tibles, and limited lights. 

You should always turn tree lights off 
when you leave home or go to bed. "Just 
make sure it's well watered," the fire 
lieutenant said. "Try to keep it away 
from your floor registers." Don't have 
candles nearby, and don't block exits. 

Watch out for gift wrap piling up 
near tree skirting, Hughes added, as 
there could be too many extension 
cords or lights. "That could be a source 
for a fire as well." 

CANDLE SAFETY 
• If you decide to light candle(s), 

be sure the candle is always in sight. 
Never leave a candle unattended or in 
reach of children or accessible to pets. 

• Place your candle in non-tip can­
dle holders. 

• Keep candles away from com­
bustible materials such as curtains, 
Christmas trees, furniture or other 

decorations. Do not place them where 
they may get knocked over. 

• Keep candles away from drafts, 
vents or other air currents (ceiling fans) 
in the home. This will help prevent 
rapid, uneven burning, or excessive 
dripping of the wax. Drafts can cause 
the flame to blow onto other combus­
tible items nearby. 

• Trim candlewicks to a M inch each 
time before lighting. Longer wicks 
cause uneven burning and drippings. 

• Never use your candle as a light 
during a power outage or when check­
ing pilot lights or fueling equipment 
such as a kerosene heater or lantern. 
Use a flashlight in these instances. 

• Never place a candle on a win-
dowsill or near an exit... and always 
extinguish all candles when you leave a 
room or before going to sleep. 

He emphasizes having a smoke 
detector and a carbon monoxide detec­
tor on each level of your home, as well 
as that important escape plan for all of 
where to head and where to meet. 

Hughes offers these additional tips: 

HOLIDAY ENTERTAINING 
• Test all smoke alarms in the house, 

and let guests know your escape plan. 
H If you or guests smoke, smoke out­

side. Provide large, deep ashtrays and 
douse them with water before calling it 
a night. 

• Unattended cooking is the leading 
cause of home fires. Never leave cook­
ing appliances unattended for any rea­
son or length of time.

H Monitor your consumption of alco­
hol, so that you can make good, sound 
decisions in the event of an emergency 
at your home. 

DECORATING 
• Purchase lights with and electri­

cal decorations with the name of an 
approved independent testing lab. 

B Inspect new and used lights and 
replaced any damaged light strings. 
Read directions on how many strings 
may be connected to one another. 
Typically only three strings of lights 
can be connected to one another. 

M Use proper clips or hangers and do 
not nails to mount lights. Wire insula­
tion can be damaged and lead to a fire. 

• Keep young children and pets 
away from electrical decorations. 

H Use decorations which are flame-
resistant or flame retardant, or use 
noncombustible materials. 

• NEVER leave a candle unattend­
ed, and keep away from combustibles. 

In 2005, U.S. fire departments 
responded to 146,400 home structure 
fires that involved cooking equipment 
in 2005. These fires caused 480 civil­
ian fire deaths, 4,690 civilian fire 
injuries and $876 million in direct 
property damage. 

Cooking equipment fires are the 
leading cause of home structure fires 
and associated civilian injuries. These 
fires accounted for 40 percent of all 
reported home structure fires in 2005 
and 36 percent of home civilian inju­

ries. 

Twelve percent of the fires occurred 
when something that could catch fire 
was too close to the equipment. 

Thanksgiving is the peak day for 
home cooking fires, according to 
NFPA's Fire Analysis and Research 
Division. 

The leading cause of fires in the 
kitchen is unattended cooking. It's 
important to-be alert to prevent cook­
ing fires. 

SAFETY TIPS 
These are NFPA safety tips on cook­

ing: 
Stay in the kitchen when you are 

frying, grilling, or broiling food. If you 
leave the kitchen for even a short peri­
od of time, turn off the stqye. 

If you are simmering, baking, roast­
ing, or boiling food, check it regularly, 
remain in the home while food is cook­
ing, and use a timer to remind you that 
you are cooking. 

Keep anything that can catch fire 
— oven mitts, wooden utensils, food 
packaging, towels or curtains — away 
from your stovetop. 

Keep the stovetop, burners and oven 
clean. 

Wear short, close-fitting or tightly 
rolled sleeves when cooking. Loose 
clothing can dangle onto stove burners 
and can catch fire if it comes in contact 
with a gas flame or electric burner. 

