As the Plymouth

By mid-afternoon, though, 
temps were back on their 
way down, and carvers were 
on their way to another out­
standing performance. 

"When it's warmer, the 
ice breaks down faster," said 
16-year-old carver Robert 
Tristani of Keego Harbor, 
carving for the Oakland 
Technical Center-Southwest. 
"When it gets colder, it's 
always better." 

With temperatures in the 
teens and 20s over the week­
end, carvers were expected 
to produce more than 100 
sculptures using thousands 
of pounds of ice. High school 
and college competitions 
highlighted the weekend, 
allowing carvers of skill 
levels ranging from world 
champion to beginner to 
commit their imaginations 
to ice. 

It was a display of creativity 
that impressed spectators. . 

"You get to see all the cool 
creations you can make out 
of ice," said 11-year-old Tyler 
Harvey, who was visiting the 
show with his mom, Lisa, a 
Novi resident. 

Lisa Harvey was impressed 
by the carvers' work because 
she figures it's something she 
couldn't do herself.

Some 25 Plymouth 
Township employees took 
a vote earlier this month to. 
decide which of two unions 
will represent them going for­
ward. 

But they're going to have to 
wait to find out how the vote 
turned out. 

The workers, most of 
them clerical employees who. 
belong to the local unit of 
the American Federation of 
State, County and Municipal 
Employees, voted Jan. 8 
whether to stay with AFSCME, 
^which has represented them 
since they ratified their first 
contract in 2001, or switch to 
the administrative arm of the 
Police Officers Association of 
Michigan. 

But the vote was sealed 
immediately following the 
election when officials from 
AFSCME Council 25 filed an 
unfair labor practice com­
plaint with the Michigan 
Employment Relations 
Commission. The complaint 
was based on the Plymouth 
Township board's decision to 
reduce seven union positions 
from full time to part time and 
remove the benefits package 
for those seven employees. 

The decision was made in 
a 4-3 vote Dec. 16, just two 
weeks before the contract was 
due to expire, and a little more 
than three weeks before the 
decertification vote, and came 
with no prior notice to anyone 
in the union. 

"The unilateral modifica­
tion of the contract mid-term 
is a violation of... the Public 
Employment Relations Act," 
AFSCME lawyer Robert Fetter 
wrote in his charge. "As the 
employer completely disre­
garded the terms of the con­
tract as written and commit­
ted a substantial breach." 

A hearing before the MERC 
is scheduled for Feb. 12. 

Township Supervisor 
Richard Pveaume said the 
moves were necessary due to 
the economic climate. 

"Our labor attorney advised 
us we were well within our 
rights to take these jobs from 
full time to part time," Reaume 
said. "It had to be done before 
Dec. 31, otherwise it would 
have been based on a contract 
that had expired." 

The vote, when released, 
could show a switch to the 
POAM. Carol Pyykkonen, 
president of the AFSCME 
local, said the vote was being 
taken in the first place because 
"we didn't feel we were being 
well-represented by AFSCME." 
The unfair labor practice 
charge leaves everything 
unsettled. 

"It's so much up in the air, 
being between-two unions," 
she said. "No one knows what's 
going to happen." 

Reaume said the delay is 
harmful to union negotiations. 

"It handcuffs the administra­
tion," Reaume said. "We are 
willing and want to start nego­
tiations with the clerical union."

oard members 
give back salaries

Five of the seven members of 
the Plymouth Township Board 
of Trustees have agreed to give 
back part of their salaries in 
what they say is an effort at 
helping the township through 
difficult economic times. 

Two of the five — Supervisor 
Richard Reaume and 
Treasurer Ron Edwards 

• — are declining'to take raises 
approved in 2007 by the town­
ship's compensation commis­
sion, which sets the salaries of 
the full-time elected officials. 

Reaume had been due a 
nearly $5,000 raise this year; 
Edwards would have gotten 
a hike of more than $4,300. 
Both signed letters declining 
the raises, a move township 
attorney Tim Cronin said 
was covered by a clause in the 
township ordinances. 

"The (2009) budget included 

pay freezes for department 
heads and non-union employ­
ees, so I thought it appropriate 
trie supervisor also had a pay 
freeze," said Reaume, who will 
stick with his $93,760 salary 
for 2009. "If you're going to 
ask your people to freeze pay, 
you should lead by example." 

