If someone had said “Jamba!”
to Bird Elementary School
fifth-grader Drew Smiley before
Thursday, he wouldn’t have
known how to respond.

Then and only then does the
estate pay federal estate taxes.
Over thelast several years, the
exemption amount has grown
dramatically. It wasn't too long
ago that the exemption was only
$600,000. The problem arises
because of quirks in the estate

tax law. In 2010, there will be no -

estate taxes. Basically, if someone
passes away in 2010 their estate
is not subject to any estate tax.

" However, in 2011 the law reverts
back to an older version of the
estate tax law and the exemption
drops to $1 million. The other
quirk in this law deals w1th
stepped-up basis.

‘When someone inherits money
from an estate, that money is
not subject to estate taxes. In
addition, the beneficiary receives
what is known asa stepped-up
basis in the assets that they are
inheriting,

For example, if you inherited .
ABC Stock and at the time of
inheritance the stock was selling
for $10 a share but the decedent
had only paid two dollars a share,
your cost basis would be $10
ashare. That means if you sell
stock for $11 a share, only one
dollar is subject to income tax.

Ifyou inherit money in 2010,
you receive a transfer-cost basis
as opposed 10 a stepped-up basis. -
Inthe example above, if you sold
the stock for $11 a share your
transfer cost basis is only two -

~ dollars a share, thus you would

pay taxes on $9 per share. The

- quirk in the law only deals with

2010. In 2011, the stepped-up
basis rules are reinstituted.
What makes this issue a little
more complex is there probably
will be some estate tax reform
this year that will have an impact
on 2010 and beyond. We don't. |
know what the changes will be
and when they will take effect.

Steps lead to research, education, advocacy

When Laura Bertalan’s 58-
year-old mother died from
lung cancer in 2007, she felt
she had to do something. She

packed up and came home to

Troy leaving her job as part
of the producing team for The
Ellen DeGeneris Show in Los
Angeles.

Along with being closer to
her family Bertalan wanted
to work to prevent lung dis-
ease and promote lung health.
At 10 a.m. Sunday, March
8, she’ll be one of hundreds
climbing 70 floors of steps
at the Detroit Marriot tower
of the Renaissance Center to
raise funds for the American
Lung Association of Michigan
(ALAM) where she became
marketing director in April.
She’s taking on the challeng-
ing 1,035 steps in honor of her
mother Georgena Bertalan.

“T just felt I had to take
action,” said Bertalan, 32. “She
was coughing and asthmatic
and would have to go to the
ER. They did a scan and found
lesions. They tried radiation
then chemotherapy, but it was
stage 4. It was very aggressive.
She died in three months.”

Georgena was not a smoker
but inhaled second-hand
smoke that’s why it’s impor-
tant for Bertalan to support
ALAM’s work in research,
education and advocacy.
ALAM is part of a campaign
for smoke-free air. The nation-
al ALA grades each state on
the quality of air in its State

- of Tobacco Control Report.

Michigan received an F in
2008. .

“All of the money stays in
Michigén for research on lung
cancer, COPD, asthma educa-
tion in schools and for adults,
and the campaign in Lansing,”
said Bertalan. “Mom was a
bowler, You can’t go to a bowl-
ing alley without breathing in
second hand smoke.”

Many of the climbers have
family members who died
from lung disease. Rick Braun
lost his grandmother to COPD
weeks before the first climb
three years ago. He trains by
running up almost 200 stairs
in Bloomer Park near his
Rochester home.

“We’d be out and she had to
sit down and catch her breath,”
said Braun. “One of the hard-
est parts is watching. You
are so powerless. I'd hate for
anybody to have to go through

that and to watch people go
through that if I can help.
Even though I'm not a scientist
I can do something just to get
the word out, I'm a runner, It’s
perfect for others who like to
run and compete. I'm trying to
talk to as many people as pos-

sible, work my network of run-.

ners and those who are active.”
Patty Brehler won't be run-

ning up the stairs this year.

She’ll have to walk because

of her asthma. The man-

ner in which she reaches the

top doesn’t matter though.

For years Brehler was able

to compete in long distance

bicycle races, stair climbs

and running marathons until

being diagnosed with asthma.

Maybe someday research will

make it possible for medica-

tion to completely control the

respiratory disease. :
“People are put off by maybe

- how hard it can be but if you

approach it as for a good cause
and afun day,” said Brehler,
52. “If you train I think any-
body can do it if you pace .
yourself and take a little break.
I'm trying to get permission to
walk up with the Leader Dog
puppy I'm raising.”

Brehler is still looking for
climbers to join her team,

Jessica Jimenez
thinks it’s a great way to keep
a new year’s resolution to get
in shape. Last year 521 people
participated in the climb that
attracts ages 12 to 80. About
400 have signed up so far. The
cost to register is $50 until
March 4 plus $100 to par-
ticipate. Registration closes
March 6,

“A lot of people do walks.
This is a little bit more of"

a challenge,” said Jimenez,
ALAM development manager.
“It’s for people who do very

little exercising to those who
do marathons. It depends
on how intense you make it.
You can do all 70 floors or
40. Propelling your body up
70 sets of stairs is a much
more intense workout than
cycling or running. It’s a timed
event and takes 12 to 24 min-
utes to finish. There’s a post
climb celebration in the GM
Wintergarden where visitors
can come for $5 for food and
beverages to congratu]ate par-
ticipants.”.
