Outsmarting the economy 
Growing physical therapy 

business has Plymouth roots

In nearly 20 years as a physical therapist, Jeffrey 
Sirabian has seen a lot of changes in the field — most 
notably in his own practice. 

From a small facility on Lilley Road, Sirabian's 
Plymouth Physical Therapy Specialists has grown to eight 
clinics in seven communities, and Sirabian is planning to 
open a ninth location, in Canton Township, this spring. 

TheNovi resident has come along way since 1994 
when, not quite five years out of the University of 
Michigan's physical therapy program, he opened his prac­
tice. As the business marks its 15th anniversary, it employs 
23 therapists, provides teams at area high schools with 
athletic trainers, and serves as a training ground for col­
lege physical therapy students doing clinical rotations. 
The original clinic has been expanded to now encompass 
about 5,000 square feet.

With a dispute over job cut­
backs set for arbitration, Plymouth 
Township's administrative support 
workers are switching unions. 

The 27 employees are moving 
from the American Federation 
of State, County and Municipal 
Employees to the Technical and 
Professional Office Workers of 
Michigan, a branch of the union 
that represents township police 
officers. 

Ballots cast Jan. 8 but not 
revealed until Monday showed 
that of 26 union members vot­
ing, 20 favored joining TPOAM, 
three wanted to stay with 
AFSCME, two voted for no union 
and one spoiled the ballot. The 
results had been sealed by the 
Michigan Employment Relations 
Commission because of an unfair 

labor practice claim over the 
December cutbacks, 

Local president Kathy 
Pumphrey, an ordinance officer 
and one of seven employees whose 
hours and benefits were cut, said 
members are excited about a fresh 
start. "They have a good track 
record of working with the town­
ship," she said of the TPOAM. 

Pumphrey said AFSCME had 
tried to cooperate with township 
officials, to no avail. "Hopefully 
our representation will be stronger 
and it will encourage the township 
to take a different approach," she 
said. 

Township Supervisor Richard 
Reaume said officials had no 
favorite in the election and will be 
happy to work with the new union. 

Arbitration has been scheduled 
for March 23 over the employees' 
contention that cutting the hours 
of seven workers to 30 a week vio­

lated their contract. The affected 
workers' part-time status meant 
the loss of health insurance. 

Reaume has said officials were 
within their rights, and that 
the cuts were made to offset an 
expected drop in tax revenue. The 
seven were not the only employees 
affected by cutbacks, he said. 

The union switch leaves open 
the question of which union will 
represent the employees during 
arbitration. The complaint was 
filed through AFSCME. 

"It certainly throws a wrench 
into it," said AFSCME lawyer Bob 
Fetter. AFSCME and TPOAM 
officials will work to resolve the 
issue, he said. 

Also unclear, said Pumphrey, 
is whether joining TPOAM will 
require her local to hold another 
election for officers. Pumphrey is 
new to the local presidency, having 
been chosen just over a month ago. 

Ex-members 
cry foul as 
review bo 
starts w

As Plymouth Township 
homeowners began appearing 
before the Board of Review to 
appeal property assessments 
this week, two former mem­
bers spoke out about not being 
returned to the board. 

Carol LaRue, who served for 
three years after being named 
to ill! a vacancy in 2006, 
blamed a personality conflict 
for not being reappointed to a 
two-year term. She called the 
recent appointment process 
"nasty" and "unprofessional." 

"Mr. Edwards won't have 
•it," said LaRue, referring to 
Treasurer Ron Edwards, who 
had opposed her reappoint­
ment. "I had butted heads with 
Mr; Edwards on a couple of 
things." 

Township officials, however, 
said the appointments are up 
to the Board of Trustees, and 
that some trustees wanted new 
faces on the review board. 

"If Carol LaRue wants to 
claim what she wants to claim, 
let her do it," said Edwards, 
who would not respond to 
LaRue's specific criticisms. 

A motion by Trustee Kay 
Arnold to reappoint all six 
Board of Review members — 
there are actually two boards 
of three members each — died 
for lack of support at the trust­
ees' Jan. 20 meeting. Three 
new board members were 
appointed by a 7-0 vote later in 
the meeting. 

