At E&E Manufacturing Co., it’s safe to -
say the recession has hit harder thanat
most other places in the city of Plymouth.

The 47-year-old firm, the only signifi-
cant manufacturing presence in the city,
makes a variety of auto parts, and owner
and president Wes Smith has about 200
workers on layoff,

Smith said the downturn for his busi-
ness began in late 2007 and continued
through J anuary and February.

“I think you're going to see further
unemployment continuing,” Smlth said of
the Plymouth area.

E&E now employs about 24«0 people at
its home plant in Plymouth and at another
in Athens, Tenn.

Asked for a measure of how much busi-
-ness has fallen, Smith pointed to the
projected automobile output for North
America for this year: 8.2 million units,

‘down from 12.6 million cars built last
year. That’s a drop of about 35 percent.

“Sales are important, but it’s auto pro-
duction that we look at,” he said.

Yet Smith remains optimistic about his

busmesses “We're conﬁdent were going

to survive this,” he said.

. E&E has been working, Smith said, on
attracting customers other than automak-

€rs.

Plus, he said, the demand for used cars

has been strong and their prices have

‘been rising, meaning that when those
prices reach a certain point, more buyers

will opt for new cars.

“The good news is that 90 percent of us
are employed. We have good thlngs hap-

pening,” Smith said.

Local business
holds its own

The staggering economy is hitting Mlchlgan
harder than perhaps any other state in the
union, bringing the auto industry to its knees

begging for help and causing some of the high- -

est unemployment in the country.
And it’s silly to think the business climate
in Plymouth hasn’t been-affected. In fact, it

started long before this never-ending downturn

started, with the demise of long-time Plymouth
stalwarts such as Walker-Buzenberg and Laurel
Furniture.

The Little Book Shoppe on the Park went out
of business, and so did Book Cellar and Cafe.
Long-timers like Lynne’s Hallmark and new-
comers such as Cold Stone Creamery closed
their doors. -

But the Plymouth area has done its best to
prove the old adage, “When one door closes,
another one opens.” For every business forced to
close, another one pops up. From a certain per-
spective, there’s a lot of failure among Plymouth
businesses. But from another, there’s also a lot
of success.

And even more hope.

Those who pay attention to these things point
out Plymouth’s penchant for “niche” shops and
restaurants. They say since the community fea-
tures largely small businesses who tend to be
conservative, owners tend not to over-reach
financially.

Landlords are also apparently learning a les-
son, if you listen to some of the business people.

In the past, owners have complained — private- -

ly and publicly — that landlords charged far too
much rent.

Now, you see the rents coming down. .

Landlords are also subdividing spaces and rent-
ing to smaller businesses, apparently deciding
it’s cheaper to collect some rent rather than
none.

Plymouth Township is home to its share of
auto-related businesses, and as such as seen a
decline in its business climate. However, devel-
opments are also coming around that are keep-
ing the township a destination community.

Secure 24, a records-storage fac111ty and com-
puter-server host for
outside companies,
was convinced to
stay in the township
through the joint
efforts of the town-
ship, the county and
the state. State and
local tax breaks are
helping Stardock
Corp., a software
company with a
growing game busi-
ness, expand its
headquarters in the
township and add
jobs.

Nobody is saying
the business cli-
mate in Plymouth
is perfect. You’d have to be lookmg through
deeply rose-colored lenses to think businesses
weren’t struggling as they are everywhere else.
As Sherrie Pryor, operations director of the
Plymouth Downtown Development Authority,
is quick to point out, these aren’t boom times
for a lot of businesses, many of which are s1mply
holding their own.

The DDA and the chamber have formed what
seem so far to be effective marketing strategies,
and elected officials are pursuing tax breaks
and using resources such as the Michigan
Economic Development Corporation to con-
vince businesses to stick around.

And retailers themselves have really begun to
push a “shop local” philosophy, allowing them to

While our
violent crime rate has increased, the actual
numbers of police on the street in Michigan

“have declined extraordinarily in the past

decade. In fact, many urban police forces

have been decimated. At the same time, there -

is a critical lack of scientific investigative
resources which delays analysis of evidence,
stalls investigations, and allows perpetrators
to avoid apprehension.

Michigan’s rate of incarcerating criminals
is not out of step with prudent and neces-
sary practices. According to the same Justice
Center study, only one in 10 convicted felons is
initially sentenced to prison. This 10 percent
represents the most violent, habitual crimi- .
nals that plague our communities. The other .
90 percent of convicted felons are initially
sentenced to local jails, probation, community
programs or diversion. Of these 90 percent,
some violate the terms of their probations and
are then resentenced to prison. But even add-
ing those violators to those initially sentenced
to prison, less than 22 percent of Michigan’s
felons are ever committed to prison.

Nationally, the commitment rate is 40 per-
cent.

Musician Stevie Wonder had a song a
few years back in which he sang, “When
you feel your life’s too hard, Just go have a
talk with God.”

Local pastors agree that the current
economic slump hasn’t kept worshipers
away from services. “I think everybody’s -
worried at the moment,” said the Rev.
James Skimins, senior pastor of First
Presbyterian Church of Plymouth. “We're
trying to keep it very positive.”

His congregation ran a Career
Connections program in February to help
job seekers. ‘It went very well,” Skimins
said.

He has found in his ministry that when
people are knocked off their center, “they
need just that sense that God’s with
them. You’re free to say what you want in
church.’

" People draw strength from then' rela—
tionship with God and other worshlpers,

~Skimins said.

Agreeing is the Rev. Mary Margaret
Eckhardt, senior pastor of St. Matthew’s
United Methodist Church in Livonia. “I
think people are looking for some moral

- strengths, some spiritual support,” she said.

Eckhardt hasn’t seen droves of new

people at church, but attendance is strong.

“People are talking to each other and
encouraging each other,” she said. Each:
Sunday at her church, people who've lost
their jobs gather informally to see how
others-are faring.

“It’s really helpful and it’s workmg out
for us,” Eckhardt said. “It’s hard to say
that ‘T've lost my job.”

She finds worshipers seek God’s guid-
ance and sense of peace in tough times:
“So there’s a sense that God will get us
through it.” She agreed prayer also helps

in dealing with job loss.

‘In January, Eckhardt used Sunday
worship as a time to address current
uncertainties. There was a psychologist
from Samaritan Counseling Center in
Farmington Hills who spoke during wor-
ship at St. Matthew’s United Methodist
Church, and that was well-received.

She’d like to develop a more formal sup-
port group for job help down the road.
Eckhardt noted retirees and working
people at her church have been helpful
with suggestions and job leads for the
unemployed church members.

Over at St. Valentine’s Catholic Church
in Redford, parish priest the Rev. Paul
Coutinha hasn’t seen a big increase in
attendance. “Probably just a little, but
not a lot,” he said. He'd seen higher atten-

~

dance related to the tragedy of 9/11.

“I think there were more people. But
there is a slight increase, I would say,”
Coutinha said. :

“We believe God is present in every situ-
ation,” the priest said, noting the impor-
tance of faith and hope. “People have not
been talking about it too much,” he said
of unemployment. For many, job loss is
embarrassing.

St. Valentine’s has no formal ministry
for job seekers, but staff works to con-
nect them to other parishes like St. John
Neumann in Canton that do. “Informally,
we do help,” Coutinha said, noting staff
gives the best information they have.

“Sometimes, people’s faith is tested " he
said.
