The school district's new Web site is aimed at 
bringing alumni into the fold.

When the Plymouth-Canton school district 
launched its new alumni Web site recently, there's 
no evidence Steven Sneideman or Mark Even lit 
cigars to celebrate the birth. 

But the pair undoubtedly felt like proud new par­
ents. 

Sneideman, a Board of Education trustee, and 
Even, the district's technology consultant, were the 
driving forces behind P-CCS Alumni Connections, 
a Web site the district hopes will draw interest 
— and, to a lesser extent, perhaps some donations 
— from alumni around the country. 

"It started out as being about money, maybe, but 
then we realized how much more it could do," said 
Even, a P-CCS alum himself. "There's a lot (on the 
site) already, and yet comparatively speaking (to 
what it could become), there's almost nothing there. 
The structure is there and now we can keep filling 
up the container. It's exciting." 

The previous board had added a development 

(fund-raising) position, but it was cut in a round 
of budget reductions. The district's development 
budget dropped from $175,000 to some $50,000, 
according to Sneideman. 

Since Sneideman had an interest in that area, 
he started looking into ways to manage it in the ** 
tighter economy. One of the things he discovered, 
he said, was the district wasn't doing much reach­
ing out to alumni. 

Sneideman believed alumni were an important 
asset, not just for donations, but for things like 
guidance and even job opportunities for current 
students. 

"We didn't have a good mechanism for reach­
ing out," Sneideman said. "We wanted to continue 
alumni reach-out, not just for money, but to bring 
them back in for other things. (But) it needed to be 
done at low cost or no cost." 

Using a printed newsletter was cost-prohibitive, 
Sneideman pointed out, so attention went to the 
Internet, where the district already had a Web site.

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U-M students learn while observing in Tonda classrooms

Fourth- and fifth-grade stu­

"We're observing (the stu­
dent teachers) as well so we 
can see how they did with 
what we thought we were 
teaching them, and how that 
played out in the classroom as 
they work with the teachers 
and students," said Klotylda 
Phillippi of Plymouth, the col­
lege students' U-M professor 
who also taught for 30 years 
in Plymouth-Canton. "It's a 
wonderful relationship for our 
student teachers and U-M.

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Counselors offer Solid Ground during shifting economy

Recession: Less money, 
more stress. 

The folks at Solid Ground 
Counseling, a new clinic in 
Plymouth, say they're prepared 
to handle both problems. 

Solid Ground opened last 
summer as the economic crisis 
was deepening, and counselor 
Rick Janka, one of the three 
partners behind the business, 
says they knew what they were 
getting into. 

"The recession didn't sneak 
up on us," Janka said. 

Janka said he and Ryan 
Delvecchio put a lot of time 
into planning the clinic, and 
are offering to counsel the 
jobless and others who might 
not be able to afford their full 
rates. 

"We have a desire to help 
people who are economically 
challenged," Janka said. Solid 
Ground also accepts some 
insurance plans and is work­
ing to build links with more 
insurers. 

Janka and Delvecchio 
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Debbie Little and Rick Janka of Solid Ground Counseling. 

brought on a third partner, 
Debbie Little; each has a 
master's degree in clinical 
psychology from Michigan 
Theological Seminary in 

Plymouth Township, and there 
are two other licensed counsel­
ors at Solid Ground. 

Both Little and Janka, who 
spoke April 7 at Solid Ground's 

suite of offices, said they've 
long had the desire to help 
people. 

Little had been interested 
in becoming a nurse, but "the 
mind's always intrigued me," 
she said. "I've always been a 
people person. That's what it's 
all about." 

"I do see this as my own 
personal ministry," said Janka, 
who is studying toward a doc­
torate at the Michigan School 
of Professional Psychology. 

Solid Ground treats people 
with anxiety, depression, 
chemical and sexual addic­
tions, marital and family prob­
lems, poor anger control and 
other problems. Each coun­
selor has areas of specialty, 
and Janka said the clinic will 
match a new client with the 
counselor best suited to han­
dle that client's needs. 

Solid Ground, said Janka, 
doesn't look to prescription 
drugs as a quick fix for men­
tal-health problems, though 
counselors there can make 
referrals to prescribing psy­
chiatrists if needed. 

Counselors "try to look at 
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the person as a whole," he 
said. "There are a lot of other 
approaches we can take before 
medications." 

Solid Ground can teach 
relaxation techniques, offer 
group therapy when appropri­
ate, and advise people on deci­
sion-making. 

Little, who counsels chil­
dren (she also works part 
time at a local school district), 
said kids are affected by the 
stresses and high expectations 
of a fast-paced society, just like 
their parents. 

"Our kids are stressed to 
the max," Little said. "I really 
believe that. Kids are running 

just like we're running." 
Janka compares the pace 

and stresses of modern life 
to the car-chase scene in the 
movie The Blues Brothers, in 
which the title characters' car 
falls apart at the chase's end. 

"We might get to where we 
need to go, but we also might 
completely fall apart when we 
get there," Janka said. 

