herself better, she might’ve had a 
stronger finish, she said.

“After Matt took off and I 
got passed by Emery and Steve 
Menovick, it was like a time 
trial,” Matthews said.

“The last two weeks it’s been 
pushing 90 all the time,” he said.

“If it had been the very first 
hot day of summer, I think I 
would have been struggling 
along with everybody else. I 
learned to cope with it.”

He added he ran a good time, 
which was evidence his training 
was having its intended result.

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Benny Jet has performed in 
65,000-seat arenas, suburban back 
yards and everything in between.

He and his Benny and the Jets 
band have toured with Chubby 
Checker, Bob Seger, and Ted Nugent 
. They played back-up to Bo Diddley, 
opened for Humble Pie, Bad Finger 
and Eddie Money and worked for 
Dick Clark. They’ve entertained fes­
tival crowds and wedding guests, at 
retirement homes and biker parties.

But their most consistent gig — the 
Wayne Road Pub in Westland, which 
Jet often handles as a solo musician 
these days — has kept them busy 
Tuesday nights for two decades.

“You’d be bard pressed to find a 
show 20 years running,” said Jet, 
whose real name is Benny Spear. 
“When you look at it, we’ve been 
doing business in town for a long 
time. We’ve seen generations in this 
quiet corner of Westland. Years ago, 
someone would say, ‘My mom met my 
dad here.’ Now it’s ‘my grandma met 
my grandpa here.

“We’ve been quietly plugging away 
for 20 years.”

Westland Mayor William R. Wild 
recently recognized Jet’s 20-year 
anniversary of performing in the 
community. Jet hopes the written 
proclamation will be hung in the 
Wayne Road Pub.

“Westland is a forgotten enter­
tainment town,” said Jet, who grew 
up in Plymouth and now lives in 
Inkster. “The Studio Lounge was a 
real famous club on Wayne Road. 
Chatters is a big music club. The 
Token Lounge is legendary. The 
Wayne Road Pub — it’s unheard of 
running a band for 20 years.”

Jackie Wrouble, kitchen manager 
for the pub, said Tuesday nights just 
wouldn’t seem the same without Jet.

“People love him. He has a big fol­
lowing that comes in with him. He’s 
very personable with everyone in the 
bar, not just his following. He’s been

Jet, who is married and has three 

grown daughters, said he planned 
vacations around Tuesday nights for 
years, making sure he was back in 
town for the weekly gig. In the old 
days, when the band was on the road 
opening for a headliner in another 
state, its members would drive home 
after the show in order to keep their 
commitment at the pub.

“Over the years a lot of famous 
people came to see us. Guys from 
Kid Rock’s band, (radio DJ) Arthur 
Penhallow. When (country singer) 
John Michael Montgomery came in 
and played, the next night he was on 
the Jay Leno show.”

Jet has rubbed shoulders with 
nationally recognized musicians 
since high school, when he formed 
Benny and the Jets in 1973. His 
father, Leo Spear, was a physician 
who also owned the Michigan Palace 
Theater in downtown Detroit. The 
venue became a springboard for

Benny and the Jets to meet other 
rockers, including Aerosmith, KISS, 
and others.

“It was nothing to answer the 
phone at home and it would be 
David Bowie on the line,” Jet said.

His own band recorded several 
albums and Jet has ventured into 
other media through the years.
He’s on the air with “JT the Brick” 
on Foxsportsradio.com every 
Wednesday night. He also writes for 
Detroit Live Magazine.

He’s looking forward to the next 
20 years at Wayne Road Pub, espe­
cially now that smoking is prohib­
ited in bars and restaurants.

“I have guitars that are so yel­
lowed. I can’t tell you how happy I’ll 
be the next 20 being smoke-free. It’s 
like being in paradise.”

Carol Kapusky remembers when 
one member brought an old fire truck 
to the annual picnic at St. John’s 
Episcopal Church and gave children 
rides around the parking lot.

