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Bosch plans facility expansion

A rebounding automotive
industry has helped create
crowded conditions at the Plym-
outh Township facility of a major
parts supplier, which is moving
ahead with a multi-year expan-
sion.

Robert Bosch LLC, south of
Five Mile between Haggerty and
1-275, plans to put up a modu-
lar building for temporary office
space by April of next year as
well as develop plans for a larg-

er, permanent facility that com-
pany officials hope to complete
by 2014.

The goal, said John Mir-
ski, vice president of technical
and engineering services, is to
relieve overcrowding at the cur-
rent township building — actu-
ally five interconnected build-
ings — as well as create space
for about 100 workers, mostly
engineers, now at its Farmington
Hills campus, plus create more
space for possible future expan-
sion.

“What we saw in 2010 and also

this year is a relatively rap-

id recovery from the economic
downturn,” Mirski said Wednes-
day. While there were job cuts
during the recession, he added,
those jobs have come back and
more people have been hired,
and Bosch’s workforce in the
township, at about 700, is at its
peak. The campus opened in

2007.

Township go-ahead

Bosch’s plans got the green

ed 5-1 in favor of an amendment
to the development agreement
under which the campus was
built. Treasurer Ron Edwards
voted no, and Clerk Joe Bridg-
man was absent.

When Shelby Gunn’s name was read during the
Compassionate Friends candlelight vigil Sun-
day in downtown Plymouth’s Kellogg Park, it shot
through Ralph Hodges” heart like an arrow.

Hodges winced, and his gaze dropped to the
ground as he wiped the tears from them, the name-
reading a sharp reminder of the niece he lost when
she was killed by a drunken driver on 1-275 in Can-

ton 16 months ago.

Hodges was at the annual candlelight vigil, spon-
sored by the Livonia chapter of the Compassion-
ate Friends, along with his wife and Shelby’ aunt,

Debbie Hodges.

“She left us far, far too early... This is a way we can
express our feelings,” Debbie Hodges said. “I think
(Gunn) would be proud to know we've kept her in our
hearts and in our thoughts. If it was one of us, Shelby
would be out here doing the same thing.”

The vigil drew hundreds of people to Kellogg
Park, all mourning a friend, family member or
loved one in one way or another. Hundreds of can-
dles were lit in honor of children lost too soon.

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Schools chief
receives high
marks In review

It wasn’t unanimous on all counts, but
the midyear review for Plymouth-Can-
ton Community Schools Supt. Dr. Jeremy
Hughes came as close as it could to being
a love-fest TUesday.

The district’s Board of Education rat-
ed Hughes on eight different goals, and
the superintendent, hired earlier this year
on an interim basis, met or exceeded the
goals in seven of the eight categories.

“Overall, the board is pleased with the
work of Dr. Hughes and the professionalism
he brought to the position,” said board Vice
President Dianne Gonzalez, who chaired the
superintendent evaluation committee.

In addition to the board review, a survey
concerning Hughes’ leadership perfor-
mance was sent to staff, who responded
to the survey anonymously. More than 60
staffers responded, and an overwhelming
majority of them gave Hughes high marks
for his leadership skills.

The results of the staff survey were
just as pleasant for Hughes to hear as the
results of his official evaluation.

“I think it’s an affirmation of what we’re
trying to accomplish,” Hughes said of the
staff survey. “l was very pleased by that.”

Not unexpectedly, the board gave
Hughes equally high marks in most areas.
Some of the highlights:

» Complete the budget — All board
members felt he met or exceeded expec-

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Gunn’s name was one
of more than 700 read by
Compassionate Friends
Gail Lafferty and Pat
O’Donnell. Lafferty, a
Livonia resident who lost
her 18-year-old son, Max,
in a 1995 car accident,
said the 700-plus names
read were the most in the
event’s 15-year history.

“Christmas is hard on
parents who’ve lost their
children,” Lafferty said.
“It helps me get through
the holidays. It’s a very
special night.”

