There were extra chairs out — and a few 
empty seats — at a special Plymouth Town 
ship Board of Trustees meeting Monday, 
during which the board held a public hear­
ing on a ballot proposal to create a special 
assessment district to raise money for the 
Plymouth Community Fire Department.

The fate of a proposed spe­
cial assessment district that 
would raise money for the 
Plymouth Community Fire 
Department, debated for 
months as a way to replace 
revenue that will be lost when 
the city of Plymouth leaves 
the joint department, is in the 
hands of Plymouth Township 
voters.

The township Board of 
Trustees voted Monday to 
put the issue on the Hiesday, 
Feb. 28, primary ballot. The 
vote was a response to a peti­
tion drive by supporters of

the 23-member department 
and a Wayne County Circuit 
Court judge’s ruling Dec. 1 
that the petition drive had met 
the requirements of state law 
and the board had a duty to 
act on it.

“That’s the only reason,” 
said Trustee Steve Mann, who 
made the motion to put the 
question on the ballot. “I’m 
not interested — I don’t think 
this board is interested — in 
raising taxes.” Maim and the 
five other board members 
present voted for putting the 
question on the ballot; Clerk 
Joe Bridgman was absent.

The ballot proposal, if 
approved, would create a spe­

cial assessment district, or 
SAD, of all the taxable prop­
erty in the township and 
give the board the authori­
ty to annually levy a tax of 
up to 10 mills for fire depart­
ment equipment and facilities, 
and an unlimited amount for 
operations and maintenance, 
beginning next December.

Changes promised
Mann, an attorney and for­

mer township supervisor, said 
changes are coming to the 
department — mostly because 
of Plymouth’s departure from 
it. The city is leaving the 16-

A Monroe man facing computer- 
related child pornography charg­
es remains free on bond after agree­
ing Monday in 35th District Court to 
postpone his preliminary hearing in 
the case.

J. Henry Lievens, the attor­
ney for suspect Tavis Greene, said 
the adjournment was to allow the 
defense time for evidence discov­
ery. Judge Ron Lowe rescheduled 
the hearing for Thursday, Dec. 29, in 
district court.

Greene, 24, was arrested Dec. 9 
and arraigned the next day on six 
counts of using a computer to com­
municate with another to commit a 
crime, three counts of distribution 
of child sexually abusive materi­
al and three counts of possession of 
child sexually abusive material.

Authorities said investigators 
found evidence of child pornograph­
ic materials — and that some chil­
dren in those materials appear 
as young as 10 — on a computer 
belonging to Greene. The investiga­
tion had been conducted jointly by 
the Wayne County Sheriff’s Depart-

For a frustrating third 
time, federal officials 
have snubbed a $20.3 mil­
lion proposal to reshape 
the I-275/Ford Road inter­
change in Canton and 
ease traffic congestion 
around one of Michigan’s 
most accident-prone 
areas.

Barring yet a fourth 
round of so-called TIGER 
grants — Transportation 
Investment Generating 
Economic Recovery — 
Canton officials concede 
they will have to pin their 
hopes on a state-fund­
ed solution, which has 
indeed gained momen­
tum amid bipartisan sup­
port from Michigan leg­
islators.

“I’m disappointed we 
didn’t get TIGER III, but 
we’re not going to give 
up,” township Supervisor 
Phil La Joy said.

Canton Municipal Ser­
vices Director Tim 
Faas said the Michigan

Department of Trans­
portation already is mov­
ing forward with a traf­
fic and environmental 
impact study of the 1-275/ 
Ford Road interchange 
that should be completed 
by 2013.

“They don’t fund a 
study unless there is 
going to be a project,” 
Faas said.

The overriding ques­
tion is when, and officials 
can’t say with certainty.

However, the proj­
ect is expected to gain 
more momentum when 
the Southeast Michigan 
Council of Governments, 
likely in March, is expect­
ed to add the long-await­
ed project to its list of 
regional transportation 
projects.

“By the end of 2012 we 
have a very good chance 
of getting the project 
shovel-ready,” LaJoy 
said.

P ro je ct e n d o rse d
Officials from Canton, 

neighboring communities

and Lansing — including 
the full state Senate and 
the House Transportation 
Committee — have for­
mally endorsed the need 
to fix the beleaguered 
interchange and ease 
conditions along traffic- 
clogged Ford Road.

“Now we’re on the 
radar,” LaJoy said.

The project as tout­
ed would add new ramps 
from the southbound I- 
275 exit to allow motor­
ists to travel either north 
or south on Haggerty 
without getting onto Ford 
Road. It also proposes a 
northbound service drive 
along the east side of the 
interstate from Cher­
ry Hill Road to north of 
Ford.

The traffic and envi­
ronmental study comes 
next, Faas said, followed 
by eventual phases for 
design and construction.

