Supporters of the use of Toni
Morrison’s book Beloved in
Plymouth-Canton’ advanced
placement literature curricu-
lum hailed Friday’s announce-
ment the review committee
considering its appropriate-
ness voted to leave the Pulitzer
Prize-winning book in the syl-
labus as a victory for academ-
ic quality.

The nine members of the
review committee cast their
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votes anonymously Thursday,
and the decision was announced
Friday afternoon. District offi-
cials would not say whether the
vote was unanimous.

In a statement released Fri-
day, district officials said the
Beloved committee consid-
ered the appropriateness of the
material for the age and matu-
rity level of students; the accu-
racy of the material; the objec-
tivity of the material; and the
necessity of using the material
in light of the curriculum.

Erin MacGregor, the district’s
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director of secondary educa-
tion, facilitated the committee.
“One of the common themes
| heard as the facilitator was
(committee members) felt the
parents had the right to opt
their own daughter out of the
discussion, but they didn’t feel
as though those parents had
the right to opt all the other
kids out of the consideration
of the book,” MacGregor said.
“Everyone read the book cover
to cover, and what | heard was
they felt the book was a tre-
mendous read for that level of
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student to engage in.
“They didnt feel that
resource was necessarily

appropriate for all students, but
for AP level students, it was a
great read,” MacGregor added.
The committee began the
review process for Beloved
with a Jan. 11 hearing at which
they heard from the complain-
ants, Canton parents Matt and
Barb Dame, and from teach-
ers Gretchen Miller and Bri-
an Read.

introduced Beloved into
the curriculum.

Dame brought the
complaint about Beloved
to the district’s atten-
tion Dec. 20, citing the
obscene nature of some
passages in the book
and asking that it be
removed from the cur-
riculum.

Dame had not yet
returned a call seeking
comment.

The Dames brought
the same complaints
forward about Graham
Swift’s 1983 book Water-
land, which Supt. Dr.
Jeremy Hughes immedi-
ately removed from the
curriculum. That book,
which still remains out
of the hands of students,
is slated to be reviewed
in the next few weeks by
a new committee.

MacGregor said Fri-
day the outcome of the
Beloved review will
have no bearing on what
happens with Waterland.

Students hailed the
decision Friday. Ben
Sonnega, a Salem High
School junior from
Plymouth, said the book
never should have been
considered for removal
in the first place.

“It’s absolutely the
right decision,” Sonnega
said. “It’s perfectly ideal
for college preparation.
The reasons they were
(considering) taking
away the book are shal-
low. It was selfish to (try
to) take the book away
because it takes away
from the rest of us.”

Salem junior Jes-
si Longe, who spoke at
a recent board meeting
in favor of keeping the
books, agreed the com-
mittee made the right
decision.

“She’s been good to all
the community, and we’ll
try to help her as much as
we can,” Elewa said.

“I think the teachers
did a really good job of
showing how the books
fit with their curric-
ulum. ... They made a
very good case for the
value of the books,” said
Golden, communications
director for the Canton
Public Library. “It is so
often used in the AP test
... if I had a kid in the
class, and they weren't
teaching that book, it
would almost seem neg-
ligent not to teach it.”

MacGregor said he
didnt think outside
pressure —such as the
national attention or the
letter from the ACLU
criticizing the decision
to take the book away
in the first place —was
a factor in the commit-
tee’s reasoning.

“No it did not,” Mac-
Gregor said. “The com-
mittee felt very comfort-
able with the process
being an anonymous pro-
cess. | don't think (any
outside influence) had
any effect at all. 1 was
just very impressed with
the committee members
and their ability to come
in objectively, and with
the expertise and back-
ground they broughtin.”

“If we
closed every school I've
heard rumors about clos-
ing, we’d be closing seven
elementaries, two middle
schools and a high school
already.”

Wills wasn't ready Tues-
day to make specific rec-
ommendations, largely
because transportation
costs hadn yet been fac-
tored in. Those figures,
along with CRESA?s spe-
cific options, are expect-
ed to be discussed at a
special board meeting
Thursday, Feb. 2,

Complicating matters
is the district’s decision
to move to all-day kinder-
garten beginning in Sep-
tember. The move was
forced by the state, which
will offer only half-fund-
ing for students in half-
day kindergarten pro-
grams (until now, dis-
tricts received the full
foundation allowance for
such students).

Several Plymouth-Can-
ton elementary schools
are already at or above
capacity for kindergarten
students, while others are
well below. Some parents,
such as Collins, are wor-
ried they’ll register their
children at one school in
March and find out later
the child will go to a dif-
ferent school.

