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Township hopefuls pile
on current board at forum

Candidates for Plymouth Town-
ship offices were nearly united
Thbesday in painting the current
Board of Trustees as a discour-
teous, unresponsive legislative
body that makes decisions with-
out public input or public discus-
sion of the facts behind them.

Ataforum for candidates
for township trustee, clerk and
treasurer, six challengers — no

incumbents were present — and
one stand-in spoke to about 20
people, and complaints of rude
treatment by the board and what
some called a lack of informa-
tion about its decisions formed a
common theme.

The event, at the Plymouth Dis-
trict Library, was sponsored by
Plymouth Tbwnship Concerned
Citizens, a watchdog group.

“There’ no transparency,
there’s no communication ...
just a group doing their own

thing,” said Rita White,a Demo-
crat running for township trea-
surer. White, an attorney, has

no primary challenger and in
November will face the winner
of the August Republican pri-
mary — either Treasurer Ron
Edwards or challenger Edwin
Schulz.

'No respect’

“There’s no respect for our cit-
izens,” said Jennifer Mann, one
of 13Republican trustee candi-

dates. “Our board does not treat
the people as a priority.”

“Asyou’ve seen in meetings,
they pretty much do what they
want,” said Don Schnettler, a
Republican trustee candidate
who challenged Supervisor Rich-
ard Reaume in the 2008 race for
supervisor.

Many of the participants’com-
plaints centered on the board’s
recent decisions surrounding

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District inks
custodian

They have to take 17 furlough days. They
don’t have dental care, or vision protection.

But the 73 custodians who are members of
the Plymouth-Canton Custodial/M aintenance
Association have something they didn’t think
they’d have a couple of weeks ago.

After negotiating until the proverbial 11th
hour, the union and negotiators for the Plym-
outh-Canton Community Schools reached an
agreement on a new contract that will keep the
union’s members working for the district.

Union members ratified the deal Hiesday
afternoon; the district is expected to sign it ata
meeting July 9.

“We took a big hit,” said Kathy Ladenberger,
president of the custodians’local. “We’re part
of a family, and we weren’t willing to give that
up.”

Once the union ratified the deal, the Board of
Education Hiesday night voted to suspend any
talks with potential contractors for custodial
services. The district won’t pursue privatiza-
tion of the union.

Union concessions amounted to some $1 mil-
lion. According to Ladenberger, it’s the second
straight year the union has given that amount
in concessions.

Township officials say
HVA has increased its
presence in the township
since the PCFD layoffs
without such a contract;
Groth said Tuesday that
the service is not always
present in the commu-
nity.

Pensions blasted

Groth joined Chuck
Curmi, another Republi-
can trustee candidate and
a board member from
1992 to 2008, in criticiz-
ing the move away from
a defined contribution
retirement plan for police
officers and firefighters,
about seven years ago, to
a guaranteed pension sys-
tem. That, they said, is to
blame for legacy costs
that have hurt the town-
ship’s overall economic
picture.

“They voted to put in
place the most expen-
sive pension plan you
can imagine,” said Cur-
mi, who as a trustee voted
against the defined bene-
fit plans.

The township’s golf
course was another point
of criticism for several
candidates. The township
has made investments in
the course over the past
year, and has changed
the management struc-
ture there, in hopes of
making a profit. Officials
say those steps are start-
ing to pay off, but sev-

eral forum participants
suggested that’s not the
township’s business.

“We need to look at the
overall picture,” said
W hite. “We have a golf
course. Itis totally being
wasted.”

“It should be a turnkey”
operation, said Curmi.
“Letthe operator figure
out how to make a profit.”

Also present Tuesday
was Democratic trustee
candidate Joanne Lamar,
a former Plymouth-Can-
ton Community Schools
Board of Education mem -
ber, and Gary Schlack,
who was standing in for
Democratic trustee can-
didate Alanna Maguire.

Lamar touted her expe-
rience on the school
board, saying she was
always willing to lis-
ten to a variety ofview-
points and suggesting the
current township board
doesn’t do that.

Schlack said Maquire
has a master’s degree in
public policy, owns her
own business and has set
public safety, public trust
and economic develop-
ment as her township pri-
orities.

As the only two Demo-
crats in the trustee race,
both Maguire and Lamar
will move to the Novem -
ber general election.
Among Republicans, the
top four vote-getters in
the Tuesday, Aug. 7 pri-
mary, will also move on to
the general election.

