Anyone who wonders whether young 
people these days understand or rec­
ognize the sacrifices made by U .S . vet­
erans would have their answer had 
they been in the gym Friday at Pioneer 
Middle School.

Bond refinance 
saves township 
interest costs

Plymouth Township is 
in the position for long­
term tax savings with 
the refinancing of about 
$13 million in bonds and 
the recent awarding of 
a A A  bond rating by the 
Standard & Poor’s rating 
agency.

The township closed on 
a deal Nov. 1 to refinance 
the 20-year bonds sold 
about 10 years ago to pay 
for Western Townships 
Utilities Authority infra­
structure work. W T U A , 
whose members are Can­
ton, Plymouth and North­
ville townships, provides 
sanitary sewage service 
and water treatment ser­
vice to parts of the town­
ship.

The bonds, originally 
$52 million for the three 
communities, recently 
became eligible for refi­
nancing, township Trea­
surer Ron Edwards said.

The bonds were refi­
nanced at an interest rate 
of 2.02 percent, which 
includes refinancing costs. 
That’s down from a rate 
of more than 4 percent, 
Edwards said, and the 
interest savings will total 
about $1.8 million over 10

years, or $180,000 a year.
“That’s a significant 

savings to the commu­
nity,” he said. Northville 
and Canton townships 
also refinanced their por­
tions of the W T U A  bonds, 
Edwards said.

Township officials, he 
added, are also planning 
to refinance the remain­
ing debt, about $4.7 mil­
lion, for the bonds issued 
to pay for the new town­
ship hall.

The township can also 
find savings on oth­
er refinancing with the 
help of its high bond rat­
ing, Edwards said. The 
S&P A A  rating, one of the 
highest of any communi­
ty in the state, was issued 
earlier this month.

S&P wrote that the 
township has a “stable 
outlook,” and continued: 
“ Given the recent stabili­
zation in tax base values, 
and management’s dem­
onstrated ability to adjust 
the budget in response 
to adverse revenue con­
ditions, which we expect 
to continue, we do not 
expect to change the rat­
ing within the two-year 
outlook horizon.”

“We like helping the 
veterans out and appre­
ciate everything they’ve 
done for us,” said Mary 
Felix of Northville Town­
ship, whose husband 
John, a new Elks member, 
also volunteered.

“ I love my country,” 

said Vivian Beigun, an 
Elks member from Plym ­
outh Township.

a Vietnam veteran who is 
fighting emphysema and 
uses a wheelchair and an 
oxygen tank. It was Guar- 
nier’s second trip to the 
Elks for the steak lunch.

Guarnier, who has been 
at the Community Living 
Center at the Detroit V A  
hospital for about a year, 
grew up in Warren and 
was drafted into the U.S. 
A rm y in 1966. He spent a 
year in Vietnam as a cook 
in a field hospital near Qui 
Nhon, a coastal city, cook­
ing for patients, hospital 
staff and prisoners of war 
held in nearby camps.

“It was a relatively safe 
zone, more or less,” he 
said, although he recalls 
serving Viet Cong prison­
ers as “kind of scary.”

Guarnier occasional­
ly had to pick up a rifle 
when there was near­
by enemy fire. He was 
in country during the Tet 
Offensive, in early 1968,

and remembers an iron­
ic juxtaposition: As he 
watched and listened to 
a miles-distant battle, 
including fire from U.S. 
helicopters, the World 
War II drama C o m b a t!

was playing on a televi­
sion that had been left on 
in the quarters.

to Warren in late 1968,

worked briefly in an auto 
factory, then worked at 
Nor-Cote Heat Treat, a 
metal-treating plant in 
Warren, for 31 years, 
until emphysema made 
working too difficult.

Canton taxpayers a re  expect­
ed to face a new 1-percent 
adm inistrative fee on their 
D ecem ber tax bills as town­
ship officials move to recoup 
the lion’s share of costs arising 
from  certa in  property  assess­
m ent expenses.

The tax  fee is projected  to 
cost a typical residential tax­
payer about $25 a  year, but offi­
cials say m any hom eowners 
a ren ’t expected to notice the 
increase because of an average 
1.9 percent drop on the latest 
taxable values fo r residential 
properties.

Canton has never imposed the 
state-authorized fee, already 
tacked onto tax  bills by 38 of

43 Wayne County communi­
ties including the Plymouths, 
Northville, Westland, Van 
B uren Township and Belleville, 
among others.

“We consider ourselves very 
good stew ards of the people’s 
money, bu t we’ve got to pay for 
governm ental services,” Super­
visor Phil LaJoy said.

C o s t  c o v e r
The tax  fee, facing a vote 

H iesday night by the Canton 
Township Board of Trustees, 
would generate $1.1 million a 
year and cover 85 percent of 
Canton’s cost fo r collecting and 
distributing property  tax  lev­
ies along with the review  and 
appeals process for taxable val­
ues.

The move comes as Canton’s

property  tax  revenues have 
plunged 26 percent since 2008, 
declining from  $10.3 million 
to $7.6 million. That m arks a 
cum ulative loss of $2.7 m illion.

Moreover, Finance D irector 
Wendy Trumbull said Canton’s 
general fund balance is project­
ed at just over $3 million for the 
end of 2012, down sharply from  
$5.5 million one year earlier.

Township officials already 
have adopted cost-cutting m ea­
sures and, ju st two years ago, 
imposed a 1.75-mill public safe­
ty  tax to avert a th reatened  $14 
million deficit for police and 
fire services.

