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C a m p a ig n  s e e k s  t o  u p d a te  m u s e u m  m a rq u e e

The Plym outh H istorical 
M useum ’s collection includes 
hundreds of artifacts from  a 
slower, sim pler tim e, but that 
doesn’t mean its own technolo­
gy can’t be up to date.

Prompted by a pledge from  
a donor who wants to remain  
anonymous, the m useum  is 
in the midst o f a cam paign to 
raise m oney for a digital mar­
quee that could change m es­
sages instantly. The electron­
ic  marquee would replace the 
current one, on which letters on 
a board behind P lexiglas have 
to be changed by hand.

“Our m arquee is our No. 1

advertising method, because  
people drive by and see what 
we put up there,” said Liz Ker- 
stens, the m useum ’s executive  
director. “A digital marquee 
would give us a lot m ore flex i­
bility.”

K erstens said a digital mar­
quee has long been on her wish  
list for the m useum .

“I’ve been dream ing about 
it for a while, and this person  
(the donor) knew that,” she 
said. The donor approached her 
last year, she said, pledging to 
m atch what the m useum  raised  
for a marquee.

An electronic marquee, 
including installation, runs 
about $16,000, and the m useum  
already has raised about $4,500,

plus a little m ore than that 
from  the donor, who w ill match  
up to the $8,000, K erstens said.

The m useum  has launched a 
sponsorship incentive aimed 
at attracting donations from  
businesses and organizations. 
Donors of $1,000 (the gold lev­
el) or $500 (the silver level) 
will be thanked by name on the 
new marquee: the name of each  
sponsor, K erstens said, would 
appear on a m arquee m essage  
for several hours each day, for 
six months at the gold level 
and three months at the silver. 
Donors o f lesser amounts would 
be recognized in other ways.

Plym outh has an ordinance 
prohibiting the m essages on 
electronic signs from  being

changed m ore than eight tim es  
a day, but K erstens said she  
would be “thrilled to be able to 
change it tw ice a day.”

As an exam ple, K erstens 
pointed to four m useum  events  
scheduled for the next few  
w eeks. With the current mar­
quee, she said, “I can only 
advertise the first two events  
com ing up,” one on each side.

The m useum  already has a 
digital m arquee picked out; 
K erstens said the finished mar­
quee be o f a sim ilar size to 
the current sign and would be 
fram ed by the sam e two brick  
pillars that stand there now.

“It would have a sim ilar look, 
just m ore modern,” she said.

So far, K erstens said, the

peze artist as well.

B etw een  “Barnum ” and 
the show s she did pre­
viously with her m oth­
er, E lise has been com ­
piling a fairly im pressive  
theatrical resum e that 
includes roles in “Camp 
Rock,” “Aladdin,” “Foot­
loose,” “Annie” and “Lit­
tle M erm aid.”

With all that experience  
behind her, along with 
training in ballet, tap, 
jazz, hip hop and lyrical 
dance, Anne said E lise is  
now the expert, and has 
been teaching her m om  -  
helping Anne learn dance

Livonia police and fire 
departm ents have a new  
ally in protecting the pub­
lic  in the entire w est­
ern Wayne County region  
from  dangerous situa­
tions.

located. I can see  all of 
that live.”

The robot is equipped  
with a cam era and can 
take air sam ples. Magda 
said the robot can be sent 
in first at a scen e while 
the w estern Wayne Coun­
ty Hazm at team  assem ­
bles to carry out its oper­
ation.

“It can run up to a m ile 
away from  its base sta­
tion,” M agda said.

D eputy Police Chief 
Ben M cDerm ott said if  
the w estern Wayne Coun­
ty SWAT team  is called  
to a potentially danger­
ous scene, the robot will 
assist w ith transporting  
item s into a barricaded  
situation, without endan­
gering an officer.

“It expands our capa­
b ility without any hazard­
ous exposure to person­
nel,” M cDerm ott said. “It 
g ives us another set of 
ey es.”

Police Capt. Ron Taig 
said the robot can deliv­
er equipment, such as a 
“throw phone.” “It also  
can breach windows and 
doors,” Taig said.

Since the robot can lift 
over 200 pounds, it can 
also pull an injured offi­

cer out of a dangerous 
building and can go up 
and down stairs.

The robot arrived in 
February, but it has not 
been used in a real-life 
hazmat situation or dan­
gerous police situation. 
Firefighters conducted  
training exercises at the 
end of February, M ag­
da said.

Taig said that in March 
the SWAT team  trained at 
the old site o f the North- 
ville Psychiatric Hospital 
using the robot.

O fficials at each depart­
ment are pleased that 
they have the robot to 
rely on to help in risky, 
life-threatening runs. 
“We’re looking forward to 
using this new  technolo­
gy, because w e know it is 
going to save lives,” Taig 
said.

“It will save tim e, save  
infrastructures and let 
us recover from  the inci­
dent quicker and m ore 
efficiently,” Magda said. 
Magda said the robot will 
also be used as a back­
up to assist the Detroit 
Wayne County M etropoli­
tan Airport, if  necessary.

Gary Earnley of Livo­
nia is one of those home- 
owners who enjoys do-it- 
yourself projects.

So when he retired in 
2008 as a system s analyst 
for AT&T, he thought it 
would be fun to volunteer 
for Habitat of Humanity 
Detroit — and give back  
to the city he grew  up in.

Last year — and again  
this year — he was hon­
ored by Habitat as Con­
struction Volunteer of 
th e  Year. H e received  
the m ost recent award in 
February.

“It’s a lot o f fun,” he 
said. “When I started. I 
knew som e things, but 
I’ve learned a lot. My 
knowledge has im proved  
dramatically, I now  
understand about all 
aspects o f constructing a 
hom e.”

Earnley, 64, was recog­
nized for volunteering  
for 58 days in 2011 and 67 
days in 2012. H e shared  
the 2012 award with the 
W ednesday crew, a group 
o f about eight volunteers. 
The 2011 award w as an 
individual award.

“I was surprised to win 
last year, surprised our 
team  won this year,” he 
said. “When you do volun­
teer work, you don’t do it 
for rewards.”

H u m ility ,  p a s s i o n
Sandra Cobb, ch ief o f 

com m unity developm ent 
for Habitat Detroit, said 
all 2,900 o f their volun­
teers are extraordinary, 
but Earnley takes his 
involvem ent with Habi­
tat to another level that 
deserves recognition.

“The only thing great­
er than his hum ility is his 
passion,” Cobb said, add­
ing that w hatever needs

doing, Earnley is com m it­
ted to doing. Cobb said 
Earnley’s passion, part o f 
his “faith belief,” influ­
ences others around him.