Have a "kid-free zone" of at least 3 
feet around the stove and areas where 
hot food or drink is prepared or car­
ried. 

Always use cooking equipment that 
has the label of a recognized testing 
laboratory. 

Follow manufacturer's instructions 
and code requirements when install­
ing, cleaning, and operating cooking 
equipment. 

Plug microwave ovens or other cook­
ing appliances directly into an outlet. 
Never use an extension cord for a cook­
ing appliance as it can overload the 
circuit and cause a fire. 

Check electrical cords for cracks, 
breaks, or damage. 

IF YOU HAVE A COOKING FIRE 
Just get out! When you leave, close 

the door behind you to help contain the 
fire. Call 9-1-1 or the local emergency 
number after you leave. 

If you do try to fight the fire, be sure 
others are already getting out and you 
have a clear path to the exit. 

Always keep a lid nearby when you're 
cooking. If a small grease fire starts in 
a pan, smother the flames by carefully 
sliding the lid over the pan. Turn off 
the burner. Do not move the pan. To 
keep the fire from restarting, leave the 
lid on until the pan is completely cool. 

In case of an oven fire, turn off the 
heat and keep the door closed. After a 
fire, the oven should be checked and/or 
serviced before being used again.

Q: The neighbor adjacent to 
my unit refuses to give a copy 
of his key to the management 
company or any board 
members. I am concerned 
because he is often out of town 
and I feel as though my unit is 
in jeopardy if there should ever 
be an emergency with his unit 
that management is unable to 
deal with. 

A: Most condo documents 
provide the association 
with the right to enter a 

unit in the 
event of an 
emergency. 
The 
documents 
should 
further 
provide 
that the 
association 
not be held 
responsible 

for any damage incurred. If 
there is an emergency such 
as a gas leak or a severe 
water leak, the association 
should strongly consider 
the option of entering the 
unit even if they do not have 
the member's permission. 
Associations have an 
obligation to protect their 
members and property in 
the event of an emergency 
and, thus, have the right 
to enter a member's unit 
in an emergency situation, 
particularly if the documents 
give the right to do so. 

Q: I am a new board member at 
my condo association, and I have 
discovered that the names of 
delinquent co-owners are being 
included in the minutes of pur 
board meetings. Is this a good 
idea? 

A: While many 
individuals who serve on 
condo and/or community 
association boards may have 
ah in depth understanding 
of parliamentary 
procedures, they may not 
fully understand what 
they should and should 
not include in the minutes 
of their board meetings. 
As a practicing attorney 
of over 39 years, I can tell 
you that this is not a good 
idea for several reasons, but 
the main reason would be 
that if a board is incorrect 
in terms of what they are 
saying about a delinquent 
co-owner, they may be 
opening themselves up to a 
discrimination and/or libel 
claim.

I've never really thought of myself as a Lincoln kind of 
guy. Lincolns, like Cadillacs, were something for old people to 
drive to play golf or hit the early-bird special. Both 
nameplates have introduced new models designed to change 
that image. Lincoln's new luxury flagship, the 2009 MKS, is 
one of those models and could go a long way in bringing 
younger, hipper buyers into Lincoln showrooms. 

We'll ignore Lincoln's goofy naming system - the same 
system that also gives us the MKX and MKZ - and focus on 
the actual car. Full of all manner of new technology, the MKS 
is a gadget-lover's dream. 

For starters, the MKS features Sync, the voice-activated 
hands-free entertainment and communications system 
developed in conjunction with Microsoft. The system 
integrates your Bluetooth mobile phone so you can dial a 
number just using your voice. That same voice command 
technology also powers the entertainment system, although 
it's not exactly perfect and does take some getting used to. 
Using the system to control the satellite radio, it sometimes 
took me to channels other than what I asked for. Overall, 
though, it was fun to use. 

Lincoln says it's adding 911 Assist to the system soon. That 
will allow the cell phone to automatically call 911 in the event 
of an accident that deploys the airbags, sort of Lincoln's 
answer to General Motors Corp.'s OnStar system. 

Add the optional navigation system and you get some 
more toys to play with. The system includes a 10 gigabyte 
hard drive that holds A LOT of music. Take the time to rip 
your CD collection into the system and you can leave, your 
iPod at home. You can browse through the collection via 
voice command or the touch screen and the album art will 
appear on the screen while it plays. Like your mp3 player, you 
can create custom playlists, and you can also upload pictures 
to display on your screen. The system also includes a rear 
back-up camera. 