Clerk Joe Bridgman has 
not yet agreed to decline his 
raise, citing disagreement ' 
with the township attorney 
opinion. He's scheduled to 
make $91,378 in 2009 unless 
he changes his mind about 
declining. 

"I haven't made that final 
decision yet," Bridgman said. 
"I believe (giving the raises 
back) is illegal and is against 
our policy. I just disagree with 
the attorney."

filings. It is not unusual — in 
fact, it is common and normal 
— that businesses which shut 
down still file the necessary 
tax documents. Of course, 
there are situations where 
employers do fail to meet their 
legal obligations. 

I recommend contacting 
your old employer. You can 
send a letter and even though 
they may be out of business, 
the mail may be forwarded. 
In addition, contact the state 
of Michigan to obtain cur­
rent contact information. If 
you know the accounting firm 
that handled your old employ­
er, you can contact it. 

If all else fails and you can-
. not contact the company, 
complete Form 4852, a substi­
tute W-2 form, and file with 
your tax return. 

Remember, by reporting 
income you received, you 
are also reporting the with­
holding by the company. 
Therefore, by reporting your 
income and taking advantage 
of what has been withheld 
from your paycheck, you may 
actually get a refund and not 
owe taxes. 

To complete a substitute 
W-2 form, use an old pay stub 
to help compute the numbers. 
Most pay stubs keep cumula­
tive records of what has been 
earned and withheld. If you 
don't have any documenta­
tion, you probably need to 
contact a certified public 
accountant to help prepare 
your return. 

People ask whether some­
thing is deductible or not or if 
they have to report income or 
not. The real question is, what 
are the odds of getting caught, 
not what the law actually 
requires. 

My advice is when it comes 
to taxes, we are responsible 
to file accurate tax returns. 
The penalty for failure to 
comply can be substantial. 
Do yourself a favor, follow the 
law to the best of your abil­
ity. That does not mean that 
you should not use the law to 
your advantage, because you 
should. Take every deduction 
you are entitled to and if there 
is a gray area in the law, use it 
to your benefit.

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Schoolcraft's Grote brought Southern charm to rocky times 
S college president can

named for him. C. Nelson 
Grote has had two colleges 
name two buildings for him. 

Grote, president of 
Schoolcraft College from 
1971-81, has his name on 
the administration build­
ing on Haggerty Road. Last 
September, Morehead State 
University in Kentucky added 
his name to a 1926 resi­
dence hall, making it Grote-
Thompson Hall. Grote, as 
Morehead's 11th president, had 
spared the hall from demoli­
tion and had it renovated. 

The board of regents said he 
had focused MSU's construc­
tion program "primarily on 
the improvement of student 
housing," adding that he had 
achieved a fiber-optic system 
in rebuilding the underground 
utility system among "numer­
ous technology improvements 
across the campus."

WifeWilma 
and many of 
his children 
and grandchil­
dren gathered 
for the ceremo­
ny. The Grotes 
on Jan. 6 
observed their 
60th wedding 

anniversary. They eloped on 
that date in 1949. 

The last building name 
came with considerably less 
political pain than the one at 
Schoolcraft in 1982. 

In the 1970s, the 
Schoolcraft College District 
was a hotbed of political 
activity. It had an eight-mem­
ber board, five of whom came 
from Plymouth — with about 
20 percent of the popula­
tion — and one from Livonia, 
with about 50 percent. The 
U.S. Supreme Court, in a 
1970 Kansas City case, ruled 
that states, counties and col­
lege districts should observe 

the "one man, one vote" rule 
under the equal protection of 
the laws provision in the U.S. 
Constitution. 

The New Democratic 
Coalition of Livonia filed a 
circuit court suit for reap­
portionment and eventually 
won. But before reapportion^ 
ment could take place, the old 
college board hired Grote as 
its second president. Grote 
had been Morehead's dean of 
technical education, an area 
Schoolcraft was expanding 
into. He had earned his own 
degrees in technical educa­
tion from Eastern Illinois 
University, the University of 
Missouri-Columbia and the 
University of Illinois. (EIU in 
2002 named him one of its 
outstanding graduates.) 

The Grotes brought 
Schoolcraft an abundance 
of Southern graciousness 
and folksy charm from "the 
foothills of the Daniel Boone 
National Forest" (as Wikipedia 

describes Morehead's loca­
tion), though not a lot of expe­
rience in dealing with militant 
unions. So the new president 
ran into an unexpected buzz-
saw. 