During the Feb. 17 trustees' 
meeting, three more members 
were appointed by a 6-0 vote, 
with one trustee absent. 

Only one current review 
board member, Michael 
Litwin, first appointed in 
2007, has prior experience. 

That doesn't worry Edwards 
or Supervisor Richard Reaume, 
who both said review board 
members go through several 
days of training. 

"They all have common 
sense," Reaume said. "They're 
there to follow the law and to 

get (property) valuations equi­
tably throughout the neighbor­
hoods." 

"The (current) board mem­
bers, from what I heard, are 
doing a very good job," said 
Edwards. 

Edwards said he'd heard 
complaints from property 
owners that the former review 
board was not cutting state 
equalized valuations (approxi­
mately half a property's market 
value) that should have been 
cut during a declining housing 
market, and that some prop­
erty owners said they had not 
been given a fair hearing. 

"These are political appoint­
ments," Edwards said. "We 
thought it was time to make a 
change, and we voted on it." 

But LaRue said Edwards had 
too much sway over the rest of 
the trustees when it came to 
the appointments. 

"The Board of Trustees 
believes everything that falls 
out of this man's mouth," she 
said. 

LaRue said review board 
decisions she was involved with 
were made fairly and according 
to the law. 

"There are laws that govern 
this, and you have to do what 
the law tells you to do," she 
said. 

Mary Ann Carey, who served 
for 15 years and was also not 
reappointed this year, agreed. 

"I stand behind every deci­
sion we made. We had infor­
mation to back it up," said 
Carey, who believes the issue 
was one of control. "They want­
ed to control us," she said of the 
trustees. 

But Edwards said he'd heard 
property valuations weren't 
being decided in an even-hand­
ed way. 

"This is about getting the 
assessments right. The taxable 
values are set by law," he said. 

LaRue and Carey com­
plained about not being told 
they would not be reappointed; 
Edwards said "you really can't

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Sirabian said the work is more 
like a hobby than a job. 

"It's enthusiasm. Helping people 
and getting results, it's just a good 
feeling," Sirabian said in his office 
Tuesday. 

"Yotfre always interacting with 
people," said Shawn Grant of New 
Boston, a therapist at Sirabian's 
Wixom clinic. 

The growth of Sirabian's busi­
ness parallels changes in the field 
itself. Sirabian and Grant said 
physical therapy is constantly 
evolving as the understanding of 
anatomy improves, as diagnostic 
tools get better and as the value 
of therapy as an alternative to 
surgery, in many cases, becomes 
clearer. In addition, many major 
college physical therapy programs, 
they said, have recently become 
doctoral programs. (Sirabian and 
Grant each have a master's degree, 
and say they keep up with physical 
therapy advances.) 

Most of Sirabian's therapists 
specialize in orthopedic therapy, 
and most are certified by the 
American Physical Therapy 

Association, or are working 
toward that certification. He 
called his therapists' knowledge 
base "the key to our success." 

Many of their patients are 
recovering from sports or work 
injuries or are rehabilitating a 
joint, such as a knee or a hip, that 
has been replaced. There is a geri­
atric therapist, who specializes in * 
working with senior citizens, and 
an occupational therapist, with 
expertise in helpingpeople with 
hand rehabilitation, Sirabian said. 

Grant and Sirabian said their 
approach is "evidence-based," 
meaning each therapy plan is 
based on that patient's needs. "It's 
not a cookie-cutter approach," 
Sirabian said. 

For both men, a football injury 
suffered in the ninth grade, and 
the rehabilitation required to 
recover, sparked their interest in 
physical therapy. Sirabian (bro­
ken arm) was attending Reuther 
Junior High (now a middle school) 
in Rochester Hills, while Grant 
(broken leg) was at Allen Park 
High School. 

"I went through rehab and it 
was like, Yeah, this is it,"' Grant 
said. 

Both said many physical thera­

pists have a sports background; 
Sirabian recently hired a former 
patient, who had been asoc-
cer player at Plymouth Salem 
High School, as a therapist in his 
Northville office. 

Both said their profession is 
rewarding; even patients with 
little motivation, Grant said, while 
they can be discouraging for a 
therapist, can also come away 
from rehab with more interest 
in and abetter understanding 
of what they need to do to keep 
themselves healthy. 