Solid Ground can help slow 
that pace and ease that stress 
"one client at a time," he said.

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Filing taxes electronically gets an earlier return 
Q: Dear Rick: I filed my 

federal tax return over a 
month ago and I still have 
not received my refund. I 
read that you should get 
your refund hack within two 
to three weeks. What should 
Ido? 

A: According to the Internal 
Revenue Service, if you file a 
return using the traditional 
paper method, it takes approx­
imately six weeks to receive 
your refund. If you file elec­
tronically, it typically takes 
half that time to get a refund. 
Therefore, the first question is 
how did you file your return? 
If you filed by paper in mid-
March you can expect your 
refund by the end of April. On 
the other hand, if you filed 
electronically, you should have 
received your refund by now 
and it is time to be proactive. 

The IRS has an excellent 
Web site in regards to taxes. 
Not only can you obtain all 
necessary forms, but also 
instruction books and other

lem. It is possible that your 
refund, if it was mailed to you, 
got lost in the mail or worse, 
someone got to the mailbox 
before you.

The IRS has become easier 
to deal with and is taxpayer-
friendly. 

Q: Dear Rick: Every time 
I open my hank statement 
I am hit with new fees. In 
addition, I'm receiving very 

little interest on the money 
I have in the hank. Recently, 
a friend of mine opened an 
account at a credit union. 
Do you recommend credit 
unions and are they as safe 
as banks? 

A: I have no problem with 
credit unions. I believe that 
many people should consider 
using them. 

The first thing to under­
stand about credit unions 
is they are nonprofits and 
operate in the best interest of 
their members. If you have an 
account at a credit union, you 
are a member, in effect, you 
are part owner. Because mem­
bers are part owners, credit 
unions tend to have lower fees 
and pay higher interest rates 
on deposits than a traditional 
bank. Furthermore, when you 
need a loan —• mortgage, home 
equity line of credit, new car 
loan or personal loan — credit 
unions tend to be more com­
petitive than your traditional 
bank.

LEAP progress 
means MEAP

I iyou read the MEAP results story in the April 5 issue 
1 of The Observer, you know that Plymouth-Canton 
I Community Schools had another solid year on this 

important state evaluation exam. 
These things do not happen by accident, and this year's 

scores (and our upward trend of academic achievement) 
are the result of hard work and planning by our entire 
team. That starts with our Board of Education and 
includes our teachers, staff and administration. 

While we are extremely pleased with 
our scores, we always are exploring ways 
to improve. With the outstanding curricu­
lum and support we have in place for our 
students, I believe we will see continued 
growth. This year we are beginning to see 
some trends that make us optimistic for 
the future. 

In the 28 areas scored, compared to 
the Fall 2007 results, P-CCS posted an 
increase in 21 areas, stayed the same in five 
areas and declined in only two areas. In 
the five areas where the district remained 

the same, four of the areas already had 89 percent of the 
students or more proficient. 

In grade six (total English Language Arts) P-CCS stu­
dents declined one point to 89 percent proficient, and in 
grade eight science declined to 89 percent from 91 percent 
proficient in Fall 2007. 

Of particular note, 100 percent of the students in grade 
four at Bird Elementary were proficient in math. At 
Tonda, 100 percent of the students in grade three were 
proficient in math, including 14 students with disabilities. 

I believe one of the main reasons for the gradual 
increase in scores is the implementation of the Literacy 
Early Achievement Program just four years ago. Since 
that time there has been a 3-percent decrease in students 
with learning disabilities and a 5-percent decrease in stu­
dents with speech and language disabilities district-wide. 

That difference was noticeable in this year's MEAP 
results, and we expect the impact to be more dramatic 
each year. 

For those of you who are not familiar with the LEAP 
program, it was developed to put strong focus on literacy 
development in the early school years. The idea is that if 
students read and write well, they will do well in all sub­
ject areas. To accomplish this, additional staff was added 
to the kindergarten and first grade classrooms in all 16 P-
CCS elementary schools. 

As one of Michigan's best school districts, we must con­
stantly change and evolve to stay on top. That's hard work 
and the staff in this district has proven they are capable 
of meeting the challenge. This community should be 
extremely proud of the work its school district is doing to 
educate children.

Boerma right pick to head bands

the University of Michigan for five 
iniyears in the recent past, I worked with 
the Plymouth-Canton high school bands, 
and I was always extremely impressed with 
the quality of Amy Boerma's instruction and 
musicianship. 

Before coming to Michigan, I had known 
about the Plymouth-Canton high school 

band program for decades. 
Although its marching 
band continues to place in 
the finals of the national 
championships, its Wind 
Ensemble's notoriety has 
become that of medioc­
rity when compared to 
years earlier, when this 
band would perform at 
the Midwest International 
Band & Orchestra Clinic, 

the Michigan Music Conference, and other 
prestigious events. 

Those who pay close attention, however, 
notice that the middle two bands, under 
the direction of Amy Boerma, have earned 
straight first-division ratings at all district 
and state festivals since she arrived 14 years 
ago, an accomplishment achieved by none 
of her colleagues. 