This old-fashioned form of sum­
mer fun remains one of the favorite 
ways to nurture fellowship among 
members. The congregation at St. 
John’s Episcopal Church in Plymouth 
Township has been gathering every 
summer at least since the early 1940s.

“It’s a community strengthening,” 
said Catherine Byrd, office manager.

This year’s picnic with pastor 
Dorian McGlannan on June 13 
attracted many of the 250 families. 
Kapusky, the church historian, forgot 
to take photos of the event but then 
she was too busy thinking about next 
year. The 2011 picnic kicks off the cen­
tennial celebration of the church origi­
nally founded in 1898 but disbanded 
in 1903 due to lack of members. It 
officially was re-established Feb. 19, 
1912, and today offers three services.

“When you’re involved with a 
church you don’t  always see every­
body,” said Kapusky, a Northville resi­
dent who began coming to the picnics 
26 years ago. “It’s kind of nice to catch 
up. The picnic is a wrapping up of 
the season for church school to wind 
down and summer to begin. For me 
the number one thing is probably the 
fellowship. St. John’s feels it’s impor­
tant to be part of a small group.”

In addition to an annual picnic, 
the church provides opportunities 
for fellowship through Bible studies, 
a women’s league, food pantry, knit­
ting group, and projects to help non­
church related organizations like First 
Step. “It’s being involved so you have 
a closer connection to the parish so if 
there are any personal needs it’s being 
able to care for one another,” said 
Kapusky.

F U N , F E L L O W S H IP
The church picnic is one of four fel­

lowship events throughout the year 
and one in which the 1,600 mem­
bers of Christ Our Savior Lutheran 
Church in Livonia come together for 
an afternoon of activities. On Sunday, 
July 11, they gathered for an outdoor 
worship service followed by a picnic 
with games for all ages and traditional 
foods like hamburgers and hot dogs 
along with dishes brought by mem­
bers. It was the third annual picnic.

“Our primary goal is to provide 
Christian fun and fellowship for all 
who attend,” said Linda Hollman, out­
reach director. “A lot of people don’t 
know each other very well so it pro­
vides a wonderful opportunity to get 
together in a relaxed setting.”

Angela Hill remembers when as 
a young girl she enjoyed the pic­
nics at Our Lady of Good Counsel

Catholic Church in Plymouth. Back 
then the fun-filled days were held 
at McClumpha Park. Today she and 
husband Brian bring their children 
Andri, 14, Ally, 11, and Vincent, 8, 
to the grounds of the church built 
10 years ago in Plymouth Township. 
Angela and Brian are chairpersons for 
the Aug. 1 picnic that celebrates the 
90th anniversary of the founding of 
the church and a decade at the “new” 
location.

Along with traditional food and a 
birthday cake to mark the occasion, 
games provide fun for all ages and 
include a water relay with buckets, 
volleyball tournament to involve teen­
agers, and Bingo for older members. 
The parish priests judge the annual 
dessert contest.

S P E C IA L  C E L E B R A T IO N
“It’s a time especially for young 

people, but all families to celebrate as 
a church family,” said Angela Hill, 42. 
“This year we have a dunk tank for 
Father John Riccardo and associate 
priests, and Deacon Tim Sullivan of 
the PB&J ministry to feed the home­
less. The dunk tank is to raise money 
for PB&J. It’s special because we’re 
celebrating our 90th anniversary as a 
parish, Nov. 24.”

Hill, a parishioner since 1968, has 
special memories of Our Lady of Good 
Counsel.

“I went to Our Lady of Good 
Counsel, got married at Good 
Counsel. Our kids now go to the 
school,” said Hill. “We have a lot of 
families I knew that are now raising 
their children at Good Counsel.”

Bob and Marian Smentowski sent 
their six children to the school and 
naturally became involved with par­
ish activities. The Plymouth Township 
couple were in charge of the picnics 
about 30 years ago.