Kassi Gilbert of Can-
ton attended Sunday’s
vigil nursing perhaps the
freshest pain. Her 14-
year-old daughter, Abi-
gail Giamporcaro, died
suddenly Sept. 29. Gil-
bert said her counselor
referred her to the Com-
passionate Friends orga-

Gilbert said Abigail
was “very energetic, full
of bounce and spirit,”
with “some attitude” not
uncommon in teenagers.

“This is something you
have to do to acknowl-
edge she was here, and she
was important. It helps us
remember her and affirm
how much we love her, and
that that will continue, even
though she’s not here.”

manent structure, with
the major difference
being that large piec-

es of it will be built off-
site and trucked in. That,
said Mirski, will allow
the building to be put up
quickly and efficiently;
the budget for the proj-
ect, including removal of
the modular building, is
about $3.5 million.

A condition of the
board’s approval is
Bosch’s pledge to remove
the modular building by
June 30,2015; another
is a letter of credit from
Bosch, in the amount of
$175,000, the township
can collect upon in the
event the modular build-
ing is not taken down by
that deadline. Bosch is
also to pay for a traffic
study of the area.

At Bosch, said Mir-
ski, plans for the perma-
nent building hinge upon
the removal of the tem-
porary building. “It’s not
our intention to keep it,”
he said.

The size of the perma-
nent expansion hasn’t

been decided, but Mir-
ski said it would accom-
modate 400 workers. The
cost of the project is esti-
mated at around $20 mil-
lion.

Employees at Bosch’s
facility in the township
work in several auto-
motive-related areas,
including electronics,
“mechatronics” (electri-
cal-mechanical combina-
tions), and computer soft-
ware.

Some uncertainty
With continued econom-
ic uncertainty, Bosch’s
permanent expansion
isn’t a given, Mirski said,
but is expected to get
final internal approvals in
about a year, around the
same time that planning
and permitting processes
are completed.
“We’re putting a lot
of resources into this.
It’s our expectation that
we’re going ahead with
the permanent expan-
sion,” Mirski said.
Edwards said he vot-
ed against amending
the development agree-
ment because, in his
view, Bosch hasn’t lived
up to promises made

when the campus was ini-
tially approved, includ-
ing assisting the town-
ship with building a soc-
cer field on its site. That
wasnt put in writing,
Edwards acknowledged,
but statements to that
effect were made.

“They made promis-
es in the past they nev-
er lived up to,” Edwards
said after Tuesday’s
meeting. “They’re not
sincere.”

Edwards added he was
also upset that Bosch,
after being given atax
abatement for its origi-
nal campus, then mount-
ed a legal challenge that
again lowered its proper-
ty tax obligation. Bosch
officials, addressing that
issue at the Dec. 6 meet-
ing, said that challenge
was a corporate decision
that involved many Bosch
properties and was a
response to falling prop-
erty values during the
recession.

The once-planned soc-
cer field, said Mirski, is
an issue that Bosch might
revisit.

magine your pet dog
I iday wish list. Sure-

ly, squeaky toys and deli-

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Internet purchases are
subjectto state sales tax

By Rick Bloom

Guest Columnist

as having a discus-

sion recently with a

group of friends and

we started talking about
the Internet and how
much it has changed our
society. One friend men-
tioned how much he
buys on the Internet and
how great it is that you
don’t have to pay sales
tax. Another friend stat-
ed that he didn’t think
that was fair, particular-
ly to retailers who have
to compete with stores on
the Internet. As the dis-
cussion went on, | chimed
in because I thought it
was about time that I set
them both straight.

They both were under
the misconception that
when you buy items on
the Internet you do not
have to pay tax on those
items. That is not the case
in Michigan and, in fact,
in most states around the
country.

There’s a myth that
exists in our country that
when you buy things on
the Internet you don’t
have to pay taxes on
those purchases. In fact,
the law is that you are
required to pay the taxes
and surprisingly, that has
been the law in Michigan
for over 70 years. Where
the confusion comes in is
the way in which the tax-
es are collected. When
you go to a retailer here
in Michigan and you buy
a pair of pants at the
store, in addition to the
price of the merchandise,
the retailer automatically
adds 6 percent as a sales
tax. That sales tax is then

remit-
ted by
the retail-
er to the
State of
Michigan.
On Inter-
net pur-
chases,
unless the
retailer
has some
sort of
physical presence here
in Michigan, they are not
required to collect the
sales tax. That doesn’t
mean that you and | don't
have to pay the tax; all it
means is that the retailer
is not required to collect
it. In other words, it’s up
to us to voluntarily pay
those taxes to the state.