Canton officials got the 
word last Friday that the
1-275 project had been 
overlooked yet again 
in third-round TIGER

grants. Moreover, fed­
eral officials announced 
just one TIGER grant 
for all of Michigan — an 
effort in St. Clair Coun­
ty to pave a gravel road 
and improve the Smiths 
Creek Road Bridge to 
improve access to a 
landfill that houses the 
nation’s first “septage 
bioreactor,” which uses 
garbage and sewage to 
create energy.

Other choice
An estimated 2,300 peo­

ple a day are projected to 
use that road, compared 
to at least 50,000 motor­
ists who travel Ford Road 
every day. Federal offi­
cials allocated $3.6 mil­
lion for the St. Clair Coun­
ty project, far less than 
the $20.3 million sought 
for the 1-275 proposal.

Faas had said early on 
the competition would be 
fierce as federal officials 
approved some $527 mil­
lion for project proposals 
that reached a startling 
$14.3 billion.

In response to increasing 

requests for rent and utili­
ty assistance, Plymouth Com­
munity United Way recent­
ly awarded grants to nonprof­
it organizations that help low- 
income residents of Plymouth 
and Canton. The challenging 
economic times have created a 
crisis for local families desper­
ate for food and basic human 
needs.

The Salvation Army-Plym- 
outh Corps received $20,000 
to help families in Plymouth, 
Canton, Northville and Bel­
leville. On average, The Salva­
tion Army receives 8-to-10 calls

a day to prevent shutoffs and 
evictions.

“The grant will help us to 
assist 27 individuals with rent 
or utilities that we wouldn’t 
have been able,” said Maj. 
Daniel Hull. “At this time in 
the economy there is great 
need. There has been less util­
ity assistance funding this 
year. We’re getting a number 
of calls from people in shut­
off who turn to the Salvation 
Army and the grant enables us 
to respond.”

Cuts to the federally and state 
funded Low-Income and Ener­
gy Efficiency Assistance Funds

(LIEEF) have hampered the 
ability of organizations like The 
Salvation Army, Wayne Met­
ropolitan Community Action 
Agency, St. Vincent de Paul and 
THAW (The Heat and Warmth 
Fund) to assist residents.
Wayne Metropolitan Communi­
ty Action Agency asked for and 
received a grant for $5,000 for 
emergency utility assistance 
and energy education classes 
to help low-income residents 
in Plymouth and Canton lower 
utility bills.

The Society of St. Vincent de 
Paul, St. John Neumann Con­
ference is using its $7,000 to

provide rent, food, clothing and 
utility assistance to those in 
need in the Canton community.

Earlier this year, a number 
of nonprofits received grants 
from Plymouth Community 
United Way including St. Vin­
cent De Paul at Our Lady of 
Good Counsel in Plymouth 
($7,000), Southeast Michigan 
Homeless Veterans ($1,500), 
New Hope Center for Grief 
Support ($3,000), Personalized 
Nursing Lighthouse ($5,000), 
and St. Christine’s Food Pantry 
($5,000).

Along with awarding grants, 
Plymouth Community United

Way raises funds year round 
for partner agencies includ­
ing First Step, Angela Hospice, 
The Salvation Army Plymouth 
Corps, and Plymouth Commu­
nity Council on Aging.

A 4-month-old Can­
ton boy allegedly abused 
by his father had been 
removed from a life-sup­
porting ventilator, the 
maternal grandfather 
said Wednesday morn­
ing, two weeks after 
the baby’s father was 
accused of pushing the 
child’s head against the 
floor of a residence on 
Michigan Avenue near 
Sheldon.

“He’s not doing any 
better,” Sal Alongi, the 
grandfather of little 
Hunter Sewejkis, said at 
press time Wednesday. 
“He’s fighting on right 
now, but it’s still a matter 
of time.”

Hunter suffered a frac­
tured skull and extensive 
brain damage during a Dec. 
7 incident that led to crim­
inal charges against 25- 
year-old Anthony Lawrence 
Sewejkis, who has admitted 
he “messed up bad.”

Lora Weingarden, a lead

attorney for the Wayne 
County Prosecutor’s 
Office, has told 35th Dis­
trict Judge Ronald Lowe 
that Sewejkis, already 
charged with first-degree 
child abuse, will face 
higher charges if the 
boy dies. Her comments 
came Monday morning as 
a preliminary exam for 
Sewejkis was adjourned 
until Jan. 5.

Alongi said young Hunt­

er’s family has kept vig­
il at the University of 
Michigan Hospital, where 
the boy was taken from 
another hospital after 
authorities say he was 
abused while Sewejkis 
was home alone with him.

“We’ve been through 
all kinds of emotions,” 
Alongi said Monday, 
standing outside the 
courtroom. “We’ve been 
standing by the hospital

bed, praying and hoping 
for the best. We’re pray­
ing for a miracle.”

Alongi, father of the 
boy’s mother, Leanne 
Garlick, described her 
as “not well” and said 
she was shocked by 
the crimes Sewejkis is 
accused of committing.

“She had no idea that he 
was capable of anything 
like this,” Alongi said.