Kindergarten enroll-
ment varies from the 112
students at Workman
down to just 45 students

at Fiegel. Overall, four of
the district’s 16 elementa-
ry schools are at 91-per-
cent capacity (Smith is

at 110 percent, Bird is at
107), while Dodson (66 per-
cent), Hulsing (57 percent)
and Fiegel (52 percent) are
below 60 percent.

“l have a kindergarten-
er and | have to register
him in two months,” Col-
lins said. “He’s comfort-
able (about Hoben). If he
has to move, | want time
to be able to talk to him
about it.”

Freeman said the dis-
trict is also concerned
about forcing any students
to change buildings this
year, and then force them
to change again when the
board makes its decision.

“No matter what, we
will have to do some
redistricting next year
because we’re going to
all-day kindergarten,”
Freeman said. “We just
dont have the space at
some of our buildings. We
want to minimize those
transitions.”

While everyone is con-
cerned about how redis-
tricting might work out
and which buildings will
close, at least one parent
agreed such moves —as
painful as they might be
—need to be made.

“We need to make the
changes,” said Jannelle
Merner of Canton. “We
can’t please everyone, but
we need to do our best. |
hope the board will take
everything into consider-
ation, and they move on it
and not drag their feet.

“There will be people
who are upset,” she add-
ed, “but we’re at a point
where we need to rip off
the bandage.”

Freeman said the district
will also be mindful of its
biggest task: maintaining
student achievement.

“Yes, this is about cost-
saving and right-sizing,”
Freeman said. “But it’s also
about offering the best edu-
cational programs.”

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state back on its feet,”
Snyder said of his first
year in office. “Thanks to
the leadership of our leg-
islative partners, we've
taken bold but thoughtful
action to do what’s right
for Michigan. We’re get-
ting it right and getting it
done. But this is no time
to let up.”

State Rep. Kurt Heise,
R-Plymouth Township,
called the speech a “busi-
nesslike, methodical
assessment.”

“It was very much like
a CEQ giving areport to
shareholders, but that
report is very positive,”
Heise said Thursday
morning.

'‘Outstanding ideas’

“He’s not a very effec-
tive public speaker. It
almost painful,” Plym-
outh Mayor Dan Dwyer
said.

But, “I’m all behind his
ideas,” Dwyer added. “I
think he’s got outstand-
ing ideas, and | think he’s
proven to be very effec-
tive.”

State Sen. Patrick Col-
beck, R-Canton Town-
ship, echoed the gover-
nor’ “relentless positive
action” mantra.

“l thought he was
upbeat, as reflected in
the progress we have
made during the last
year, and the stage has
been set for a very bright
future through relent-
less positive action,” Col-
beck said.

Colbeck said he was
encouraged by the drop
in unemployment, from
more than 11 percenta
year ago to about 9.3 per-
cent today, and about
what Snyder said was
halting a six-year net exo-
dus of residents.

“I’'m so excited about
the opportunity to keep
our kids and our grand-
kids in the state,” Colbeck
said.

“Michigan is definite-
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ly turning the corner eco-
nomically,” Heise said.

Heise, a former direc-
tor of the Wayne County
Department of Environ-
ment, said he was pleased
that Snyder said he’d
develop a vision for the
Great Lakes. Tourism, the
careful use of resources
and the economy are tied
together, he said.

“The environment, job
creation and the economy
are not mutually exclu-
sive,” he said.

Dwyer said he liked
Snyder’s 2012 goal of
greater government
accountability. “I think
that’ been a gigantic
weakness in state govern-
ment for a long time,” he
said.

Areas of concern

But he said he was con-
cerned about the possi-
bility the state’s person-
al property tax —atax on
business equipment and
industrial machinery —
will be scrapped without
an adequate replacement,
cutting into the reve-
nues of local communi-
ties. Plymouth gets about
$300,000 a year from the
tax, he said. Snyder men-
tioned abolishing the tax,
saying he’d work with
local officials to find a
replacement.

“We dont have that
much left but, still, every
penny counts,” Dwyer
said.

Heise said he’s wary of
Snyder’s pitch for a new
rapid bus system in the
Detroit area, saying he’d
rather see the two major
existing transit systems,
the Detroit Department
of Transportation and
the Suburban Maobility
Authority for Regional
Transportation, improved
and combined for great-
er efficiency than “anoth-
er layer of mass transit.”
Heise’ district includes
several communities,
including Plymouth and
Plymouth Township,
that are not part of the
SMART system.

warm but cautious recep-
tion from a local Demo-
crat, Mary Maguire, pres-
ident of the Plymouth
Democratic Club.