Clerk Joe Bridgman
faces challenger Nancy
Conzelman in the Repub-
lican primary, but the
winner of that race will
not have a Democratic
opponent in the fall. Nei-
ther were there on Thes-
day.

Supervisor Reaume is
unopposed in seeking his
third term.

Officials respond
Reaume responded
W ednesday to criticisms
made at the forum, say-
ing officials make public
information readily avail-
able.
“They complain about
transparency, and it’s
like almost every docu-
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ment we can make pub-
lic is available on the
(township) website, and
if it’s not, it’s available
for viewing at the clerk’s
office,” Reaume said.
That includes expendi-
tures, budgets, salaries
and benefits and board
packets, he said.

Reaume acknowledged
discussions at board
meetings “might’ve been
a little heated,” but that
the board was confronted
by catcalls from the audi-
ence and speakers who
immediately adopted an
adversarial tone.

“My own position is I've
always tried to keep it
civil,” he said.

Said Trustee Bob Doro-
shewitz in an e-mail: “I
try to never be rude to
people that are respect-
ful when they approach
the board, even if | don’t
agree with them. I am
human too and some-
times get emotional-
ly worked up but I try to
not shoot back at some-
one that keeps things on a
professional level.”

But part of the problem,
Doroshewitz continued,
is that some board critics
dont accept the answers
they are given by the
board on some issues and
keep repeating the same
questions.

lacked candidates

There are 21 candidates for Plym-
outh Township offices on the ballot
in the Tuesday, Aug. 7, primary, but
only a third of them — and none of
the incumbents — were represent-
ed at a candidates forum Tuesday
evening.

The event at the Plymouth Dis-
trict Library was sponsored by the
Plymouth Township Concerned Cit-
izens, a watchdog group that has
been harshly critical of many on
the current Board of Trustees. But
that doesn’t mean the incumbents
wouldn’t have been welcome to par-
ticipate, said Carol Leroue, one of
the group’s founders.

“All the electeds are invited,” Ler-
oue said before the forum began
in a basement meeting room at the
library.

But no individual invita-
tions to any candidates, friend-
ly or unfriendly to her group, were
made, Leroue stressed.

The event was also a regular
meeting of the Concerned Citi-
zens — meetings are typically held
on a Tuesday evening near the end
of every month — and candidates
could have found out about it either
through word of mouth, a bulletin-
board feature on a local news web-
site, or by being on the Concerned
Citizens e-mail list, organizers said.

“We don’t know who’s going to
show up tonight,” Leroue said.

Republican trustee candidate Don
Schnettler agreed. He arrived a few
minutes late and said he thought he
was simply attending a Concerned
Citizens meeting when he was told
to take the dais with other candi-
dates.

“l wasn’t invited,” Schnettler said.

Also participating Tuesday were

Rita White and Joanne Lamar,
Democrats running, respective-
ly, for treasurer and trustee, Gary
Schlack, who was standing in for
Democratic trustee hopeful Alan-
na Maquire, and Republican trust-
ee candidates Jennifer Mann, San-
dy Groth, and Chuck Curmi, a past
board member.

Not present were the Republi-
can incumbents seeking re-election:
Supervisor Richard Reaume (who
has no opposition in his bid for a
third term), Clerk Joe Bridgman,
Treasurer Ron Edwards and Trust-
ees Kay Arnold, Mike Kelly and
Bob Doroshewitz. Also not present
were Republican trustee candidates
Jenai Stepp, Art Butler, Andrew
Justus, Christopher Hull and Mark
Christenson, plus Republican Nan-
cy Conzelman, who is challenging
Bridgman in the clerk’s race, and
Republican Edwin Schulz, who is
challenging Edwards for treasurer.

Reaume said even though the Con-
cerned Citizens group has been
dritical of him, he likely would’ve
gone had he been invited.

“If it was an actual discourse and
an actual panel discussion, proba-
bly,” Reaume said Wednesday. He
has been to every such forum to
which he’s been invited since he
began running for office, Reaume
said.

Doroshewitz, who is seeking a
third trustee term, had a different
take, suggesting he wouldn’t have
participated.