T reasurer M elissa M cLaugh­
lin said she plans to support the 
1-percent adm inistrative tax 
fee. She said M ichigan m unici­
palities pay assessm ent-related

costs even though other taxing 
jurisdictions, such as schools, 
the Wayne County Jail and the 
D etroit Zoo, benefit from  the 
tax  levies.

P a r a d ig m  s h i f t
“They benefit from  all of the 

work that the local m unicipali­
ty  has to pay for, but they don’t 
pay anything fo r it,” M cLaugh­
lin said. “We’ve been very  
blessed for so long financial­
ly, and these a re  costs we ju st 
haven’t had to share with our 
com m unity because we’ve 
been able to absorb these costs 
through developm ent and a 
growing of the tax  base. Now, 
the paradigm  has shifted, and 
we can’t  absorb those costs 
anym ore.

“This is a tool in the tool box

that we have chosen not to use, 
and now it’s tim e to use it,” she 
said. “I intend to support it.”

Taxpayers should quickly be 
able to figure the ir added costs. 
Trumbull said a home with a 
$2,000 tax bill would pay $20; a 
residence with a $4,000 tax bill 
would pay $40.

With the latest average tax­
able values declining 1.9 per­
cent, “residential bills theoret­
ically shouldn’t  be increasing” 
despite the new fee.

LaJoy cited a sta te  law that 
says m unicipalities “shall” col­
lect the adm inistrative tax 
fee of up to 1 percent to cover 
assessm ent-related  costs. How­
ever, Canton has chosen until 
now not to im pose it.

One victim’s parents don’t want driver in jail

The paren ts of Dani­
elle Beavers, one of two 
teens killed in a two-car 
crash  in Canton, said Fri­
day they oppose jail tim e 
for the d river accused of 
causing th e ir 19-year-old 
daughter’s death when 
he ignored a flashing 
red  light while driving 
south on Canton C enter at 
M ichigan Avenue.

T heresa and Jam es 
B eavers of Belleville said 
they would have gone 
to 35th D istrict Court to 
support the driver, 24- 
year-old Rufus Thomas 
Brandon II of W hitaker, 
when he pleaded no con­
test Oct. 22 to one of two 
counts of a moving vio­
lation causing a death.
But they said they didn’t 
know of his court appear­
ance until they read  an 
online report from  the 
Canton Observer.

all,” Danielle’s mother, 
T heresa B eavers, said.

She and Danielle’s 

fa ther have a sharply dif­
feren t opinion than the

fam ily of 18-year-old 
Brooke Kennedy, who has 
asked for jail tim e when 
Brandon is sentenced 
Nov. 26 by 35th Dis­
tr ic t Judge Ronald Lowe. 
Brandon could face pen­
alties ranging from  pro­
bation to one year in jail: 

T heresa B eavers said 
she has m istakenly run  
the sam e flashing red  
light tha t police say B ran­

don ignored shortly a fte r 
2 a.m. Ju ly  24, resulting 
in his Chevrolet Cavalier 
being hit on the passen­
ger side by a M onte Carlo 
driven east on M ichigan 
Avenue by a 21-year-old 
W estland man. She called 
the intersection danger­
ous.

“It’s like putting a 
crossroad on an inter­
state,” T heresa B eavers 
said. “Rufus m ade a te r­
rible m istake, but he has 
to live w ith that for the 
rest of his life knowing he 
went through that light 
and two lives w ere lost. 
We loved our little girl 
so much. This is killing 
our whole family, but we 
don’t  want to see Rufus 
crucified fo r it. H e was 
her friend. She would not 
want to see this happen 
to him .”

Beavers, Kennedy and 
Brandon had left a gath­
ering at the nearby Ruby 
Thesday, w here they all 
worked. Police have said

alcohol was not a fac­
to r in the crash. Danielle 
B eavers was the young­
est of th ree  girls of The­
resa and Jam es Beavers.

N o  ja i l
Jam es B eavers said 

Brandon was doing his 
daughter — the young­
est of the B eavers’s three 
daughters — a favor by 
driving h er home.

“I’ve heard  h er talk 
about him  being a nice 
guy. I don’t think he 
should have to go to ja il,” 
Jam es B eavers said. 
“M aybe he should get a 
suspended license, som e­
thing th a t’s going to make 
him be a little m ore cau­
tious.”

However, Kenne­
dy’s fam ily has said he 
deserves jail time. On 
the day of Brandon’s no­
contest plea in October, 
D enice Gabany, Ken­
nedy’s m aternal grand­
mother, said she strong­
ly opposes probation for

Brandon.
“How can it be that two 

girls who w ere ju st s ta rt­
ing the ir lives died — 
and the ir lives a re  only 
w orth probation?” she 
asked. “W here is the jus­
tice behind that? It ju st 
doesn’t m ake sense.”

Jam es B eavers said 
Brandon’s m istake 
shouldn’t strip  him  of a 
chance at redeem ing him ­
self and leading a produc­
tive life. Judge Lowe has 
said he faces a difficult 
decision in sentencing 
Brandon. Both fam ilies 
are  expected to appear in 
court for Brandon’s sen­
tencing.

“He didn’t  do this inten­
tionally,” T heresa Bea­
vers said. “We all make 
m istakes. If  we want for­
giveness for the things 
we’ve done, we should 
have forgiveness in our 
hearts, too.”

What surprised me was 
how different the bids were. 
The online company was by 
far the least expensive and 
I also think it was the best.
My current agent told me 
that I should be leery about 
using an online insurance 
company. Do you think online 
insurance companies are OK 
to do business with and do 
you think if there was a claim 
I would have any difficulty

collecting?
I have 
never had 
a claim on 
any of my 
insurance 
policies and 
the only 
time I talk 
to my agent 
is when 
the policy 
comes due.