Earnley estim ates  
he’s worked on about 45 
hom es on D etroit’s far 
east side, either build­
ing new  hom es or fixing  
up existing hom es. H e’s 
done everything but e lec ­
trical work and plumbing, 
which licensed contrac­
tors are required for.

H e’s m et som e o f the 
partner fam ilies — Hab­
itat is a hand up, not a 
hand out, program and 
requires sw eat equity  
from  the fam ilies.

really needs help.”
Earnley was fam il­

iar w ith Habitat before  
retiring. As a m em ber  
of the m ission board at 
St. Paul’s Presbyterian  
Church in Livonia, he had 
volunteered on Habitat 
projects in other states 
and in northern M ichi­
gan.

I n t e r n a t io n a l  
m i s s i o n  t r ip s

H e wasn’t new  to volun­
teering either. Since 1997, 
he has been on about 15 
international m ission

trips to Belize, Ecuador, 
M exico, Brazil, Peru and 
South Korea, w here he 
has worked on H abitat-. 
like projects.

At a leprosy hospi­
tal in Ecuador, he helped  
build a second access  
door to the w om en’s dor­
m itory and a w heel­
chair ramp to the m en’s 
dorm, and helped install 
a new  gutter system . At a 
deaf orphanage in South 
Korea, he helped install 
sm oke alarm s with flash­
ing lights so the hearing- 
im paired children would 
awaken in a fire.

H e has also volunteered  
in disaster relief in the 
United States, helping  
with H urricane Katrina 
cleanup eight tim es  
and assisting with tor­
nado cleanup in Joplin, 
Mo., and flood cleanup in 
Cedar Rapids, Iowa.

H e’s heading to the N ew  
Jersey  coast for a w eek in 
M ay to help with Hurri­
cane Sandy re lie f efforts  
there.

Earnley said each m is­
sion trip is different, but 
they all change him in 
som e way. “I would say  
you get m ore back than 
you g ive,” he said.

The trips that touched  
his heart the m ost, he 
said, w ere the ones to 
the leprosy hospital. The 
people there w ere so 
shunned by society  that 
m any o f them  stayed  liv ­
ing at the hospital even  
after they w ere cured. 
B eliev in g  lepers have 
som e kind o f  bad spir­
it, fam ily  and friends 
refu se to v isit. I f  the lep ­
ers m ove back into a 
neighborhood, and neigh­
bors find out they had 
leprosy — often  obvi­
ous from  their m issing  
fin gers and toes — the 
neighbors w ill burn their 
house down.

Earnley and his fellow  
m ission w orkers would 
sit on the lep ers’ beds and 
visit with them , purchase 
item s they had made, 
unafraid they would 
catch the disease. The 
connection built would 
be so strong that by the

tim e they left, even  som e 
of the m ost “m acho” con­
struction workers would 
be crying, Earnley said.

E arnley’s w ife, Ter­
ry, said her husband is so 
humble, he didn’t mention  
two other volunteer orga­
nizations he’s involved  
with.

S c o u t in g  a w a r d
For 40 years, Earn­

ley  has taught sw im m ing  
through the Red Cross to 
Boy Scouts in Dearborn, 
she said. H e recently was 
honored with the Scouts’ 
Silver B eaver Award for 
outstanding serv ice to 
youth.

H e also volunteers as 
a guide for blind cross 
country skiers through  
Ski for Light, Terry Earn­
ley  said.

Earnley plans to con­
tinue volunteering for 
at least another 15-20 
years. “I do fee l b lessed ,” 
he said, adding he not 
only has good health, but 
the resources to pay for 
traveling and other m is­
sion trip and volunteer 
expenses. “I think it’s 
part of God’s plan for m e 
(to g ive back),” he said.

Plus, he still has more 
to learn about construc­
tion. A m em ber of the 
Habitat Detroit Thursday 
crew  is 84.

“He m oves a little slow ­
er,” Earnley said, “but 
kids like m e can learn 
from  som eone like that.”

Companies may buy, lease former GM sites

O fficials responsible  
for the rem ediation and 
developm ent o f two for­
m er GM factory sites in 
Livonia b elieve they are 
close to finding purchas­
ers or tenants.

Four or five  parties are 
expressing interest in 
purchasing the form er 
GM Powertrain plant on 
M iddlebelt, while two or 
three others are inquir­
ing about leases there, 
according to B ruce Rash­
er, redevelopm ent man­
ager for Revitalizing  
Auto Com m unities Envi­
ronm ental R esponse  
Trust,

One “serious” buyer has 
approached RACER Trust 
about purchasing one of 
two properties on Eckles, 
just north o f Amrhein, 
and south o f 1-96, at the 
site  o f the form er Spring 
and Bum per plant. A sec ­
ond prospective buyer 
has entered into prelim ­
inary discussions about 
purchasing a second sep­
arate portion of the site, 
Rasher said.

Rasher would not iden­
tify  the com panies. “We 
have nothing to announce 
today, but w e are very  
excited  about the inter­
est in these sites,” Rasher 
said Tuesday.

The form er Powertrain  
plant site at 12200 Mid­
dlebelt, south o f 1-96 and 
north of Plym outh Road, 
was built in 1971.

Zoned 
M2 for heavy m anufac­
turing, it once housed  
m achining operations for 
autom otive engines and 
related com ponents. The

property also includes 
a warehouse and waste- 
w ater treatm ent plant.
At one tim e, the facili­
ty  em ployed m ore than
1.200 w orkers. When it 
closed in June 2010, it had 
300 em ployees.

The site o f the form er 
Spring and Bum per Plant 
(D elco Chassis), at 12950 
E ckles and 13000 Eckles, 
on the northeast corner 
of Amrhein, once housed  
14 buildings com prising
2.1 m illion square feet. 
B etw een 1954 and 1998, 
this 120-acre site was 
operated by various divi­
sions of GM.

The property is sur­
rounded by industrial 
or com m ercial proper­
ties with the exception of 
a residential neighbor­

hood, located southeast o f 
the site.

The site at 13000 Eckles 
is 116 acres. The build­
ings w ere rem oved in 
2001, though concrete  
slabs rem ain on the prop­
erty, which is zoned 
industrial. A 3.5-acre 
groundwater treatm ent 
facility, still operational, 
is located at 12950 Eckles.

At the plant, GM man­
ufactured veh icle  bum ­
pers, lea f springs, coil 
springs and struts there. 
Other operations includ­
ed bum per plating, m et­
al forming, heat-treat­
ing, m etal plating and 
finishing and assem bly. 
According to an article in 
the Observer in Septem ­
ber 1970, m ore than 2,600 
em ployees worked there.