The navigation system home screen is nicely done. The 
standard view shows the map on the left-hand side of the 
screen, while the right side shows audio information. You 
can, of course, make either side the full-screen view. The 
system also includes a six-month subscription to Sirius Travel 
Link. This feature gives you up to date information about gas 
prices (a roller coaster, from $1.49 to $4.25 per gallon in 
recent months), weather forecasts, sports scores and real-

time traffic information for 78 different metro areas. 
Oh, yeah. The system is a T H X I I 5.1 surround sound 

system and sounds great. You might have so much fun 
playing with it, you won't want to arrive at your destination. 

Auto climate control, rear window defroster, power tilt 
steering wheel, universal garage door opener and anti-theft 
perimeter alarm are all standard on the MKS, but if you want 
to add some more cool stuff, you can opt for the Technology 
Package, which includes Intelligent Access with Push-Button 
Start. That allows you to get in the car, start it and drive 
away, all without pulling the key fob out of your pocket or 
purse. 

Just touch the keyless entry pad on the door pillar, open 
the door and, with the brake pedal engaged, push a button to 
start the car. While not the first, or only, model to use this 
technology, it's still pretty cool. 

That package also includes rain-sensing wipers, rear 
window power sunshade, Adaptive Cruise Control, which 
uses radar to adjust cruising speed to match the vehicle in 
front of you, adaptive headlamps with auto high beam (as the 
name suggests, it turns on the high beams automatically in 
darker areas if no vehicles are in range, and turns them off 
when another vehicle approaches), and the Forward Sensing 
System that uses four hidden sensors that can tell you how 
close you are to other objects while trying to park. 

OK, the toys are fun, but how does the MKS do on the 
road? Available as front-wheel or all-wheel driye, the MKS is 
equipped with a standard 3.7-liter 24-valve V6 that puts out 
273 horsepower and 270 lb.-ft. of torque. It doesn't require 
premium fuel, but using premium will get you a bit more 
power (275 horsepower and 276 lb.-ft. of torque). Whether 
that slight boost is worth the added expense of premium fuel 
is up to you, but it's nice to know you can save a few pennies 
at the pump and still get out the gate quickly. Mileage is rated 
at 16 mpg in the city and 23 on the highway for the AWD and 
17/24 for the FWD -- not bad for a car of its size. 

The engine is mated with a very smooth six-speed 
automatic transmission that includes SelectShift, which 
allows you to move through the gears at your own pace. 

As you would expect from a Lincoln, the MKS handles 
well and is comfortable to drive. The ride is smooth without 
lulling you to sleep, and the rack-and-pinion power steering 
is responsive. The AWD version can be a challenge to 
maneuver into tight spaces due to the larger turning circle, 
but otherwise feels solid. 

Both driver and front-seat passenger get 12-way power 
adjustable heated and cooled leather seats. The rear seats are 
heated, as well, and there's plenty of room, both front and 
rear. The t runk is huge and easy to load and unload, but I'd 
like to see the MKS come with a full-size spare; this is, after 
all, the luxury flagship. 

But this is a luxury flagship with some cool design cues. 
Its double-wing grille is inspired by the 1941 Lincoln 
Continental and it's nicely done. The MKS comes with 18-
inch wheels, bu t has 19-inch wheels available as an option. 
Fog lights are standard, as are heated power mirrors. Power 
moon roof is optional. 

The 2009 Lincoln MKS starts at around $39,000. Add all 
the fancy stuff (the Ultimate Package) and you're looking at 
almost $45,000 -- in line for a luxury sedan with plenty of 
toys. Enough to make you forget about the early-bird special.

By Dean Henry of Livonia 
I have literally made thousands if 
not a million of these, once you make 
and try it you will see why. Makes 
about 120. 

1 cup powdered sugar 

1 cup granulated sugar 

1 cup butter 

1 cup oil 

2 eggs 
5 cups flour 
1 teaspoon vanilla 
1 teaspoon salt 
1 teaspoon baking soda 
1 teaspoon cream of tartar 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. 