There were a few strikes. "I 
did not know what it meant 
to be an adversary or not to 
enjoy close personal relation­
ships with faculty, as well 
as working relationships," 
Grote told Sam Hudson, 
author of the college's his­
tory Reaching Out. He tried 
holding frequent coffee hours 
for everyone to foster social 
friendship. 

It backfired. Two faculty 
representatives came to him 
and said, "my southern hos­
pitality and our tendency 
to do things gracefully was 
viewed to be unnecessary," he 
recalled. They wanted that 
money in their paychecks. The 
Faculty Forum fought him bit­
terly on such issues as "area 
directors," a faculty advisory 

seat (read lobbyist) on the-

board, part-time faculty and 
off-campus expansion.: 

When it came time in 1982 
to dedicate the new Applied 
Sciences Building, the board 
considered Grote's name. 
Ungraciously, the campus 
unions generated a letter, 
with 124 signatures, opposing 
naming anything for Grote 
(Hudson, page 167). A faculty 
member proposed, and the 
board agreed, to a compro­
mise: Name the new adminis­
tration building for him. 

To my mind, that was the 
wiser choice, considering that 
Grote was a heavyweight in 
Michigan community college 
circles, had wrestled with 
recession-^era budgets and 
reached out to extend courses 
to Garden City and other 
points. 

By 1981, Grote saw he had 
done as much as he could do 
and found a new post as chan­
cellor of a multi-campus col­

lege in Spokane, Wash. I know 
those trustees were impressed 
by Grote's outreach because 
two of them interviewed me 
asking how he might do with a 
multi-campus system. "Fine," 
I said. 

Grote moved to Washington 
in 1982 and might have stayed 
their until retirement, but the 
big job at Morehead (a uni­
versity with 9,500 students) 
opened up in '1987.-He finally 
retired in 1992. 

The Grotes built a house 
on Whidbey Island in 
Washington and spend sum­
mers there, with a view of 
ships, Olympic Mountains 
and the sunsets. The rest of 
the year they are in Kentucky, 
one of the most gracious and 
charming states in the Union. 
He recently turned 81.

Local synchronized swimmers hit jackpot in Vegas

The medals are nice, the trips 
to exotic destinations are great, 
but it's the non-materialistic 
treasures that have kept sev­
eral members of the Michigan 
Synchro Masters swimming 
team together for more than 
three decades. 

"The best part about this 
team is that it is made up of 
a group of great friends who 
support each other both in and 
out of the pool," said Plymouth 
resident Gail Scherer. "We get a 
little exercise and we have a lot 
offun." 

They also win a lot of medals. 
This past October, the 

30-memberteam — whose 
athletes range in age from 20 
to 86 — hit the jackpot at the 
annual U.S. National Masters 
Synchronized Swimming meet 
in Las Vegas.

water was warm, but it wasn't 
very pleasant when you had to 
get out of the water," she said, 
smiling.

It begins with 
a compulsory routine that 
requires the execution of cer­
tain elements, followed by a 
freestyle routine, that is per­
formed to music and judged 
on artistic impression and how 
well the swimmers perform 
the often-tricky maneuvers in 
unison. 

"Ideally, it's best if you've 
had synchronized swimming 
experience and competitive 
swimming experience in the 
past," said Lindeman, who has 
coached the Michigan Synchro 
Masters for the past five years. 

"It helps if you're a strong 
swimmer, too. We had some 
new ladies come out this year 

who hadn't competed in syn­
chronized swimming since high 
school, and they're doing great."

The team holds one 90-

minute practice nearly every

pool. 

However, a month or so 
before the annual national meet 
— this year's is set for Florida 
— the team doubles its time in 
the pool to sharpen its skills 
for the formidable competition 
they're sure to meet. 

"It requires a lot of endurance," 
said Plymouth resident Rhonda 
Madej. "Outside of practice, 
most of us do other training-type 
activities like Pilates, long-dis­
tance running and yoga. A lot of 
us are involved in a lot of differ­
ent kinds of exercise that helps us 
when we get to the pool." 

Local nucleus 
. The team's roster includes 
swimmers from Saline and 
Port Huron, but most reside 
in the metropolitan Detroit 
area. 

"I'm officially in the cult," 
joked Livonia resident Scotti 
Nichols, smiling. "I swam as 
an age group athlete at the 
age of 9, retired from it when 
I was 24 but got right back 
into it two years later for 
the exercise and to get back 
together with my old friends. 

"The camaraderie is great, 
which is why we all stick with 
it like we do."