"At the end of the day, you're 
coming here to make a difference 
in your life," Sirabian said. 
; Sirabian said he picked the 
Plymouth area as the site for his 
first clinic because of his love for 
the commiinity. He had worked 
for alocal clinic beginning in 1990, 
and still works out of his original 
clinic, seeing patients as well as 
managing the business. 

"It's a great community," he said. 
"It's a fun community." •

Trial date set for mom 
accused in baby's death

The pre-trial motions are 
done and the date is set for 
Plymouth Township resident 
Emily Portellos. 

Attorneys met in a final 
conference Friday with Wayne 
County Circuit Court Judge 
Daniel Ryan and came away 
with a trial scheduled for 
June 1. 

Portellos, 28, faces felony 
murder, first-degree mur­
der, second-degree murder 
and first-degree child abuse 
charges. She could be sen­
tenced to life in prison if con­
victed of the murder charges. 

Portellos was taken by 
ambulance to St. Mary 
Mercy Hospital in Livonia 
the afternoon of Oct. 15 after 
her mother found her bleed­
ing badly. Emergency room 
Dr. Michael Prescott said a 
pregnancy test was among 
the tests administered to 
Portellos. He also testified 
an OB/GYN doctor took 
Portellos to surgery and 
removed, among other proce­
dures, a placenta. 

Having cause to believe 
Portellos had delivered a 
baby, but with no baby pres­
ent, hospital staffers notified 
Plymouth Township police, 
who opened an investigation. 
Detective Marcy Linton said 
that, during questioning, 
Portellos admitted to smoth­
ering her baby and putting it 
in the garbage bag. 

Dr. Cheryl Loewe, the dep­
uty Wayne County medical 
examiner who did the autopsy 
on Portellos' infant daughter, 
ruled the death a homicide 
caused by asphyxia due to 
smothering. 

Loewe has testified in court 
the baby's lungs had expand­
ed, there was signs of blood

pressure where the baby's 
umbilical cord had been cut, 
and the baby weighed 7-5 
pounds, all signs of life. 

"Had this baby received 
(proper care after birth)... the 
baby would probably be hav­
ing her picture taken by now," 
Loewe testified. "The baby 
was a victim of infanticide 
- the killing of a baby shortly 
after birth, usually by the 
mother." 

Police said staffers at St. 
Mary Mercy Hospital in 
Livonia notified authorities 
around 8 p.m. Oct. 15 they 
had treated a woman who had 
apparently given birth and 
was hemorrhaging. Portellos 
eventually told investigators 
where to find the baby. 

Lt. Robert Antal testified 
he and other officers were 
dispatched to the Portellos 
home on Deer Creek Run, 
where they were eventually 
met by Portellos' mother, 
Maria, who allowed them into 
the house and gave them per­
mission to search her daugh­
ter's bedroom. 

Police found the garbage 
bag where Portellos had told 
Linton it would be.

Action needed now 
on special ed funding 

It seems that every day brings news of another 
economic disaster in the making. Private busi­
nesses, governments and households are all 
struggling to stay ahead of the escalating prob­
lems we face. 

Wayne County's sharp increase in unemploy­
ment and foreclosures and declining population 
are causing concerns for governments at all lev­
els about which programs to fund and how to 
fund them. 

Special education funding for Wayne County 
will be facing those hard questions in a short 
period of time, when funds received from a 3.5-
mill county tax will be inadequate to support 
the county's center-based special education pro­
grams. 

The Wayne County Regional Education Service 
Agency expects a shortfall from the millage by 
the 2012-13 school year. RESA administers the 
funding, which supports 38 center-based pro­
grams in 18 school districts. The programs serve 
students with severe disabilities who cannot be 
mainstreamed into regular classrooms. School 
districts save money by pooling their resources in 
providing these programs. 

RESA has been making presentations to local 
school boards - including a video presentation at 
Plymouth-Canton's last meeting - to alert them 
of the potential shortfall and to suggest con­
certed efforts to work with the state legislature 
to find more funding. 