Music teachers throughout Michigan now 
discuss the Plymouth-Canton band pro­
gram because of its marching-band-heavy 
lopsidedness, not because of the quality of 
the overall program. Plymouth-Canton has 
become known throughout the nation as the 
quintessential model of dysfunction, based 
upon poor administrative and booster lead­
ership. Recent events make it apparent that 
the community needs to become aware of 
the legacy that is being killed. 

Although Amy Boerma was hired 14 years 
ago as the Co-Director of Bands (equal to 
the other director), administrative person­
nel changes several years back caused her to 
be overlooked as the obvious person to lead

the program when the last two marching 
band directors were hired. Ask any leader in 
the high school and university band world 
who should have been leading this program 
for the past eight years; Boerma has always 
been the obvious choice. 

Although Boerma is already a faculty 
member, she decided to apply for this posi­
tion, at the encouragement of Assistant 
Principal Julie Kaminski, to avoid being 
passed over again. I know for a fact that 
several nationally respected university 
Directors of Bands then wrote letters of rec­
ommendation to. the administration, urging 
them not to overlook her again. 

Unbelievably, the administration chose 
, to fail the search and hire neither Boerma 
nor Montoya after two outside applicants 
backed out of the process at the last minute. 

In their attempt to feebly justify not hir­
ing Boerma, the administration is now 
organizing a witch-hunt against her. 

Let me preface the following informa­
tion with the fact that I have not been in 
recent contact with Amy Boerma about 
these issues. I have, however, heard from 
an extremely reliable source that one of the 
current attacks being orchestrated against 
Boerma claims she has spoken unprofes-
sionally to band parents about her previ­
ous colleagues' decisions (or lack thereof) 
regarding the direction of the band pro­
gram. 

As has been the case with every band 
director who has taught in the Plymouth-
Canton schools, when the administration 
refuses to act upon obvious problems, rel­
evant discussions with boosters inevitably 
happen, since these parents have historical­
ly had more influence on the administration 
than the school's own teachers. For some 
shocking reason, Mrs. Boerma is suddenly 
being reprimanded for these alleged com­
munications, despite the fact that her col­
leagues have done the same for years with 
no retribution. v

While I believe it is true Boerma has 
voiced repeated concerns to the admin­
istration about the steady decline in the 
quality of leadership and instruction, 
as evidenced by a consistent and dra­
matic drop in student audition scores, 
it is clear that her concerns for the stu­
dents have fallen on deaf ears. 

Almost humorous is the reprimand 
Boerma recently received regarding an 
analogy made in her class. For some 
reason, one or two students in the back 
row of her band misheard the analogy 
and reported to the administration that 
she called another student an inap­
propriate name. Anyone who has taken 
even a moment to get to know Amy 
Boerma knows she adores her students 
as if they are her own kids and would 
never say anything to hurt them. Over 
25 other students in her class then 
wrote letters to the administration, 
stating that, in fact, Mrs. Boerma did 
not call a student this name. 

For 14 years, Amy Boerma has earned 
PERFECT evaluations from her admin­
istrators. This year, when finally put in 
charge of the program on an interim 
basis, Boerma's organization of the pro­
gram has been superb. Her students' 
musical successes speak for themselves. 

Amy Boerma is the obvious choice 
to lead this program out of its slump. 
It's time for the athletically-minded 
administration to wake up and do the 
right thing for music education, not 
basing philosophy on an activity that 
helps with the mastering of synchroniz­
ing feet, and stop using Amy Boerma as 
its scapegoat for its flailing program.

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Harwell 
goes to 
bat for 
fitness

At 91, 'the voice of the Detroit Tigers' has 
become a spokesperson for healthy living. 

As baseball season gets under way, Ernie 
Harwell is working with Blue Cross Blue 
Shield of Michigan to promote walking as 
an easy path to fitness. 

Harwell, who called Detroit Tigers games 
from "the corner of Michigan and Trumbull" 
1960-2002, remains active in retirement. 

He jumps rope 300 times a day, and starts 
each morning with a 15-minute routine of 
stretching, lunges and deep squats. Then, he 
works out in the gym at his retirement home 
in Novi. 

"I think the only day I missed they were 
fixing something in the gym and it was 
closed," Harwell said during a recent inter­
view at DP+Co. in Farmington Hills. 

Harwell also walks. 
"All you need is a pair of shoes. You can 

do it anywhere," he said, recalling the days 
he and former Tigers manager Sparky 
Anderson would.walk in cities across the 
country as they toured with the great 
American pastime. 

"We would walk in the hotel parking lots, 
around and around and around for 30 min­
utes," he said. "We tried to walk in places 
like New York but everyone recognized 
Sparky and needed autographs. That would 
disrupt our true purpose of walking." 

These days Harwell is the celebrity, loved 
by generations of metro Detroiters who

associate his voice with the sounds of sum­
mer. 