“We loved to bring people together 
for fun, just to have a good time,” said 
Bob Smentowski, a parishioner since 
1970. “We had food and old-time 
games like sack races, a free pancake 
breakfast, signup sheets for volleyball 
tournaments, a baseball game usually 
youth against adults, senior games, 
tons of prizes. We’d be there till dark 
when we had a sing-a-long. The key 
was to make it fun, family fun.”

It’s a time for fellowship, any time 
parishioners enjoy a meal together, 
according to the Rev. Dave Furno, 
pastor of St. John’s Evangelical 
Lutheran Church in Westland. This 
years church picnic is Sept. 13, on the 
school grounds. The event kicks off 
the new season of Sunday School and 
Bible Class for the congregation that 
numbers around 200.

PIC N IC  T R A D IT IO N
“I’ve been here nearly 16 years and

heard stories from members in their 
80s remembering it when they were 
kids,” said Furno. “It’s a potluck. 
Everyone brings a dish to pass. We eat 
outdoors in a nice shaded area.”

Furno is all about tailoring offer­
ings to meet the needs of parishio­
ners. During the summer, he adds a 
Monday evening service for members

out of town on Sunday. In fall, the goal 
is to schedule a contemporary service 
every Saturday at 5 p.m. Currently the 
service is held only twice a month.

Pastor Michael Fletcher is reorga­
nizing and relocating Trinity Church 
of the Brethren from Redford after the 
building was sold. He’s changing the 
name to Living Peace Church. Picnics

July 25, Aug. 22, and Sept. 5, in 
Freedom Park in Canton have a pur­
pose. He’s starting worship services 
Sept. 12, at Field Elementary School 
in Canton.

“The picnics are an opportunity for 
residents to meet us and find out who 
we are,” said Fletcher. “Our annual 
picnic was more of a social fellowship 
for membership. This is more of an 
invitation to the community.”

Fletcher said the church congrega­
tion strives to “follow the example of 
Jesus,” by living a life that includes 
an emphasis on service, peace and 
justice.

“Our congregation felt peace min­
istry was an important part of our 
identity and wanted to hold onto that, 
wanted to find ways to express that 
peace is more than an absence of vio­
lence, but a way of life.”

Lunch takes place from noon to 2 
p.m. and offers children’s activities in 
addition to food. The first of a total 
of four picnics drew about 35 to 40 
people.

“It’s kind of an informal setting and 
people can come and ask questions 
and meet people,” said Fletcher. “We 
hope to meet people from Canton, 
learn a little bit about them and hope 
they might come and learn about us, 
people who might be looking for a 
church home. We welcome people to 
come out, share with us. We’re inter­
ested in hearing about their ideas for 
the community.”

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A recent study by the University 
of Michigan Research Seminar in 
Quantitative Economics has some 
tentative good news for the jobs 
front in 2011.

The spring study notes Michigan 
job growth next year will depend 
on the strength of the national 
economy and the viability of the 
Detroit Three automakers. The state 
will lose about 39,000 jobs in 2010, 
the study says, down from 230,000 
last year.

That was the largest recorded 
drop in the workforce in 53 years 
of published data, and the biggest 
rate of job decline (5.6 percent) since 
1958.

Scott Lorenz of Plymouth, owner 
of Westwind Communications mar­
keting and public relations, also has 
a hot air balloon business.

“Nobody needs a balloon, that’s 
for damn sure,” Lorenz said, pausing 
over his coffee on a recent Thursday 
morning at Plymouth Panera’s.

Lorenz has business all over the 
country and some overseas, and 
he noted other parts of the U.S. 
are less impacted by the economic 
downturn. The South, includ­
ing Texas, Georgia and Alabama, 
is prospering “even through this 
whole downturn,” said Lorenz, a 
homeowner.

Kurt Olson of Canton, a Plymouth 
attorney in private practice, isn’t 
sure a recent uptick in spending will 
carry through to car and home sales. 
“It’s going to be awhile,” said Olson, 
sharing a table at Panera’s with 
Lorenz. “The appraisals are putting 
a kink in a lot of things, I think.”