When you purchase
something through the
Internet or through a
catalog and they do not
charge you sales tax,
then you are obligat-
ed to pay the Michigan
Use Tax. The Michigan
Use Tax was enacted in
1937 and even though the
Internet was not around
back then, this law cov-
ers those purchases. As
mentioned earlier, that
law basically states that
when you purchase some-
thing out-of-state and the
retailer does not charge
you a sales tax, then it
is your obligation to pay
the Michigan sales tax.
In fact, since 1999 Michi-
gan has put a line item on
Michigan tax form 1040
for those taxes. You can
either keep records of
your actual purchases or
you can use a tax table.
Either way, you are liable
for the tax.

get confused is that they
assume that since online
retailers don’t have to col-
lect the tax that the tax

is not due. The collec-
tion of the tax has noth-
ing to do with wheth-

er we are liable to pay it.
In fact, when you think
about it, most of our tax
laws are self-enforcing.
After all, you don’t have
to prove you’ve made a
charitable contribution
unless you’re audited and
a great majority of people
are never audited. The
bottom line is that you
and 1, as Michigan resi-
dents, are required to pay
the tax on our online and
catalog purchases.

The question that most
people haveisif I dont
pay the tax, what are my
chances of getting caught?
As far as I’m concerned,
that is never the correct
question. The correct
question should always be
what is my legal obligation
as a citizen?

I know it is difficult to
pay a tax that in reali-
ty most people don’t pay.
However, the standard
shouldn’t be what most
people are doing; the
standard should be what
you are required to do.
As good citizens, it is our
obligation to follow the
law and as painful as it is,
when it comes to online
or catalog purchases, tax-
es are owed. Good luck!

The district now finds itself
in a new place as it relates to
race and racial equity. Admin-
istrators, teachers and soon all
building staff are learning to
work together to examine the
intersections of race, teach-
ing, learning and achievement.
It has been difficult work, often
requiring people to do a close
examination of their personal
beliefs. District employees are
working on authentic school lev-
el change toward sustainable
transformation of belief, expec-
tations and practices while rais-
ing achievement levels of all
students.

The 2011-12 school year focus
will be on Collaborative Action
Research for Equity (CARE).
Elementary and secondary
teachers will be engaged in the
process of professional learning
and classroom action research
to discover, develop, document,
deliver and disseminate cul-
turally relevant learning and
teaching practices. Powerful
stuffl.

Student achievement data
has clearly identified signifi-
cant racial achievement dispar-
ities in the school district. The
results of the 2010 Michigan
Merit Exam (MME) clearly sig-
naled an alarm. African-Amer-
ican males in the 11th grade
scored 30 percentage points
lower than the overall district
score in reading. The score was
almost identical for the MME
math portion of the test. The
graduation rate for African-
American males in Plymouth-
Canton must also become a pri-
ority for school district leaders.
I strongly encourage district
leaders and teachers to make
these glaring disparities your

priority.

I also challenge our district
to implement the Education-
al Equity and Excellence Trans-
formation Framework that was
presented to the board June 28.
This body of work included four
initiatives that are the corner-
stones for achieving racial equi-
ty — Leadership for Education-
al Excellence and Equity, Cul-
tural Competence, Student-
Centered Learning and Teach-
ing and Family and Community
Engagement.

I applaud the district for its
courage in studying, exploring
and conversing about racial dis-
parity. They have examined,
individually and collectively,
their unconscious, often deep-
ly held assumptions about race
and school. They have explored
and acknowledged how race
impacts personal lives and how
it operates within every school
and classroom. And, the school
district has taken an initial step
in recognizing and acknowl-
edging the attitudes, behaviors,
structures, and systems that
benefit white students, but work
against black and brown stu-
dents.

Race does matter. Only by
being aware of that, and resolv-
ing to view individuals and com-
munities as they really are —
which requires acknowledging
their languages, cultures, tra-
ditions, and racialized experi-
ences — can we actually hope
to build the kind of community
that treats all persons fairly and
equally.

machine, etc.”