Hunter has undergone 
surgeries to alleviate 
swelling after he suffered 
a fractured skull.

“The left side of his 
brain is completely dead,” 
Alongi said, adding that 
the boy suffered hemor­
rhaging. He said the child 
survived the last few days 
because doctors used life­
supporting machines to 
keep him alive. ,

“We’re going to follow 
this through to the end,” 
Alongi said, adding that 
he had only one wish for 
Sewejkis: “Rot in hell.” 

Standing outside the 
courtroom not far from 
Alongi, Kim Belmont,

Sewejkis’ aunt, said she 
and other relatives also 
are asking for prayers. 
“We believe in miracles,” 
she said.

Sewejkis already has 
been charged with first- 
degree child abuse, and 
he could face 15 years in 
prison if he is convicted 
of that charge. Belmont 
said she doesn’t believe 
Sewejkis would intention­
ally hurt Hunter.

“He’s very scared,” Bel­
mont said of Sewejkis. 
“He’s very worried about 
his son. He loves his son 
very much. He would 
trade places with him in a 
minute.”

Sewejkis kept his right 
hand over his face much 
of the time as he sat in 
court Monday morning, 
dressed in a green jail 
uniform.

His preliminary exam 
— a hearing to decide if 
he should stand trial in 
Wayne County Circuit 
Court — was adjourned 
until Jan. 5 after defense 
attorney Dennis Shrews­

bury said he needed time 
to review evidence relat­
ed to the case.

Sewejkis broke into 
tears during his Dec. 9 
video arraignment in 
front of 35th District 
Judge James Plakas.

“I messed up bad,” said 
Sewejkis, who was jailed 
with a $500,000 cash 
bond.

Canton police had 
received a phone call 
from a hospital about 11 
p.m. Wednesday, Dec. 7, 
that it appeared Hunter 
had been abused.

“It has been alleged that 
(Sewejkis) caused a frac­
ture to the skull of his son 
by pushing his head to the 
floor,” Canton Detective 
Tim Wright said during 
the arraignment.

Wright said a prior 
referral had been made to 
Child Protective Services.

The mother wasn’t at 
home when the incident 
occurred.

their personal accounts 
about their experiences 
renovating three homes 
and holding a literacy, 
math and science camp, 
he said. That sparked 
conversations with oth­
ers about what they were 
doing and why.

Now the church will 
use Twitter to let people 
know about its Christ­
mas Eve and Christ­
mas Day services, blast­
ing out tweets and then 
depending on members 
to re-tweet them to their 
followers.

“It’s a very easy way 
to get a large number 
of eyes on a small bit of 
information,” Rose said.

Twitter has also helped 
build interest in Coffee- 
Doubt, a group for Chris­
tians, atheists, agnos­
tics, theists and others 
that meets twice weekly 
in coffee shops to discuss 
spiritual issues, Rose 
said.

“We’ve seen a few peo­
ple come join us because 
of conversations over 
Twitter,” he said.

Grace Chapel has 
Facebook pages for the 
church as a whole, the 
youth ministry and Cof- 
feeDoubt.

Rose said Facebook 
links people who already 
know each other, while 
Twitter links people who 
don’t know each other.

The church’s web­
site (graceepc.org), he 
said, connects people 
who don’t know about 
the church to the church, 
often through Google or 
another search engine.

gives people a place to 
share their burdens, Isen­
hardt said.

But, the next step is 
using it for spiritual for­
mation. “Ultimately, we 
want to see people grow 
to be more like Christ,” 
Isenhardt said.

To that end, the church 
posts two or three ques­
tions a week based on 
the weekend’s message. 
“We keep bringing it up 
to the forefront of their 
minds,” Isenhardt said. 
“We want them to carry 
the truth from the week­
end through the rest of 
the week.”

Wright said the 
church’s website (bell- 
creek.org) is still its most 
effective technological 
tool because it connects 
people looking for a non- 
denominational church 
in the Livonia area to 
Bell Creek. He said the 
church has worked hard 
to make it easy for peo­
ple to find and navi­
gate the website, where 
they can learn about the 
church’s beliefs, listen to 
a sermon and submit a 
prayer request. The next 
step, he said, is ramping 
up the content to include 
articles on topics like 
raising children as a sin­

gle parent and strength­
ening marriage. “The 
website is designed to 
deliver good content,” 
Wright said.

Website gets 
most results

Rose said Grace Cha­
pel’s website is bet­
te r  than Facebook and 
Twitter for getting peo­
ple into the church on 
Sunday morning, but, 
he said, they are just 
scratching the sur­
face with what technol­
ogy can do. For exam­
ple, the youth’s Face- 
book page has an e-

vite component so 
youth can easily invite 
their friends to church 
events. “A lot of the 
high school students 
use Facebook almost as 
a planner,” he said.

The next step, he 
said, is using Facebook 
more interactively as 
an extension of the Sun­
day sermon or Sunday 
school.