Bipartisanship
urged

“Overall, I think Gov-
ernor Snyder delivered
a positive message, and |
hope he can get the Legis-
lature to work in a bipar-
tisan fashion to enact
his initiatives,” Maguire
wrote in an e-mail Thurs-
day.

Maguire said she liked
Snyder’s push for leg-
islation that would
improve the state’s
roads and bridges, but
added she strongly sup-
ports a light rail sys-
tem rather than the rap-
id bus system the gover-
nor favors. “We need to
connect Detroit with the
surrounding suburbs,”
she said.

She also took issue with
Snyder’s defense of the
strengthened emergen-
cy financial manager law,
and the possibility of an
EFM for Detroit.

“This removes citizen
participation from local
government which is
at the core of democra-
cy,” she said. “I did not
hear an adequate expla-
nation for such a drastic
move.”

Heise, a supporter of
the new EFM law, said
the process is a good
one, with a committee
already at work studying
Detroit’s finances.

“Itis a good law, and
| would hate to see it
repealed,” Heise said.

Maguire also said she
looked forward to hear-
ing about Snyder’s '
pubic safety initiative,
in a speech planned for
March. “We need to have
safe cities to thrive and
grow,” she said.

Canton resident Dian-
na DeClerg’s life seemed
full of promise.

After raising her 23-
year-old son on her own,
she was able to buy her
very first home, a Can-
ton condominium, two
years ago. Then, for the
first time in 34 years, she
bought a new car, a 2010
Ford Focus.

She had hoped to work a
few more years as a hos-
pital patient account rep-
resentative and retire by
the time she reached 70.

Now, at 63, she fears
she will lose everything
after she was left par-
alyzed from the waist
down, prompting her
family and friends to
raise money for her.

DeClerq, a former Livo-
nia resident, worked
her last day June 13 and
walked into a hospital the
next day for surgery fora
thoraco-abdominal aneu-
rysm.

“l left in a wheelchair
10 weeks later,” she said.

DeClerg was left para-
plegic from complica-
tions during surgery.

“I've always been very
independent,” she said,
sitting in her condo. “It’
hard to ask for help. I've
always been the helper.”

Her sister, Darlene
McBroom, and McB-
room’s daughter-in-law,
Darcy McBroom, have
organized a benefit to
help DeClerg. It’ set for
2-4:30 p.m. Saturday, Feb.
4, at Merri-Bowl Lanes on
Five Mile east of Merri-
man in Livonia.

“Dianna is at risk of los-
ing everything she has
worked for,” Darcy McB-
room, a critical care
nurse and Livonia resi-
dent, said. “She’s definite-
ly in need.”

DeClerq hopes to keep
her home and car. She
needs to make the inside
of her condo handicap-
accessible and replace
an aluminum ramp to her
front door with a sturdier,
wood ramp.

She has medical bills
beyond what insurance
covers, and she would

like to hire a caregiver to
start rehabilitation in her
home, in hopes she might
someday walk again.

World Medical Relief
offers help close to home

Many local residents
probably wouldnt consid-
er World Medical Relief
as a place to obtain help
with prescriptions. But
that’s what Betty Hughes,
a Senior Alliance rep-
resentative who is also
a Medicaid and Medi-
care counselor, told those
in attendance at a spe-
cial seminar for the unin-
sured held Thursday at
the Maplewood Center.

“World Medical Relief
has been around for
many, many years,”
Hughes said.

The WMR, known for
its international assis-
tance, is ready to help
Michigan residents, too.
Recipients dont have to
be unemployed to receive
medical and prescription
assistance. Some employ-
ers dont provide medi-
cal insurance coverage
and part-time employers
often dont qualify.

WMR? state-licensed
pharmacy may be the
answer with prescrip-
tions at $8.30 each, and
“in most cases, your
medicine can be mailed
directly to your home,”
according to information
provided by Hughes and
found on the WMR web-
site.

Qualifications include
being older than age 18,
earning $24,000 or less
r year, if single, and

not currently enrolled
in Medicaid. They may
still qualify if they have
a discount prescription
card or are a senior on
Medicare Part D. Docu-
mentation of income is

required.