“l was not disappointed,” at not
being formally invited, he wrote
in an e-mail. “There is no point in
walking into a hostile crowd where
people are so against you that your
answers will be rejected regardless
of what you say.”

Fire forces seniors to evacuate

John Bourne, 82, was
asleep in his third-floor
residence when fire
erupted late Thesday
night in a second-sto-
ry unit of Waltonwood at
Carriage Park, forcing
the evacuation of some
85 residents and sending
four to hospitals from the
senior housing complex
southeast of Ford and
Canton Center roads.

“l was asleep and
the fire alarm went
off,” Bourne said ear-
ly Wednesday morning,
waiting his turn for a
shuttle bus that was tak-
ing seniors to other loca-
tions. “l got up to see
what was going on.”

Within moments, Can-
ton firefighters and
police arrived on the
scene of a second-floor
kitchen fire and ushered
seniors outside, where
they waited until shuttle
buses took them to plac-
es such as Summit on the
Park.

Canton Fire Battalion
Chief Ken Arble said a
9-1-1call came in about
11:40 p.m. Tuesday after a
fire started in a residence
on the north side of the
building.

“There was smoke visi-
ble on the first floor when
we got here,” Arble said.

Canton firefighters and
police got an estimated 85
seniors to safety as fire-
fighters made their way
to a burning residence to
douse a fire that started
inside a residence where
Arble said awoman lived

Fire Chief Tim Dunn
said four residents,
including the woman who
lived in the fire-damaged
unit, were taken to area
hospitals for smoke inha-
lation.

Firefighters, police
officers, Waltonwood
employees and Canton
Leisure Services employ-
ees remained on the
scene after the fire had
been extinguished to tend
to seniors and get them
into shuttle buses.

Laurie Aren, director
of family and commu-
nity ministries for The
Salvation Army Plym -
outh Corps, was at Sum-
mit on the Park where
she and others cared for
seniors and brought food
to them.

Some officials on the
scene indicated some
seniors might be taken
to Waltonwood at Cherry
Hill, another senior com-
plex in Canton. Relatives
picked up some seniors.

Larry DeKarske, 62,
said he was asleep when
the fire started. He said
he was sleeping soundly
after getting 12 shots ear-
lier in the day for what
he described as degener-
ative joint disease.

Most seniors appeared
calm as they waited out-
side a sister senior com-
plex across from Walton-
wood at Carriage Park, a
complex that provides an
array of senior services.

Arble said firefighters
made repeated sweeps
through the building
after the fire had been
doused to make sure all
seniors had gotten out
and to ensure there was
no longer a threat. The
investigation was con-
tinuing, but he said it
appeared the fire was
started accidentally
when a stove was left on.

Bourne, waiting for his
turn on a shuttle bus, said
he and other seniors were
handling the situation as
best they could.

“I'm doing fine,” he
said.

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Democrats battle in 11th congressional race

Much media attention
was focused recently on
the Republican side of
the ballot in the 11th con-
gressional race.

U.S. Rep. Thadde-
us McCotter of Livonia
and Kerry Bentivolio of
Milford turned in peti-
tions with signatures to
declare their candida-
cies. McCotter’ petitions
were found to have dupli-
cate signatures, a finding
that invalidated them. He
declared a write-in can-
didacy, then withdrew,
and announced he was
not seeking re-election.
Agroup of prominent
Detroit-area Republi-
cans threw their support
behind Nancy Cassis of
Novi, who is now a write-
in candidate.

On the Democrats’ side
of the ballot, two can-
didates, Dr. Syed Taj
of Canton and Bill Rob-
erts of Redford, are also
vying for their party’s
nomination.

Taj recently retired as
chief of medicine of Oak-
wood Hospital in Dear-
born, where he worked
more than 29 years as
a doctor. He still sees
patients in his private
practice.

Taj is ending a four-
year term on the Canton
Board of Trustees, decid-
ing not to seek re-elec-
tion to that board and
instead run for Congress.

Roberts has been sup-
porting Lyndon Larouche
since 2001, after having
been “completely dis-
gusted” with the choices
for president in 2000, and
“having also witnessed
firsthand the complete

political impotence of my
own generation.”

Endorsements,
loyalty

Taj has received
endorsements from the
11th District Democrats,
Oakland County Dem-
ocrats and every local
Democratic Club in the
district. Taj calls Roberts
an “imposter” running as
a Democrat who wants
to impeach President
Barack Obama, “Don’t
be fooled by fake Demo-
crats,” reads Taj’s cam-
paign literature.