A: Congratulations. It is 
g reat that you are  shop­
ping your hom eowner 
and auto insurance poli­
cies around. I wish m ore 
people would receive 
com petitive bids. I think 
they could lower the cost 
of the ir insurance and in 
many cases actually have 
a b e tte r policy. T here­
fore, it’s a win-win situ­
ation.

I have no problem

dealing with an online 
insurance company. I 
have done independent 
research  on this top­
ic and have found noth­
ing that shows tha t peo­
ple have any m ore diffi­
culties dealing with an 
online insurance com pa­
ny vs. the traditional type 
of com pany w here an 
agent is involved. As fa r 
as I ’m concerned, if it is a 
reputable insurance com ­
pany, you should have no 
problem.

M any people in the 
insurance industry who 
don’t  like online com pa­
nies will tell you if  you 
have a claim, it’s very  
difficult to collect. They 
point out that when you 
have a relationship with 
an agent, the agent will 
go to bat for you in deal­
ing with the company.

It 
is the insurance company 
who pays him. Because 
of that, the reality  is the 
agent will be loyal to the 
company, not necessarily 
the policy holder.

In addition, a  sad tru th  
about many salespeople in 
the insurance industry is 
that they do not assist you 
when you have a claim.

W henever you buy any 
type of insurance w heth­
e r  it’s through an agent or 
online, you should always 
check the discounts avail­
able. You m ay be sur­
prised  at how m uch you 
can save.

In fact, whenever you 
get a renewal for your 
insurance, it’s a good idea 
to check what discounts 
you qualify for. As I ’ve 
always said, the money 
you save looks better in 
your pocket than it does 
anyw here else. Good luck!

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Vet opens up for all who served in ‘forgotten war’

Veteran Bill (Leon) Wil­
liams didn’t talk much 
about his experiences in 
K orea — until recently.

The 85-year-old Livonia 
resident was interview ed 
for a new book titled Por­
traits o f Service featuring 
70 veterans from  several 
conflicts.

“At firs t I didn’t want to 
do it,” he said. But his six 
granddaughters talked 
him into it. Now, he’s glad 
they did.

“I just feel I’m rep re ­
senting o ther guys. I t’s 
not ju st Bill Williams,” 
he said. “I’m  rep resen t­
ing o ther guys that they 
couldn’t talk to.”

K orea is called the for­
gotten w ar — perhaps 
because it was so much 
sm aller and fought so 
much fa rth e r away than 
World War II, its p rede­
cessor, Williams said.

Still, the sacrifices sol­
diers made in Korea were 
similar to those made by 
soldiers before then and 
after. “They gave up as 
much then as today,” Wil­
liams said. “It wasn’t easy 
and we had to leave home.” 

Williams was d ra ft­
ed into the Arm y in Sep­
tem ber 1950 at age 23. He 
had tried  to enlist dur­
ing World War II, but was 
tu rned  down because he 
had in jured  his knees 
playing football.

He was sent to Fort

Custer and placed in a 
National Guard M P Unit 
that had originally been 
part of the Presidential 
Honor Guard in Washing­
ton, D.C. Even though it 
m eant additional responsi­
bilities, he thought it was 
an honor being an MP.

He was sent to Korea 
with 5,000 other m en on 
a  ship designed for 3,000. 
The trip  took about 20 
days. They went through 
a typhoon, ran  out of 
water, and had very  lit­
tle food.

When he re tu rned  home 
th ree  years later, he talk­
ed to no one about his 
experiences. “It was p art 
of healing, to not talk 
about it, to try  to keep it 
out of m y mind,” he said.

He m arried  Nancie, 
his wife of 59 years, 
had three children and 
worked as a financial 
adviser, som ething he 
still does 30 hours a week 
with his son, Bill Williams 
Jr., at Oppenheim er & Co. 
Inc. in Plymouth.

Over tim e, he was

able to put the w orst of 
the m em ories out of his 
mind, and he won’t bring 
them  back.

“It took a little while, 
but I did and it was the 
righ t thing to do,” he said.

In June of 2004, he 
w ent to see the K orean 
War Veterans M em ori­
al in Washington, D.C. He 
didn’t want any fam ily 
m em bers to accom pany 
him  because he knew he 
would cry. And he did.

“One of those faces, 
you’d sw ear it’s m e,” he 
said of the stainless-steel 
statues of servicem en 
in the m em orial cross­
ing difficult te rra in  lad­
en with backpacks, heavy 
boots, rifles, radios, hel­
m ets and ponchos.

The statues — designed 
not to resem ble any one 
person but to rep resen t 
the wide variety  of people 
who served — rem inded 
Williams of his fellow ser­
vicemen.

He was so moved that

when he returned, he 
located two men he had 
tra ined  with at Fort 
Custer, Paul Um fleet 
of Livonia and H arvey 
Sparks of Belton, Mo. The 
men had spent several 
m onths sleeping on bunks 
next to each o ther and 
playing football whenev­
e r  they could. He hadn’t 
seen or spoken with them  
since the war.

Now, they keep in 
touch, talking every  Vet­
erans Day, rem iniscing 
about playing football 
and sharing news of each 
o ther’s families.

“It was hard being in the 
service, but I would have 
not missed it for the fine 
people I met,” Williams 
said. “Everybody was 
class people, just good 
people to work with and 
live with and, unfortunate­
ly, fight the w ar with.”

The book Williams is 
featu red  in, published in 
June, was w ritten  by Can­
ton Township author Rob 
M iller in collaboration 
with Andrew Wakeford, 
an English photographer.