In 1993, GM ceased  
its bum per operations

The Trust is unique 
because it works with 
state and federal environ­
m ental agencies and dis­
cussions involved attor­
neys general from  the 14 
states, Rasher said. “The 
U.S. governm ent, the 
states and tribe involved  
in the case recognized  
that the presence of envi­
ronm ental contam ina­
tion can in m ost cas­
es be an im pedim ent,” 
Rasher said. “Their con­

cept was to use som e of 
the funds generated in 
the bankruptcy proceed­
ings to g ive to the trust 
to rem ove som e of these  
im pedim ents, so com m u­
nities are not stuck with  
the properties.”

Rasher added that the 
money was not intended 
just for the cleanup, that the 
property can be promoted 
and marketed to companies 
for redevelopment.

“We don’t just do this 
on our own,” said Grant 
Trigger, cleanup m anager 
for RACER Trust’s M ichi­
gan properties, “We work 
with the com m unities to 
clean it up and bring jobs 
to the site ,”

Rasher said they have  
been in discussions with 
M ayor Jack K irksey and 
Mark Taormina, director 
of planning and econom ic  
developm ent.

R e m e d ia t io n  is  
o n g o i n g

Trigger said there was 
“lim ited rem ediation” 
required at the form er 
GM Powertrain plant. 
Lim ited m etals and clean­
ing solutions w ere found  
beneath the floor.

According to the RAC­
ER Trust website, 
groundwater collect­
ed at se lect areas of the 
site was found to contain  
levels o f inorganic com ­
pounds above MDEQ’s 
nonresidential drinking 
water protection criteria. 
EPA is review ing the data 
and additional m onitoring 
is planned.

The Trust w ill continue 
working with the EPA on 
an environm ental in ves­
tigation and rem ediation  
plan for the site.

At the E ckles Road 
property, Trigger said 
chrom ium  and nick­
el w ere found in the 
southw est com er near 
w here the plating oper­
ations w ere once locat­
ed. A groundwater co llec­
tion trench and treatm ent 
system  was installed to 
address that im pacted  
groundwater.

A vapor m itigation sy s­
tem  was installed in one 
nearby hom e after offi­
cials found that soil 
vapors w ere present

above a narrow ground- 
w ater plume contain­
ing chlorinated vola­
tile organic compounds 
(CVOCs), including tri­
chloroethylene TCE, that 
m igrated off-site to the 
southeast.

The site has been sub­
ject to Resource Conser­
vation and R ecovery Act 
Corrective Action under 
EPA oversight since Octo­
ber 2001. Since then, there 
have been approximately 
10 stages o f investigation; 
and several cleanups at 
the site, including rem ov­
al o f impacted soil from a 
form er fire training area, 
powerhouse area, histori­
cal coal pile area, the for­
m er mudhouse area, and 
a small area under the 
north portion of the main 
building slab; and the 
groundwater collection  
trench and treatm ent sys­
tem.

In addition, a barrier 
wall was installed to sup­
plem ent the groundwa­
ter collection system ; and 
a groundwater monitor­
ing program and insti­
tutional controls w ere  
im plem ented. Groundwa­
ter will be continued to 
be m onitored related to 
the collection trench and 
off-site TCE im pacts, and 
tests for soil vapor levels  
will be m onitored south­
east o f the site to follow  
the recent evaluation and 
m itigation, according to 
the RACER website.

The Trust will continue 
to prepare documentation  
and work with the EPA to 
finalize the s ite ’s status 
as the RCRA corrective  
action will include sem i­
annual reports.

Both Rasher and Trig­
ger believe that creating  
jobs is the ultim ate goal 
of the Trust and the rede­
velopm ent o f the prop­
erties. They w ere asked  
how com panies prom ise 
and officials know that 
a large number of jobs 
would be created with 
their purchases or leases  
of the sites.

“M y personal goal is to 
return as many jobs that 
w ere lost when the plant 
shut down,” Rasher said. 
“If there w ere a thousand 
jobs in a plant, that is m y  
goal to shoot for.”

Q: Dear Rick: I read one 
of your columns and it dealt 
with a wife who got in trouble 
with the IRS over tax returns. 
In short, her husband was 
not reporting income and 
she was held liable for the 
taxes. At the time, you gave 
her some advice. I’m in a 
similar situation; however, 
my husband and I have not 
filed this year’s tax return.
He earned some money that 
he doesn’t want to report. He 
says we will never be caught.
I don’t know if I should sign 
the return. What if the IRS 
discovers that we did not 
report income, can I be held 
liable? I should add that our 
marriage is not the strongest 
and I think that we are headed 
for a breakup.

A: I rem em ber the col- • 
umn. It dealt with a

spouse 
who was 
unaware 
of her 
husband’s 
failure 
to report 
and, as 
such, she 
could take 
advantage 
of what 
is known

as the innocent spouse 
rule. Basically, this allows 
the spouse to avoid lia­
bility if they can show  
that they had no knowl­
edge and w ere total­
ly  innocent with regards 
to the underreporting of 
income.

Unfortunately, this 
would not be the case in 
your situation. If the IRS 
did discover the under­
reporting o f income, you  
could be held liable not

only for the taxes, but 
also for interest and pen­
alties. You would not be 
eligible to use the inno­
cent spouse rule because  
you had knowledge o f the 
underreporting before  
you signed your return.

While I know this is 
difficult, m y advice is 
that you do not sign the 
return and inform  your 
husband that either the 
incom e is reported on 
your joint return or you  
will file  a separate tax  
return. H e won’t be hap­
py with either alterna­
tive because there are 
adverse tax consequenc­
es when a m arried cou­
ple files separately. Gen­
erally, when m arried cou­
ples file  returns individ­
ually, they end up pay­
ing higher taxes. I do not 
like people to pay m ore 
taxes than they have to,

however, I am also a firm  
b eliever that you should 
not file  a tax return that 
you know is inaccurate.

I w ish there was anoth­
er alternative, but I don’t 
know o f one. The bottom  
line is when you sign a 
tax return, you are stat­
ing it is fair and accurate. 
When that turns out not to 
be the case, there can be 
severe consequences.

Many people believe  
that they won’t get caught 
by the IRS. H owever, you 
would be surprised how  
the IRS can find inform a­
tion. For exam ple, what if  
the person who gave that 
m oney to your husband 
claim ed it as a deduction  
on his/her tax return and 
then gets audited by the 
IRS? The trail could lead  
back to you and your hus­
band. Or what if  the peo­

ple who gave the mon­
ey  to your husband get in 
trouble with the IRS and 
cut a deal and voluntari­
ly report the information  
about your husband to the 
IRS? Once again, it could 
put you in a difficult posi­
tion.

I cannot stress enough  
how important it is for 
everyone to review  their 
tax return for accura­
cy before signing.