Cream sugars and butter 
together until fluffy, slowly pour 
in oil while mixing. Add eggs, 
vanilla, salt, soda, tartar, mix to 
incorporate. Scrape down bowl, 
add flour while mixing on low in 
stages. Scoop out small amount 
of dough — about 2 tablespoons. 
I use an # 70 ice cream scoop 
to make this part of the pro­
cess really easy. Place dough on 
cookie sheet. Once you have the 
dough scooped onto your trays, 
you will need a cookie press or 
flat surface such as the bottom 
of a jelly jar or glass. Dip the 
press into sanding sugar, red, 
green, or white, and press/flat­
ten the dough to M" thickness. 
Bake 8-10 minutes.

2 cups graham cracker crumbs 

2 tablespoons cocoa powder 

1 cup powdered sugar 

% teaspoon salt 

1 cup ground nuts ( I use ground

% cup sugar 

% teaspoon baking powder 
% teaspoon salt 
1 egg 

1 teaspoon vanilla 
2V3 cups all 'purpose 
3 tablespoons poppy seed, 
1 teaspoon finely shredded lemon 

peel 

Beat butter for 30 seconds. 
Add sugar, baking powder, and 
salt. Beat until combined, scrap­
ing sides of bowl. Beat in the 
egg and vanilla. Beat in as much 
flour as you can using the mixer. 
Using a wooden spoon, stir, in 
any remaining flour. 

Divide dough in half. Stir 
poppy seed and lemon peel into 
one dough half until combined. 
Leave remaining half plain. 

On a lightly floured surface, 
roll each half of dough into a 
9- by 6-inch rectangle. Carefully 
roll poppy seed rectangle around 
rolling pin; unroll on top of plain 
rectangle. 

Make sure edges are aligned; 
press down gently with rolling 
pin to seal. Tightly roll up, jelly 
roll style, starting from a long 
side. Wrap in plastic wrap and 
chill for 4-24 hours or until very 
firm. 

Cut dough into )s- to '/t-inch 
thick slices. Place slices about 1 
inch apart on ungreased cookie 
sheet 

Bake at 375 for 8-10 minutes 
or until edges are browned. 
Transfer cookies to wire rack to 
cool.

Laguna Beach, Calif, to Hilton Head, S.C. His 
works grace the walls of rock stars like Richie 
Sambora of Bon Jovi, John Mellencamp and 
Neil Diamond. 

SEEKING PATH 
But long before Nordlund earned the title 

"an Artist's Artist" he was seeking his path. He 
began to explore his talent for drawing as a high 
school freshman. Though he attempted to fol­
low in his older brother's footsteps and study 
business at East Commerce High School, after 
just one day he transferred to Cass Technical 
High School in Detroit and devoted his studies 
to the arts. 

Nordlund later began working as a clay mod­
eler for Chrysler Corp. Once a year the company 
would host an exhibit to showcase the creative 
hobbies of its employees. "I put my paintings 
in that and they were always snapped up," he 
recalled. Because his works sold so quickly, 
they were not available to be transferred to XL. 
Hudson Co. in Detroit for display, like other 
pieces in the show. 

As a result of the interest, Nordlund was 
granted five separate one-man exhibits at the 
esteemed department store between 1964 and 
1968. "Because of J.L. Hudson, I realized I had 
a market for my work," he said. "I put down my 
modeling clay and picked up my paint brush." 

USING MINERALS 
His work has changed over the years — from 

vignettes to pointillism to the abstract pieces 
he creates now that incorporate his fascination 
of raw minerals. "One day I just put some in my 
painting," he said. Nordlund is inspired by the 
way the materials he uses catch the light. "I just 
love the energy they give," he said. "They are 
how God created them." 

The results can be seen on both large canvas­
es, and smaller sets. Nordlund prefers to stick 
to a neutral palette, the earthy bronzes, beiges 
and creams mirroring the natural materials 
that mingle with them on canvas. But flashes 
of color and bold, dark canvases are also part 
of the show. Some evoke the movement of an 
ocean, a shoreline, or even the ruddy surface of 
the moon. 

He purchases his minerals at shows and col­
lects found objects on his travels — everything 
from crushed glass to shimmery sand. 

Nordlund considers the placement of these 
objects very carefully before affixing them to 
his canvas with paint and epoxy. It takes more 
than one month to complete and this work must 
be done outdoors. 

Crystals can be sharp and sometimes cut 
his hands in the process, but the end effect is 
captivating. Even the artist admitted he sees 
something new each time he looks at one of the 
paintings. The public is welcome to experience 
these works on exhibit until Dec. 31.