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Mock teen bedroom 
tells tale of 

substance abuse

O&E.STAFF WRITER 

The dryer sheet stuffed 
inside a cardboard toilet paper 
roll looks like a piece of trash 
in the mock teen's bedroom, 
but Cheryl Phillips knows 
it's a sign of trouble. The 
homemade drug parapher­
nalia is a dead giveaway that 
drug experimentation, at the 
very least, is going on. Users 
exhale into the tube to mask 
the scent and smoke mak­
ing it difficult to detect sub­
stance abuse. That's why it's 
important for parents to learn 
firsthand to spot such things 
as books and sandals used to 
hide contraband. 

Phillips and health edu­
cator Gretclien Nachazel 
will place nearly 70 of these 
items in the interactive 
exhibit as part of "Drugs 101: 
What Every Parent Needs 
to Know" on Wednesday, 
Feb. 11, at Summit on the 
Park Recreation Center. 
The program is one of sev­
eral offered by the Health 
Exploration Station, the 
interactive learning facility 
in St. Joseph Mercy Canton 
Health Center. Phillips and 
Nachazel designed the talk to 
educate parents of middle and 
high school students about 
marijuana, inhalants, ecstasy, 
prescription medicines and 
alcohol after visiting a similar 
presentation by the Byrnes 
Health Education Center in 
Pennsylvania. 

"We're seeing an increase in 
prescription drug use," said 
Phillips. "Kids rifle through 
their parent's medicine cabi­
nets and take one or two from 
the bottles so they're not 
missed. They might be selling 
in school to make money or 
using it themselves, pain meds 
like Vicodin and Percocet 
or stimulants Adderall and 
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Drug-related paraphernalia are part of an interact ive exhibit used for an 
educational presentat ion by St. Joseph Mercy Health System. 

Ritalin which is used a lot on 
college campuses to stay up 
and study." 

"They can get hallucino­
genic effects from cold medi­
cine, pseudoephedrine," said 
Nachazel. 

Philips demonstrates how a 
teen might use a punched-in 
pop can for smoking mari­
juana or a bandana, headband 
or scrunchy for sniffing inhal­
ants throughout the day. She 
points out that the numbers 
420 on a T-shirt are a clue a 
teen maybe using marijuana. 
It refers to a time kids assem­
ble' after school to smoke a 
joint. Candy necklaces help 
relieve the teeth clenching 
caused by ecstasy. Other drug 
paraphernalia in the room 
was ordered on the Internet 

and delivered to the health 
center, A drinking game, 
popular on campuses and high 
schools, was bought at a head 
shop in Ann Arbor. 

"They can take 15 to 20 
minutes to wander through 
the scene to see what they can 
spot," said Nachazel. "It's not . 
just related to the inner city. 
The rates (of substance abuse) 
are the same in the suburbs." 

"Kids as young^as middle 
school and late elementary are 
using gateway drugs which are 
so easy to get, mineral spirits, 
inhalants," added Phillips. "A 
lot of balloons could be a sign 
of inhalant use and they still 
use glue and markers. Rarely 
does someone use heroin as 
their first dr,ug."

parent's packet offers tips to 
communicate with a child, 
especially if they notice symp­
toms like blood shot eyes, an 
abrupt change in behavior, 
defiance, sliding grades or the 
smell of booze or marijuana. 
Sometimes there may be no 

signs. "The child may be more 
into experimentation," said 
Nachazel. "We talk about 
trends and ways they can hide 
it. even from a savvy parent, 
and we role play a parent com­
municating with a kid on top­
ics involving drugs." 

"The younger you are start­
ing a drug, the more addic­
tive," added Phillips. "The 
goal is to get school officials 
to come and take the program 
back to their school."

Registered dietitian Betty Boscarino wants to 
help reduce cancer risks bite by bite. 

"Diet-related factors may account for up 
to 30 percent of all diagnosed cancer in the 
United States," says Boscarino, who's on staff 
at Beaumont Hospital, Troy. "And obesity may 
replace smoking as the number one preventable 
cause of many cancers." 

Diet and obesity are linked to breast and colon 
cancers and may be linked to aggressive forms of 
prostate cancer. Antioxidants in food may block or 

..•sit-all the process of cells becoming cancerous. 
Boscarino offers the following tips to avoid 

potential cancer-causers, ensure an adequate 
intake of antioxidants found naturally in plants, 
and maintain a healthy weight. 