One idea advanced by RESA spokesmen is 
for a change in Proposal A that restricts raising 
additional millage. RESA associate superinten­
dent Steve Ezikian said that at this stage the 
important thing is getting the word out to school 
boards and parents about the problem. He said 
both revenue enhancement and cost contain­
ment will be part of the discussion. 

In these uncertain times, a suggestion for 
increasing taxes is rarely well received. But some 
government programs are a social and moral 
obligation. The millage that was adequate in 
good economic times is unable to raise the neces­
sary funding for these necessary programs, while 
the need not only continues but grows. 

We join RESA in urging the state Legislature 
to take a hard look at this impending crisis and 
to act responsibly and quickly. We also urge 
RESA to make the best possible case by suggest­
ing honest cost containment initiatives and the 
best possible structure for providing centralized 
services for special education students.

Open the books 
Before the Plymouth-Canton school 

board begins any budget discussions, they 
need to open their books to the public. 

The best and quickest way to do this is to 
publish the monthly check register online. 
When I first brought this to the board's 
attention a year ago, there were only two 
districts in the state doing this. Now there 
are more than a dozen. 

When I brought it up again this January, 
I was told that the finance committee has 
been discussing it. What is there to dis­
cuss? This is taxpayer money. Just as tax­
payers deserve to know how the banks are 
spending bailout money, local taxpayers 
deserve to know how the school district is 
spending our money. 

To take this one step further, and really 
show the public that the board is in control 
of the budget rather than the budget being 
in control of the board, they should once 
again approve the bills for payment month­
ly in open board meetings. 

The budget discussions this year will 
again fill the board room with differ­
ent groups upset at the cuts that must be 
made. Having the register available online 
will help in the resulting discussions about 
where taxpayer money goes. 

As a final point, the district continues to 
emphasize that 90 percent of the budget is 
"people-related" costs. While it is techni­
cally true that 88 percent of the budget is 
wages and benefits, it is relevant to note 
that wages account for only 59 percent of 
the budget while benefits are 29 percent of 
the budget. That 29 percent translates to 
$46 million of the $156 million budget!

Rarely 
have I seen such a one-sided article on a 
medical issue that came down so clearly on 
the wrong side without even an attempt at 
presenting the consensus viewpoint of the 
science irivolved. 

Unfortunately, Ms. Chomin apparently 
did not bother to contact or interview any 
actual experts on autism or vaccines. If she 
had, she would have learned that much of 
what she was told by Heidi Scheer and Dr. 
DeMio is not science-based and borders 
on, if not crosses the line into, outright 
pseudoscience and quackery. 

•For example, Mrs. Scheer appar­
ently believes vaccines cause autism, or 
at least strongly suspects that they might 
have caused her son's autism. Dr. DeMio 
clearly shares her belief vaccines can cause 
autism. Unfortunately for them, the best 
scientific and epidemiological evidence 
available does not support that belief. 
There have been numerous well-designed 
studies that have searched for an associa­
tion between vaccines and autism, and 
none of them have found a detectable asso­
ciation. 

Most disturbing of all, many of the 
treatments touted at the American 
Medical Autism Board's (AMAB) First 
International Conference on Autism 
Spectrum Disorders in Novi are either sci­
entifically and medically dubious at best 
or rank quackery at worst. For example, 
there is no evidence to support the use 
of chelation therapy in autism, yet it can 
kill. Indeed, it did kill a young autistic . 
boy named Abubakar Tariq Nadama in 
Pennsylvania in 2005. 

None of this means Mrs. Scheer is unin­
telligent or deceptive. She almost certainly 
truly believes what she told Ms. Chomin. 
Not being well-Versed in science, she, like 
most people, does not understand that we 
humans are very easily deceived by our 
own anecdotal experience. We are very 
quick to mistake correlation for causation, 
and, although we don't believe this to be 
the case, our memories are very selective. 
This makes self-deception particularly 
easy in a condition like autism, which is 
a condition of developmental delay, not 
stasis. Children with autism can and do 
develop. Sometimes they even develop to 
the point where they "lose their diagnosis" 
of ASD, perhaps as much as 19 percent of 
the time. That is why the scientific method 
and carefully controlled clinical trials are 
paramount in determining what does and 
does not work for a condition like autism. 
While I am very happy that Mrs. Scheer's 
son is doing so well now, I strongly suspect 
that he would be doing just as well without 
all the dubious therapies his mother sub­
jected him to. 