On April 29, Harwell will greet fans as he 
participates in National Walk @ Lunch Day 
at Blue Cross Blue Shield of Michigan head­
quarters in Detroit. 

And he remains involved with baseball. 
During the Tigers home opener April 10, 

Harwell hosted his annual breakfast at the 
Detroit Athletic Club to raise money for the 
Ernie Harwell Foundation, which began as 
an effort to save Tiger Stadium. 

Harwell also took the field at Comerica 
Park to lead a tribute to former Tigers third 
baseman George Kell, who died last month. 

Opening day remains a 'big thrill,' he said. 
"It's always a great occasion, always has 

been in Detroit," said Harwell, likening it to 
three holidays in one. 

"It's like Easter because a lot of people , 
come just once a year, like church. It's like 
Fourth of July because you have all the 
fireworks and excitement. And it's like 
Christmas because you open your new pres­
ent. Fans see what players they're going 
to get in their package for the year, and of 
course everyone starts equal." 

So, how does Harwell think the Tigers 
will fare this season? 

"Hope springs eternal," he said.

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What the district also had 
was a contract with Harris 
Connect Inc., a Virginia firm 
that put together a 2007 
Alumni Directory. 

The company had its own 
Web site and, maybe more 
importantly, some 8,000 e-
mail addresses for alumni. 
That got Sneideman and an 
ad hoc committee thinking 
about an electronic newslet­
ter. Mark Even looked at a 
variety of universities and 
other entities to see how such 
a thing was done. 

Eventually, the official 
home page for Plymouth-
Canton alumni was born. The 
page offers sections for alum­
ni "what are you doing" notes, 
historical archives (there's 
one cool video from 1945 put 
to music from the same era), 
image, video, audio, news­
paper stories and alumni 
"Memories." 

There's also a place where 
the district partners with 
the Educational Excellence 
Foundation so alumni can 
donate to the district. And all 
submitted information flows 
through Harris Connect's 
Web site as a sort of filter, 
from which school district 
officials pick and choose to 

add to their site. 
"Harris is doing the heavy 

lifting," Even said. "Harris 
already had the whole mecha­
nism set up ... it was easy to 
use that service." 

One of the things Even likes 
about the site is the way it 
can get even current students 
involved. The district's video 
team, a Web team and pho­
tography students have all 
contributed to the site, and 
some history students will 
produce a special project over 
the summer, Even said. 

Goals for the site, according 
to Sneideman, include build­
ing an Alumni Committee, 
offering online merchandis­
ing opportunities; coordi­
nating reunions, establish­
ing links with online social 
networking sites such as 
Facebook and MySpace. 
com, and expanding student 
involvement. 

"We hope to load it with 
more and more content," 
Sneideman said. "We don't 
know what alumni have in 
their attics. I'm sure they have 
some pretty good stuff. It will 
be a growing, breathing thing 
we hope will continue."

Earth Day is a big deal to 
Maria Wine. In fact you might 
even say taking care of the plan­
et is a 365-day-a-year effort for 
the Canton resident and mother 
of four. 

While she does all the things 
most environmentally-conscious 
people do, such as recycle and 
conserve on water, she is also con­
cerned about the soil. That is why 
a couple of years ago, she decided 
to start using organic fertilizer in 
her garden. 

In particular, she started using 
Gaia Green products, which 
she discovered during a trip to 
Canada. The Western Canadian-
based company sells a number of 
odd-sounding products, includ­
ing fruit bat guano and worm 
castings — in other words, bat' 
and worm excrement — and 
glacial rock dust. Wine had such 
success with the products, she 
decided to start selling them 
here in America, and she is now 
the only distributor in the entire 
Midwest.

She hopes more people turn 
to organic products, whether 
they are from her or some other 
source. 

"I know we have a lot of smart 
people who care about their 
yards, their bodies, their world " 
she said. "Now is the time to start 
making choices to take care of the 
Earth. It's the only one we have."

outskirts of San Jose. 
Joined by Jaguars quar­

terback Paul Smith, defen­
sive back Nate Jones of 

the Miami Dolphins and 
offensive lineman James 
Lee of the Bucs, the group's 
task was to erect a security 
fence around the perimeter 
of a piece of property that 
will eventually house a bible 
school, soccer field and gym­
nasium. 

"We had to build the fence 
because of the all crime '-. 
around," Shaw said. "I had 
never done anything like this 
before.

San Jose, located in the 
Central Valley, is the capi­
tal and largest city in Costa 
Rica (population 346,000) 
with an elevation of 1,161 
meters above sea level. 
Temperatures hovered near 
80 during the work day 
before cooling off at night. 

The NFL players also got 
a chance to visit the rural 
enclaves on the fringe of San 
Jose. It was an opportunity 
to get a first-hand look at 
the poverty and depravity of 
life. 

"It was an eye opener, it 

blew me away," Shaw said. 
"Gates and bars around 
every building, every win­
dow. I'd never been any­
where like that. It was a new 
experience, one of the most 
humbling things to see. It 
adjusted my perspective on 
things and how important 
it is to be thankful what we 
have here." 