In his law practice, few clients are 
selling their own homes, said Olson, 
also a homeowner. “The high end 
things are slow to come back.” His 
son’s a chef at Andiamo and people 
are eating out.

Nearby outside the Plymouth post 
office, homeowner Jim Meadows of 
Plymouth Township cited friends 
in the home repair and restaurant 
businesses. They’re doing better.

“If it’s picking up at all, it’s very 
slightly,” Meadows said. This quar­

ter has been better than last, the 
manufacturer said.

He plans more carefully for 
spending, such as recent refmishing 
of hardwood floors. “I think that’s 
what you see a lot of consumers 
doing,” Meadows said.

Fellow postal customer Dina 
Anderson of Plymouth does direct 
sales for Mary Kay, cosmetics, and 
Tastefully Simple, offering quick 
foods fast in kits to create meals.

“They’ll buy little things,” 
Anderson said of consumers. “Both 
of my businesses are flourishing.”

Her husband was out of work five 
years, and now working part time 
with COBRA health coverage. She 
has catastrophic health care cover­
age.

“In Michigan, we need to have 
a complete overhaul of the auto 
industry to a thinking industry,” 
Anderson said. That means moving 
away from gasoline use.

“That’s not going to be a popular 
thing,” she said. “We are so depen­
dent on gasoline and the auto indus­
try.”

Anderson and her husband are 
homeowners who’ve been able to 
keep their home: “We’ve been lucky.”

The recent U-M study noted some 
20,000 jobs to be added in 2011 
not significantly improving state 
unemployment. Growth will come

in health services, with finance and 
construction seeing a modest num­
ber of jobs added by the end of next 
year.

Retail trade, transportation and 
utilities will continue job loss. The 
public sector is expected to lose over 
17,000 jobs during the next two 
years, due to budget-induced cut­
backs and continued outsourcing, 
especially in local units of govern­
ment and public schools.

Local businessman Jeff 
Juenemann, owner of Juenemann 
Insurance in Westland, said, “I 
haven’t noticed a difference” in 
business. Insurance is somewhat 
sheltered, he said, as auto and hom­
eowner policies are required.

“I think restaurants are still 
pretty full,” said Juenemann, a 
Northville Township homeowner. 
He considers the general economy 
“stagnant. I just don’t see change.” 

He believes more government 
spending isn’t the answer, but “more 
individual responsibility and initia­
tive. I don’t think the answer is let’s 
wait for the government to fix it.”

“I think turnaround starts with 
a positive attitude and looking a 
little further forward,” concluded 
Juenemann, presiding over a recent 
Westland Rotary lunch.

Sharing his table was Richard 
Strausbaugh of Northfield

Township, owner since I960 of 
Westland Floor Covering. “We’re 
relatively busy right now,” he said, 
noting last year business was weak.

Strausbaugh believes his business 
boost is partly due to competitors 
going under.

“It’s a matter of time for every­
thing to come back from where 
we are now,” said homeowner 
Strausbaugh. He does find people 
fixing up their homes more as 
they’re less able to move to another 
home.

Two top economists recently 
offered encouraging news for 
the housing market. NAR Chief 
Economist Lawrence Yun and

Moody’s Economy.com Chief 
Economist Mark Zandi are pre­
dicting a slightly stronger demand 
for housing going into 2011. The 
two expect mortgage interest rates 
to remain historically low and 
the availability of jumbo loans to 
improve.

They differ on the impact of fore­
closures on home price stabiliza­
tion. Yun predicts a fairly even level 
of foreclosures, with home prices 
potentially rising 2 to 3 percent this 
year. Zandi forecasts a rise of fore­
closures later in 2010 before easing 
in 2011 and predicts home prices 
may weaken this year.

Gary Reggish, broker/owner 
of Remerica United Realty in 
Novi, is optimistic about home 
sales. Reggish is president of the 
Farmington-based Western Wayne 
Oakland County Association of 
Realtors.