What would have been
permissible farm-relat-
ed activity in 2004 has
“grown into something
much more, a large com-
mercial business opera-

tion,” the township web-
site continues. “Howev-
er, in spite of the busi-
ness of Three Cedars
Farm being well beyond
what is permissible in
an agricultural/residen-
tial zone, the township
has once again been will-
ing to work with Mr.

Party focuses on saint,
holiday traditions

Forget the fur-lined red coat and Santa
hat. Kindly old St. Nick — Santa Claus’
predecessor — will be decked out in his
authentic bishop’s vestments and mitre
when he greets youngsters Saturday,
Dec. 17 at St. Thomas Orthodox Church
in Farmington Hills.

“He’ll tell the story of how he became
a saint and how he has helpers called
Santa Claus to give gifts in good cheer
to everyone,” said Richard Shebib, a
board member of the Council of Ortho-
dox Christian Churches of Metropolitan
Detroit, the group organizing the chil-
dren’s party.

The event, now in its second year, is
open to the public. Shebib said the fes-
tivities last year drew both church
members and non-Orthodox visitors.

Although Santa Claus images dom-
inate the holiday season, Shebib said
most children are likely to be familiar
with St. Nicholas.

St. Nicholas was a Fourth Century
bishop in what today is southern Thr-
key. He used his inheritance to do good
works, according to the Web site Catho-
lic.org. In one case, he paid the dowries
of three poor sisters by throwing bags
of gold into their home at night. Some
stories say the bags fell into shoes dry-
ing by the fire, which led to the Christ-
mas custom of hanging stockings or put-
ting out shoes to receive gifts from the
saint.

Young adult members of Orthodox
churches will be stationed around the
church hall and will explain various
traditions of Christmas, such as trees,
stars, angels, and wreaths. “We’ll ask
the children to go around the hall to
each tradition and listen to the presen-
tation. When they are done they will
come to me and | give them a small
gift,” Shebib said.

Sass’s secret weapon for a break-
fast packed with awhole lot of
punch? Almonds.

The almond, in all of its versa-
tile forms — whether whole, sliced,
roasted, chopped, as almond but-
ter or almond milk — often makes
a daily appearance in Sass’s morn-
ing menu.

Including almonds in your break-
fast is the extra boost a bowl of
cereal, cup of low-fat yogurt, or
slice of whole wheat toast needs to
go from good to even better.

A recent study published in the
February 2011 issue of Nutri-
tion &Metabolism by Dr. Mori, et
al, found that eating a breakfast
upgraded with almonds (a low gly-
cemic index food) aided in stabiliz-
ing blood glucose levels for the bet-
ter part of the day, while also keep-
ing study participants satiated for
a longer period of time.

In addition, the U.S. Dietary
Guidelines recommend that the

majority of your fat intake come
from unsaturated foods. One serv-
ing of almonds (28g) has 13 grams
of fat and only Igram of saturated
fat, so almonds are a healthy snack
you can eat worry free.

Here are some favorite almond
breakfast ideas to help start the
day right:

e Top whole wheat toast with
almond butter and sliced bananas.
« Add almonds to oatmeal with
skim or low-fat milk topped with

dried or fresh fruit.

« Sprinkle sliced almonds into
your breakfast parfait layered with
low-fat yogurt and fruit.

* Toss toasted, sliced almonds
into scrambled eggs or aveggie
omelet for an extra healthy boost.

* Dip half a banana into non-
fat yogurt, then roll into chopped
roasted almonds and oatmeal.
Wrap in parchment paper and
freeze overnight.

* Smooth rich almond butter onto
apple slices and enjoy.

Q W& have a problem which
I suspect is like many other
associations in that our co-
owners are apathetic about
attending meetings. Do you have
any suggestions?