Garden City Presby­
terian (gardencitypres- 
byterian.org) is using 
Facebook to promote its 
monthly Christian con­
cert series and other spe­
cial events, said Her-

schel Ele, pastor/head of 
staff. It hasn’t yet started 
using Twitter.

However, the church’s 
new electronic sign on 
Middlebelt just south of 
Ford Road has been more 
effective than any other 
technology in getting peo­
ple in the doors, he said. 
That’s probably because 
people have to intention­
ally connect to Facebook 
or the church’s website 
to get information about 
events instead of just 
happening to be driving 
by, he said.

“If people are intention­
ally connecting, they’ve 
probably already decided 
they’re going to come to 
whatever is going on here 
anyway,” said Ele, 64.

Other ways area 
churches are using mod­
ern technology include e- 
giving, where people can 
have their tithes direct­
ly taken out of their bank 
accounts, and Google cal­
endar, where people can 
easily add events to their 
iPhones or Smartphones.

Personal invites 
best of all

Yet with all the modern 
technology available to 
churches today, nothing 
will take the place of peo­
ple personally talking to 
their family and friends 
about Jesus and invit­
ing them to go to church 
with them, Rose said. “At 
the end of the day there’s 
one best way (to spread 
the Gospel message) and 
that’s being involved in 
the life of your neigh­
bors.”

Nor can people live the 
Christian life in isola­
tion, Isenhardt said. They 
need to be in the physical 
presence of other believ­
ers, encouraging, praying 
with and hugging each 
other.

In those ways, the 
church hasn’t changed 
since Christ’s birth more 
than 2,000 years ago.

The city of Plymouth is leav­
ing the Plymouth Communi­
ty Fire Department, which 
has provided firefighting and 
emergency medical service to 
the city and Plymouth Town­
ship for about 16 years, as of 
Sunday, Jan. 1.

Plymouth officials have made 
arrangements for a fire depart­
ment partnership with North- 
ville, and are giving Huron Val­
ley Ambulance a larger role in 
medical emergencies.

In the township, officials say 
the PCFD will operate with 
less money and, likely, few­
er firefighter paramedics. The 
township, which manages the 
department, faces the loss of 
about a quarter of the depart­
ment’s annual revenue — more 
than $900,000 — and between 
25 percent and 30 percent of its 
work load with the city’s depar­
ture.

But discussions over the 
future of the PCFD, which has 
been hurt by lower proper­
ty tax collections and a drop in 
state aid, began over two years 
ago. Here are some highlights:

• January 2010: Three fire­
fighters are laid off after the

township and the Internation­
al Association of Fire Fighters 
Local 1496 fail to reach agree­
ment on concessions. Oth­
er township employee groups 
had made concessions involv­
ing pay cuts, furlough days and 
greater out-of-pocket medical 
costs.

• August 2010: A $68,000 
study of public safety services 
in Plymouth includes five reor­
ganization proposals. Firefight­
ers question the results of the 
International City/County Man­
agement Association study.

• October 2010: After discus­
sions between city and town­
ship officials, the Plymouth 
City Commission votes to with­
draw from the PCFD after 
2011, giving the township a 
year’s notice, as required by 
the agreement that established 
the department.

• December 2010: A deadline 
for a deal that would keep the 
city in the PCFD passes, and 
leaders in both communities 
begin to look for other options.

• Township officials turn 
down a chance at a federal 
grant of more than $800,000 
after firefighters file an appli­
cation for it. The money could 
be used to temporarily save 
firefighter jobs and hire more

firefighters, but officials say 
there are too many strings 
attached and potential financial 
obligations the township could 
not meet.

• February 2011: The City 
Commission approves agrees 
to a partnership with the North- 
ville Fire Department, which 
relies on nonunion, part-time, 
on-call firefighters. The plan 
requires more firefighters be 
trained and hired, that the city 
reopen and refurbish its fire 
stations, and that the city buy 
trucks and equipment. City 
officials expect to save at least 
$400,000 a year.

• March 2011: Some township 
residents become advocates for 
the department, seeking ways 
to save firefighter jobs as offi­
cials explore options for cut­
ting costs. A Board of Trust­
ees meeting is packed with peo­
ple asking questions about the 
department’s future.

• August 2011: The Citizens 
Action Group of Plymouth 
Township files about 3,500 peti­
tion signatures in an attempt to 
put a special assessment dis­
trict proposal before township 
voters. The SAD would raise 
money for the PCFD. The bid is 
rejected when it is determined 
the threshold for an SAD pub­

lic safety ballot initiative — 
that the ownership of 10 per­
cent of the land in the proposed 
district be represented by peti­
tion-signers — had not been 
met.

• November 2011: CAG mem­
bers re-file petitions with 
more signatures and affidavits 
regarding property ownership. 
Township Clerk Joe Bridgman, 
using assessing data and map­
ping software, determines the 
signers own 10.9 percent of the 
taxable land in the township. 
The board, however, doesn’t act 
to put the question before vot­
ers, citing several legal issues.