The WMR has other
services available, includ-
ing durable medical
equipment like hospital
beds, wheelchairs, show-
er chairs, walkers, canes
and commodes. They car-
ry basic medical, diabetic
and colostomy supplies,
liquid nutrition and incon-
tinent products.

Cheryl Stepanian,
senior coordinator at the
Maplewood Center, heard
good things about WMR.

“l had a woman in my
office yesterday who said
that they treated her won-
derfully,” Stepanian said.

Hughes said that Mich-
igan is not the worst in
the number of uninsured
people. It falls 17th on the
list, with 13.8 percent of
the total population unin-
sured.

Some people work
and are still uninsured
because they are not
offered health insur-
ance. In Wayne County,
one option for help is the
Wayne County Four Star
program, a health insur-
ance program. Students
can also purchase this
insurance.

“This is something that
is known as a best-kept
secret,” Hughes said.
“Insurance can be pur-
chased. You dont have to
be working.”

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Chefs cook up plans for remodel,

A 20th anniversary cel-
ebration and a dining
room remodel are on the
menu for 2012 for Chefs
Charles “Rocky” Rach-
witz and Steve Allen,
owners of three restau-
rants in Northville, Novi
and Livonia.

Rocky’s of Northville
will celebrate its 20th
anniversary in Novem-
ber, and Steve and
Rocky’ in Novi will get
“a whole dining room
face lift.”

The partners also own
Rocky’s Rotisserie in
Livonia.

Rachwitz hasnt decid-
ed yet how Rocky’ of
Northville will celebrate
its anniversary later this
year, but Allen is already
meeting with designers
at Steve and Rocky’s in
Novi.

“It needs a change,”
he said of the look of the
four-star restaurant that
draws 10,000 people a
month from all over the
Metro Detroit area.

“It’s been five years
since it was last remod-
eled.”

Allen said the restau-
rant will remain open
during the renovations,
all expected to be cos-
metic. The work is
expected to start in four
to six weeks.

Other than that, the two
chefs plan on continuing
to offer people quality
food at affordable prices.

Business is up

Despite the economy,
they said business has
been up significantly at
their restaurants the past
two years.

Growing even fast-
er is their catering busi-
ness. They have so many
catering requests —
from breakfast in bed for
two to parties for 600 —
they have to turn some
down.

The two became part-
ners when they opened
Steve and Rocky’s 14
years ago this month
after being formally
introduced by Chef Milos
Cihelka, Rachwitz’s per-
sonal hunting friend and
Allen’s mentor at the
Golden Mushroom in
Southfield.

Rachwitz already
owned Rocky’s in North-
ville. He previous-
ly worked for the C. A
Muer Restaurant Corp.
for 18 years guiding their
culinary departments
as corporate execu-
tive chef. Prior to Chuck
Muer’s untimely death in
a sailing accident, Muer
helped Rachwitz turn the
former Northville Char-
ley’s into Rachwitz’s own
restaurant.

Rachwitz wanted to
partner in another res-
taurant with a slightly
more upscale menu, and
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Allen wanted to own his
own place.

Cihelka, the first Cer-
tified Executive Chefin
the United States with 50
years of cooking experi-
ence in first- class hotels,
restaurants and private
clubs, thought Rachwitz’s
business plan and menu
savvy and Allen’s culi-
nary skills and taste abil-
ities would be a great
match.

Its been a recipe for
success ever since.

Four years ago, they
opened Rocky’s Rotis-
serie in Livonia, a coun-
ter service restaurant
with a Midwestern menu
formed by Rachwitz,
Allen and Dan Meier, the
former chef at Rocky’s of
Northville.

Key ingredients

Ronald J. Hoffman,
who handles their pub-
licity, said value, quali-
ty and staff longevity are
the ingredients to their
success.

“These guys are key on
keeping prices to the con-
sumer down,” he said.

Both Rachwitz and
Allen do their own butch-
ering, a savings of $4 to
$5 a pound that they pass
on to diners. They use the
trimmed off meat and
fat to make stock as a
base for soup and sauces.
“Nothing here gets wast-
ed,” Hoffman said.

Menus can be changed
daily to take advantage
of seasonal pricing on
fruit, vegetables, meat
and fish.

Allen, 48, of Fenton also
uses produce he grows
on his six-acre gentle-
man’s farm. Last year, he
harvested 3,000 pounds
of heirloom tomatoes. He
also uses turkeys he rais-
es for Thanksgiving.

Both Rachwitz and
Allen are award-winning
chefs.