Roberts responds that
Taj’s comments are “cult-
ish.”

“The idea that you have
to take a loyalty oath to a
president no matter what
happens and what hei-
nous crimes he commits,
it’s cultish,” Roberts said.
He added: “The idea that
you have to be an Obama
supporter to be a Demo-
crat is ridiculous.”

Roberts believes
Obama should be
impeached for what
Roberts called Obama’s
assassination of Samir
Khan and others who
were alleged to be con-
nected to Al Qaida and

for the National Defense
Authorization Act, which
allows the detention of
American citizens indef-
initely.

“You have a complete
suspension of due pro-
cess,” Roberts said.

Taj ran because he
wants changes in Con-
gress.

“Things aren't looking
so great in Congress,”
Taj said. “There’s com-
plete gridlock and noth-
ing is being done. Con-
gress needs profession-
als and not career politi-
cians.”

Roberts said he is run-
ning because he loves
this country. “We’re see-
ing it destroyed under
the last three presiden-
tial terms,” Roberts said.

Policies of Obama and
former President George
W. Bush and the bank
loans have “choked off
credit for private invest-
ments” and created con-
tinued joblessness.
“There’s been a collapse
of the physical economy
in this country,” Roberts
said.

Health care act

Taj supports the
Affordable Health Care
Act.

“The bill itself is a path
to provide health care
to everybody,” Taj said.
“People just dont realize
the good it provides.”

Taj points to insurance
coverage now provid-
ed for children, who are
attending school, out of
work or cannot get health
insurance, up to the age
of 26 under their parents’
policies.

Before, many Amer-
icans with pre-existing
conditions were locked
or priced out of the
health insurance mar-
ket, getting a bill for can-
cer treatments or trans-
plants, Taj said.

Insurers are now
required to cover a num-
ber of recommended pre-
ventive services, such
as cancer, diabetes and
blood pressure screen-
ings, without addition-
al cost sharing such as
copays or deductibles.

In January 2013, the law
provides new funding

to state Medicaid pro-
grams that choose to cov-
er preventive services
for patients at little or no
cost, so that more Ameri-
cans can receive preven-
tive care.

“They want people to
have annual physicals,”
Taj said.

Attorneys general from
several states are chal-
lenging the Affordable
Health Care Act. The
U.S. Supreme Court is
expected to rule on itin
late June.

Taj believes increased
employment can help
save Social Security.
“Social Security is not
in trouble,” Taj said.

“We have enough money
up through 2037.” With
more workers contrib-

uting to the system, the
money will continue to
grow to fund Social Secu-
rity and keep it solvent.

Glass-Steagall Act

Roberts supports the
reinstatement of the
original Glass-Steagall
Act of 1933. “The Federal
Reserve System is bank-
rupt, rotten all the way
through with the gam-
bling debts of the last 20
years; the attempt to pay
this debt is ruining peo-
ple’s lives. Glass-Stea-
gall must be adopted to
remove this debt from
the books of the U.S. gov-
ernment, ending the bail-
out of “too big to fail” by
separating investment,
insurance, and com-
mercial banking activi-
ties into wholly separate
institutions,” according
to Roberts’ website.

Taj points to his work
on the Canton board as
proof he can work with
Republicans. Trustees
reviewed a proposed 22-
percent water rate hike
or using money in a gen-
eral fund, reserved for
repairs and maintenance.
“We had money in our
water and sewer gener-
al fund,” Taj said. “We
looked at whether we go
with 22 percent or do we
help these people, some
who were losing their
jobs.”

The board looked at
various figures, but set-
tled on a compromise
amount of $1 million and
a smaller, more afford-
able hike, Taj said.

Roberts called
Larouche “a % y who
does not pull his punch- .
es.”

“He says what’s true
whether or not it’s polit-

ically pragmatic,” Rob-
erts said.

“If you have a connec-
tion to our Constitution,
you recognize and see a
sense of history, and you
recognize the dangers
of compromise of prin-
ciples,” Roberts said,
explaining his support of
Larouche.

Taj has a good working
relationship with the oth-
er six trustees, all Repub-
licans. Most of the time,
votes are 7-0, Taj said.