M iller is a client and 
friend  of the Williams.
He said they interview ed 
400-some veterans from  
around the world and 
picked the m ost in terest­
ing stories to include.

The book tells of Wil­
liam s’ experience a rriv ­
ing in Korea. The first 
person he m et at the bot­
tom  of the gangplank was 
a guy from  his own stree t 
in Detroit, Vic Banonis. 
He had played football 
with Banonis.

The next thing he 
noticed was how poor

dirty  everything was.

K orea was a stressful 
place to be, Williams said, 
fa r  away from  fam ily and 
friends.

Many soldiers received 
Dear John letters. One of 
them  was Williams’ com­
pany commander, a cap­
tain. He had spent all day 
driving around in a Jeep 
with him, and they had 
returned for the evening to 
their rooms, located next- 
door to each other. Sudden­
ly, Williams heard a gun­
shot noise. The captain had 
committed suicide.

I t’s a painful memory, 
one of the very  few Wil­
liam s continues to hold 
onto.

The first thing Williams 
did when he re tu rned  to 
the U nited States was 
kiss the ground. “I was 
ju st so happy to be on 
A m erican soil,” he said.

Bill Williams Jr., branch 
m anager a t Oppenheim er 
& Co. Inc., said he thinks 
it’s “awesom e” his fa ther 
is included in the book.

“Obviously, I’m  very 
proud of him ,” he said. 
The saying, “All gave 
some, some gave all” 
is an accurate  portray­
al of the sacrifices vet­
erans make, he said. 
“Those who saw combat, 
it changes a person.”

This Veterans Day, just 
like he does every  year, 
Williams will call Paul 
U m fleet and H arvey 
Sparks — and they’ll talk 
for hours.

But they’ll talk only 
about the good m em ories, 
not the bad.

All of the money 
raised  will go to the 
Wayne-Westland Fam i­
ly Resource C enter which 
will provide fam ilies with 
vouchers fo r a  precooked 
Thanksgiving dinner.

“In the four years I’ve 
been with the resource 
center, I’ve never had 
to tu rn  anyone away,” 
said Amanda Faughnan, 
resource cen ter d irec­

tor. “I t ’s amazing what 
they do with this benefit. 
I t’s the com m unity and 
the school d istric t com ­
ing together to help fam ­
ilies.”

Last year, Faughnan 
was able to help 105 fam ­
ilies at Thanksgiving. She 
provide m eal vouchers to 
100 fam ilies and anoth­
e r  five w ere “adopted” by 
organizations in the com ­
munity. She also received 
50 gift certificates that 
w ere d istributed  through 
the schools to help fam ­

ilies.
W hatever funds are  

left from  Thanksgiving 
is used at C hristm as for 
fam ilies who didn’t qual­
ify for assistance else­
where. Faughnan m akes 
sure those fam ilies at 
least have a Christm as 
dinner. The money also 
goes tow ard the pur­
chase of toiletries and 
hats, gloves and m ittens 
for children.

Faughnan opts to pur­
chased vouchers fo r p re ­
cooked m eals because

some fam ilies don’t have 
a stove or a m icrowave 
to cook food. With a p re ­
cooked meal, they don’t 
have to scram ble around 
with uncooked food to try  
to put together a meal.

“I t’s easier and m ore 
convenient for them , the 
fam ilies really  enjoy it,” 
she said.

According to Faugh­
nan, these a re  very  dif­
ficult times. The amount 
of need for the basics has 
increased since last year 
and tha t doesn’t even 
include hom eless stu­
dents in the district.

“E very  single year the 
need has increased since 
I ’ve been here,” she said. 
“We have a very  support­
ive com m unity and a tre ­
m endously supportive 
d istrict. That’s our one 
ray  of hope. I know I can 
always tu rn  to people and 
say this is our need, how 
can we solve it.”

P aquette  s ta rted  doing 
the Thanksgiving buffet 
in 2007 when he decid­
ed his students could 
do m ore than holding 
canned food drives and 
packing boxes at Focus:

HOPE in D etroit. The 
f irs t y ear was by invi­
tation only and by dona­
tion, but now the wel­
come m at is out for 
the en tire  community. 
T h ere ’s a m inim um  $10 
donation fo r the meal.

Paquette said he wanted 
his students to have the 
opportunity to help fam ­
ilies and since they work 
w ith food, that was how 
they would do i t.

“I started  thinking 
w hat’s bad and decid­
ed not having a Thanks­
giving dinner is, so we’re  
going to give people din­
ner,” Paquette lias said 
about the benefit.

The buffet is getting 
b igger and b e tte r thanks 
to those who attend. They 
talk about how wonderful 
it is to the ir friends.

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Curson: ‘Nobody... wants to fall off the fiscal cliff’

David Curson said his elec­
tion win on Hiesday was 
“beyond belief.”

The Belleville Dem ocrat 
defeated Republican-Kerry 
Bentivolio of M ilford to com ­
plete a six-week unexpired 
term  of Thaddeus McCotter, 
who resigned Ju ly  6, in the 11th 
congressional District.

Bentivolio, however, won 
election to a two-year te rm  in 
the new 11th D istrict, defeating 
D em ocrat Syed Taj of Canton.

Curson said he believes he may 
be sworn in as early as Thesday, 
depending on when the clerk for 
the U.S. Congress receives the 
results from  the Michigan Secre­
tary  of State office.

Curson, 64, a UAW activist 
who has spent several years 
in contract negotiations as an 
executive assistant to two UAW 
presidents and worked with the

auto task  force 
rep resen t­
ing the UAW 
on the GM and 
C hrysler bail­
outs, said he 
was humbled 
by the support

C u rs o n  he received and
appreciated  the 

work it takes to win elections.
“A fter running for Congress, 

I have a new respect for can­
didates,” Curson said. “Every 
word you say, you have to 
weigh.”