K eep in mind penal­
ties can be severe, par­
ticularly when it com es

to underreporting of 
incom e. In those situa­
tions, if  it’s a substan­
tial underreporting of 
incom e, you can have 
penalties as high as 50 
percent. When you add 
the penalties and the 
interest to the tax liabili­
ty, you could be doubling 
the amount you owe. N ev­
er play gam es with your 
taxes; do the right thing.
It m ay cost a few  extra  
dollars, but it certainly  
will allow you to sleep  at 
night.

Bill Dunbar, dean of occupa­
tional program s and econom ­
ic developm ent at Schoolcraft 
College, m et with engineers  
and m anufacturers over the 
past several months to d iscuss  
changing technologies and how  
tom orrow’s workers can best 
be educated.

More com panies are using  
an increasing num ber of plas­
tic parts in products ranging  
from  motor veh icles to m edi­
cal equipment. Dunbar learned  
com panies want to hire trained  
em ployees who know plastics. 
The college wanted to help stu­
dents land a job and develop  
com petency levels in technol­
ogy.

Those discussions led to the 
developm ent o f a p lastics tech­
nology program. Schoolcraft 
is expected  to o ffer  associate  
degrees in 2015 and build an 
academ ic foundation for plas­
tics engineering.

Starting in May, the college  
will o ffer its first p lastics class, 
Characteristics o f P lastics.

While that c lass is noncred­
it, it will help build in students 
a foundation o f p lastics knowl­
edge.

The idea for the program is 
sim ilar to that o f the co llege’s 
health inform ation technology  
and nursing program s, which  
also have strong “industry/ 
em ployer” ties, Dunbar said.

S k ill  b u i ld in g
The first four classes after  

the C haracteristics of Plas­
tics will be “stackable” credit­
ed c lasses, which will be added 
to the curriculum  as students 
progress through the program. 
“These c lasses will build their 
skills for a one-year certifica­

tion; then once they hit 60 to 62 
credits in that curriculum, they  
can obtain their associate’s 
degree in plastics technology.”

Dunbar estim ated entry-level 
positions range from  $13 to $16 
an hour. “They m ove up from  
there,” Dunbar said.

“It g iv es them  an opportu­
n ity  to build their sk ill lev e ls  
and keep build ing their cre­
dentials. Education and those  
cred en tia ls are som ething  
that no one can take away  
from  you.”

Sassan Tarahomi, president­
e lect o f the Society o f P lastics 
Engineers Detroit Section, will 
be teaching the c lass in May.

H e and other SPE m em bers 
m et w ith Dunbar to d iscuss the 
program. “We are targeting  
this southeast M ichigan region  
to bring in jobs,” Tarahomi 
said. Companies with repre­
sentation in the group include 
NYX, IAC and Q’Vive.

Tarahomi said com panies 
would like to hire workers, but 
m any o f the younger ones don’t 
have experience, Students can  
learn about p lastics m ateri­
als, processing and design in 
the class. The class would be 
geared toward a designer, tech­
nician or a high school gradu­
ate. “They need to prepare so 
that they can get experience,

try working in that field  and . 
experience that learning, and 
eventually get a co-op posi­
tion,” Tarahomi said.

P a r t  o f  p r o g r a m
Internships at com panies 

will be available. Dunbar e sti­
m ated that students would be 
elig ib le a fter the one-year cer­
tification.

P lastics technology is part of  
the growing field  of megatron- 
ics, which Dunbar described as 
intelligent control o f m echan­
ical system s. Companies are 
turning to plastic parts in man­
ufacturing and production to 
lighten the w eight o f veh icles

to im prove m ileage and dura­
bility and also lessen  the cost 
of m edical equipment. Hospi­
tals are fu ll o f equipm ent com ­
prised of plastics.

“Companies are heavily  
involved in it,” Dunbar said. 
“The auto industry is big on 
plastics, but plastics are in 
every  industry.”

Students will be able to trans­
fer those credits to Ferris State 
University, which is the closest 
university that offers plastics 
technology and plastics engi­
neering, Dunbar said.

H ouse D em ocrats 
brought their “Listening  
Tour” W ednesday to Gar­
den City.

But they listened to few  
because attendance was 
low.

Organizers announced  
the press conference  
Monday and held it mid- 
morning Wednesday. 
Many in the com m uni­
ty, as w ell as the entire  
state Legislature, w ere on 
spring break.

State Reps. David Kne­
zek, D-Dearborn H eights, 
Dian Slavens, D-Can- 
ton, and Andrew Kandre- 
vas, D-Southgate, cam e to 
Garden City to announce 
M ichigan’s M iddle-Class 
Plan, the H ouse Dem o­
crats’ plan for helping  
fam ilies, seniors and kids.

“We cannot continue for 
two m ore years with leg ­
islation which only ben­
efits  a few,” Kandrevas 
said.

Jessica  Lumbreras, a 
com m unity organizer 
for the D em ocratic Cau­
cus assigned to w est­
ern Wayne County and 
Washtenaw, said that the 
plan w as introduced by  
the caucus as a whole.
“It’s a team  effort,” she 
said. She expects that 
bills incorporating the 
plan w ill be introduced in 
two w eeks.

The state tour featured  
m any stops from  Monroe 
to H ancock in the Upper 
Peninsula. The idea was 
to get input at the differ­
ent stops.

Knezek said he and his 
legislative colleagues 
have seen  first-hand how  
the Republicans have 
affected  m iddle-class 
fam ilies and seniors.

“We wanted to hear how  
taxes im pact their daily 
lives,” Knezek said.

Slavens said that they

have heard from  seniors 
about the pension tax, 
from  teachers who com ­
plained about classroom  
sizes and how they have 
to pay out-of-pocket for 
school supplies and from  
wom en who are con­
cerned about access to 
health care.

Slavens said at one 
m eeting, a woman named 
M ichelle in Sterling  
H eights asked “whether 
this is M ichigan or M is­
sissippi?”

“We heard the sam e 
concerns from  residents 
over and over again,” 
Slavens said.

Tim Roraback, a 22- 
year Plym outh resident 
and m em ber of the D em ­
ocratic Club, spoke at 
the Garden City m eeting. 
H e is m arried with two 
daughters.

“M y concern is the 
increase in taxes on low- 
incom e and middle- 
incom e people, which I 
think is very  devastat­
ing,” Roraback said.

H e said Republicans 
have recently cut $1 bil­
lion from  local public 
schools.

“M y daughters w ere  
both educated in Plym- 
outh-Canton Schools,” he 
said.

Roraback urged strong  
support of the public 
school system . “A strong  
public education system  
has all kinds o f benefits  
to our econom y,” he said.