8 Different colored fruits and vegetables con­
tain different antioxidants, so strive to "eat a rain­
bow" every day. 

S Pass up the salt shaker. A high-salt diet is 
associated with stomach cancer. 

8 Limit your intake of charbroiled and fried 
meats, which are linked to stomach, colon and 
rectal cancer. 

B Dietary fiber, found in abundance in whole 
grains, nuts, fruits and vegetables, may play a role 
in cancer prevention. 

B Consider a vegetarian or flexitarian diet. 
Flexitarians eat a limited amount of meat. A 
plant-based diet may help control weight. 

® Exercise. Physical activity may decrease 
cancer risk by speeding up digestion, decreasing 
insulin levels and suppressing high levels of hor­
mones. Some cancers, such as breast and prostate, 
are hormone-sensitive. 

» Fill your plate two-thirds or more with 
plant-based foods and one-third lean meat, poul­
try, fish or low-fat dairy foods. 

Boscarino teaches a class for those who want 
to reduce their risk of getting cancer or of having 
cancer recur.

Keep kids 
safe from 
dog bites 
~d t never ceases to amaze my sister 
y and me how some parents can be so 
k careless. On more than one occasion 

we've had children run up to us while 
walking our Irish Wolfhounds in local 
parks. These are big dogs, but even 

small ones can bite no 
matter how lovable they 
look. My favorite excuse 
is "we have a big dog at 
home." 

As a master trainer 
and dog behavior-
ist, Bonny Wainz has 
heard her share over the 
years — that's why she 
developed the Kids & 
Canines: Keep 'em Safe 

program to prevent children from being 
bit by dogs. My sister, Gwen Dietrich, 
created the illustrations for the coloring 
book showing the don'ts of approach­
ing a strange animal or even the family 
pet in certain situations. The next ses­
sion takes place Sunday, March 8, at 
Specialty Pet Supplies in Plymouth. 

"All dogs are not safe, are not your 
friend," said Wainz of Alternative 
Canine Training. "So many times I'm 
working with clients and kids run 
up and don't even ask to pet the dog. 
They're probably not going to bite the 
owner, but don't trust any dogs." 

Wainz offers a number of tips for chil­
dren and adults to heed. 

"Kids have more of a chance of 
becoming a victim because they're 
more like litter mates because of their 
size and how they act. They run, have 
high squeaky voices," said Wainz, who 
specializes in rehabilitating dogs with 
behavioral problems. "They need to 
know how to meet a dog, to approach 
from the side and hold their hand with 
fingers curled under like a fist. Don't 
make eye contact, then you can pet the 
dog, but underneath the chin. Over the 
head you're taking a dominant position 
which the dog might not like. Under the 
chin is a friendly gesture." 

Parents should never let children 
tease, yell or throw objects at a dog. In 
the session she explains to kids that 
they don't like it when someone is teas­
ing them. 

"Never run up to a dog and startle 
them or give a big hug. Sometimes you 
just want top be left alone," said Wainz, 
"and never approach a sleeping dog. You 
don't like it when someone wakes you 
up suddenly." 

Each of the illustrations in the color­
ing book teach children what not to do. 
Never approach a dog while eating or 
chewing on a toy. 

"A Labrador retriever, golden retriev­
er; you even have to be careful of these 
types," said Wainz. "If you're playing 
outside and there's a stray dog first try 
to tell your parents. Go in the back yard 
and close the gate. Get out of the situ­
ation by walking to a friend's house. 
Cross the street after looking both ways. 
If a dog is almost on top of you (and) 
if you have a baseball cap, throw it to 
the side to distract the dog, slowly back 
away. If you turn your back you're sub­
missive and prey." 

Wainz teaches kids to speak Doglish. 
Does the face look positive and welcom­
ing or are the ears pinned back, the 
dog stiff, hair standing up, growling or 
barking? Dogs will tell you when they 
want to be left alone. 

For dogs with fear, aggression the tail 
is tucked underneath the body. Do not 
pet the dog as it might think you're a 
threat and bite. 

"Act like, a tree and cross your chest. 
Usually a dog will lose interest and 
leave; If a dog knocks you over, put your 
hands over ears and huddle into a little 
ball." 

Wainz has some advice for parents as 
well. If a dog is cranky, take him or her 
to a veterinarian to rule out illness as a 
reason for the behavior. And train the 
dog. 