As'a counter to the misinformation 
given to Ms. Chomin, I suggest two very 
accessible sources written for the lay pub­
lic that describe how pseudoscience and 
anti-vaccine ideology have taken over 
the "biomedical treatment" movement 
for autism, Autism's False Prophets: Bad 
Science, Risky Medicine, and the Search 
for a Cure by Paul Offit (which I reviewed 
here) and Vaccine: The Controversial Story 
of Medicines Greatest Lifesaver by Arthur 
Allen. 

I can only hope my warning will make 
you and your reporters think twice before 
publishing such one-sided and misleading 
articles.

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McCotter says he's rooting for Obama 

McCotter

Though he voted against the 
president's stimulus package 
and is skeptical of a budget that 
restores higher taxes, U.S. Rep. 
Thaddeus McCotter, R-Livonia, 
said Friday he's rooting for Barack 

Obama. 
Friday capped 

off a busy week 
on Capitol Hill 
for McCotter. 
On Monday, 
McCotter was 
the subject of an 
extensive article 
in The New York 
Times specu­

lating on whether his seat was 
vulnerable in the 2010 election. 
On Tuesday, Obama delivered an 
address to Congress, on Tuesday 
and Wednesday the House 
Financial Services Committee, 
of which McCotter is a member, 
questioned Federal Reserve 
Chairman Ben Bernanke and 
on Thursday the White House 
released the details of a proposed 
10-year federal budget. 

"The budget is a signal of where 
they're going," McCotter said. "But 
we're willing to see what real legis­
lation will be when it comes. This 
is just the start of the process." 

He said the budget has a lot 
of increased spending and tax 
increases. 

"As the people of Michigan 
know raising taxes on anyone in 
a recession is not a good idea," 
McCotter said. 

The 11th District representative 
said he was happy that Obama 
continued his support for the 
auto industry in his address to 
Congress. 

'HEARTENED' 
"I was heartened that the presi­

dent said we will not walk away 
from the auto industry," he said. 

The troubled auto industry was 
also the topic of McCotter's ques­
tioning for Bernanke. McCotter 
asked about the restrictions 
placed on Term Asset-Backed 
Security Loan Facility (TALF) 
funds for auto dealers. McCotter 
told Bernanke that he was con­
cerned about a requirement that 
those seeking the federally backed 
loans needed a Triple A credit rat­
ing, a condition which many deal­
ers would have trouble meeting. 

McCotter said he is working 
with U.S. Rep. Gary Peters, D-
Bloomfield Township, on pushing 
Bernanke to lift this requirement. 

In his testimony, Bernanke said 
he wasn't sure that could be done 
given Congress' concern over past 
loans to those with lower credit 
ratings. McCotter said he believes 
they will be able to work some­
thing out with Bernanke on this 
issue. 

McCotter's support for the auto 
industry has been at odds with his 
party. But he said while 79 percent 
of Republican voters opposed 
the bridge loans for General 
Motors and Chrysler, 60 percent 
of Democrats also opposed the 
loans. 

"A large segment of the coun­

try doesn't understand the auto 
industry's importance to the U.S. 
economy and security," McCotter 
said. 

He said he is also concerned 
about the Obama administration's 
support for a more vigorous "cap 
and trade" policy to cut down on 
carbon emissions. The cap and 
trade program involves the sale of 
greenhouse-gas emission permits 
to polluters. According to Obama's 
budget projections, the program 
would generate $645.7billion by 
2019. 

McCotter said the program 
would hurt the already struggling 
manufacturing industries. 

DEMSATWORK 
Despite McCotter's sup­

port on auto-related issues, the 
Democratic Party sees him as 
potentially vulnerable in the 2010 
election because of his opposition 
to the stimulus package. In the 
2008 election, Democrats were 
successful in unseating Reps. 
Timothy Wahlberg and Joseph 
Knollenberg. 