The Score International 
team then visited an area 
what Shaw was and the play­
ers were told was simply 
called, "The Hole." 

"We had to drive to the 
top and drop back down into 
a place where there were 
Nicaraguan refugees," he 
said. "We gave out food. It 
was a rough area of town. 
Kids were kicking a ball 
around, but it was a rolled 
up into plastic bag of trash. 
We went to a school where 
we gave out three or four 
Rubix Cubes. You'd had 
thought to them it was a bar 
of gold." 

During his one season in 
Carolina, Shaw got involved 
with the Boys & Girls Clubs 
in Charlotte. He plans to 
do the same in Jacksonville 
where he was signed late last 
season as a free agent for 
the final four games. Shaw 
played exclusively on special 
teams where he recorded 
three tackles. 

Shaw vows his mission will 
intensify, which is to spread 
the word of God and help 
those in need. 

"There's a bigger picture," 
said Shaw, who is currently 
in Jacksonville during the 
off-season doing voluntary 
workouts. "Just to see how 
blessed I am — I feel there's 
so much more I'm going to 
do because God has put it 
into my heart. The people 
I met the relationships and 
I made on this trip were 
amazing. It adjusted my per­
spective on things and what 
is really important."

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Stamp show highlights educational hobby to stick with

A little bit of history will 
come to town soon in the 
form of the Plymouth stamp 
show. 

"You get somebody who's 
got a real interest in his­
tory," club member Ed 
Dubin of Belleville said. He 
enjoys postal history of the 
World War I era, things like 
American troops in France, 
and the Polar Bear forces in 
Russia. 

Other collectors focus on 
space or the postal history of 
their town; one local collector 
focuses on Plymouth, which 
was once the BB gun capital 
of the world.

publicity for the show, noted 
the popularity of "Stamps in 
Your Closet" with expanded 
hours this year. Experienced 
collectors and dealers can 
give you an idea of the value 
of a collection and how to sell 
it. Often, that's useful when 
people inherit a collection. 

"They get all these s tamp 
albums and they don't know 
what to do with them," said 
Dubin, a Ford Motor Co. 
retiree. The service is first-
come, first-served, and he . 
said people last year were 
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patient. 
The show will feature 2,400 

pages of exhibits, 40 dealers 
from the U.S. and Canada, 
U.S. U.N. and Nordica Post 
Offices, seminars and soci­
ety meetings. There will be 
a Saturday cachet bourse 
(exchange), and youth pro­
gram. The Plymouth event 
is a qualifying show for 
the American Philatelic 
Society's annual Champion of 
Champions competition. 

CHILDHOOD HOBBY 
Dubin started collecting 

stamps at age 9- "Oh, my gosh, 
that's 50-plus years ago." Many 
collectors get an album as a 
child "and just kind of grew 
from there." 

Collecting often drops 
off when people are in high 
school or college, but they pick 
it up again later. The West 
Suburban Stamp Club has a 
number of women, Dubin said, 

as well as some junior stamp 
collectors of middle school or 
high school age. 

Another local collector 
is Sandy Strzalkowski of 
Redford, who's handling show 
chair duties this year, a job 
that's traded off. She joined 
the club about 10 years ago 
after her husband got his 
childhood stamp collection 
back and took their son to the 
Plymouth show. 

"Before that, I did not col­
lect at all," said Strzalkowski, 
a financial adviser. She began 
going to shows and "started 
getting the courage to talk to 
dealers about this and that." 

She now collects covers, can­
celed items showing British 
postal history. Strzalkowski 
finds quite a bit in that cat­
egory, because we're so close 
to Canada and there are ties 
between Canada and Great 
Britain.

a fellowship for young stamp 
collectors, to which the WSSC 
recently donated $1,000. 

"Alex kind of grew up in our 
club," Strzalkowski said.

THE TREATMENT OF 

RHEUMATOID ARTHRITIS TODAY 
Over the past five years, physician thinking on the treatment of rheumatoid arthritis 

has undergone a great change. For years the motto was "go low, go slow," meaning 
that since medications used in rheumatoid arthritis were potentially dangerous to the 
liver and immune system, a physician should use these drugs with caution. Starting 
with a small dose and increasing the amount only after months of use on the previous 
level was the standard practice. 

Investigations of this approach revealed that patients' rheurnatoid arthritis 
continued to progress despite therapy. Other studies showed that a more vigorous 
response with quicker use of newer drugs at high doses gave much better results. 

These newer drugs included the Anti-TNFs, Rituxan, and Orencia. Furthermore, 
when these drugs were combined with methotrexate, the resolution of joint swelling 
and pain often was prompt and persistent. 

At present, the consensus in the medical community is that physicians should treat 
rheumatoid arthritis as soon as the diagnosis is strongly suspected or reasonably 
confirmed. This approach is particularly important early in the onset of the disease. The 
stronger the therapy and the earlier it is begun, the more likely the physician will be able 
to control the arthritis. 