“We are experiencing more mul­
tiple offers on properties,” Livonia 
homeowner Reggish said. “Buyers 
are coming out of the woodwork. It’s 
a first step toward increasing prop­
erty values.”

Lending for homebuyers remains 
a concern, Reggish said. “It has to 
change.” Property in good shape 
that draws three-four offers, “those 
buyers didn’t just look at one house,” 
said Reggish.

Lenders continue to attach 
declining market adjustment to 
such properties, he said. Reggish 
said lenders must trust the market
to set prices.

Use caution 
serving alcohol
Q: We are a condominium association that has 
a community facility which sometimes is used 
fo r community events such as pool parties and 
cookouts with food and drink. Sometimes at 
these events an association will serve alcohol. 
The association knows that more members 
will attend an event which provides alcoholic 
beverages then would be the case for a dry 
event. While I am sure that there is no way to 
ensure that the association will not be sued in 
a situation like this, what can the association 
do to minimize its exposure?

A: 1. Every state has laws that assign 
liability in cases where an intoxicated 
guest leaves a social event and causes 
personal property damage to a third- 
party. The best advice I can give you is to 
avoid selling alcohol. If your association is 
not selling alcoholic beverages, it will be 
deemed a “social host.” If your association 
decides to sell alcohol, however, it will be 
considered a licensee and you will need 
to get a liquor license from the state. A 
social host, on the other hand, is liable 
for damages suffered because of the 
intoxication of a person under the age of 

21 when the social host 
or its agent willfully and 
knowingly served alcohol 
to an underage person. 
Based on this principle, if 
your association controls 
and furnishes alcohol 
as a social host, your 
Association could be liable 
only for injuries resulting 
from the service of alcohol 
if an individual acting for 

the association, such as a board member, 
knowingly and willfully serves alcohol to 
the someone under the age of 21.

2. Get the appropriate insurance. You 
cannot be 100 percent sure that someone 
under 21 will not be served alcohol or 
that a volunteer bartender will always 
refuse to serve an inebriated member. 
Therefore, an association should never 
hold an event with alcohol without liquor 
liability insurance.

3. Hire professionals to serve the 
alcohol. Professional companies will 
carry their own liquor license insurance 
that will give them and your association 
protection. An additional bonus to hiring 
professionals is that trained bartenders 
will have experience in identifying 
minors and those who have had too 
much to drink which will help lower the 
chances that matters will get out of hand. 
In short, be very cautious about serving 
or allowing the serving of alcohol and 
check with your attorney and insurance 
agent before allowing any such activity; 
and,

4. Lastly, get advice in writing from 
your lawyer to confirm the above.

0 : 1 heard recently that the FCC has now 
allowed bulk billing agreements between 
associations and cable providers. Am I 
correct?

A: The FCC recently affirmed the 
right of condominium associations to 
enter into exclusive marketing contracts 
and bulk billing agreements with video 
service providers, but it also expressly 
reserved the right to change its mind 
down the road if circumstances warrant. 
This FCC order was a follow-up to 
its original order banning exclusive 
contracts between condominium 
buildings and cable companies as unfair 
competition. The FCC invited and 
considered comments and concluded that 
bulk billing agreements predominantly 
benefit consumers, through reduced 
rates and operating efficiencies. In a bulk 
billing agreement, the owner contracts 
with, and directly compensates, one video 
provider to serve the entire community 
at a significant discount, but residents 
are free to contract with an individual 
provider.

As to marketing, the FCC said it would 
not prohibit target marketing deals 
because the record did not support the 
argument that they prevented other 
cable providers from providing service to 
residential buildings. Under an exclusive 
marketing agreement, a condominium 
community can promote one video 
service provider to residents, but may 
allow additional providers to serve the 
property. In any event, you should have 
your community association lawyer 
look at the documents and any cable 
agreement before having the association 
sign it.