A: | have somewhat
tongue in cheek told
my association clients
that there are two ways
of getting co-owners at
annual meetings. First,
levy an additional or
special assessment and,
second,have an open
bar. There is some truth
to the latter in that I
have seen situations
where participation is
engendered
by serving
coffee
and cake.
It is also
important
to start the
meeting
with an
explanation
of what
is going
to take place and what
procedures you are
going to follow. Another
interesting idea is to
schedule guest speakers;
they could be local
politicians or people of
interestin your area. It
could even be a fellow co-
owner who has expertise in
an interesting subject that
they want to share with the
community and, finally, it
is the need to participate
in the democracy of your
association which directly
affects the way in which you
live. That is, of course, the
most important reason for
anyone to attend.

Q W& have a unit owner inour
condominiumthat has asked the
association to be placed at the
top of a rental waiting list as an
accommuodation for their daughter’s
handicap. They liveina second floor
unit (no elevator) and itis difficult to
cany her up the stairs. So farthe unit
owrer says that installing a lift up the
stairs is not possible. Theywantto
move where there is better access for
her and they say that they need to rent
their existing unit sooner rather than
later in order to afford the new horre.
ket do you thinkwe have to do?

A: This is, indeed, a
difficult question, but in
a federal court case in
the 2nd Circuit it was
held that the Federal Fair
Housing Act addresses
accommodating handicaps,
but not alleviating
economic disadvantages
with having a handicap.

The court held that there

is not an obligation under
the FHAA to provide an
accommodation to remedy
economic status. Simply
stated, the FHAA is intended
to insure that a handicap
person has an equal
opportunity to use and enjoy
a unit, but renting the unit
isn’t using or enjoying the
unit. At best, it allows them
to use and enjoy a different
unit in a different property.
They aren'tasking for an
accommodation to use a unit
in the condominium. The
association should be willing
to let them install a lift or
make other modifications to
the building to accommodate
them so they can use and
enjoy their unit, but that
should be enough. You are
best advised, however,

to retain an experienced
condominium lawyer who
can opine on the specific
facts of your case.

11f cups Frei Brothers Reserve Cabernet Sauvignon

\ cup beef stock

1 teaspoon each: dried thyme and rosemary

1 medium yellow onion, finely chopped

Wood-burning stoves, which can be put intoa fire-
place as an insert or stand alone, are enjoyinga resur-
gence in popularity as people intoday’s economy try
to save money ontheir home heating bills. Today’s
models are much more energy efficient than they
used to be,” said Valerie Dixon of The Grate Fireplace
Shop of Walled Lake.

“We hear from so many panicked peo-
ple this time of year looking for a crash
course in howto set the table and prop-
er manners,” said etiquette coach Jill
Slatter. “Most of us are stretched so thin
juggling work, school and home that we
don’t have time to sit down together for
a proper meal except at the holidays, and
then the pressure is on to be perfect.”

Slatter is the etiquette expert for
Greensboro, N.C.-based Replacements,
Ltd., billed as the world’ largest retail-
er of old and new china, silver, crystal

and collectibles. Based on their most fre-
quently asked questions, Slatter shared a
holiday etiquette 101 crash course that’s
sure to help you impress your guests.

Set the perfect table

Forks to the left, knives and spoons
to the right. The sharp side of the knife
blade should be turned toward the din-
ner plate. Only include utensils in your
place setting that will be used for the
courses you are serving. “If you’re not
serving soup or salad, you certainly dont
want an extra spoon or fork in your place
setting,” Slatter said. “Not only will those
get inthe way and create extra work for
you, the extra utensils may confuse your
guests.” The bread plate goes on the left
of the dinner plate, glasses onthe right.

Wait to pour. Water glasses should be
the only glasses filled before your guests
arrive. Iced tea, wine and other bever-

with birdsong this winter

Cold temperatures and dealing with
snow and ice can give many people a
serious case of the winter doldrums.
Most of us won't be able to fight winter
blues with a tropical getaway or a spa
weekend. But there is an easy, conve-
nient way to give yourself an emotion-
al boost during the winter, and do some-
thing good for nature at the same time:
feed wild birds.