• Discussions between town­
ship officials and Local 1496 
intensify, and the two sides 
begin a binding arbitration 
process that continues. Fire­
fighters say they are willing to 
make concessions that would 
save $350,000 a year; town­
ship officials say those sav­
ings aren’t enough. Firefight­
ers propose being allowed to do 
more patient transports during 
medical emergencies, saying 
that could bring in $400,000 or 
more a year, but township offi­
cials reject the idea, saying it 
would take firefighters out of 
the community for too long and 
end up costing more.

• December 2011: In a court 
action launched by CAG,
Wayne County Circuit Judge 
Wendy Baxter rules the 10-per­
cent threshold has been met, 
throwing the issue back to the 
township board, which sched­
ules a public hearing on an SAD 
ballot question and proposes 
the question go on the Tbesday, 
Feb. 28, primary ballot.

Earlier, Judge Michael Sapa- 
la had ruled he had no evi­
dence the threshold had been 
met; CAG members then filed 
a deposition by Bridgman in 
which he explained how he 
made his calculations, and Bax­
ter took testimony from him.

• CAG attorney Marvin Stem- 
pien seeks a court injunc­
tion, principally over the bal­
lot question’s language. CAG’s 
petitions asked for a 1-mill, 
five-year tax, but the town­
ship’s position is that a pub­
lic safety SAD assessment can 
only be limited to 10 mills for 
equipment, and has no limit for 
operations and maintenance, 
and no time limit.

Judge Gershwin Drain denied 
Stempien’s motion after a hear­
ing Monday.

• The Board of Trustees votes
6-0 Monday to place the SAD 
question on the February ballot.

year-old partnership 
beginning Sunday, Jan.
1, and the change will 
mean the loss of more 
than $900,000 a year in 
department revenue and 
a reduction of between 25 
percent and 30 percent in 
its workload.

“Come early 2012, there 
are going to be changes in 
the fire department, and 
the firefighters need to 
get ready for that,” said 
Mann.

Mann also called legal 
claims by the Citizens 
Action Group of Plymouth 
Township, which took the

township to circuit court 
over the CAG petition 
drive, “frivolous.” That 
drew a sharp response 
from Marvin Stempien, an 
attorney who filed briefs 
and argued on CAG’s 
behalf in court.

Stempien has repeated­
ly framed the issue as one 
of voters’ rights and the 
right of citizens to peti­
tion their government.

“Any time someone 
tramples on the constitu­
tional rights of citizens, I 
will stand up and defend 
them as a member of the 
Michigan bar,” he said.

The board’s vote came 
after a public hearing on 
the ballot question that 
was Required by the state

law under which CAG’s 
petitions were filed. Many 
voiced support for fire­
fighters but, pointing to 
difficult economic times, 
said they were against 
raising taxes; many also 
called for compromise.

Firefighters and their 
supporters pointed to what 
they called opportunities 
for saving money, and rais­
ing it, that the township 
has not taken, and ques­
tioned officials’ budget 
assumptions, which were 
also discussed.

cess for informational pur­
poses but not required to be 
adopted if voters approve 
the district—calls for a 
fire department budget in 
2013 of nearly $6.3 million. 
That compares to a bud­
get this year of not quite 
$4 million and a 2012 bud­
get, anticipating a smaller 
department and the loss of 
revenue from Plymouth, of 
around $3 million.

'Scary' numbers?
Funding the depart­

ment, after money from 
other sources, would 
require a tax increase 
of 2.44 mills, or $2.44 
for every $1,000 in tax­
able value, the budget 
showed. That would cost 
the owners of a $220,000 
house about $268 a year, 
it showed.

Mann asked about the

sharply higher 2013 bud­
get, and Edwards said 
it was based on current 
staffing plus the addition 
of 20 part-time, on-call 
firefighters. He attrib­
uted the increase to cap­
ital expenses, which are 
expected to go up, some 
inflation, and money for 
legacy costs, such as for 
retiree health care, that 
are not currently funded. 
The department’s lega­
cy costs total nearly $13.6 
million, Edwards said.

Firefighters' pitch
Firefighters renewed 

their call for township 
officials to allow them 
to do more patient trans­
ports to hospitals in 
emergency medical sit­
uations, which, they 
say, could raise at least 
$400,000 a year. They also

repeated that they’re will­
ing to take concessions 
that amount to $14,000 
a year per firefighter; 
township officials have 
said those savings now 
aren’t enough.

“We’ve been offering 
concessions for the last 
two years, and this is our 
compromise,” said fire­
fighter Greg Mangan, 
treasurer of the Interna­
tional Association of Fire 
Fighters Local 1495.

Mangan said depart­
ment staffing is already 
down 25 percent from its 
peak, and that PCFD fire­
fighters are on track this 
year for about 3,700 fire 
and ambulance runs, up 
from 2,564 in 1995, the 
department’s first year.