Rachwitz is a member
of the American Culi-
nary Federation, and has
won such events as the
American Seafood Com-
petition, Best of Michi-
gan Meal, Taste of Plym-
outh, Taste of Northville,
and is a four-time winner
of the Novi Chili Compe-
tition.

He liked washing pots
because that meant he
could help work the broil-
er. One Saturday night
the broiler cook called
in sick, and Rachwitz
told the owner he’d do
both jobs.

The ambulatory care
facility will be 100,000
square feet, said town-
ship Supervisor Mark
Abbo, with potential
to expand an addition-
al 100,000 square feet.

Spahlinger said of the
Northville Township proj-
ect, which competed with
other capital needs. “It’s
not something we decid-
ed recently.”

The plan wasnt a
tough sell to the Board
of Regents, he said. The
U-M Board of Regents
approved the $39 mil-
lion project Jan. 19 dur-
ing its January meeting.
The expansion site is near
the U-M’s existing Livo-
nia Center for Special-
ty Care.

The U-M facility will
include 100,000 square
feet of clinical and diag-
nostic space for caring
for adults and children.

“The care provided by
the University of Michi-
gan Health System is con-
sistently ranked among
the nation’s best, and
with this project we have
the opportunity to bring
that care closer to home
for patients who live in
that part of Wayne Coun-
ty,” said Doug Strong,
chief executive officer
of the U-M Hospitals and
Health Centers, in a state-
ment.

“We strive to create the
ideal patient care expe-
rience and part of that
experience is conve-
nience,”-said Jeanne D.
Rizzo, executive direc-
tor of Ambulatory Care
Services for UMHS, in

a statement. “With this
expansion, we will be able
to provide additional ser-
vices, as well as UMHS
expertise and quality
care, in the Northville
area.”

Varied services

In addition to prima-
ry and specialty care,
the Health System’ new-
est center is expected
to offer a musculoskel-
etal program, designed
to care for bones, joints
and muscles; eye care for
adults and children; radi-
ology services such as
diagnostic imaging, bone
ultrasound and magnetic
resonance imaging; infu-
sion for cancer and non-
cancer treatment; and a
medical procedure unit.

“It’s a wonderful thing,”
said state Rep. Kurt
Heise, R-Plymouth, the
day after the announce-
ment. “It means more
jobs and more economic
development. It’s a great
location.”

Heise said its part of a
larger brownfield rede-
velopment for the psy-
chiatric hospital proper-
ty “which has been long
sought by the township.
It’s a great win.”

Northville Township
has received state funds
for that, Heise said, and
by such achievement can
leverage into additional
funding from the state.

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Cancel life insurance policy

Q Dear Rick: I'mina
situation where | need about
$20,000.1don’t have that
much money liquid, but | do
have a few different options
as to where | should get it
from. | hope you can help me
make the right decision.

percent interest rate. What
do you think is the best way
to come up with the $20,000?
| amsingle and have no
dependents.

A: Considering that
you are single and have
no dependents and after
reviewing your informa-
tion, I recommend taking
$20,000 from your whole-
life, life insurance pol-
icy. From the informa-
tion you've provided, it
appears that you have a
cash-surrender value of
approximately $25,000.
Since you do not need the
life insurance policy, it
would make sense to can-
cel it and use the cash-
surrender value for the
$20,000 that you need,

Ib me, this is the least
expensive option that

you have and the one that
makes the most economic
sense. In addition, you’ll
have the benefit of not
having to pay future life

insurance
premi-
ums. At
this point
intime in
your life,
you don’t
need life
insur-
ance, so
why pay
for it?

In
reviewing your other
options, if you decide for
some reason not to can-
cel your life insurance
policy, another option
would be to borrow from
your 401(k) plan. You
have sufficient assets
in your 401(k) and bor-
rowing the $20,000 from
your account should not
be a problem. Of course,
you need to confirm with
your employer wheth-
er you are allowed to bor-
row from your 401(k)
plan (most plans do allow)
and find out the interest
rate. Generally, the inter-
est rate on a 401(k) plan
is much lower than what
your friend is giving you
and certainly much low-
er than taking a cash
advance. Therefore, my
second option would be
to borrow against your
401(k) plan.