“(The hoard) could
have passed a bill, 6-1,
but that never happened.
We always have a discus-
sion,” Taj said.

Taj said 40 percent of
the new 11th District is
Gary Peters’old district,
in which Peters won in
2008 and 2010, former-
ly a Republican strong-
hold and Joe Knollen-
berg’ old district, Taj
points out.

Taj believes his experi-
ence in day-to-day deal-
ings with patients and
familiarity with health
policy issues can help the
district.

“Itis a very profes-
sional, well-educated
district,” Taj said. “It is
the most affluent dis-
trict in the state. It is also
a great chance for the
Democrats.”

Taj said his role as a
congressman is to help
everyone in the district,
regardless of party affili-
ation or support.

“If we can get more
money to fix our roads,
that will help every sin-
gle person who uses
those roads,” Taj said.

Investment
risks, diversify

ast week, the Federal
I Reserve concluded a
0-day meeting and
one ofthe results was the
statement that interest
rates are
going to
remain
low until
at least
2014.
What that
means is
that U.S.
treasur-
ies, cer-
tificates
of deposit
$CDs and
ixed annuities similarly
are going to have low rates
of return for a period of
time.

Ever since the finan-
cial crisis arrived, inter-
est rates have been kept
artificially low. The theo-
ry being is that low inter-
est rates will help spur
growth in the economy.
And although that may
be true, it is important to
realize that it comes with
a cost.

One group of people
that are paying for the
financial crisis is senior
who typically will invest
in CDs, U.S. treasuries
and annuities for income
purposes. Seniors have
found that their income
has been slashed over the
last few years. The Fed-
eral Reserve’srecent
comment certainly
doesn't give hope to those
individuals who need
income. The question is
what are seniors to do?

In the search for
income, some seniors
have made some very
expensive mistakes. In
order to receive higher
income, investors have
sought out higher yield-
ing investments. Unfor-
tunately, with high-
er yielding investments
come greater risks. Some
senior have invested in
foreign CDs thinking
that they were as safe as
federally insured CDs.
Unfortunately, they found
that they were not. Other
seniors have invested in
low-rated bonds —junk
bonds —thinking they
were safe but they were
not. The problem is that
peogle are so desperate to
get higher rates of return
on their money they’re
ignoring the risks that
are associated with these
types of investments.

Another strategy that
some seniors are imple-
menting is turning to div-
idend-paying stocks as,
once again, a way to pro-
duce higher income. Div-
idend-paying stocks are
a good investment and

they make sense for an
income investor, how-
ever, it should only be
one piece of the puzzle.
Just like growth inves-
tors need to be diversi-
fied, the same thing with
income investors. Income
investors cannot afford
to put all their money in
stocks because they’re
assuming too great ofa
risk. Income investors
need fixed-income invest-
ments like high grade
corporate and govern-
ment bonds. Even though
the yield is low on these
investments, there is a
different risk associated
with them vs. dividend-
paying stocks.

One of the reasons
I’m constantly remind-
ing people to keep their
costs under control is so
they don run into the
trap where they feel des-
perate to produce higher
returns. When that hap-
pens they get involved in
low quality and question-
able investments. There
have been lots of sto-
ries recently of seniors
who have taken substan-
tial losses in their quest
to receive higher yields.
Dont fall for the slick
sales talk; use common
sense. If someone tells
you you're going to get 7
or 8 percent without talk-
ing to you about the sub-
stantial increase in risk,
you know you’re dealing
with the wrong person.

I would love to tell
you of an investment
that would substantial-
ly increase your yield
without correspondingly
increasing your risk but
I cant. The reality is that
low rates of return are
going to be with us for
at least another year and
a half to two years. The
bottom line in these chal-
lenging economic times
you cannot afford to
abandon common sense.
With one-year CD rates
below 1percent and a 10-
year U.S. treasury paying
approximately 1.6 per-
cent, you cannot get sub-
stantially higher returns
without increasing your
risk.

That doesnt mean that
you cant have a portion
of your portfolio in items
such as high-yield bonds
or emerging market debt,
what it means is that you
can't have the ma jOI’It?/
of your income portfolio
in high-risk investments.

And it’s easy to forget, because the
brave sacrifices of our military men and
women today come in faraway lands like
Afghanistan and lraq, that the very first
sacrifices on the road to life, liberty and
the pursuit of happiness came right here
on home soil.