On Thursday, his phone was 
ringing off the hook. Curson 
has received phone calls from  
well-wishers and m edia across 
the nation.

“It was such a goofy election, 
it’s draw n attention from  all 
over the country,” Curson said.

Curson re fe rred  to the cir­
cum stances leading up to the 
election for M cCotter’s unex­
pired  term , which will last

about six weeks through the 
end of the year.

A special election was ordered 
by Gov. Rick Snyder’s office 
after M cCotter resigned from  
Congress. M cCotter resigned 
after petition signatures 
were deemed to be photocop­
ies by the Secretary of State’s 
office. A ttorney General Bill 
Schuette’s investigation eventu­
ally led to charges against four 
M cCotter staffers, alleging that 
they w ere involved in a deliber­
ate fraud involving a pattern  of 
copying and altering petitions 
in order to qualify the five-term 
congressm an for the 2012 pri­
m ary ballot.

Curson said Thursday he 
expected he would leave Satur­
day fo r Washington, D.C. Once 
the clerk  for the U.S. Congress 
is officially notified by the 
M ichigan Secretary  of State’s 
office of the election results, 
Curson expects he will be noti­
fied when he will be adm in­

istered  an oath of office by 
House Speaker John Boehner.

Curson said he will not be 
hiring any new congressional 
staff. O ther D em ocratic con­
gressional offices will lend him 
sta ff for his short term .

Curson wants to help address 
the budget, the “fiscal c lif f ’ fac­
ing President Barack Obama 
and U.S. Congress, he said. “That 
is hugely important to this coun­
try,” he said. Curson believes he 
brings negotiating skills to the 
table to get a legislative pack­
age approved by Congress to 
address the budget deficit.

“I’ll be try ing  to move the 
parties together so that every­
one gets a piece of the pie,” 
Curson said.

When asked what his posi­
tion was on a tax  increase or 
how the budget deficit would 
be addressed, Curson said,
“I learned a long tim e ago 
that you can’t negotiate in 
the media, so I will gracious­

ly decline to answ er that. But 
nobody, not the D em ocrats or 
the Republicans, w ants to fall 
off the fiscal cliff.”

Curson added that Congress 
will also face veterans, Social 
Security and job issues in the 
few weeks before the end of 
the year.

Curson believes the old 11th 
D istrict (which included West- 
land, G arden City and Red- 
ford among others) was draw n 
m ore favorably to Dem ocrats 
than the new one, which helped 
him defeat Bentivolio. Curson 
believes Taj would have fared  
b e tte r in the old d istric t as well.

The new 11th D istrict, which 
was redraw n last year and 
becom es effective w ith the 
new term s of office that begin 
in January, no longer includes 
Westland, G arden City and 
Redford, but instead has Bir­
m ingham, Bloomfield Hills and 
Troy, along with o ther northern  
Oakland County communities.

“I know enough folks 
who knit and it just 
seems to me that knit­

This way, peo­
ple who really need it are  
getting it and we’re  not 
harassing our families 
and friends with more and 
more hats.”

County’s H eadstart pro­
gram , which offers class­
es in Redford, Garden 
City, Dearborn, Inkster 
and Dearborn Heights; 
and F irst Step, the West­
ern  Wayne and Downriv­
e r  project on domestic 
and sexual violence, with 
offices in Plymouth, Red­
ford and Wayne.

“They have over 700 
kids in H eadstart and a lot 
of those kids don’t have 
anything. We want to keep 
them  warm ,” Judd said.

Judd organized the 

group — called Millie’s 
H ats for Hope Initiative 
— as a chapter of Emily’s 
H ats for Hope, which 17- 
year-old Emily Kubin of 
Morristown, N.J. found­
ed in D ecem ber 2011. The 
teen began knitting hats 
for the homeless and c re­
ated a Facebook site that

both tracks her progress 
and encourages others to 
participate. As of Septem­
ber, she had made and col­
lected nearly 2,500 hats 
and was well on h er way 
toward m eeting a goal 
of 3,000 hats by her 18th 
birthday next month. She 
has received donations 
from  as fa r away as Ice­
land and now has chapters 
in 15 states and one Cana­
dian province.

“I thought, what a great 
kid. She’s 17 and doing 
this. I thought, well, I’ll 
donate. I’ll make some 
hats for her,” Judd said. 
“And then it was all get­
ting so huge that she real­
ly wanted people in oth­
e r states to s ta rt an initia­
tive in their own areas. So, 
what the heck, I’ll start 
one in my own area.”

“Looming is great for 
kids because it elimi­
nates some of the issues 
you have with true knit­
ting projects — dropped 
stitches and counting. It’s 
a great way to get them  
crafting and involved in a 
charity,” Bush said.

H e lp in g  o t h e r s
Pat Birdsall and Cathy 

Holden, both of Redford, 
were m em bers of a knit­
ting group Bush led last 
sum m er at the Redford 
Township library. Now 
they attend the Monday 
night Meetup.

“I love to knit,” said 
Birdsall, a re tired  teach­
e r who knit her first gar­
m ent — argyle socks for 
her fa ther — when she 
was 16 years old. “It’s 
nice to know that some­
thing I knit might bring 
just bring a little happi­
ness, a little smile and joy 
to someone’s face.”

Holden has knitted 
everything from  afghans 
to skirts since she learned 
to knit 12 years ago. She 
also enjoys the group’s 
emphasis on charity.