K andrevas said Lansing 
Republicans have “m is­
guided principles.”

He, too, has attend­
ed other stops across the  
state.

Slavens urged people to 
w rite letters to the editor.

Garden City Schools 
Superintendent M ichelle 
Cline w as concerned  
about charter schools.

“We have a charter  
school com ing into Gar­
den City,” she said. “Char­
ter schools devastate pub­
lic  schools in a com m uni­
ty w here a charter school 
opens. While they get tax­
payer money, they are not 
held to the sam e standard 
o f regulation as the pub­
lic  schools are.

“Charter schools need  
to be held to the sam e  
standards as all public 
schools,” she added.

K andrevas agreed  
accountability is a high  
priority for the Dem o­
crats.

“I f  w e are not careful, 
our public schools will 
be schools for children  
of poverty and children

of special needs,” Cline 
said. “It scares m e a lot to 
think that is where w e are 
going because there is 
such an attack on public 
education right now.”

Cline said Michigan­
ders as a whole don’t 
understand the difference 
between charter schools 
and public schools and 
parochial schools and what 
their responsibilities are.

T h e  p la n
The plan is  based on 

the response Dem ocrats 
received  during their . 
recent statew ide Real 
State o f Our State Listen­
ing Tour.

“In every  corner o f 
the state, residents told 
us that the policies of 
the last two years aren’t 
working for them ,” Kne­
zek said. “We want people

to know that w e held this 
Listening Tour to actual­
ly  get their input, not as a 
publicity stunt. Our Mid­
dle-Class Plan turns those 
concerns into action.” 

Slavens added, “Our 
job is to m ake laws that 
work for the average, 
hard-working M ichigan­
der, not CEOs or special- 
interest groups. Although 
the econom y is starting  
to recover, too many fam ­
ilies are still struggling. 
Our plan will address 
those struggles.” 

Restoring and protect­
ing funds to public educa­
tion, elim inating barriers 
to health care for wom en  
and providing solutions 
for fixing our roads and 
bridges, M ichigan’s Mid­
dle-Class Plan will:

• Repeal the tax on 
seniors’ retirement

income, restore the per- 
child tax deduction, 
restore the Earned Income 
Ihx Credit to 11 percent 
and restore the Home­
stead Property Tax Credit.

• Im plem ent a fine for 
habitually overweight 
trucks, ensure existing  
transportation funds are 
used for road construc­
tion and refinance ex ist­
ing infrastructure bonds.

The Plymouth Whalers 
battled rust during the first 
two periods of Friday’s 
OHL Western Conference 
semifinal opener against 
Owen Sound at Compu- 
ware Arena.

Plymouth also had to deal 
with outstanding Attack 
goalie Jordan Binnington, 
who brought his .937 save 
percentage from Owen 
Sound’s first series into the 
game.

Owen Sound scored mid­
way through the first peri­
od and that held up until 
the third.

But once the Whalers

were finally free of the 
last bit of rust— collect­
ed during the nine-day hia­
tus between playoff rounds 
— they scored four goals 
in the third period for a 4-1 
victory.

Some serious sniping 
from wingers Garrett 
Meurs and Sebastian Uvira 
(two goals) also helped get 
Plymouth’s offense click­
ing, to the delight of 2,978 
home fans.

“We had a couple really 
glorious chances early on 
and we didn’t bury them,” 
Plymouth head coach and 
general manager Mike Vel- 
lucci said. “And they got

“N ick w as one o f our 
prim ary starters last year  
(as a sophom ore),” he not­
ed. “H e has good experi­
ence. He was only 1-3 last 
year, but opponents only 
hit .211 against him .”

Pietron and Josh  
Penn will be regulars in 
Salem ’s rotation, both 
having made strides 
since Northville defeat­
ed the R ocks in the 2012 
districts. They w ere pret­
ty good to begin with — 
Penn’s first varsity start 
was a 1-0 shutout over  
Wayne Memorial.

Other pitchers who 
could make a b ig im pact 
are sophom ores Tyler 
Brooks (who throws 
in the mid-80s), Bran­
don Gillen and freshm an  
lefthander A lex N ichol­
son, w hose dad played on

Salem ’s 1991 champion­
ship team .

Seniors D ave Proctor 
and Austin Silletti and 
junior Andrew Hunt will 
pitch in m iddle-relief sit­
uations to get the gam e to 
the seventh, when hard- 
throwing St. Laurent can 
take over.

“Jerem y’s a strike­
out guy, he has as much 
velocity  as Tyler,” Rum­
berger noted. “The best 
thing about him  now is, 
w e’ve been working on 
his breaking ball over the 
w inter and he’s made a lot 
o f im provem ent.

“So now he’s got two 
pitches. The kids have a 
lot o f faith in him  because  
you know what’s on his 
mind when w e put him in 
the gam e. H e throws a lot 
of strikes. For the most 
part, when Jerem y’s in 
the gam e, it’s over.”

I m p r o v e d  D
Salem  pitchers will 

benefit from  im proved  
defense in the infield, 
with senior third base- 
man K yle Penn healthy  
after m issing a chunk of 
2012 due to illness.

The double-play com ­
bo of D riscoll and Moore 
(ably backed up by junior 
Derrick Vergolini) also is 
a couple notches better  
than a year ago, sim ply  
due to having a lot o f var­
sity experience.

“H e (Penn) had pneu­
monia, then strep throat,” 
Rum berger said. “It was 
just a battle. And final­
ly, in M ay he was able to 
com e back and start play­
ing. Once that happened, 
our infield fell right into 
place because w e had a 
quality infielder at every  
position.”

D riscoll “has good 
range and a good arm” 
and turns the DP w ell — 
either w ith M oore or Ver­
golini.

The infielders do m ore 
than pick it. D riscoll w ill 
lead o ff  and Rum berg­
er could envision him  
im proving on last year’s 
.288 average.

Moore displays pow­
er, sm acking a three- 
run shot in the districts 
against N orthville while 
Penn hit .309 last year.

“I have a lot of kids that 
can really sw ing the bat,” 
he said.

Splitting first-base  
duties will be Silletti 
and Josh Penn, and each  
brings a different e le ­
m ent to the mix. Siletti is 
a slick  fielder while Penn  
(.417 average) likely will 
be the cleanup hitter.

H ig h  p r a i s e
Salem ’s outfielders also 

give R um berger reason  
to sm ile, especially  Dun­
lap — who hit .367 with 
21 RBI last year in addi­
tion to flagging down any­
thing hit anyw here in his 
vicinity.

“I don’t say this often, 
but D em etrius is proba­
bly the b est center fielder  
I’ve ever had,” Rum berg­
er said. “And I’ve had 
three or four all-staters. 
Sam Ott played center for 
m e.”