"Teach the dog that lunging and bit­
ing at the kids is not acceptable," said 
Wainz, who's been training dogs since 
1983. "Get the kids involved in training. 
It elevates their social status with the 
animal."

Thrift stores offer everyday clothing, 
furniture, appliances, electronic items, 
and children's toys at discounted prices 
but are a good place to find men's and 
women's attire for job interviews as well. 
Increasing numbers of people have lost 
their jobs and need to save money. Michael 
Saine thinks the answer is recycling goods. 
Not only does shopping at thrift stores 
keep costs down but help the environment 
by reducing the amount consumers throw 
away in landfills. 

"It's a redistribution of wealth," said 
Michael Saine, manager of St. Vincent de 
Paul Thrift Store in Westland. "Those who 
donate don't need it anymore. It's a perfect 
form of recycling." 

On a recent Monday, assistant store 
manager Sharonda Smiley of Westland 
was busy matching a blouse to a Lord & 
Taylor woman's suit priced at $12 to show 
it's possible to dress professionally for a 
fraction of the cost. Several thrift stores 
in the area carry blazers and dress slacks 
in addition to new dollar store items like 
socks, shampoo, soap, and energy-saving 
light bulbs. 

"We've been working with Michigan 
Works so people have business clothes to 
interview with success," said Saine. "We 
have men's shirts for $3 to $4, shirts and 
slacks, no rips or tears, no smudges, and 
any proceeds go to the Capuchin Soup 
Kitchen, food banks, the society's chil­
dren's camp allowing our good works to 
continue. Every penny stays in the Detroit 
area."

$20, ladies career wear, shoes and purses, 
for people who just want to save a dollar," 
said Michael Saine, store manager. "We 
know times are tight for a lot of people. 
I have six kids so I know what it's like to 
stretch a dollar." 

LOTS OF VEGETABLES 
Josie Smith shops for fruits and veg­

etables at Joe Randazzo's in Westland 
to save money. The 77-year-old Livonia 
woman makes a special lunch every 
Sunday for her daughters, but during the 
week shares meals with neighbors. On 
Monday afternoon, she was volunteering 
at the Livonia Senior Center. 

"The economy has hit hard, especially 
the seniors. I made a pot of bean soup 
with a ham bone my daughter gave me 
and this Sunday lunch is roast beef which 
was on sale with carrots and potatoes. I 
eat a lot of vegetables and salads," said 
Smith, president of the Silver Village 
senior association. "I save coupons for 
food and restaurants, clip them out of the 
Observer. At Silver Village we car pool 
to save money. The cost of gas floors me 
for heating and driving. I've turned my 
thermostat down to 68 at night, 71 in the 
daytime." 

Like Smith, Nancy Klein uses coupons 
and senior discounts in addition to regu­
larly watching for sales. 

"I try to plan my trips for the day to 
save gas. I don't just jump in the car," said 
Klein. The 61-year-old Livonia resident

was volunteering at the desk of the senior 
center. "I cook things I can reheat. I try 
to make a two-day meal for my husband, 
He's good about eating leftovers and we 
turn the heat down to sometimes-66 at 
night. We have a colonial and don't keep 
vents all the way open because heat rises." 

Donna Nowak, 73, draws her drapes, 
closes the blinds and wears warm clothes 
to keep heating bills low. 

"You can cuddle up with a kitty or dog," 
said Nowak who likes to snuggle with her 
cat, Buddy. 

NO CREDIT 
One senior who wanted to remain 

anonymous wished stores would bring 
back time payment plans, especially for 
items like refrigerators and washing 
machines. 

"I don't buy it if I can't pay for it," she 
said. "I haven't had a credit card in 20 
years." 

Thomas Gerovac taught school for 40 
years and has a pension, so he's not as 
strapped as some of the seniors. He lived 
through the biggest economic crisis in 
American history and values the lessons. 

"I remember the Depression," said 
Gerovac, who was born in 1922. "My 
mother always gave food to anyone ask­
ing for food. I eat here for $2.25 and later 
might go get a mocha at Costco." 

John Ashe stilLbakes his own Irish 
soda bread and sweet rolls. The 87-year-
old Livonia man learned about pinching 
pennies during the Great Depression as 
well. 

"My family scrounged for dinner and 
food. I used to cry when I saw people in 
the garbage can squeezing liquid from 
bread and eating it," said Ashe, who was 
waiting for the lunch many senior centers 
in the area serve through a county pro­
gram.