"Our nation is in a crisis and 
instead of rolling up his sleeves 
and putting aside differences to 
work with his colleagues — both 
Democrats and Republicans — to 
find a solution, Congressman 
McCotter let partisan politics 
guide his vote," said Mark Brewer, 
chair of the Michigan Democratic 
Party, in a press release respond­
ing to McCotter's no vote on the 
stimulus package. All House 
Republicans voted against the 
package.

Rise & Shine 
Plymouth owns boards in win over Mustangs

At times Monday night, the Class 
A district first-round clash between 
Plymouth and Northville resembled 
a track meet as much as a basketball 
game — just the way Wildcat head 
coach Ted Sturdivant likes it. 

Putting the proverbial pedal to the 
metal, the Wildcats sprinted to an 
impressive 50-40 victory that earned 
them a berth in Wednesday's semifi­
nal contest against Novi, which drew 
a first-round bye. (Visit wwwJiome-
towhlife.comforresults.) 

"My coaching identity is to play an 
up-tempo game and it's taken our 
players almost the whole season to 
understand that," said Sturdivant, 
whose team improved to 9-12. 
"Tonight was an indication of what 
we're capable of when we push the 
ball up the court." 

While the pace may have favored 
the 'Cats, it was their dominant 
rebounding that demoralized the 
scrappy but undersized Mustangs. 

Led by Shaakira Haywood's 20 
boards and Stacey Klonowski's 15, 
Plymouth out-boarded Northville 
45-19. Haywood paced the win­
ners' offense with 19 points while 
Klonowski added a strong 14. Alex 
Roberts and Kelsi Robinson both 
contributed six points each. 

"We knew it wasn't going to be easy 
tonight because Plymouth has been 
playing a lot better recently," said 
Northville coach Todd Gudith, whose 
inaugural season as the Mustangs' 
head coach closed with an 11-10 
record. "They out-rebounded us like 
crazy. We knew 'Shaak' (Haywood) 
was going to be an issue for us, but 
they had some other girls step up and 
play great. 

"I'm proud of the way our girls kept 
fighting. Plymouth was up 10 at one 

point in the second half, but we kept 
battling and got it down to four. We 
just couldn't get that one extra stop 
and that one extra basket that would 
have put some pressure on them. 
Every time we'd get within striking 
distance, they'd get a loose ball or a 
put-back." 

Haywood's long arms and relentless 
effort caused havoc for Northville the 
entire game. The Northern Illinois-
bound star never looked fatigued 
despite playing all 32 minutes. 

The same could be said for 
Klonowski, who sparked the Wildcats' 
24-21 halftime lead with a team-high 
nine first-half points. 

"Shaakira and Stacey played very 
aggressively tonight," said Sturdivant. 
"And we switched from a zone to a 
man-to-man defense late in the sea­
son and the girls are really getting 
after it." 

Plymouth extended its lead to 41-
34 after three quarters. 

Northville pulled to within 44-38 
with 4:55 to play on a driving layup by 
Erin Hughes.

"For example, he's probably 
our best player when it comes 
to face-offs," Ossenmacher 
said.

James Jones was having a 
good time clapping his hands 
and singing Christian songs at 
Emmanuel Lutheran Church 
in Livonia on a cold, Monday 
evening in early February. 
While many congregations 
study the Scriptures apart 
from Sunday worship services, 
the Open frxms Bible Class is 
especially designed for adults 
with developmental disabili­
ties. A committee led by par­
ish education director Judy 
Cook saw a need for the special 
ministry after several men 
associated with Angel's Place 
group homes started attend­
ing the church's contemporary 
worship services and annual 
picnic. 

The first Open Arms event, a 
pizza and movie night last fall, 
drew more than 100 proving 
there were many hungry for 
the Word. Bob_Kotrba is still 
in the process of developing a 
program that best reaches stu­
dents. He first asked the men 
to introduce themselves then 
sang a song. The Bible study 
began in January with about 
16 attending. In spite of the 
weather in February nearly 30 
men turned out with their care 
workers for the hour-long class 
that takes place the second 
Monday of every month. 