Changes in the way of treating rheumatoid arthritis illustrate how science, 
constantly questioning and always investigating, leads to better care.

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Students earn designation as a Michigan green school

The lunchroom at Our Lady 
of Good Counsel School prob­
ably won't be any less noisy 
than it was before Easter 
break, but it sure promises to 
be greener. 

Starting Monday, students 
will measure and weigh the 
waste from their lunches. 
There should be less because 
for weeks they've been learn­
ing about reducing, reusing 
and recycling. That not's a new 
concept for the 624 students in 
kindergarten through eighth 
grade. The junior high has 
been recycling paper since 
2001. The effort is one of a 
dozen reasons Our Lady of 
Good Counsel recently earned 
a Michigan Green School 
designation, a state pro­
gram which began with Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm signing 
the Michigan Green Schools 
Act in May 2006. Private and 
public schools must achieve at 
least 10 of 20 energy-saving 
and environmental tasks. 

Throughout the school, 
students have been busy con­
ducting energy audits of class­
rooms. In Marcia O'Malley's 
first-grade class, groups of 
students were quietly working 
on posters instead of playing 
during indoor recess. 

GETTING INVOLVED 
"The kids have been very 

involved," said Kay Reilly, 
principal of the school in 
Plymouth Township. "We have 
two teachers, Marcie O'Malley 
and Kaelah Lesnau, who are 
especially involved with kids 
to reduce their trash and 
understand their impact on 
landfills. We planted a native 
Michigan garden last year and 
hope for it to be in full bloom 
soon. We also adopted a polar 
bear, an endangered species, 
and hosted an ecology speaker

who spoke about wild wood­
lands and brought a possum. 
We are committed to this. It's 
part and parcel of what we do 
every year." 

This year the school hopes 
to reduce waste even further 
during its Eco-Friendly Lunch 
Week April 20-24, in recogni­
tion of Earth Day Wednesday, 
April 22. 

Will Taylor always brings 
a sandwich in a plastic bag 
for lunch but is switching 
to a recyclable container. 
He and Robert Barnes and 
Brendan West were proudly 
displaying their poster in the 
school library. The images of 
endangered animals such as 
tigers, elephants and bears 
were recycled from magazines. 
Will wishes people would stop 
hunting these, species. 

Cara Forfinski and Regan 
Thorp were just as concerned 
about endangered animals. 
They were showing off their 
Save the Earth poster made 
for Pat Rossow's third-grade 
class. Flipping through maga­
zines they found a photograph 
of gorillas. 

"The whole week is to cre­
ate a focus for kids to be more 
aware of what they can do to 
become eco-friendly," said 
Reilly. "They're encouraged to 
bring lunches in Tupperware 

and reusable materials. We're 
also going to integrate math 
projects, religion, social stud­
ies and science with protecting 
God's creation. If we change 
kids' attitudes, we're going to 
change the next generation. 
We're big into being good stew­
ards of God's creation. If we 
can make kids aware of being 
good global citizens, we realize 
that's the key to getting people 
to change their behaviors." 

Reilly hadn't thought 
about lunchroom waste until 
O'Malley brought her concerns 
about the Styrofoam trays to 
the principal's attention. 

CAN-DO ATTITUDE 
"She told me the trays were 

filling up landfills. I started 
looking and found recycled 
cardboard trays which are 
a little more expensive but 
the reduced costs of a new 
pizza vendor nearly offset the 
expense. We did not have to 
raise the prices of lunch," said 
Reilly. "I told the teachers 'We 
can do this.'" 

O'Malley's class actually 
did an experiment to see if the 
recycled trays break down. 
The first-grade teacher is 
always looking for ways to 
introduce lessons about sav­
ing the environment when­
ever possible. The 28-year-old 

Canton woman is going for a 
master's degree in ecological 
teaching at Lesley University 
in Massachusetts. As part of 
the graduate program, she 
spent three weeks in Maine 
studying habitats. It was a 
life-changing experience that 
she, brought back to the 6- and 
7-year olds to inspire them. 
On the floor in one corner 
of the room friends Rebecca 
Espinoza, Gabby Price and 
Amberley Schmude were put­
ting the finishing touches on 
a poster. They were learning 
water bottles were bad for the 
environment. A bin of crayons 
sat nearby. 

"We need to start forming 
habits early, to start small to 
get as close to zero waste as 
possible," said O'Malley before 
Easter break. "Today I opened 
lunch boxes and found lots 
of plastic bags with pretzels, 
yogurt cups, plastic utensils. 
The plan is to weigh the waste 
before and after to notice the 
difference. We're going to take 
the food scraps out to Maybury 
Farms, banana peels, for the 
pigs. These kids are going 
to be our leaders and need 
to work on problem solving. 
We want to get them excited 
about natureand where they 
live with science'demonstra­
tions, projects like hiking. Last 
October, we picked up trash 
along Tonquish Creek and 
found more than half (of the 
trash) could be recycled." 