More than 65 million Americans have
tried bird feeding, according to a recent
Census Report. Bird feeding is an easy
and enjoyable hobby for people of any
age, ability and skill level. Whether
you’re new to bird feeding or a seasoned
pro, here are some tips to help you enjoy
a successful, mutually beneficial rela-
tionship with your backyard birds this
winter:

Figuring out feeders

The type of feeder you use is impor-
tant. Toattract the greatest number of
species, you’ll need to provide different
types of feeders and feed choices. Hop-
per and platform designs are always
popular, but whatever feeders you use
during winter should have a few fea-
tures in common:

» Awide cover over feeding ports,
perches and dispensing trays will help

prevent feed from being buried by snow-
fall. The cover should extend sever-

al inches over the feeder edge to ensure
protection from all but the worst storms.

* Place feeders in sheltered locations
out of severe winds. Placing feeders
close to the house, or using window feed-
ers, both offers the birds more shelter
and gets them closer for great viewing.
You can also place feeders near protec-
tive cover like hedges.

* Bigger is better for winter feeding.
Large capacity feeders mean you’ll have
to brave winter weather less frequently
to refill them.

Keep 'em clean

Birds appreciate cleanliness when it
comes to their feeders. Because natu-
ral food sources are scarce in winter,
your feeders will attract hungry birds.
It’s important to clean them regularly to
keep them free of mold, mildew and oth-
er unhealthy conditions that could fos-
ter disease.

Back yard with benefits

Here’s some steps to make your back
yard even more beneficial to birds:

« Consider adding a heated bird bath.

ages should be poured once everyone
is seated. Wine glasses should be filled
halfway, not to the rim.

Salad and bread should be the only
food on the table when your guests
arrive.

Avre you the hostess with the mostest?

Remember, the hostess always sits last.

Passing isnt just in football. Always
pass food around the table counter clock-
wise to the right and refrain from serv-
ing yourself first. Always pass the salt
and pepper as a set, even if you're only
asked for one.

Can your guests see each other? Sure
those flowers you spent hours arranging
for the centerpiece are pretty, but they
will only get in the way if your guests
have to crane their necks to see each oth-
er. Make sure your guests can look over
any table adornments.

Be a gracious guest

“There is nothing more disruptive than
a cell phone ringing at the dinner table,”
said Slatter. “Turn your phone on vibrate,
or better yet, don't even bring it to the
table. Holiday gatherings mark the time
to enjoy the company of the people you
are with, rather than ignore them by
chatting with someone whos not even
there.”

Wait for the signal. Your hosts will let

you know when it’s OK to begin eating.
They may offer a blessing or statement
or perhaps start by passing a dish.

If you’re not sure which utensil to use
with each course, start on the outside
and work in toward the dinner plate.

If you need to excuse yourself tem-
porarily, gently place your napkin on
your chair to indicate you will be com-
ing back.

Signify you're finished with the meal
by placing your napkin to the left of the
dinner plate, and your fork and knife
side by side diagonally across your plate
with the sharp side of the knife blade
facing inward and the fork tines up.

“Another big question we hear con-
cerns what to do if you accidently break
a piece of the host’ dinnerware,” said
Slatter. ““You should certainly offer to
replace the broken piece especially if
it has sentimental value for the host or
hostess.”

Slatter says don* lose hope if your host
doesnt know the name of the pattern or
the manufacturer; you can always take
advantage of Replacements’ free pattern
identification service.

Hol-
ly is definitely open for
business. For a unique
antique, one of a kind
gift or a good meal, Holly has it.

Situated comfortably between U.S. 23,
and 1-75, Holly’s roots go back 150-plus
years, to the arrival of its first settlers in
1831 Many more followed, and by 1843,
Ira C. Alger, one of the many settlers had
an idea. He dammed the Shiawassee Riv-
er and constructed a sawmill to provide

lumber for homes and schools. Ayear
later, he built a gristmill to process the
grain from the surrounding agricultur-
al land. With these assets, Holly was able
to attract the railroads, and in 1855, the
first train rolled into town, marking the
beginning of Holly’s growth era, and the
development of downtown Holly as its
hub.

Holly enjoys the distinction of being
the first railroad junction in the state.
Of course, time had taken its toll on this
little village but lately there has been a
new breed of business owners with fresh
ideas and they mean business.

My day started at a local hot spot, the
Bittersweet Cafe, owned by Dee Von
Boemel. There | met up with Hope Pon-
sart, executive director of the Main-
street Holly DDA. She agreed to play
hostess so | could get areal look and feel
for all the village had to offer.