A
s I was doing my read­
ing and research this 
weekend, one topic that 
kept coming up was the best 
investment moves for'2012.1 
can’t tell you how many arti­
cles there were all dealing 
with what investors should do 
in 2012. What I thought was 

so humorous was that some­
one would read an article that 
would say, for example, the 
best move for 2012 is to buy 
gold, and then there would be 
another article that would say 
the best move for 2012 is to sell 
gold.

It shouldn’t be a surprise to 
anyone that there were con­
flicting ideas as to what would 
be a good move for 2012. In 
addition, I read numerous arti­
cles that recommended a par­
ticular stock or mutual fund as 
the best investments for 2012. 
Although I find these articles 
interesting and I do sometimes 
learn something from them, I 
think the more important issue 
is how we should react when 
we read these articles.

I’ve always questioned any 
articles that claim that a partic­
ular investment is the best one 
to buy. My question always is, 
the best investment for whom?

To me, one of 
the key mis­
takes that so 
many of these 
articles make 
is that they fail 
to address who 
the investment 
is best for. If 
you’re an inves­
tor needing cur­
rent income, 
the investments 

in your portfolio may be total­
ly different than someone who 
is saving for a retirement that 
may be 30 years down the road.

Take, for example, an individ­
ual stock such as Ford. In order 
to buy Ford stock, someone had 
to sell Ford stock. It doesn’t 
necessarily mean that one 
investor made the right deci­
sion and the other one made the 
wrong decision. In fact, they 
each could have made the right 
decision because they based 
their decision upon their goals 
and objectives. When you read 
these articles, the key point to 
remember is that even though 
they identify what they believe 
is the best investment move in 
2012, the advice should be con­
sidered as generic and may not 
apply to your own individual 
situation.

One of the problems that 
many investors have is they’ve

listened to too many people. 
They will go to a party and lis­
ten to what someone says about 
investing and automatically 
change their portfolio to reflect 
what that person said. As inves­
tors, you have to be cautious 
as to whom you take invest­
ment advice from and make 
sure that the investment advice 
relates to your own individual 
situation. In addition, you also 
have to make sure that the per­
son you’re listening to knows 
what they are talking about.

One thing that I have learned 
over the years, especially with 
the growth of the Internet over 
the last decade or so, is that 
there is a lot of bad advice out 
there. Some people who are 
providing advice in the finan­
cial world today are truly clue­
less as to how things work. I’ve 
read some articles lately and, 
based upon the advice pro­
vided, I honestly don’t know 
whether I should laugh or cry. 
The bottom line is there are a 
lot of people that give advice; 
the question is whether it is 
actually good advice.

When you receive financial 
advice, I cannot stress enough 
how important it is that, wheth­
er in my column, another arti­
cle or from someone at a party, 
you relate it back to your own 
individual situation. We live in

a world where no two families 
have the same financial situa­
tion. It used to be in this coun­
try, 50 or 60 years ago, that 
many people were in the same 
situation.

Fast forward to today and 
everything is so different. For 
example, think about how easy 
mortgages were to obtain 50 or 
60 years ago. Back then, you 
had your choice of either a 30- 
year or a 15-year mortgage; 
pretty much, that was it. Fast 
forward to today and there are 
literally hundreds of different 
mortgage programs available. 
The mortgage program that 
is best for you may not be the 
mortgage program that’s best 
for your neighbor.

Also, think about how much 
the investment world has 
changed. When you go back 50 
years ago, most people didn’t 
invest their money and, if they 
did, there weren’t that many 
investment alternatives. Fast 
forward to today, and every one 
of us literally has tens of thou­
sands of different investment 
vehicles that we can choose 
from. When I got started in my 
career, there may have been 
500 or so mutual funds. Today, 
there are literally tens of thou­
sands of mutual funds. The 
bottom line is our world has 
become more complex and so

has our own personal finan­
cial planning situations. That is 
why it is so important that you 
always relate financial infor­
mation advice to your own indi­
vidual situation.

Is there a move for 2012 that 
make sense for everyone?
Sure, and it is the same “move” 
that everyone should have 
made in 2011,2010,2009, etc. — 
be involved with your financial 
situation. It would be nice if we 
could put our finances on auto­
matic pilot and not think about 
them, but we can’t. In today’s 
ever-changing world, it is more 
important than ever that we be 
involved in our personal financ­
es.

I wish I could tell you that the 
area of personal finance is get­
ting easier, but it is not. As time 
goes by, everything becomes 
more and more complex. I wish 
it wasn’t this way, but it is and 
you and I have to accept it. As 
we get ready to enter 2012, my 
best piece of advice is to keep 
involved, ask questions and 
always stay within your com­
fort level. Good luck!

I
n today’s business 
environment, work­
ing together doesn’t 
always mean under one 
roof. It means know­
ing one another, exe­
cuting complementa­
ry tasks and continually 
exchanging information 

to facil­
itate 
coop­
eration 
between 
employ­
ees.

Now­
adays, 
team­
work 
is very 

important for normal 
operations within orga­
nizations. Building 
teams is a good instru­
ment for the creation of 
environments that allow 
for collaboration and 
cohesion among mem­
bers who will drive the 
organization forward 
through joint support 
and transfer of knowl­
edge and experience.