The last option | would
consider, and one |
would only use if there
was absolutely nothing
else available, would be
to take a cash advance
against your charge card.

way to borrow money.
Not only will you pay the
highest interest rate, but
in addition, the interest
is not tax-deductible. It
also never a good idea to
finance a purchase using
charge cards. My phi-
losophy is charge cards
should only be used as a
matter of convenience. In
a perfect world, which we
know this isnt, | would
tell people never to carry
a balance on their charge
card. | recognize this isnt
always possible. How-
ever, it is a goal that you
should be striving for.
Many people have life
insurance policies that
they no longer need. In
many of those situations,
I recommend cancelling
the policy. After all, why
pay for something you
dont need? The question
I generally tell people to
ask themselves is would
they buy the policy today.
If the answer is no, the
next question is why are
you keeping it? We should
all review life insurance
policies we have and if
we don't need them, the
next step should be to
ask, why we are keeping
them?

Take the
man who had a 20-year-
old refrigerator which
was in excellent condi-
tion but wouldn operate
and only made clicking
sounds when it tried to
come on. | told him that
he could have a bad com-
pressor which could cost
$600 to replace.

pressor and he could do it
himself, which is exactly
what he did. He wrote me
back to tell me | was dead
on and that the refrigera-
tor now runs just fine.

David writes: “We have
a Maytag washer about
20 years old that has giv-
en us excellent service
with very few repairs
required. Just lately the
washer is starting to
move around quite a bit.
The washer sits level on
the floor and we are only
washing for two people.
The adjustment screws
seem to be adjusted prop-
erly. Do you know what
might be causing this to
happen now?”

Here is an example of
a consumer who owns
one of the best washers
ever made. It’s 20 years
old and this well-made
product of years ago
has been known to last
for 54 years. The prob-
lem could be that the lock
nuts on the leveling legs
have worked loose after
all these years of vibra-
tion and simply need to
be readjusted and tight-
ened with a pair of chan-
nel locks. The rubber
feet on the legs similar
to casters under a chair
are all worn on the edges
and need to be replaced.
The very common occur-
rence of a wooden floor
weakening from years of
strain could be the prob-
lem. I suggested placing
a glass of water on the
clothes dryer and turn-
ing on the washer. This is
a good indicator of a floor
being the’source of the
problem. In David’ case,
it would be a shame to

send that old machine to
the scrap heap. Those old
Maytags would need new
belts and a new roller kit
for the motor carriage
assembly and easily last
another 20 years.

Mike and Cathy write:
“We have had an ongo-
ing issue with holes in
our soft cotton clothing,
particularly the under-
wear and lightweight cot-
ton T-shirts. They appear
as small holes and can
be larger at times. We
have looked at both the
washer and dryer try-
ing to find what may be
causing this and are a bit
stumped.”

This is a tricky ques-
tion to answer without
offending the woman of
the house, so I'll put it
into a statement of fact.
Some women wear bras-
sieres with built-in wire
supports. These wires
will wear through the
fabric and can snag other
clothes causing little or
large holes. It took years
as a service technician to
find this out.

The message to hom-
eowners in this column:
Don't be so quick to shop
for a new appliance when
the one you have may
last a lot longer. If you
have a question, contact
me. It doesn’t cost any-
thing. If it comes to get-
ting a service technician,
I can help you with that
as well. Stay tuned.

THE JOINT-KIDNEY CONNECTION

There are no kidney conditions that cause arthritis, but any
doctor treating a patient for a joint problem knows that the status of
the patient's kidneys determines what medications will be
appropriate for the joints.

The critical point is in the regulation of the blood supply within
the kidney. Kidney blood vessels are arranged in tufts and it is this
arrangement that allows the kidney to filter out excess salt and
water. In turn, chemicals within the kidneys, called cyclo-
oxygenases, regular the size of the blood vessels and determine
how well the body will regulate salt and water balance.

The joint-kidney connection comes up because the medicines so
often used to treat the pain of joint disease, such as ibuprofen,
naproxen, sulindac and etodolac, block the action of the
cyclooxygenases. The result is a decreased kidney blood supply;
that change can lead to renal failure.

The problem becomes worse in older people. A person in his
70’'s may have normal kidney function. Even so, kidney reserve at
the age or older can be small. Giving even a small dose of
ibuprofen or a similar drug may cause the kidneys to begin to fail.
Doctors do not lose sight of this possibility even in their hardiest
older patients, and so use caution in prescribing any of the
common anti-inflammatory drugs.

The other joint-kidney connection is that the kidney rids the body
of many anti-arthritis drugs. The best example is allopurinol, a
medication used to treat gout. If the patient with gout has kidney
insufficiency, then the doctor decreases the usual allopurinol dose.
A reduction in dose is necessary to account for increased and
prolonged presence of allopurinol that occurs when the drug is not

eliminated in the normal manner.