Some 25,000 Americans perished, and
another 25,000 were injured as the colo-
nies fought — and died — for the right to
determine their own destiny as a country,
one of the truths leaders of the Second
Continental Congress decided were self-
evident.

Though it holds no legal authority, The
Declaration of Independence, as Jefferson
wrote in a letter years after penning it,
was “intended to be an expression of the
American mind, and to give to that expres-
sion the proper tone and spirit called for
by the occasion.”

Thus, Thomas Jefferson and the rest of
the Founding Fathers laid the foundation
for what has stood — for 236 years and
counting — as the bedrock principle of our
nation. Fifty-six men, representing colo-
nies from north and south, signed it, each
of them risking death as revolutionaries.

The leaders of the revolution — Hancock
and Franklin, Washington and Jefferson
— are household names. But let’s not for-
get the 50,000 dead and wounded, whose
names we’ve never known and never will.
It was their deeds, and their sacrifices,
that became synonymous with freedom.

As you line the streets for local parades,
celebrate with fireworks, and grill burg-
ers and hot dogs for the holiday picnic,
remember them and honor their accom-
plishment.

The truth of their sacrifice, and the
magnitude of its meaning, should be self-
evident.

A new state law removes the ban on most
fireworks that shoot into the air so pyrotech-
nic-lovers no longer need to smuggle Roman
candles, bottle rockets, sky lanterns or any-
thing else from neighboring states. We urge
consumers to use caution.

The wider variety of fireworks for sale in
Michigan is expected to translate into $8-$10
million annually for the state, according to
state Rep. Harold Haugh, D-Roseville, one of
the bill’s sponsors. Under the law, fireworks
cannot be sold to anyone younger than 18. The
law also prohibits using fireworks while under
the influences of alcohol or drugs. Consumer-
grade fireworks may not be used on public,
school or private property of another person
unless permission is obtained to use fireworks
at that location.

According to the U.S. Consumer Product
Safety Commission, three Americans died
and 8,600 were taken to the hospital with inju-
ries as a result of fireworks in 2010. Children
younger than 15 accounted for 40 percent of
those injuries.

The Michigan Department of Community
Health said there were three fireworks-related
fatalities in the state in 2006-10, one in 2006
and two in 2007. Read and practice these tips
courtesy of the state fire marshal.

» Always have an adult supervise fireworks
activities, including sparklers

* Light fireworks one at a time

* Keep a bucket of water or hose on hand

» Never stand over a fireworks device when
lighting the fuse

» Never re-light “dud” fireworks that have
not fully functioned

* Never point or throw fireworks at other
people

* Only use fireworks on designated days

Letters drag race back to ‘politics as usual’

e had hoped (naively, we
admit) for a calm, issue-
oriented political season.

Apparently, very few in Plymouth
Township got the memo.

The first indication it wasnt going
to be peaceful came before the cam-
paign even officially started, when a
rumor was floated that Kay Arnold,

the township’ lon-
gest serving trust-
ee, was simply run-
ning to get elected,
then resign sothe
board could appoint
Carl Berry inher
place.

That smelled
fishy from the
start. Frankly, | was
surprised when

Arnold, first elected in 1992, decided
to run again. But when she said she
was running again, and was in it for
the long haul, there was no reasonto
doubt her. Not that Arnold isnt capa-
ble of a good political ploy, but she’s
generally said what shes meant and
meant what she’ said.

The laughable part was Berry’s
inclusion. The former—and first—
police chief for the township, Berry
chuckled justasmuchaslid when
he heard the rumor. Firstofall, he’s
busy with his security work Second-
ly, he’s too involved with regional
politics to be tied down to one board.

And there were also the barbs
being tossed toward some of the
13Republican candidates for the

four trustee positions. The ideawas
spread that some ofthem were
Democrats cloaked in Republican
garb, running outside their true par-
ty to gain a seat on the board.

It not like that hasnt happened
before. It pretty tough to get elect-
ed in Plymouth Thwnship ifyou're a
Democrat. In fact, it’s hard enough
that, inthe three elections I ve cov-
ered inthis town, there hasntbeen
asingle Democrat (that I recall) on
the ballot (I'm sure someone will
pointitout if I'm wrong).