“Both Julia and Joshua said it was great 
growing up in this church,” he said. “You 
really have embodied Christ for us.”

The native Californians— Smith did his 
undergraduate work at U.C.L.A.— joked 
about their move to Michigan in the early 
1990s. “She said ‘God would never send us

to Michigan,”’ he recalled. “Not much later, 
she was also deeply convinced.”

The potluck dinner Nov. 3 included music, 
video, and the presentation of a wall hang­
ing and gift cards to the Smiths. Daughter 
Julia, away at school, was present via iPad.

The church Drama Team appeared in a 
skit written by Jake Zinke.

Church members Jan Mathews and Bev- 
is Richardson “interviewed” Joshua Smith, 
appearing as his dad, for the church pas­
tor role. The Beach Boys’ California Girls, 
set the scene as the younger Smith learned 
about Michigan turns (“turning right to turn 
left”) while driving and using his hand to 
locate his new hometown.

In the skit, Joshua Smith also dressed for 
Michigan weather and indicated his willing­
ness to move across the country to serve as 
pastor. “If Moses and the Israelites can do 
it, so can I,” he said.

His dad said later he didn’t know much of 
Michigan, other than driving through as a 
child and teen from Los Angeles to Tbron- 
to, Ontario. He smiled when asked about 
serving another 20 years: “I’m kind of 
on a need to know basis from God.”

H um idifier
p ro b lem s

I recently read a story 
about Kent Carson from 
Chicago, HI. who awak­
ened in a hospital bed to 
find that his legs and one 
arm had been amputat­
ed. This unfortunate 55- 
year-old man was infect­
ed with Legionnaires’ dis­
ease. He doesn’t know 
where caught it and it is 
seldom reported unless 
if affects many people 
who were at the same 
place. For many years 
I’ve been telling hom­
eowners to pay atten­
tion to the humidifier on 
their furnaces. Going 
back to 1950’s the adver­
tising would tell you that 
the float type humidi­
fier was necessary for 
good health for people 
who lived in the cold cli­
mate such as Michigan’s. 
Even today a doctor will 
tell his patients who have 
respiratory problems 
to make sure the air in 
their home has humid­
ity added. There were 
many millions of these 
installed on furnaces and 
a lot of people still have 
them. Parts are still avail­
able and heating compa­
nies are still fixing them. 
My advice to those folks

is to get them off the fur­
nace as quickly as possi­
ble. Legionnaires’ comes 
from water that is sit­
ting and heated and that 
is exactly what the water 
is doing in an antiquated 
humidifier.

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Hurricane Sandy, surge o f kindness

B y now, most all of our local cit­
izens may feel inundated with 
news coverage of the violent 

and destructive devastation that 
Hurricane Sandy delivered to the 
Northeast coastline and its inland 
cities.

Early reports warned us of San­
dy’s path and timetables were pre­
dicted for who would be hit and 
when. In some major’s cities such 
as Atlantic City, N.J., New York 
City, N.Y., and Philadelphia, Pa., 
and others, the predictions came 

true.

T he d e s tr u c t io n
Then the destruc­

tion came. Lives 
were lost, count­
less were injured, 
homes were gone, 
and infrastructures 
including business­
es, transportation 
systems and com­

munication lines were eliminat­
ed for hundreds of thousands of 
individuals. The “surges” of unre­
lenting wind storms, rain, floods, 
snowfall and ocean waves were 
so big that the geography of the 
Northeast U. S. coastline has been 
altered forever. News of destruc­
tion bombarded us while the actu­
al events of this kind of “natural 
disaster” for those living in Hurri­
cane Sandy’s path continued relent­
lessly. City, state, county and fed­
eral emergency response pro­
grams were put into place imme­
diately. Devastation was the com­
mon denominator of what we heard 
from all sources.

T h e  a f t e r m a th
Then, the aftermath came. As 

soon as safely possible, our hero­
ic fellow citizens, first responders, 
searchers for survivors, trained 
and volunteer providers from all 
fields of government, medicine, 
military and law enforcement, 
comprised the “surge of human

response” to the'violent devasta­
tion brought upon by Hurricane 
Sandy. One insurance company 
representative asked how can this 
be an “act of God?”

The American Red Cross is, was 
and will continue to be a mainstay 
in our community arsenal to help 
those in need recover from such 
massive calamity. The Salvation 
Army, The United Way, and many 
other like-minded organizations 
are assisting our fellow citizens 
through what will be a long-term 
period of recovery. Their presence 
defines the concept of resilience!

R e la te d  E x p e r ie n c e s
In my training as a member of 

the American Red Cross Men­
tal Health Disaster Team, I am 
reminded of my first instructor’s 
account of how odd one feels, as 
part of the first team of responding 
professionals, to drive into an area 
of dangerous devastation, while all 
other traffic evacuates out to and 
in pursuit of safety. In my experi­
ence, the intensity of the surge of 
recovery from such massive envi­
ronmental tragedies is not mea­
surable. Acts of kindness are com­
monplace. Acts of heroism are the 
order of the day.

For example, at New York Uni­
versity Langone Hospital, among 
many others, nurses were observed 
evacuating infants from neo-natal 
intensive care units by running 
with the babies in their arms while 
manually keeping their hearts beat­
ing and lungs breathing. Children 
in unaffected areas were report­
edly promoting sandwich-making 
marathons and were in search of 
volunteer delivery people to take 
the sandwiches to victims. This 
was their response to seeing tele­
vision coverage of victims dump­
ster diving in search of food. USA 
fighter bombers were called into 
action to provide the fastest deliv­
ery of food, clean water, and med­
icine to the hundreds of thousands 
of victims in need.