A player who could take 
over center after Dunlap 
graduates is Nicholson, 
who is the team ’s lone 
lefty  hitter and thrower. 
“A lex is  a great athlete.”

When Gillen isn’t pitch­
ing, he’ll play left. M ean­
while, sharing right field  
will be junior Justin Syd- 
lowski and senior A lex  
Starr.

“H e (Sydlowski) is 
another guy I brought up 
as a sophom ore,” Rum­
berger said. “H e’s a big, 
strong kid and he can  
really drive the ball.”

Going up and down his 
roster sheet, he couldn’t 
ignore im pressive facts  
detailing previous suc­
cesses  and current poten­
tial. Rum berger and 
Salem  assistant coach  
Andy Ciantar know they  
have a pretty good team  
on paper.

Now, it’s tim e to get it 
done on the diamond.

Cool, w indy w eath­
er W ednesday did not 
slow down Canton senior 
pitcher M ike Stafford one 
bit in the C hiefs’ season  
opener against Ann Arbor 
Gabriel Richard.

kind of a fluky goal there 
that put us on our heels for 
10 minutes.”

E x -G le n n  t r a c k  c o a c h  s ta r ts  n e w  c h a p t e r

After resigning last fall follow­
ing 26 years of coaching boys track 
and field and cross country teams 
at Westland John Glenn High, Jess 
Shough admitted he suffered through 
coaching withdrawal.

The 68-year-old Shough, who spent 
22 seasons as head coach and another 
four as an assistant with the Rockets, 
thought he’d stay connected to the 
sport he loves in a different way.

“That was my intent... was to do 
track officiating,” Shough said. “I 
didn’t get started because I wasn’t 
getting any contacts. I got registered 
and put contacts out, but didn’t get 
anything because around here pret­
ty much all the officiating assign­
ments are locked up at this time of 
year already.”

So Shough went to Plan B and start­
ed Monday as an assistant coach at 
KLAA South Division rival Canton.

“I stayed around the house not 
doing anything... then I was just feel­
ing, ‘I want to coach,”’ Shough said. “I 
went back and got a contact with (ath­
letic director) Sue Heinzman and she 
said they were looking for an assis­
tant. I had been a great friend for 
many years with (head coach) Bob 
Richardson and coached against him, 
so I thought it would be a natural fit 
and it happened.”

Shough retired from teaching in 
2010 from the Wayne-Westland Com­
munity Schools following 44 years 
(including 20 with the Cherry Hill 
Schools), but stayed on coaching at

Jess Shough didn't stay retired very 
long after coaching boys track 26 
seasons at John Glenn. He is now an 
assistant at Canton.

Glenn where he compiled a 104-84 
dual-meet record.

And after Shough ended his brief 
hiatus, he became reacquainted with 
track.

“It’s been an adjustment,” Shough 
said. “Everybody looks at m e and 
says, ‘What’s he doing over here?’ 
It’s been an adjustment, but up to 
this point it’s been very natural.
The coaching staff has really been 
receptive and the kids have been  
really receptive.”

Shough started coaching at Glenn 
in 1986 and served as an assistant 
under Richard Gordon before tak­
ing the head coaching reins in 1991.

In 1995, he guided the Rockets 
to Western Lakes Activities Asso­
ciation and WLAA Lakes Divi­
sion titles. But his best season  
cam e in 1997 when Glenn captured 
the WLAA, division and regional 
crowns.

When Glenn moved into the Kens­
ington Lakes Activities Association 
in 2009, Shough’s top finish with the 
Rockets was fourth in the Kensing­
ton Conference meet in 2010.

In the past few  years wins had 
becam e harder to come by for the 
Rockets in the KLAA.

“The biggest thing w e’ve had the 
last three years is lack of depth,” 
said Shough, who was replaced by 
Jason D ixoa “We’ve had some great 
athletes and state qualifiers. I’ve 
coached four of the Midwest Meet 
of Champions selections. We’ve had 
good success in terms of individuals, 
but that lack of depth was making a 
difference in terms of being compet­
itive in the (KLAA South) division.”

Shough graduated from Adrian 
High School and played fourth years 
of both basketball and baseball at 
Eastern Michigan University where 
he earned a B.S. degree in physical 
education.

His first coaching job was as an 
assistant at Garden City East under 
Clayton Kelly.

Shough then took the head girls 
track position at Cherry Hill.

“I got hooked on the fact that track 
was the sport that I really could see 
m yself coaching it,” said Shough, 
who also holds a master’s degree 
in educational administration from 
EMU. “It was something that I was 
actually looking for in coaching. I 
got hooked and I’ve been coaching it 
ever since.”

Shough has begun a new phase in 
his life and he’s glad he accepted the 
Canton position.

TRIGGER POINTS
Trigger point is the name given to sites on the surface of the 

body, which when pressed lightly or moderately, elicit a response 
of sharp pain at the site of the applied pressure.

The best known trigger points are those found in fibromyalgia. 
In the past, diagnosis of fibromyalgia depended on a doctor finding 
12-18 trigger points distributed over the body above and below 
the waist and present in a symmetrical pattern. Interestingly, the 
diagnosis of fibromyalgia today does not require the presence of 
even a single trigger point.

However, trigger points and therapy for them remain a part 
of daily medicine. Popular sites include the low back, pelvis and 
lateral or medial knee areas.

A problem for physicians is that the cause of trigger point pain 
remains unclear. Investigations have not uncovered an underlying 
condition such as diabetes or hypothyroidism, or an unrecognized 
abnormality in bone and calcium metabolism.

Injecting the trigger point with local anesthetic and methyl- 
prednisolone usually is effective therapy. Resolution of pain lasts 
for weeks to months, and in some instances the trigger point ends 
forever. However, in many cases the same pain returns indicating 
that the treatment suppressed the cause but did not remove it. At 
times, the pain may end spontaneously, leaving as mysteriously as 
it came on.

Physicians can assure a patient that as annoying as the trigger 
point is, it is not a sign of cancer or any underlying condition that 
can cause permanent impairment.

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Program helps 

pre-diabetics 

lose weight, 
get healthy

R educing risk  for type 2 d iabetes  
takes a com m itm ent to healthy eating, 
e x e rc ise  and w eight reduction.

L eigh V ogelsong o f the N ational Kid­
n ey  Foundation o f  M ichigan, says indi­
viduals o ften  recogn ize  those needed  
life s ty le  changes, but stru gg le  to m ake  
them .

“Som e people have tried  so m any  
tim es to lose  w eight or to ex erc ise , 
that th ey  are fee lin g  a little  hesitant 
about starting som ething e lse . We’d 
encourage people to try  again. We’ve  
found w e’v e  had su ccess.