The appropriate number of injections comes out of the benefit from this therapy If 
injections help you over come shoulder and knee pain and allow you to maintain 
activity, then continuing injection th'erapy is appropriate. If you derive scant benefit, then 
continuing injection therapy is out of order. In short, response, not number, determines 
the use of joint injection. 

The claim that injecting a steroid softens the joints and tendons, is only an assertion 
No one has investigated in humans if such softening occurs; the only studies are in 
animals and done in laboratory settings far removed from real world conditions. 

Steroid injection into joints remains useful therapy. The answer of how often to inject 
comes from your, experience, not from some arbitrary and unquestioned rule,

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WHEN CONTRACTORS AND EMPLOYEES COLLIDE 
WORKWISE

Even in the best 
workplace, employees 
and contractors 
collide. The likelihood 
of conflict increases in 
a fast-paced workplace 
fighting to keep its 
head above water. 
How can they resolve 
the conflict? 

Take the case of a seemingly tireless seasoned contractor 
working with a young employee, both extremely 
competent. When the employee asks the contractor to take 
on an unexpected task, the contractor agrees, little 
realizing that it requires a certain set of skills. Resentment, 
anger and frustration ensue. 

Christine Kane, founder and CEO. of Purple Cow L.L.C., 
in Scottsdale, Ariz., specializes in business development for 
companies that seek to increase their effectiveness. She 
doesn't necessarily perceive a generational problem if an 
employee and contractor are years apart. The issue is one 
of strategy and communication on me part of the 
contractor," she observes. 

Like Kane, Holly Green, author of "More Than a 
Minute" (Career Press, $15.99), believes that this problem 
could arise between any two people. The company person 

doesn't understand and appreciate what the contractor's 
role is. The contractor doesn't know how to communicate 
effectively," given fear of potential loss of image, loss of the 
contract and/or loss of goodwill. She indicates that the 
same type of problem occurs between employees. If you're 
going to blame anyone, she pins it on you: "Once you've 
stepped in it, it's your own fault." 

If this is a long-term relationship, Kane maintains that 
something must be done. However, give the task a good try 
before stopping to move toward resolution. Document the ' 
time it takes. Green emphasizes the importance of your 
knowing the value you bring: "This helps you determine 
the appropriate role to play in the organization. 

"Remember that sometimes this just happens and it's 
part of the deal," she adds. 

David Lewis, regional manager of Express Employment 
Professionals in Oklahoma City, defines this as "an 
intergenerational communication problem." His company 
trains and coaches client companies in a range of issues, 
including generational dynamics.-He maintains that both 
people "may not know how to .communicate properly with 
each other. MOlennials tend to be overly optimistic. They 
want everyone to be on the same page. They don't like 
conflict. They value intergenerational goodwill." 

REMEDIES 
If you find yourself in an unhappy situation in the 

middle of a project, consider several simple tactics you can 
use to communicate effectively: 

-- "Remember that they're bringing you in because 
they're not sure of what they're doing and need your 
expertise (Kane)." 

-- If you fear you're on a suicide mission, step back a 
second. "We make stuff up in our head. It's almost always 
negative. Thought-bubbles drive much behavior. What if 
they thought more of you because you were already doing 
higher-value work (Green)?" 

-- Sounding upbeat, appeal to a Millennial's need for 
continued goodwill. Treating the person as a peer, explain 
that you're not happy, rather than you're not good at 
something, and that '"you can be the one to help fix it.' 
MOlennials views themselves very much like their 
grandparents. They'll change it not because you aren't 
good at it but because you're not happy with it. Stay 
buddies, friends and happy (Lewis)." 

-- Bring solutions, such as "giving it to someone else, 
someone who wants to learn" (Kane) or "another 
employee who would be excited to have the project and 
be prepared to stay involved to make certain a good job is 
done (Lewis)." 

Next time around, discuss procedures at the outset, 
Lewis advises. Kane suggests assessing your strategy daily, 
over the long-term. If you can't stick up for yourself

The first time you see the 2009 Jeep Compass 4x2, you 
might not be quite sure what to make of it. From the 
front it looks like a Jeep, sharing design elements like the 
seven-slot grill and round headlamps with its larger 
siblings. But this particular Jeep is smaller; in fact, at 
first glance it might be mistaken for a slightly larger 
version of the Dodge Caliber. But a Jeep it is; one that 
tries to combine the utility of an SUV with the size and 
handling of a car, and at a price point lower than a lot of 
mid-size cars. 
As a compact SUV, it competes in a relatively new but 
competitive segment. Going up against the likes of the 
Honda CR-V, Toyota RAV4, Saturn Vue, Kia Sportage, 
Nissan Rogue, even sport wagons like the Subaru 
Outback, the Jeep Compass Limited needs to bring a lot 
to the table, and it does. 