"We're trying to figure out 
who our clientele would be," 
said Kotrba of Farmington 
Hills. "Last time we had autis­
tic, verbal and nonverbal, and 
have to regear for nonverbal. 
We're in the process of devel­
oping hands-on activities. In 
the future we'd like to break 
into a couple of different 
groups." 

Kotrba works with learn­
ing disabled, autistic and 
emotionally impaired as a 
special education teacher in 
the Learning Resource Center 
where students come for assis­
tance and emotional support 
at Birmingham Groves High 
School.

The Academy Awards might 
be over, but "the Oscars of 
the food world" are just get­
ting underway. Five Michigan 
chefs have been named semi-
finalists for the James Beard 
Foundation 2009 Award in the 
Great Lakes Category. 

Two of them are from 
Oakland County — Luciano 
Del Signore of Bacco 
Ristorante in Southfield, and 
John Somerville of The Lark in 
West Bloomfield 

Del Signore, nominated for 
the second year in a row, said 
he was thrilled when the James 
Beard Foundation phoned him 
with the news. 

"It caught me by surprise 
both years. It's not like I had 
any kind of warning," he said. 
"We're excited. It's very, very 
nice to be included with that 
list of chefs that have been 
nominated." 

Del Signore worked for 25 
years at his parents' restaurant, 
Fonte D Amore in Livonia, and 
opened Bacco Ristorante seven 
years ago, 

"Quality Italian food is our 
passion," Del Signore said. "I 
concentrate on finding unique 
and interesting fresh produce 
that's Michigan grown. We're 
more interested in what's 
called the 'slow food move­
ment,' where everything is 
made in-house." 

John Somerville joined The 
Lark in 1994 as a garde manger 
chef, and worked his way up 
to chef de cuisine three years 
ago. According to Jim Lark, 
Somerville is the finest head 
chef the restaurant' has had 
since it opened in 1981. 

"That's not only my opinion 
and the opinion of Mary Lark, 
but our patrons who have been 
coming for many, many, many 
years," Lark said. "To my mind 
he's undoubtedly the best chef 
in mid-America."

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Spring home 'spruce up' doesn't have to be costly

March is here, so homeowners 
and renters can turn their thoughts 
to spring cleaning before too long. 

Gardening experts, as well as 
those who specialize in home build­
ing and repair, agree you don't have 
to spend a fortune to spruce up the 
look of your abode. 

Harry Jachym of Plymouth 
Township has home expertise from 
his 14 years teaching construc­
tion in the Livonia schools and 20 
years as a shop teacher before that. 
Jachym's also been the general con­
tractor for Plymouth-based Habitat 
for Humanity of Western Wayne 
County, which works to provide 
homes for lower-income families. 

"If they have siding, they might 
want to wash it down, power 
washing," said Jachym, a former 
Observer £s? Eccentric columnist 
still teaching construction at 
Henry Ford Community College 
in Dearborn. Painting's a logical 
spring spruce up if you're on a bud­
get, as is using a deck brightener 
with a stiff brush. 

Jachym has found the high-pres­
sure nozzle on a garden hose good 
for deck cleaning. He recommends 
TSP, tri-sodium phosphate, for 
decks, noting there are more envi­
ronmentally friendly alternatives 
for that as well. 

He finds a power washer OK on a 
deck provided it's on low pressure. 
There's been a lot of debris this 
winter, so he recommends cleaning 
gutters. 

"There probably is less money 
being spent" on homes at big-box 
stores. "People tend to fix up the 
homes they're living in now rather 
than moving." 

Jachym said it's good to walk 
around your home to see if a nail is 
loose or other "little odds and ends 
that need to be taken care of" are. 

The great outdoors of your home 
may need some springtime atten­
tion, too. Tim Parker, general man­

ager of Plymouth Nursery & Garden 
Center, has common-sense advice 
for residents seeking a new and 
improved spring look. 

There are many things you can do 
for your lawn and garden that are not 
expensive, according to Parker. He 
likes to start spring cleanup by prun­
ing his dormant shrubs then blowing 
the debris out of the beds, weeding 
the beds, and fertilizing with a slow 
release granular fertilizer, such as 
Espoma's Organic Plantone. 