Dylan Snyder recycled the 
plastic bags and candy wrap­
pers he found into a poster. 

"This is what you don't want 
if you want to keep the earth 
healthy," said Dylan, 6, as he 
held up the trash-filled poster 
on saving the earth.

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arkinson s series informs patients

When Harry Knitter was 
diagnosed with Parkinson's 18 
years ago he and his wife Nancy 
knew nothing about the disease. 
He had been walking the dog 
and noticed the left side of his 
body felt weaker. It took a while 
to rule out possible causes but 
eventually he learned he had the 
disease which causes the loss 
of dopamine-producing cells 
in the brain. The news came 
when he was 55-years old. At 
a loss to understand what was 
happening to him, Knitter and 
his wife Nancy sought help 
from the Michigan Parkinson 
Foundation. They attended a 
series of lectures on living with 
the disease and found hope. 
Beginning April 28, patients 
and their families can learn 
about the chronic, progressive 
neurological disorder during 
educational programs held on 
five consecutive Tuesdays from 
1-3 p.m. at the Livonia Senior 
Center. 

"At first the medication 
seemed to help," said Nancy 
Knitter of Rochester Hills. "We 
thought he could do okay then 
he started to require more med­
ication and began having some 
of the side effects. 

By 2001 Harry Knitter decid­
ed on deep brain stimulus sur­
gery and ended up writing the 
book, Never Give Up: New Hope 
for Parkinson's Patients. Nancy 
co-founded the Rochester 
Parkinson's support group with 
Pat Yarnold who was diag­
nosed at age 21 after becoming 
involved with the Michigan 
Parkinson's Foundation. She 
scheduled the speakers and 
facilitates the Livonia series. * 

"When Harry was diagnosed 
there wasn't much out there," 
said Knitter. "We went and 
learned a lot. These days people 
are coming forward shortly 
after being diagnosed. We 
want to give people good and

accurate infor­
mation and to 
know they're 
not alone in this 
disease. There 
are places they 
can go for sup­
port, groups, 
the foundation 
to direct you to 
different doc­

tors. Everyone is different. My 
husband never had a tremor, 
always rigidity. Today he's doing 
well. He still can get himself 
dressed and showered." 

Parkinson's patients need to 
stay positive and informed. 

"Doctors work with you as 
an individual looking at your 
symptoms and try to address 
those and over the years as 
those change," said Knitter. 
"Progression varies from per­
son to person. Some stay at 
one stage for the rest of their 
life. Others progress at varying 
rates but there is help. At the 
Foundation we like to say, You 
may have Parkinson's disease 
but it doesn't have you. You still 
might be able to enjoy golf if you 
Play" 

Dr. Edwin George has seen 
the advances in Parkinson's 
treatment over the years which 
have improved quality of life. He 
saw his first patient as a resident 
in 1987. Today the neurolo­
gist serves on the faculty of the 
Wayne State School of Medicine 
and treats patients in the uni­
versity's health center which is 
part of the DMC. A movement 
disorder specialist, George also 
has a PhD in pharmacology so 
stays up to date on the latest 
medications. He'll present an 
overview of Parkinson's Disease 
which can cause rigidity and 
slowness or difficulty in move­
ment. 

"Parkinson hinders the brain's 
ability to send messages and 
make movements happen," said 
George of Bloomfield Twp. "I'm 
going to talk about the loss of 
neurons and why some people 

lose those neurons. We all lose 
some as we age, but people with 
Parkinson lose half of them. 
There could be a genetic cause 
and family history. We don't 
totally understand what those 
genes do. The other 9 out of 
10 (patients) don't have those 
genes. There probably are some 
other genes not identified that 
make people susceptible." 

Even though research on the 
cause is still ongoing physicians 
today have many more medica­
tions to treat the disease. 

"People do very well for many 
years and years longer than 
they used to because of medi­
cations and surgery. We have 
maybe more than 3 times as 
many medications now," said 
George. "All medications have 
side effects in somebody. One 
patient may tolerate side effects, 
some not so now we have other 
medications which do the same 
thing, and we have a number 
of medications to control side 
effects. 

"The other big advance is in 
surgical treatment. Before CAT 
and MRI scanners we were 
unable to access deep parts of 
the brain. We can now implant 
very fine wires and provide 
stimulation in areas to control 
the motor system. Other areas 
are still emerging and still 
experimental. In medications 
we'd like to find something to 
stop the loss of the neurons to 
slow or modulate the progres­
sion of the disease. Encouraging 
is the surgical area where people 
are trying to implant cells to 
take the place of lost neurons. 
Stem cell is thought to be very 
useful but not established yet. 
There's also research going on to 
genetically modify the support­
ing cells around the dopaminic 
neurons." 

Physicians have learned a 
great deal over the years about 
the complexities of the disease 
by treating patients. 