I quickly discovered there are more
than 30 interesting places to explore
in town including stores, spas and res-
taurants. Eleven are new business ven-
tures since March 2011. The majority
of the village stores are women-owned
businesses. The shopkeepers work well
together, and are happy to promote each
other’s products and services. The vil-
lage businesses keep extended hours
throughout the year and all are all big
supporters of the Buy Michigan pro-
gram.

The town has several antique stores, a
Michigan-made grocery store, a Michi-
gan artisan store, candle shop, a winery,
a home decorating store, upscale cloth-
ing store and a pure essential and fra-
grance oil shop, to mention just a few.

The Blackthorn Pub offers over 100
craft beers in bottles as well as 20 rotat-
ing beers on tap. Arecent new business
upstart is a theater, Movies in the Vil-
lage, where guests can catch a classic
movie in a hometown setting. Just down
the street is the Detroit Model Rail-
road Club that boasts the largest “O”
scale model railroad layout in the state.
It is open to the public on select week-
ends through March 2012. For dates
and times, check out the website, waw.
dmrrc.org.

It all located on Saginaw Street,
which is the village Main Street.

stood still, a visitor might be convinced
that he/she had stepped back in time to
the 1800s, if it were not for the new prod-
ucts shown in the windows. Aside street
—Battle Alley —is home to where his-
torians love to tell you the tale of Car-

rie Nation and her fight with prohibition.
And at the far end of this street you will
find the ever-popular Holly Hotel.

The DDA spearheaded an extensive
streetscape project several years ago to
make improvements, but much care was
put into not changing any of the dynam-
ics of this historic, friendly village.

One of the fun features I noticed was
that the owners run many of the shops.
Ponsart told me that the shopkeepers are
a very engaged and cooperative group.
They meet with the DDA every month
over pizza, and its not an unusual to see
one or more of them sweeping the street
in front of their shops while you are vis-
iting.

At holiday time, dont be surprised to
find a 40-foot blue spruce which was
donated by a local family for the town
Christmas tree. It might be trite to com-
pare ittoa Currier and lves moment but
I can find a better description.

Toadd to the flavor of the village is a
horse-drawn carriage carrying passen-
gers up and down the streets. There are
also local residents that live above the
stores, which adds to the personality and
charm of the street.

I met John Shoemaker in his shop, A
Simpler Time Antiques. He has been
in business for less than 90 days and
describes everything as just “one step

away from
getting per-
sonal.” Its an
atmosphere
where every-
one eventu-
ally gets to
know every-
one, and
everyone
truly enjoys
the compa-
ny of others.
Shoemak-

er was so
impressed with the area he moved into
the village when he opened the shop.

Holly is also home to the annual Hol-
ly Dickens Festival and the Michigan
Renaissance Festival. It was also the main
shooting location for the 2009 film All's
Faire in Love. There are also a lot of out-
door recreational areas nearby. Just a few
blocks from downtown is the Shiawassee
River Heritage Headwater Trail at Water-
Works Park, many claim its one of the
prettiest places for canoeing. For ski bun-
nies, Mount Holly is the largest ski/snow-
board resort in southeastern Michigan
and is located three miles northeast of the
village in Groveland Township. The ski
area has 19trails with a range of difficul-
ty, and a high-speed quad chairlift.

It might be hard to believe that all
these fun activities take place just min-
utes off of 1-75and U.S. 23. The trip is a
short one but I’'m sure you will find fun
times and many interesting things to do.
Not to mention the many photo opportu-
nities available! Happy Holly-days!

Birds have difficulty finding fresh water in the
winter.

» Leave bird houses and nesting boxes in
place through winter to act as shelter for roost-
ing birds.

» Choose bird-friendly landscaping that
includes sheltering evergreen plants, and
plants that provide fruit for a natural winter
food source.

Give birds a boost with food high in fat, nutri-
tion and energy.

With insects and fruit harder to find naturally
during winter months, most birds will thrive on
seeds. Suet, solid fat rendered from beef, ven-
ison or vegetables, is also good for birds, and
provides much needed concentrated energy.