All teams are groups, 
but not all groups are 
teams. From an organi­
zational point of view, 
groups could be any mix 
of people that acciden­
tally have something in 
common. A team is con­
sidered always as some­
thing more than just a 
simple grouping.

Cooperation and team­
work among colleagues 
is a very important ele­
ment for the success­
ful operation of the orga­
nization. It is especial­
ly important to under­
stand that every profes­
sion has its own compe­
tency and that more pro­
fessions should work 
together, in a team, on a 
basis of mutual under­
standing for the exper­
tise of others.

Good teams focus then- 
energy toward a com­
mon goal, toward a com­
mon realization of that 
goal and toward a sense 
of mutual responsibili­
ty. An environment that 
fosters teamwork via 
communication among 
team members in a man­
ner that supports mutual 
trust and respect are of 
crucial importance for 
the efficiency and effec­
tiveness of the team.

Team leader
Every team needs a 

leader. That leader is 
the person who takes 
responsibility for the 
team, assigns tasks and 
communicates prog­
ress of team actions.
The leader instructs and 
motivates members and 
manages the develop­
ment of a warm working 
atmosphere, lb  achieve 
that working atmo­
sphere, it is necessary to 
have trust and respect 
between the members.
It is necessary to have 
rules that will be accept­
ed and respected from 
all. Working enthusi­
asm is maintained if 
the members are guid­
ed only with the desire 
of success and achieve­
ments. As a the team 
grows in maturity, it 
becomes more effec­
tive, works better and 
achieves better results.

If the team develops 
a sense of community 
and collegiality and if all 
members are guided by 
“all for one, one for all,” 
the team will function 
efficiently and effec­
tively.

Therefore, from the 
very beginning of the 
team’s creation, it is nec-

TEAM WORK
The practice of compa­
nies around the world 
to implement team­
work in the past 20-30 
years reveals two major 
reasons for team work.
1. Deterioration of 
organizational effec­
tiveness, especially 
when it can't be cor­
rected because of the 
complexity of the goal 
and assignment.
2. Pressure from the 
outside environment, 
which it cannot be 
influenced through the 
individual efforts of 
employees because of 
the complexity of the 
pressure.
In one successful team, 
the spirit of the team 
should be created such 
that all members will 
work for the good of 
the team. To achieve 
its goal and to realize 
a given task, the team 
should encourage every 
member to develop 
his or her skills. In that 
context, we can speak 
of a team as a group 
of people that can suc­
cessfully accept and 
realize every given task. 
Successful means quali­
tative and timely execu­
tive of a task with full 
and economical usage 
of available resources.

essary to clearly and 
unambiguously define 
goals, to communicate 
those goals to all team 
members and to get con­
firmation that everyone 
understands those goals. 
In many cases, the fail­
ure of a team is a result 
of misunderstanding of 
goals from the begin­
ning.

No matter how expert 
and competent its team 
members, groups often 
do not function as a team 
because they have team 
members who act in dif­
ferent directions. Tb 
become a team, team 
members must direct all 
of their individual ener­
gies toward one joint 
goal. In other words, 
synergy should become 
operational.

Efficiency
Existence of this syn­

ergetic or joint action is 
considered a major rea­
son for its use in teams 
and the knowledge base 
it promotes leads to a 
team efficiency that is 
greater than the collec­
tion of individual effi­
ciencies. Tb become a 
team, one group needs 
a lot of time and effort 
because the members 
have certain needs, 
expectations and inter­
ests when they form the 
group.

Tb be a team member 
means to show loyalty 
to the goals and efforts 
of the team. This might 
require someone to sac­
rifice personal achieve­
ments in favor of the 
team.

The team is something 
more than just a simple 
grouping. For the team, 
it is necessary that some 
entry criteria are estab­
lished to differentiate 
between who is and who 
is not a part of the team.

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District saw much success this year

M
uch has occurred 
and been written 
about the P-CCS 
Board of Education this 
past year. Some of that 
dealt with board behavior 
and controversial issues 
such as a proposed school 
closing and not renewing 

the superintendent’s con­
tract, and much of it was 
not very favorable.

However, as the year 
ends, there is much to be 
proud of and share. As 
the year began, a major 
challenge was the ini­
tial budget deficit for the 
2011-2012 school year. 
Lansing cut the district’s 
funding by $470 per stu­
dent, raised the retire­
ment charge, and a num­

ber of oth­
er fac­
tors cre­
ating as 
much as a 
projected 
$18 mil­
lion oper­
ating def­
icit. This 

caused the board to use 
nearly all the fund equity 
(savings) to balance the 
budget by June 30.

Since those days, this 
board has balanced the 
budget and restored the 
fund equity of more than 
$12 million. As was often 
pointed out, there was 
no truth to the campaign 
rhetoric alleging a $28 
million deficit. There is, 
however, a potential $5 to 
$8 million dollar deficit 
for next year. The good

news is the district is in 
a much better position to 
address it.