But the most surprising develop-
ment—and perhaps biggest polit-
ical faux pas—came when Plym-
outh Thwnship Supervisor Richard
Reaume sent outa letter supporting
Nancy Conzelman, whom he helped
recruit to run against incumbent
clerk Joe Bridgman.

Reaume’ letter, mailed to some
3,000 likely voters, takes issue with
Bridgman over the fire department
issue and Bridgman’s decision not
to give back part of his pay. He also
accused Bridgman of, among oth-
er things, missing more Board of
Trustee meetings than the others.

Naturally, Bridgman felt com-
pelledto fire offa letter of his own,
defending his positions and laying
out the case for his re-election.

Reaume brushed off the politi-
cal aspects of the ploy. Bridgman
said Reaume’s endorsement of Con-
zelman didn surprise him, but the
accusatory nature of the piece was
unexpected. | agree with him.

Aside from the fact Conzelman
is certainly capable of fighting her
own battles, Reaume is general-
ly more politically savvy than that.
Issuing an attack piece (my words,
not his) could backfire ina town that
dislikes attack-style politics. Two
opposing groups tried late-cam-
paignattack ads against Thwnship
Treasurer Ron Edwards in 2000and
2004, and he won easily both times.
In neighboring Northville Thwnship,
negative campaign attacks against
Beth Stewart inthe state rep prima-
ry afew years agoby Supervisor
Mark Abbo didnt win himany fans;
he lost the general election to Demo-
crat Mark Corriveau.

Aside from the distastefully neg-
ative nature ofit, the timing was
wrong. Aletter like that nearly two
months before the primary isnt like-
ly to sway many. It likely wont have
much effect at all, unless the neg-
ativity turns some people off. The
political relationship between Reau-
me and Bridgman is already known
among supporters of both men, and
neither Reaume’ letter nor Bridg-
man’ response is likely to change
anyone’s mind. Most people will
shnig it off, and rightly so, as “poli-
tics as usual.”

That’ the sad part. They shouldnt
have to.

They helped me realize
everything is a process
and some times you’re
going to be down.

The singer-songwriter and Detroit
native is a crowd favorite at the Canton
Color Tbur Jazz Series, the summer music
program that turns retail parking lots
into performance spaces every July and
August.

Three years ago the orga-
nizations took on the task together.

Q: I have a situation where we had *
valet parking services for some of i
our residents, but then we decided
to cut out the service. One of our
residents, who is an African American ,
over the age of 40, is threateningto >
sue the association alleging that the
new parking system violates the Fair
Housing Act by discriminating against
him on the basis of race and age.

What do you think we should do?

A 1t is unlawful to
discriminate against any r
buyer or renter because of
race, age or disability as it \
violates to the Federal Fair
Housing Act, among other 1
statutes. It is also unlawful i
to refuse to make reasonable

accpr_nmodatiqns in rules,_ i
policies, practices or services T
when such

accommodation 2
is necessary for
a person with |
a disabilityto "
have an equal 0
opportunity .
to enjoy a »
dwelling.
When, however,
the parking
or other
regulations
apply equally to all residents,
the decision to rescind valet
parking services affects
African American residents
exactly the same way in
which it affects Caucasian
residents, it is proper, and
a federal court recently
made such a ruling. Nor
would depriving residents
of valet parking lead to
segregated housing or
place a burden on African
Americans seeking fair
housing. However, some
sort of accommodation
may have to be made if the »
person is disabled, but you
should check with your
community association
attorney with respect to
that matter. A

Q: Does the board have a right
to reject the resignation of a board
member?

A: 1 do not think that
for the resignation to be
effective it is dependent
upon the board accepting
it unless there is such a
provision in the bylaws.
Once the director resigns, >
it is effective at the time
of the resignation, if it is
done in accordance with
the requirements of the
association bylaws to the
extent that there is any
procedure for same. Of
course this depends on the
specific state statute and
governing documents. For
example, Robert’s Rules
of Order Newly Revised
11th Edition requires
acceptance of someone
asking to be excused from
a duty or position. In fact,
there is language that the
duties of the office must
not be abandoned until
the resignation has been
accepted and becomes
effective. However, most
new nonprofit statutes
provide that a resignation
Is effective upon
communication to the board
president or other officers.
It is the communication of
resignation that fulfills the
requirement. Again, you
should discuss this matter
with your legal counsel.