R e c o v e r y

In the early stages of recovery 
a benefit concert was broadcast 
worldwide to raise funds to aid sur­
vivors and rescue efforts. Profes­
sional musicians dropped concert 
schedules in response to a nation­
al television network’s request 
to quickly organize and perform  
a concert. A national free phone 
line was created at (800) HELP- 
NOW for callers to contribute mon­
ey towards recovery and re-inte- 
gration.

Survivors who had electric power 
ran lines out to community streets 
so those without power could 
charge up cell phones in order to 
communicate with loved ones else­
where in the country about their 
status. Radio news reports cit­
ed a multitude of acts of kindness 
between strangers on the streets.

In my opinion, the process of 
recovery will, in the long run, win 
out over the surges of the trage­
dy of Sandy. It has to. Sandy was in 
and out within less than one week, 
but the recovery surge will be long 
term. Likewise, the reserve of our 
mental health resources will need 
to be maintained, strengthened and 
safeguarded for our future.

In response to Sandy’s devas­
tation, we must stay united and 
make true the recovery process 
so we can say, to quote Joan Biaz’s 
old song verse “human kindness 
is overflowing!” I would add that 
resiliency will need to be never 
ending, because there always will 
be more “Sandys” and more needs 
for “surges of human kindness.”

Colchicine goes back to ancient Greece. Hippocrates in 

330 B.C. observed its good effect in treating gout. His treatise 
included the instructions to take a tablet of colchicine one an 
hour until the attack of gout cleared or until diarrhea ensued. 
This regimen for gout remained in medical texts until the 
present century.

But no longer. Today a physician will instruct a patient with 
gout to take 2 tablets of colchicine at once when an attack 
comes on, and if the attack does not clear within an hour take 
one additional tablet. And stop. No more colchicine thereafter 
to stop an attack. If the patient needs further medicine to end 
a flare, then the physician will use other medications such as 
indomethacin or prednisone to end the episode.

The reason for this change in using colchicine came about 
because in 2007 the Federal Drug Agency called for all 
manufacturers of colchicine to have their product evaluated 
by the Agency for purity and consistency in the dosage of 
their tablets. Only one manufacturer was able to show that 
its tablets were consistently at the pharmacological accepted 
dose of 0.6 mgms.

Testing using this dose revealed that the use of 2 tablets 
immediately and one tablet an hour later gave a better result 
and less side effects than the regimen that physicians had 
handed down to each other for two thousand years.

At present, many physicians and patients remain committed 
to the old way of colchicine treatment. Over time, as physicians |  
graduate from medical school and physicians trained in the f 
modern use of colchicine instruct their colleagues, the new s 
approach to therapy will become the standard.

Quit smoking with tips from 
American Cancer Society

The Am erican Cancer Soci­
ety  is encouraging sm okers 
to snuff out those cigarettes, 
cigars and pipes during its  
37th Great Am erican Smoke- 
out on Thursday, Nov. 15.

An estim ated one b il­
lion people worldwide will 
die during the 21st centu­
ry because of tobacco use, 
according to The Tobac­
co Atlas, published by the 
American Cancer Society and 
World Lung Foundation.

Tobacco use accounts for 
at least 30 percent of all can­
cer deaths and 80 percent of 
lung cancer deaths. In the 
U.S., tobacco use is respon­
sible for nearly one in five  
deaths, or about 443,000 pre­
mature deaths each year. An 
estim ated 600,000 people die 
annually because of second­
hand smoke.

Sm okers who quit, regard­
less  of age, live longer than 
people who continue to 
smoke. In just 20 m inutes 
after quitting smoking, heart 
rate and blood pressure drop. 
In approxim ately one to nine 
months after quitting, cough­
ing and shortness of breath  
also decrease.

Setting a “quit date” is the 
first step toward stopping 
sm oking for good. The Amer­
ican Cancer Society suggests  
that sm okers pick a date this 
month — such as the Great 
American Smokeout on Nov. 
15 — that w ill g ive them  
enough tim e to prepare a quit 
plan but not enough to back  
out. The Society also recom ­
m ends that tobacco quitters 
tell their friends and fam i­
ly m em bers about their plan, 
so they can offer support and 
hold the sm oker accountable.

A free Smokeout countdown  
clock is available for down­
load from cancer.org/sm oke- 
out.

H ere are other tips for quit­

ting from  the Am erican Can­
cer Society:

• Make a plan. Successfu lly  
quitting is a m atter of plan­
ning and com m itm ent, not 
luck. Many sm okers prefer  
to quit cold turkey on their 
quit day, while others try to 
sm oke few er cigarettes lead­
ing up to their quit day to 
slow ly reduce the amount
of nicotine in their body and 
reduce withdrawal sym p­
toms.

D ecide what works best 
for you, whether it’s nicotine  
replacem ent or other m edi­
cines, joining a stop-sm oking  
class, going to N icotine Anon­
ym ous m eetings, using self- 
help m aterials such as books 
and pam phlets, or som e com ­
bination of these methods.

• Small steps. Once your 
plan is in place, start work­
ing on small changes like d is­
carding cigarettes and ash­
trays in your home and car, 
stocking up on oral substi­
tutes like sugarless gum and 
hard candy or carrot sticks, 
and practice saying, “No 
thank you, I don’t sm oke,”

when offered  a cigarette. Set 
up a support system  through 
a group program or a friend  
or fam ily m em ber who has 
su ccessfu lly  quit and will 
help you through the d ifficult 
days ahead.