V ogelsong says the N ational D iabe­
te s  P revention  Program  that she coor­
d inates for the Foundation has all the  
tools n ecessa ry  to help keep pre-dia­
b etics  stay on track to good heath.

The Foundation w ill o ffer  an infor­
m ational m eetin g  about the pro­
gram  at 7 p.m. Tuesday, April 16, at 
the St. M ary M ercy H ospital P ro fes­
sional B uild ing, c lassroom  10 on the  
fourth floor, 36475 F ive M ile, L ivo­
nia. The 16-w eek  program  w ill start at 
7 p.m . Tuesday, April 23, w ith a group  
o f approxim ately 15-20 participants  
m eetin g  for an hour each  w eek . A fter  
the 16 session s, th ey ’ll m eet m onthly  
for additional support in m aintaining a 
healthy lifesty le .

The program  is free , but participants  
m ust qualify. T hey m ust be over­
w eight and at a high risk  for develop­
ing d iabetes or overw eigh t and d iag­
nosed w ith pre-diabetes.

“The w ay people typ ica lly  are d iag­
nosed  is through blood te s ts ,” V ogel­
song said. “You can take the screen in g  
a ssessm en t that w e have on our w eb­
site , w w w .nkfm .org. The a ssessm en t  
would in part qualify  a person for the 
program .

“T here are other factors to look  
at. That would be a body m ass index  
greater or equal to 24.”

Participants also m ust be over age  
18.

The Foundation prom otes the pro­
gram  in areas w here resid en ts are at 
high risk  for d iabetes. In addition to 
Livonia, it has offered  the program  in  
Inkster and C helsea. V ogelsong said  
Livonia w as included b ecau se it has a 
sign ifican t num ber o f  sen ior citizens.

“One out o f  two sen iors are at h igh  
risk  for develop ing  d iab etes,” she not­
ed. “You absolu tely  can do som ething  
about it. That’s our m essage . W e’d like  
people to know there is som ething that 
can help them  low er their risk .”

W eight loss, healthy eating  and exer­
c ise  all are com ponents o f  the pro­
gram . P articipants track o f e v e r y ­
thing th ey  eat and drink for a life s ty le  
coach who com m ents w eek ly  on their  
progress. T hey aim  for 150 m inutes of 
ph ysica l activ ity  per w eek , w hich at 
the start o f the program  m ight include  
brisk  w alking and housew ork.

“We g iv e  people a list o f all kinds 
o f a ctiv ities . We encourage them  to 
w ork up to b ecom ing m ore active  and 
in creasin g  their heart ra te ,” she said. 
“We do a w eek ly  w eigh-in  so that par­
ticipants are able to track their prog­
ress.

“Part o f  the program  is know ing  
w here you are and settin g  goals for  
w here you want to go. It’s a goal-ori­
ented  program .”

In addition to low ering risk  for type  
2 d iabetes, V ogelsong said the pro­
gram  also can low er ch olestero l, low ­
er  the risk  for heart d isease  and low er  
blood pressure.

Diabetes educator/ 
nurse stresses meal 
management, weight 
control as key factors

In 1996, the U.S. Centers for D is­
ease  Control identified diabetes as 
an epidem ic. In 2012, som e 28 m il­
lion people in the U.S. w ere dia­
betic, w ith those with tendencies  
toward diabetes boosting the total 
to 110 million.

The worldwide total is 350 m il­
lion, said Fern Vining, a registered  
nurse and recent Beaum ont H os­
pital retiree who’s a diabetes edu­
cator.

“The disease has been around for 
thousands o f years,” said Vining, 
noting it w asn’t until the mid-1980s 
that the first m ajor research study  
was done. D iabetes is  now linked to 
such conditions as new  blindness, 
nontraum atic amputation, and kid­
ney failure often requiring dialy­
sis. It im pacts the large blood ves­
sels, she said, which often leads to 
heart attacks or strokes.

“That’s it, major lifesty le  chang­
es,” Vining agreed w ith her recent 
Plym outh A.M. Rotary audience 
at a breakfast m eeting. That’s why 
she runs an Adult D iabetes Support 
Group with help of the Plymouth  
Lions. It m eets 2-3:30 p.m. the sec­
ond Thursday of the month at the 
Plym outh D istrict Library, 223 S. 
Main in downtown Plymouth.

Inform ation on the support group 
is available from  Vining at (734)
454-0859.

“G lucose or sugar to your body is 
like gasoline to your car,” said Vin­
ing, who doesn’t believe diabetics 
generally  should never have carbo­
hydrates.

She’s been in nursing years but 
is still im pressed with the human 
body. “I still m arvel today at what 
this body can do. M edicine has not 
cracked a lot o f the secrets.”

D iabetes was for years described  
as Type 1, or juvenile onset, and 
Type 2, adult, but age lines are 
blurring, she said. The m ajority 
of children with diabetes are still 
Type 1.

Young kids with diabetes are 
adept with technology and pumps, 
Vining said. “Insulin is still the saf­
e st drug for people with diabetes.”

Insulin becam e com m ercially  
available in the 1920s and dramat­
ically im proved health and life  for 
diabetics, who previously had been  
put on starvation diets.

Vining is encouraged by good 
research on the horizon. She 
touched on gestational diabetes, 
usually in the third trim ester o f 
pregnancy. That tends to run in 
fam ilies, and som e of those women  
will remain diabetic after delivery.

Vining em phasizes portion, con­
trol and frequency in m eal plan­
ning. “That way, nobody fee ls  like 
th ey ’re totally denied,” she said of 
the diabetic who has a sm all slice  
of birthday cake.

Signs that you m ay be diabetic  
include e x cess iv e  thirst and uri­
nation, along w ith hunger. Som e 
people get blurry vision or sores  
that don’t heal. Vining cautioned  
against buying exp en sive e y e ­
g lasses before a diabetes v is ­
it to the doctor, as your vision  w ill 
often im prove w ith diabetes treat­
m ent.

M eal m anagem ent rem ains the 
No. 1 key to m anaging diabetes, 
she told the Rotarians, along with  
body w eight. Vining also showed  
them  som e new  technology, 
including a “fountain pen” style  
of device for giving shots, as well 
as a sm all m eter for m onitoring  
blood sugar.

A p erson ’s 
environm ent, such  as th e in fluence o f fr ien d s, s tr e ss  lev e ls , and  
th e e a se  o f  ob ta in in g  alcohol, m ay a lso  in fluence th e developm ent 
o f a lcoholism . W hile a factor such  as so c ia l support, m ay help to  
protect ev en  h igh -risk  peop le from  problem s w ith  alcohol.