I like the design - I'm more of a car guy than an 
SUV guy anyway. Like I mentioned above, it reminds me 
a lot of the Dodge Caliber, just a little beefier. It's a four 
door 4x2 (you can also order it with four-wheel drive), 
with a hatch and spoiler in the rear. 

The rear seats fold down for extra cargo area; 53.6 
cubic feet with the rear seats down and 60.7 cubic feet if 
you fold down the front passenger seatback, too. In 
addition to the Jeep front fascia, the Compass Limited 
comes with fog lamps, side roof rails, and 18-inch 
aluminum wheels. You can order chrome clad wheels, if 
you like. 

Inside, the Compass Sport feels like a car, at least to 
me. Although a few inches higher than the Caliber I'm 
using for comparison, the seating position is not as high 
off the road as with other SUVs - hence the term 
"compact SUV." 

The interior has been redesigned for 2009, and is 
simple and functional. With the Limited, air 
conditioning, remote keyless entry, power windows and 
locks, power heated mirrors, universal garage door 
opener, rear reclining seats, and cruise control are 
standard. A sunroof is optional. 

The instrument panel is simple and well laid out, with 
the optional driver information center display inside the 
speedometer. The standard seats on the Limited are 
leather-trimmed and provide good support. 

2009 Jeep Compass Limited looks like a Jeepr rides like a car. 

The steering wheel is leather-wrapped and houses 
auxiliary audio controls. There is a center storage console 
that includes cupholders, and a storage slot below the 
transmission shifter. There's also storage in the glove 
compartment and in a compartment located right above 
that. ' 

A 12-volt power outlet and a 115-volt outlet are 
standard. 

The standard audio package on the Compass Limited 
is an AM/FM/six-disc CD system with an auxiliary audio 
jack and four speakers. Satellite radio with a one-year 
subscription is included. You can upgrade to a voice-
activated Boston Acoustic system with 30-gigabyte hard 
drive, nine speakers, subwoofer, liftgate speakers and 
hands-free communications system as part of a package. 

An integrated navigation is also available. 
There's plenty of room inside the Compass, for both 

driver and passengers. The rear seating area is quite 
comfortable, even for tall passengers seated behind tall 
drivers. There are cupholders in each of the rear doors, 
plus two more in the center console in the rear. The 
standard vinyl load floor is removable and washable. 

The Compass Limited is powered by 2.4-liter 16-valve 
4-cylinder engine. It's rated at 172 horsepower and 165 
Ib.-ft. of torque. Not exactly blazing off the line, but the 
trade-off is decent gas mileage, 21/25 according to EPA, 
and it does take regular fuel. 

The other half of the powertrain is a standard 5-speed 
manual transmission. You can get a continuously 
variable transaxle automatic with AutoStick. The 
automatic in the test vehicle performed very well. 

As I mentioned above, you can also get the Compass in 
a four-wheel drive version, featuring a lockable center 
coupling. 

The car-like ride of the Compass was surprisingly 
good. Electronic stability program and traction control 

are standard'. The suspension system features an 
independent MacPherson strut system up front with gas-
charged shocks and stabilizer bar, while in the rear, it's a 
multi-like system with a link-type stabilizer bar and gas-
charged shocks. Combined with the comfortable and 
supportive seats, you can really get a pretty good ride in 
the Compass Limited. 

Power-assist rack-and-pinion steering is standard, and 
the Compass is fairly easy to maneuver. Four-wheel anti-
lock brakes are standard arid they work very well. 
* The Compass comes with advanced multi-stage 
airbags up front, seat-mounted side airbags, 
supplemental side curtain airbags and a theft deterrent 
system. 

The price point of the 2009 Jeep Compass Limited is 
bound to spark some interest - it starts around $22,000. 
Add the package that includes sunroof and upgraded 
audio and the automatic transmission and you're around 
$25,000., That's pretty comparable to some mid-size 
cars, and even some upgraded small cars, and still much 
cheaper than a full-size, or even a mid-size, SUV or a lot 
ofminvans; 

If you need SUV-like room buj: still like the ride and 
feel of a car, the Jeep Cornpass gives you something to 
consider.