Parker, a Pinckney resident with 
a Michigan State University hor­
ticulture degree, then uses a culti­
vator to scratch and fluff existing 
hardwood mulch and add more to 
maintain a 3-4-inch depth which 
will help the plants retain moisture 
and prevent weed seeds from germi­
nating in the beds. He then applies a 
pre-emergent weed preventer which 
is also now offered in organic form 
(corn-gluten). 

Parker will vigorously hand rake 
his entire lawn to eliminate debris 
and thatch and repair doggie spots 
with lawn patch that includes seeds, 
fertilizer and mulch all in one. The 
best time to fertilize your lawn is 
in the fall while the grass is still 

actively growing; this will allow the 
root system to store energy and have 
a great spring kick. 

Parker starts his spring with a fer­
tilizer which includes crabgrass pre­
venter that must be applied in early 
spring. Homeowners can save sig­
nificantly by buying all four seasons 
of many lawn care programs. Many 
organic lawn foods are also gaining 
in popularity, he noted. 

If you're starving for spring color 
... a vase full of water and cuttings 
of your forsythia, quince and pussy 
willow will produce blooms in a 
very short time, giving you a taste of 
spring, Parker added. 

Jachym noted HGTV has good 
shows on home projects; his wife 
watches those and gets lots of ideas. 
"They've got some great ideas on it," 
he said. 

If you need in-person help with 
home ideas, there's a free expo 
coming. Canton's annual Home 
Improvement Expo will be held 
Saturday, March 7, from 9 a.m. to 5 
p.m. and Sunday, March 8, from 11 
am. to -5 prm. at Canton's Summit 
on the Park. 

Interior decorating, landscaping,

Lawyer a help 
when buying 
and selling 
Q: My Realtor says that I don't need an 
attorney because she has experience in 
drafting purchase agreements and it is a 
simple real estate transaction. Plus, I am 
paying her a commission as a buyer's agent. 
Somehow, I think this might not be a good 
idea. What do you think? 

A: Obviously, it may appear to sound 
self-serving, but I believe that you need 
a lawyer in any real estate transaction 
to protect your interests. Typically, your 

purchase agreement will 
also provide disclaimers 
and/or indemnification 
for the real estate firm 
and, realtors are not 
attorneys, and should be 
deferring to an attorney 
to review the purchase 
agreement. However, 
many Realtors feel that 
lawyers by definition 
tend to try to kill the 

deal even though their intent is to protect 
the interests of their client. You are 
best advised to get an experienced real 
estate attorney to review any purchase 
agreement for real estate before you sign 
as it is extremely difficult to deal with the 
situation after the fact. 

Q: How will the change to digital TV affect 
our condominium which has a central master 
antenna for our residents? 

A: As you probably know, if your 
members have an analog TV that does 
not receive local broadcast stations 
through a paid provider, these members 
will need a "digital to analog converter 
box" to watch digital broadcasts. Some 
members may have a digital TV, a TV 
with a built-in tuner. If so, they do not 
need a converter box. However, if your 
condominium association has a master 
antenna that feeds a TV signal through 
wiring in the building, members with 
an analog TV may or may not be able 
to watch full power broadcast stations 
after Feb. 17,2009, or on the extended 
date. Their ability to view channels after 
this date depends on whether members 
with analog TV sets get a "digital to 
analog converter box" and whether the 
association needs an upgrade to its 
master antenna. You may want to ask the 
following questions with regard to each 
condominium building. 

1. What have we got, 
2. How is it wired in, and 
3. What are we going to do about it? 
Some condominium buildings receive 

local TV stations through a master 
antenna system, sometimes called a 
common antenna or a MATV system. 
These antenna systems receive TV 
signals through an antenna on the roof 
or in a central location and provide the 
signals through wiring in the building 
that connects to the TV set and in 
individual members' homes. These 
systems incur no charge to the members. 
Many condominium associations see 
this system as a way to reduce antenna 
clutter and to provide a service to the 
members. Other condominium buildings 
may use a SMA TV or satellite master 
antenna system. In these instances, there 
is a private cable provider involved to 
give members or the association access 
to local broadcast channels coupled with 
satellite TV programming. If this is your 
case, the association should contact its 
provider and ask what it is doing about 
the digital transition.