"There are other things 
affected like blood pressure,

the gastrointestinal system. We 
have ways to manage these non 
motor symptoms of Parkinson's 
disease," said George who also 
sees patients at the John Dingell 
Veterans Administration 
Hospital. "There's a greater 
incidence of depression and 
memory problems. A lot of ben­
efit can be obtained from physi­
cal, occupational and speech 
therapy, and lifestyle changes. 
How much difference it makes 
to get exercise. Patients can 
benefit from regular activity for 
constipation and blood regula­
tion, and drinking plenty of flu­
ids. With some medications they 
need to pay attention to prptein 
intake. Some types of protein 
interfere with medication get­
ting to the brain." 

The Michigan Parkinson 
Foundation was founded in 
1983 to support patients try­
ing to decipher the myriad of 
information surrounding the 
disease. The nonprofit Organiza­
tion was actually an outgrowth 
of the Living with Parkinson's 
Disease series starting April 28 
in Livonia. 

"The series was first present­
ed in 1982 when there was noth­
ing for people with Parkinson in 
Michigan at this time. Patients 
were saying we want a support v 

group, an organization and we 
ended up developing the foun­
dation. We now have over 50 
support groups in Michigan.

The Saturn Sky Roadster is basically a 
more stylish and a $3,000 more expensive 
version of the Pontiac Solstice with more 
standard amenities. 

The Sky may share its chassis and 
powertrain with its corporate cousin, the 
Pontiac Solstice, but that's where the . 
similarities end. 

The Sky has razor-sharp lines, which 
creates an aerodynamic-looking design.

The base model's 2.4-liter 4-cylinder engine 
makes the Sky just about as powerful as its 
rival the Mazda MX-5 Miata. It comes as a 
five-speed manual transmission, but is also 
available as an automatic for those who would 

rather have convenience than control. 
There are two trim levels available for the 

Sky, the base model and the Red Line, which 
tops out at about $30K. Standard equipment 
for the base model: 18-inch wheels, a manual 
cloth top with a glass rear window, automatic 
headlights, keyless entry, cruise control, power 
windows and mirrors, air-conditioning and a 
six-speaker audio system with a CD player. 

The Saturn Sky Red Line caters more to 
those who seeking a thrill ride with a sport-
tuned suspension, performance tires and a 
standard limited-slip rear differential. Sporty 
handling aside, it's similarly equipped to the 
standard Sky, but has special interior and 
exterior styling details. 

The cars now offer a powerful seven-
speaker system with an MP3-compatible in-
dash CD changer as well as the option for 
satellite radio. The eye-pleasing, Premium 
Trim package adds leather seating, a leather-
wrapped steering wheel with mounted audio 
controls, and metallic-trimmed pedals. 

Either model you choose gets relatively 
good gas mileage. The standard Sky gets 19 
miles per gallon in the city and 25 on the 
highway, while the Red Line comes in at 19 
mpg in the city and 28 mpg for highway 
driving. 

Steering is precise and remains tight when 
thrown into a corner. The ride can get a little 
choppy when go over rough road surfaces, 
though. 
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With sharp lines 
and a clean, sleek 
surface, the 
Saturn Sky offers 
a European look. 
Add to that 
decorative hood 
vents that hints 
at its dynamic 
performance and 
you've got a real 
head-turner. 

The weight of the car coupled with soft 
suspension makes it dip and dive, but its 
handling is still balanced with plenty of grip. 

Although roadsters aren't designed to have 
roomy cabins, the Sky boasts enough room for 
taller occupants to sit comfortably with 43 
inches of legroom and 39 inches of headroom. 
A wraparound dash, high-sitting windows and 
bolstered seats give drivers their very own 
commanding cockpit. 

The interior is driver-focused with easy-to-
use controls and displays. And with its chrome 
and shiny black surfaces combined with 
optional leather seats, the driver is rewarded 
in style. 

The Sky's manually operated fabric roof 
folds under a clamshell cover behind the 
passenger compartment leaving no visible 
evidence the car has a top stowed away. 

Raising the top seems a bit tedious as it 
requires anchoring two bolts at the rear -- one 
on either side of the car. Saturn engineers 
should have borrowed from the Mazda Miata's 
manual top design, which can be raised or 
lowered while sitting in the car, instead of the 
repetitive entering and exiting just to feel the 
breeze in your hair. What if you're bald? 

In addition, the Sky's trunk area, which the 
top folds into, can hold very little with the top 
down and provides just 5.4 cubic feet of space 
with the top up. But, then again, as soon you 

decide you want a roadster you sign away your 
rights for cargo space. 

Anti-lock disc brakes and stability control 
are standard equipment, as is OnStar. Side 
airbags aren't offered on any Sky roadster. 

In National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration crash testing, the Sky scored 
four stars out of five for both front- and side-
impact tests. 

The Sky is equipped with a Passenger 
Sensing System, which automatically turns off 
the front passenger airbag based on the 
passengers' weight and position in the seat. 
Other safety and security features include 
remote keyless entry system including a panic 
alarm, and engine immobilizer with the 
PASSKey III theft deterrent feature. 

If you a want a comfortable roadster that 
isn't short on style reach for the Sky, you won't 
be disappointed.