The academic achieve­
ments of the district’s 
students continue to be 
exceptional. TheMEAP 
scores are substantial­
ly above the state and 
Wayne County aver­
ages. ACT scores rose 
and exceeded state and 
national averages. Plym- 
outh-Canton continues to 
be an academically high- 
performing district.

A Plante-Moran CRESA 
feasibility study is under­
way. It will provide the 
data for making impor­
tant decisions on district­
ing, building utilization 
and other important ele­
ments.

New programs are 
being aggressively

explored (e.g., elemen­
tary world language, tal­
ented and gifted magnet 
school, high school acade­
mies, Schoolcraft College 
dual enrollment, all-day 
kindergarten and much 
more). Another unique 
partnership occurred in 
June with the finaliza­
tion of the agreement 
for Plymouth-Canton to 
provide food service for 
Livonia Public Schools 
as a revenue produc­
er for P-CCS. Likewise, 
the district began provid­
ing teachers to local paro­
chial and private schools 
under the “shared servic­
es” program, which pro­
vided additional revenue 
for our District.

In May, the district was 
fortunate to hire Dr. Jere­
my Hughes, former Dear­

born Superintendent and 
State of Michigan Dep­
uty Superintendent, as 
Interim Superintendent. 
This fall, the Board and 
Dr. Hughes discovered 
there was mutual inter­
est in extending his con­
tract through June 2013, 
and the “Interim” was 
removed from his title.

All labor contracts were 
settled in September with 
landmark concessions by 
the district’s employee 
groups resulting in more 
than $5 million of conces­
sions and contributions 
to offset the deficit. The 
District is fortunate to 
have such dedicated, car­
ing employees.

The district’s food ser­
vice program at Dod­
son Elementary was rec­
ognized with the Health­

ier U.S. Schools Chal­
lenge Bronze Award in 
October at a White House 
reception hosted by Mrs. 
Obama. In December, 
the same program rec­
ognized the other 15 ele­
mentary schools for the 
award.

As the four out-going 
board members turn over 
the school board reins, my 
wish is for the four new 
board members to build 
on these successes and 
create an even better dis­
trict through their efforts. 
Our children are count­
ing on you. Thanks to the 
voters of the district for 
the opportunity to serve.

The way 
I see it we’ll see them in 
districts and it will be 
another great high school 
game.”

The fiddles, pipes and dancing shoes 
will come out for the 15th annual Cross­
roads Celi, two nights of Irish-style holi­
day celebration, next week at The Ark in 
Ann Arbor.

“This production at the Ark has been 
my doing for the last 15 years,” said Mick 
Gavin, who teaches Irish fiddling from 
his home in Redford. “It’s an annual event 
between Christmas and New Years. Years 
ago in rural Ireland and sometimes even 
these days in remote parts of Ireland, peo­
ple met at the crossroads. They met in vil­
lages for fairs, to sell chickens, eggs... but 
they met at crossroads and put up a plat­
form and usually had pipers and dancers.

“They still have that in parts of Ireland 
as a tradition.”

In keeping with that tradition, Gavin has 
recruited both local musicians and danc­
ers and an international touring band, Bua, 
to heat up the stage with step dancing and 
Irish tunes.

The doors open at 7 p.m. and the shows 
will start at 7:30 p.m. Thursday-Friday, 
Dec. 29-30 at the Ark, located at 316 S. 
Main in downtown Ann Arbor. Tickets are 
$15 general admission, available from The 
Ark ticket and Information hotline at (734) 
763-8587, and at www.theark.org.

Special guests this year are Bua and 
Nic Gareiss.

Bua, a quartet from Chicago, 111., 
that includes Gavin’s son, Sean, 
on flute, uilleann pipes, and whis­
tle, plays Irish traditional music and 
tours extensively. The band released 
its third CD in October.

Gareiss, of Mt. Pleasant, has per­
formed as a featured soloist with such 
bands as The Chieftains, Solas, and 
Dervish.

“He has incorporated many styles 
of dancing in the Celtic world ...old- 
style, Appalachian clogging, French 
Canadian step dancing and Scottish 
dancing from Cape Breton,” Gavin 
said.

Bridget, Ella, Duggan and Dermot 
of the Dollowy family of Plymouth 
also will be on hand to dance, and play 
fiddle and banjo.

Other performers will include 
Kelsey Lutz on fiddle, Michael and 
Colleen Gavin — Mick Gavin’s son 
and daughter-in-law — on fiddle, ban­
jo, flute, and tin whistle, Terence and 
Siobhan McKinney on uilleann pipes 
and harp, and Lance Wagner on fid­
dle and piano.

“In keeping with tradition, we’ll 
have lots of songs and some come­
dy songs,” Gavin said. “We’ll have 
some songs that go back to the famine 
days and some songs in the Irish lan­
guage.”

Look for a few Christmas carols 
performed in the Irish tradition, too.