• Quit day. Don’t smoke 
on your quit day. Keep your 
mind and body occupied by 
exercisin g  or losing yourself 
in an enjoyable hobby, and 
avoid situations where the 
urge to sm oke is strong. You 
may need to change up your 
routine by taking a d ifferent 
route to work, eating break­
fast in a d ifferent place, or 
eating d ifferent foods. It will 
take tim e to unlink smoking 
from  your daily activities, 
and even if  you are using a 
nicotine replacem ent you 
may still have strong urges to 
smoke.

• Avoid rationalizations.
“I’ll have just one cigarette  
to get me through this situ­
ation” ... “Everyone dies of 
som ething” ... “How bad is 
sm oking, really?” Write down 
rationalizations as they come 
up and recognize them  as 
m essages that can trick you 
into going back to smoking. 
Be ready with a distraction  
to redirect your thoughts to 
som ething else.

• Bounce back from slips.
A slip is a one-tim e m is­
take that is quickly correct­
ed; a relapse is going back 
to smoking. While it may be 
tem pting to use a slip as an 
excuse to go back to your old 
ways, you also can look at 
what went wrong and renew  
your com m itm ent. U se what 
you learn from  the slip to 
make a stronger quitting 
attem pt next time.

Lincoln's Less-Is-More Strategy Is About To End

Advertising Feature

While waiting for the 
revival of the Lincoln 
brand and product line, 
Ford CMO Jim Farley is 
starting to talk about 
Lincoln's bare cupboard 
as an advantage. At the 
recent .opening of the 
first fully dedicated 

Lincoln Design Studio in 40 years, Far­
ley acknowledged the long quiescence of 
Lincoln in the U.S. market, which is set to 
begin to end with the launch of the rede­
signed 2013 MKZ sedan when it  reaches 
Lincoln dealerships in November.

As it steps up on the design front, the Lin­
coln brand also is seeing big changes on 
the marketing front. Ford just reassigned 
Lincoln's previous CMO, C.3. O'Donnell, to 
another challenge: overseeing market­
ing, branding and positioning of Ford's 
growing stable of electric vehicles.

To guide Lincoln now, Ford just an­
nounced a new global management team 
starring Farley himself. He will add the 
new job of global leader of Lincoln. Re­
porting to him will be Matt Van Dyke, who 
will become head of global marketing, 
sales and service. He has been director of 
U.S. marketing communications for the 
Ford and Lincoln brands.

Lincoln also said that Andrew Frick will 
become Lincoln group marketing manag­
er on January 1. His current title  is gen­
eral manager of Caribbean and Central 
America and Asia Pacific export opera­
tions and growth.

Farley hadn't been the official head of 
Lincoln until now, though he had been 
the guiding force behind the brand's re- 
invention since Ford killed the Mercury

brand at the beginning of 2011. Drawing 
on his experience developing the Lexus 
brand during his years at Toyota, Farley 
has been a prime designer of Lincoln's 
plan to reinvent itself by offering a new 
style of customer care based on the ser­
vice offered at boutique luxury hotels.

And meanwhile, Farley has maintained 
that Lincoln relative lack of product rele­
vance over the last few years actually has 
set Lincoln up for a stirring revival, in at 
least two ways.

First, Farley said, the U.S. "large-sedan 
market has literally dropped in half in 
just a few years. In that way, Lincoln is 
fortunate — maybe even lucky," he told 
attendees upon the center's unveiling. 
What Farley meant is that in its product 
and brand revival, Lincoln will be able 
to avoid much concern about big sedans, 
traditionally a major segment, and focus 
instead where the luxury brand is vibrant 
in these days, in smaller and fuel-efficient 
yet still well-appointed new models.

Indeed, the new MKZ, with radically new 
styling including a "spread-eagle" grille 
style, is intended to kick off a Lincoln 
renaissance that will include four brand-

new vehicles by 
2015. "Our ambi­
tion is not to be 
No. 1 [in volume] 
but to be a differ­
ent kind of brand,"
Farley said. "An 
alternative choice 
for a personalized 
product, human 
and warm, not 
cold, not type A 
... an affordable 
luxury sedan that 
[doesn't] feel like 
everyone else's."

Along with prod­
ucts that hit the new expectations in the 
premium segment, Farley said, Lincoln 
will bring an enhanced experience in its 
dealerships — something that most other 
luxury marques already are moving to­
ward.

"It's not about being a big-box retailer 
with a cappucino machine and 100 people 
waiting in the lounge, but to be more per­
sonal," Farley said. "Think of your neigh­
borhood tailor."

However, before he 
can deploy Lincoln's 
lineup of new prod­
ucts, Farley also has 
to be concerned about 
continued erosion of 
the brand because of 
its persistent difficul­
ties with MyLincoln 
Touch. Largely as a re­
sult of the company's 
continued difficulties 
with the system, Lin­
coln dropped to third-

from-the bottom in Consumer Reports 
magazine's new listing of predicted relia­
bility -ju s t ahead of Ford, which similarly 
is struggling with MyFord Touch.

The magazine scored Ford and Lincoln for 
continuing to struggle to overhaul what 
are essentially second-generation ver­
sions of Sync. The company keeps add­
ing MyLincoln Touch and MyFord Touch 
to more new vehicles even though its 
new-car buyers have indicated tremen­
dous confusion and frustration with the 
design and operation of the systems.

The second reason that Farley likes the 
timing for gearing up the "new" Lincoln 
is that Ford has said it  plans to introduce 
the brand to China by the end of 2014.

"Chinese consumers want to know about 
your brand's history and authenticity," 
Farley said. For more Chinese buyers of 
luxury autos these days, "It's more for 
them than about showing off. In China, 
we can think about delivering the kind of 
service and an auto brand that fits that 
[context] from scratch."