R isk , how ever, is not destiny. A ch ild  o f an alcoh olic  parent w ill not 
au tom atica lly  develop  a lcoh olism . A p erson  w ith  no fa m ily  h istory  
o f a lcoh o lism  can  b ecom e alcohol dependent. It’s im portant to note  
that, you th s who u se  a lcohol b efore a ge  15 are  five tim es  m ore  
lik e ly  to b eco m e alcohol dependent than  adults who b eg in  d rink ing  
at ag e  21. A lcohol u se  in  teen s  o ften  lead s to an in crea se  in  r isk y  
sex u a l behavior, poor school p erform an ce  and injury.

T here are a num ber o f great reso u rces  availab le  to help you  
properly ed u cate  your ch ildren . T he m ost im portant th in g  is  to 
stay  involved , be d iligen t and have an open path o f com m unication . 
A lcoh olism  is  a chron ic, o ften  p ro g ressiv e  d isea se  that is treatab le  
w ith  p rofession a l help and support.

Q: Does treatm ent for alcoholism work?
A: In  m any c a se s , treatm en t for A lcoh o lism  is  e ffec tiv e . H ow ever, 

a m in ority  o f a lcoh o lics  rem ain  sober one yea r  a fter  treatm ent, 
oth ers have p eriod s o f sob riety  a ltern atin g  w ith  re lap ses, w h ile  
som e are  unable to stop d rin k in g  for any  len gth  o f tim e.

T rea tm en t o u tcom es for  a lco h o lism  com p are  favorab ly  w ith  th o se  
o f  oth er ch ron ic  m ed ica l con d ition s. T he lon ger one a b sta in s from  
alcoh o l, th e  m ore lik e ly  th ey  are to rem a in  sober. It is im portant 
to rem em b er  that m an y p eop le  re la p se  o n ce  or sev era l t im e s  
b efo re  a c h ie v in g  lon g-term  sobriety . R e la p ses  are  com m on  and  
do not m ea n  a p erson  h as fa iled  or can n ot e v en tu a lly  reco v er  
from  a lcoh o lism . I f  a r e la p se  o cc u r s , it is  im p ortan t to try  aga in  
and to g e t help. E lim in a te  as m an y  d r in k in g  “tr ig g e r s” from  your  
l i f e  as p ossib le .

Honda is trying to 
address the woes of 
its Acura brand with a 
one-two punch: better 
vehicles, and better 
advertising. But so far 
it isn't clear if  either is 
landing with the kind of 
authority necessary for 

Acura to close the sales and perception 
gaps with U.S. luxury-market leaders in 
those areas such as a renascent Lexus and 
a rising Audi.

Acura demonstrated its two-part strat­
egy during March Madness telecasts on 
CBS with advertisements for the new 
2014 RLX sedan, an important, all-new 
nameplate taking the lead in an all-new 
advertising campaign created by an all- 
new agency relationship for the brand.

"We're refreshing the whole brand, and 
started with entry-level vehicles last 
year," Gary Robinson, manager of Acura 
advertising and brand, told me about the 
2012 introductions of the ILX  sedan and a 
new version of the RDX crossover.

"This year, it's all about filling in the 
prestige market, beginning with the RLX. 
And a couple of months from now, a new 
MDX [crossover] comes out. With both of 
them you're talking about price points in 
the $40,000s and into the $50,000s and 
all of our newest technology."

Also, as it  replaces the old RL model, 
RLX is getting a boost from a new tag line 
— "Luxury, taken to a whole new level" — 
that is the first effort by its new agency, 
Mullen, part of Interpublic Group. The 
idea is to get American upscale con­
sumers to take notice of Acura like they 
haven't before and even to get emotional

about a brand that remains sort of mushy 
to most of them.

At first glance, Acura would seem to be 
on a roll already. Sales in 2012 were up by 
nearly 27 percent over 2011, to more than
156,000 vehicles, keeping the Honda- 
owned marque ahead of both Audi and 
Infin iti, which it considers the primary 
competition for Acura.

But the truth is that the huge year- 
over-year increase mostly reflected an 
easy comparison with a disastrous 2011, 
when deep supply woes resulted from 
the tsunami and earthquake in Japan in 
March and flooding in Thailand in the fall. 
For 2013 through February, Acura sales 
were up only by about 6 percent over a 
year ago.

And what's more, the condition of the 
Acura brand might have been even worse. 
Many Americans consider Toyotas and 
Hondas, not Infinitis and Audis, to be 
Acura's true equivalents. At one point 
last year, about 21 percent of people 
who considered an Acura also looked at 
a Toyota, while fewer than 13 percent of 
people looking at an Audi also considered 
Acura, according to Edmunds.com data.

Robinson said 
that ILX and the 
new RDX were 
meant to be just 
a start to refreshing the Acura brand and 
vehicle line, and that this year's salvos — 
the RLX and MDX introductions, and the 
new advertising campaign — will do some 
heavier lifting.

And while the expressed point of the 
first TV ads is that RLX is so luxurious, 
it  makes the owner forget about other 
luxury goods — an emotional appeal — 
the campaign is largely unfolding around 
boasting about the product itse lf and 
particular attributes: "Jewel Eye" LED 
headlights, the next generation of the 
AcuraLink connected-car system, and 
Acura's proprietary Precision All-Wheel 

Steer system.

Every major competitor to 
RLX is a rear-wheel-drive sedan 
or has available all-wheel drive, 
which traditionally have been 
associated with luxury perfor­
mance cars because of handling 
characteristics that are gener­
ally perceived as superior to 
front-wheel drive. But RLX is 
going it  alone in the sedan seg­
ment with front-wheel drive 
even though the RL it  replaces

was all-wheel drive.

Robinson noted the "inherent ben­
efit" of front-wheel drive such as lighter 
weight and the ability to put together a 
smaller exterior footprint with greater 
interior space. "It's roughly the same 
exterior size even as [RL] was, and as its 
mid-size competitors, but it  has notice­
ably more interior space."

And while Robinson conceded that 
conventional wisdom in the upscale mar­
ket is suspicious of front-wheel drive, he 
maintained that the new Acura Precision 
All-Wheel Steering system allows RLX to 
"handle better in most situations than 
rear- or all-wheel drive, and in extreme 
situations as well as them."

The handling-countermeasure system 
allows the rear wheels to be pointed, 
independently, up to 2 degrees of toe- 
angle adjustment in either direction, for 
4 degree’s of articulation.

"So the wheels can turn together or 
in different directions," Robinson ex­
plained. "And if  you're braking, both 
wheels w ill turn a bit to create a wedge 
and slow down in a stable way, or they'll 
turn together for cornering situations."
