City OKs hikes 
in water rate, 
trash cart fe<

Running the dishwasher and the 
washing machine, watering the 
lawn, washing the car and filling the 
pool will get a bit more expensive in 
Plymouth starting in July.

The Plymouth City Commission, 
with a voice vote Monday, approved 
an increase in the water and sew­
er rate of 18 cents per thousand gal­
lons of water, bringing the total com­
bined rate to $10.89 per thousand.

The hike, less than 2 percent, will 
bring the typical quarterly house­
hold water bill in the city to near­
ly $208. That’s $196.02 for water 
and sewer — the household average 
is about 18,000 gallons every three 
months — plus an $11.56 meter fee 
for a five-eighths-inch meter, the 
most common household meter size.

The hike, a part of the 2013-14 
city budget proposal, is in response 
to increases in the wholesale rates 
charged to the city for water and 
sewage treatment service, plus the 
cost of running Plymouth’s water 
and sewage system, including 
$735,000 in system upgrades that 
are to be done in conjunction with 
this year’s street improvement pro­
gram.

City officials anticipate a 4.3-per­
cent increase in the wholesale cost 
of water from Detroit, and a 3.78- 
percent increase in the cost of sew­
age transmission and treatment, a 
system that is billed through Wayne 
County. Fixed water and sewer 
charges from Detroit and the county 
are also going up.

Both the Detroit Water and Sewer­
age Department and the county have 
been moving in recent years toward 
greater reliance on fixed charges 
rather than on volume-based rates, 
which fluctuate according to the 
amount of water used. Detroit is 
expected to charge Plymouth about 
$864,000 for water during the 2013- 
14 budget year, for example, based

on anticipated usage, and more than 
$300,000 of that is a fixed charge. Just 
two years ago, according to figures pro­
vided by finance director Mark Chris­
tiansen, Detroit’s fixed charge was 
under $190,000.

Plymouth’s water and sewer budget 
for the 2013-14 fiscal year, which starts 
Monday, July 1, is about $4.65 million.

Trash fees also up
Trash disposal will also get a bit more 

expensive for Plymouth residents start­
ing in July.

The commission, with another voice 
vote Monday, approved an increase in

the monthly trash cart fee from $9.42 to 
$10 a month. That means a households 
with one trash cart will pay $120 annu- ’ 
al for it.

The hike is just over 6 percent. The 
commission did not raise the $3-a-bag 
fee for city trash bags, which are an 
alternative to the cart system; officials 
said trash bag use is limited.

Trash cart fees and bag sales are 
expected to generate about $381,000 dur­
ing the next fiscal year, about 34 percent 
of the city’s waste and recycling fund. 
Most of the remaining revenue for the \ 
nearly $1.1 million solid waste budget will 
come from a 1.72-mill ($1.72 for every 
$1,000 in taxable value) solid waste levy.

W henever I speak 
with read­
ers, colleagues, 

friends and family mem­
bers, I’m always sur­
prised by how unwill­
ing many of them are to 
learn about technology.

to get folks started (much 
like these articles), but 
with so many questions 
from so many people, I’ve 
adopted a new approach. 
The Google approach.

Google can answer 
any question you have.
It is easy to use, quick to 
use and provides many 
results so that correct 
information can be con­
firmed from multiple 
reputable sources.

Need to learn how to 
properly shoot a basket­
ball? Google it. Want to 
know the name of that 
guy who played in Fargo? 
Google it. Want to learn 
how to start a Facebook 
page for a business or a 
Twitter account for per­
sonal use? Google it.

Of course, Google isn’t 
the only method — rath­
er it’s a great resource 
to help you answer any

question you may have. 
Another great way to 
learn something (and I 
can’t believe I have to 
type this) is to simply 
try it.

Just t ry  it
When you were grow­

ing up, did anyone ever 
teach you how to do a 
cannonball dive into a 
pool? Or how to make a 
peanut butter and jelly 
sandwich? Probably not. 
Chances are, you learned 
by doing.

Learning by doing also 
applies to the Internet, 
but only if you are will­
ing to try.

I always revert to the 
Twitter example because 
it is by far the most com­
mon thing people are 
confused about on the 
Internet. They’ll say, “It 
is confusing” or “I don’t 
know how to do it.” Then 
I’ll ask them if they tried 
and they always say 
“no.”

Believe it or not, Twit­
ter, and even Facebook 
and other social media 
sites, are some of the eas­
iest things to use. Twit­
ter for example, walks 
you through the entire 
process of setting up an 
account. The site helps 
you follow users, upload 
a photo, create a pro­
file, send a tweet and tell 
friends you joined the 
site. Most sites and many 
devices have similar 
tutorials that make set­
up a breeze, but you can’t 
learn to use them if you 
don’t try.

I think the main rea­
son people are unwill­
ing to try Twitter or to 
try to use new devices is

that they are afraid of not 
understanding the mate­
rial and therefore getting 
frustrated or feeling out 
of touch. However, tech­
nology-based frustration 
is a thing of the past. This 
isn’t like 1994, where if 
your computer brok6 you 
called customer service 
and stayed on hold for an 
hour.

Nowadays, we can get 
instant satisfaction and 
solve problems immedi­
ately with search engines 
like Google. So if you 
try to set up your new 
Twitter account, switch 
to a new phone or do 
something even more 
advanced, you can always 
Google it!

When using Google 
to help solve life’s dai­
ly problems, be sure to 
phrase what you are look­
ing for in the form of a 
question. That will help 
Google bring you the 
best possible results.
For example: typing in 
“How to send a tweet” 
will bring more precise 
results than “Twitter 
help.”

It may take a few clicks 
to find a link that pro­
vides the right informa­
tion, but be patient. You 
can rephrase your search 
if you need to find what 
you are looking for.

Next time you hear 
about a new type of tech­
nology, instead of fearing 
it, Google it. You could 
learn before many oth­
ers and become an early 
adapter.

The district will use 
bond proceeds, to be paid 
back over 20 years, to 
build a new middle school 
in Canton, make much- 
needed technology infra­
structure and equipment 
improvements, fund a 10- 
year replacement plan for 
its 130-bus fleet and make 
improvements to facilities 
around the district.

A t  t h e  t o p
Voting at St. Kenneth 

Catholic Church in Plym­
outh Township, Ed and 
Lynn Gruenwald thought 
those were desirable 
goals. They have a grand­
daughter in the eighth 
grade at Central Middle 
School, and both of them 
supported the bond.

“It’s going to update 
computers for years to 
come,” Ed Gruenwald 
said. “Plymouth-Can­

ton needs to be right at 
the top among all the
schools.”

Failure would have 
meant expenses of more 
than $700,000 from the 
general fund.

“It was such a big effort 
by everybody,” Superin­
tendent Jeremy Hughes 
said. “It helps us make 
up some lost ground and 
helps us move forward.”

Denise Zander helped 
lead the Vote Yes citi­
zens committee that has 
been pushing the bond 
since the beginning. Zan­
der said district officials 
clearly made the case for 
the need, and were able 
to convince voters they 
weren’t asking for more 
than they needed.

G e t t i n g  t h e  m e s s a g e
“We’re thrilled,” Zander 

said. “I think what made 
the most sense to peo­
ple was the no increase 
to their current tax rate. 
The district worked hard

to ask for something 
within their means and no 
more. It was a no-brain- 
er, and the people under­
stood that.”

At St. John Neumann 
Catholic Church, Can­
ton resident Sandy Deri- 
ca voted in favor of the 
bond.

“I want to see education 
move forward,” Derica 
said. “Kids today, if they 
want to get a good job, 
they’re going to need a 
good education.”

The bond passed in the 
City of Plymouth and 
Canton and Plymouth 
Townships. It failed by 
narrow margins in Salem, 
Superior and Northville 
Townships.

“I’m very proud of our 
community,” board Sec­
retary Adrienne Davis 
said. “They got our mes­
sage. That’s what I’m 
really excited about.”

The new job is an 
expansion of Buzu­
vis’ workload and a con­
solidation of his titles 
without, officials not­
ed, an increase in pay. 
The appointment was 
approved Monday by the 
Plymouth City Commis­
sion.

“I’m happy for the chal­
lenge,” Buzuvis said 
Wednesday, adding that 
the new job will allow 
him to work in more 
areas of city government. 
“It’s the best thing for the 
city.”

Buzuvis had been the 
director of business oper­

ations at the Downtown 
Development Authori­
ty and the city’s special 
projects director, and his 
compensation will contin­
ue to be split by the city 
and the DDA.

He will continue in those 
roles — assisting DDA 
operations director Tony 
Bruscato and doing DDA 
budgeting and infrastruc­
ture improvement admin­
istration, plus grant-writ­
ing and overseeing spe­
cial projects at City Hall 
— and take on administra­
tive duties with the build­
ing department. His new 
title will cover all aspects 
of his job.

The new position of 
community development 
director stems from the 
City Commission’s goal 
of bringing more effi­
ciency to the process­
es by which developers

apply for building proj­
ects, get them reviewed 
by appropriate city agen­
cies, get them inspected, 
and see them to comple­
tion. A study of the cur­
rent development path by 
two University of Michi­
gan industrial engineer­
ing students, present­
ed to commission mem­
bers recently, included a 
recommendation that the 
city have a community 
development director.

Buzuvis, while noting he 
will be an administrator, 
not a technical specialist, 
said he hopes to be a “one- 
stop shop” for people look­
ing to get permits for any­
thing from a backyard 
shed to a new mixed-use 
development. He plans 
to looking at using tech­
nology — such as a pro­
gram that allows build­
ers to apply for and get

city updates on their proj­
ects via the Internet — to 
increase efficiencies.

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Markets are up, but don’t 
be fooled by big numbers

I f you have been follow­
ing the financial news 
as of late', the Dow 

Jones Industrial aver­
age and the S&P 500 have 
both reached a record 
high. Because of this, 
many investors are ques­
tioning why their portfo­
lios may not have done as 
well as the market. Those 
investors who have been 
sitting on the sideline are 
questioning if is it too late 
to get in.

Just because the Dow 
and the S&P 500 have 
both reached a record 
high does not mean every 
stock within their index 
has also reached a new 
high. For example, look 
at a company like Apple 
that is down one-third in 
value over the last six or 
eight months. In addition, 
companies like Gener­
al Motors are still selling 
substantially below their 
IPO price.

The reality is that the 
way the indexes are cal­
culated doesn’t mean that 
all the stocks in the index 
are up or even that the 
majority of stocks in that 
index are up. In addition, 
it is important to rec­
ognize that the Dow (an 
index of just 30 stocks) 
and the S&P 500 do not 
take small U.S. com­
panies or international 
stocks into consideration.

International stocks 
and small U.S. compa­
nies, which are key ingre­
dients to a well-balanced

and diver­
sified 
portfo­
lio, have 
not per­
formed 
nearly as 
well as

It’s important to rec­
ognize that a balanced 
and diversified portfo­
lio contains more than 
just stocks, it also con­
tains bonds. Bonds are 
an excellent diversifi­
er to a portfolio, but they 
have struggled in this 
low interest rate envi­
ronment. Therefore, the 
composition of your port­
folio should contain many 
more items than just 
stocks within the Dow 
and the S&P 500. In addi­
tion, the indexes assume 
that you are 100-per­
cent invested. With most 
investors, that is not the 
case.

The bottom line is that 
indexes are nice to use 
as a benchmark; howev­
er, it is always important 
to remember that when 
it comes to your portfo­
lio, you don’t manage to 
the indexes. You man­
age to achieve your goals 
and objectives. Inves­
tors should never let the 
market dictate how they 
invest their money; rath­
er, they should focus on 
their goals and objec­

tives. When investors let 
the market dictate how 
they invest, they end 
up buying high. Then, if 
there is a correction, they 
panic and sell low. This 
is not the strategy that 
will lead to success. At all 
times, investors need to 
focus on the most impor­
tant thing and that is what 
they are trying to achieve 
as an investor.

Is it  t o o  la te ?
Many investors ques­

tions ask if it is too late to 
jump into the market. My 
philosophy has always 
been that you invest not 
based upon where the 
market is, but rather your 
goals and objectives. If 
you’re a long-term inves­
tor, the market is a great 
place to invest. If your 
goals are short term, the 
market is something you 
should avoid.

Investors who invest 
based upon where the 
market is tend not to be 
investors, but rather they 
are more like gamblers. 
And we all know what 
happens to gamblers — 
they lose. To be a suc­
cessful investor, focus on 
the most important item 
and that is your goals and 
objectives.

The' plight of the home­
less was a front and cen­
ter for a group of teens 
from St. Damian, St. The­
odore and Divine Sav­
ior Catholic Churches in 
Westland and St. Robert 
Bellarmine in Redford, 
who recently spent the 
night sleeping outside in 
cardboard boxes.

Designed to raise 
awareness and to raise 
funds and collect dona­
tions for Covenant House 
in Detroit, the 24 teenag­
ers braved temperatures 
that dropped down into 
the 30s during their 12- 
hour stay outdoors.

“I layered on extra 
sweat shirts and sweat 
pants and brought a 
mummy sleeping bag to 
keep warm,” said Kristen

Mason of Westland. “It 
worked fairly well.”

The event was held at 
St. Theodore Church, and 
each person paid $8 to par­
ticipate in the event; $5 of 
that amount went directly 
to Covenant House, which

provides shelter, educa­
tion and vocational train­
ing, and other support to 
teens age 13-22 who are 
homeless, runaways, or 
otherwise at-risk. The 
remaining $3 helped cover 
the cost of a Dumpster to

dispose of the cardboard 
boxes, program supplies 
and breakfast. Mason and 
a friend taped their box­
es together and then cut 
windows in them so they 
could talk to each other 
during the night.

W ish list
In addition to the $8 fee, 

the teens also brought in 
items from the Covenant 
House wish list. They 
couldn’t not bring things

like flashlights, radi­
os, pagers, cell phones, 
snacks and pop.

An llth-grader at Livo­
nia Franklin High School, 
Mason spent most of the 
night outside, but even­
tually went in around 5- 
5:30 a.m.

“That’s about when I 
caved in,” she said.

The teens showed up at 
St. Theodore at 7 p.m. to 
stack out their church’s 
claim to a section of the

lawn. There was an open­
ing prayer and introduc­
tions at 9 p.m., followed 
by the speakers from 
Covenant House.

They were served hot 
soup and sandwiches at 
11 p.m. before retiring to 
their boxes for the night 
and had to get up at 7 a.m. 
to cleanup. According to 
the directions, the 7 a.m. 
wake-up call is because 
“all homeless are to be 
off the streets. Business­
es open, and they are not 
a welcome sight.”

Carol Nelius coordinat­
ed the event. It had been 
planned for last year, but 
had to be canceled.

“It started out as a way 
to raise awareness in the 
teens and to raise aware­
ness of what agencies 
like Covenant House do,” 
said Nelius, a Westland 
resident. “They brought 
three individuals to share 
how they became home­
less and their experienc­
es being homeless. One 
young man shared that 
he was in foster care and 
it wasn’t a good situation. 
He ended up leaving and 
living on the streets until 
Covenant House came 
and found him.”

accepted.

Joe and Katie Allen are work­
ing to move into their new 
Superior Township home, 
which they’ve been fixing up 
the last six months.

“Hopefully getting to the end 
of it,” he said. “Classic mon­
ey pit.” In the meantime, the 
Allens, both 32, are staying 
with their children, 3 and 5, at 
her parents’ home in Canton.

The Allens sold their first 
Canton home in January. “Long­
term value” is what he cites as 
an advantage of owning.

“We don’t usually struggle to 
be on the same page,” he said. 
He’s the “make it happen per­
son” on the home while his wife 
handles interior design.

They’re doing 90 percent of 
the work themselves, and knew 
what it would cost, said Joe 
Allen, who owns an industrial 
parts distribution company. His 
wife is a homemaker.

Advice he’d give to other 
young couples buying a home

depends on the person and sit­
uation. Allen cautions against 
major changes if you’re not on 
solid footing in your relation­
ship now.

You need to prepare, he said, 
have your down payment in 
place and anticipate costs.

“Just have a good willingness 
to roll with what comes along,” 
and plan, he said.

He agreed with Allen’s assess­
ment on the financial aspect 
of owning a home. “There’s no 
question that home ownership 
throughout the years has prov­
en one of the best investments,” 
North said.

“Prices are on the rise pret­
ty much across the board,” 
Realtor North, in the field with 
CBWM for 15 years, said of the 
local market. “We’re encour­
aged about the fact Michigan’s 
doing a great job of attracting 
more jobs. We’re encouraged 
and excited about the future.” 

He said younger couples now 
are career-focused but also 
interested in home ownership.

“We see the value of it, we 
know what it means to have a 
home,” North said of older buy­
ers.

Forcible 
entry suit 
doubtful

Q: My parent’s home has been 
foreclosed upon, but I have 
remained in possession despite 
notice that the agent for the closing 
purchaser intended to enter the 
premises and remove my parent’s 
belongings while I was out of town. 
However, the agent entered the 
premises, removed the belongings, 
changed the locks, and affixed a 
“ no trespassing” sign to the door. 
Do I have any basis to sue for 
forcible entry and detainer as well 
as conversion, which I am told are 
possible remedies?

A: Probably not based 
upon a recent decision from 
the State of Maryland which 
on similar facts found that 
a land owners right to re­
enter a premises unlawfully 
detained had long existed at 
common law, so long as that 

re-entry was 
peaceable, 
which was 
apparently 
the case here. 
The legislative 
procedure for 
obtaining a 
sheriff’s writ 
of possession 
was only an 
alternative 

available to the landowner, 
which did not abrogate the 
common law right of self-help. 
The court also indicated that 
public policy supported the 
reasonable use of self-help 
in foreclosure repossession. 
However, you should check 
with your own attorney to see 
whether in fact the law in your 
jurisdiction may be different.

Q: We have a policy that allows one 
dog at the condominium with no size, 
weight or breed limitations. A co­
owner wants to bring a pit bull into the 
condominium and we are concerned 
about that dog staying here. What can 
we do?

A: You may not have any 
basis to keep the dog out 
unless you amend your 
bylaws to restrict certain 
types of breeds. However, 
while Michigan has a strict 
liability policy with respect 
to dog bites, not all states do 
which led to a decision by the 
Maryland Court of Appeals 
which had to deal with the 
“one-bite rule” which holds 
that a victim must prove 
that the dog was dangerous 
or the bite was due to the 
negligence of the dog owner 
before liability is established. 
However, the Maryland Court 
of Appeals rejected the one- 
bite rule when the dog is a pit 
bull saying that pit bulls are 
“inherently dangerous,” and 
a dog owner — and a landlord 
who allows the dog to reside in 
a rented apartment — could be 
held strictly liable. Moreover, 
the court in that case said “it is 
not necessary that the landlord 
(or the pit bull’s owner) have 
actual knowledge that the 
specific pit bull involved is 
dangerous.” Similarly, in a 
recent Kentucky Supreme 
Court case, the ruling was 
that a landlord who permits 
tenants to keep dogs could 
be as liable for the dog bite 
as the owner of the dog.
You are best advised to 
speak with your community 
association attorney and/or if 
you are a landlord to take the 
appropriate precautions.

Gary Ray hopes to boost 
interest in the Michigan State 
Chili Cookoff and Car Show by 
holding it this weekend in Livo­
nia.

Barbara Spraul’s gladioloas, 
sunflowers, poppies and wild- 
flowers are in full bloom.

The Livonia artist has tend­
ed to her floral canvass­
es with a palette knife and 
patience since last October.

“It’s my gardening,” she 
said, with a laugh. “I use only 
oil paint. I build it up in lay­
ers. Some paintings have 
more than 20 layers. I do the 
poppies and let it dry. Put in 
a layer of sweet grass and let 
it dry. Do daisies on top so 
that it looks three-dimension- 

1 al and let it dry. Go back to 
the grass and build it up. Oil 
has a long drying time — four 
days to a week. In the sum­
mer I can put them in the sun 
outside to speed it up a lit­
tle. But there is no quick fix. 
It’s a lot of work. I work on 
canvases that take two to six 
months to finish and I work 
almost every day. I take Sun­
day off.

“I start at 8:30 a.m. and fin­
ish in the night at 11. I ’m so 
passionate about painting. It’s 
not work. I love it. I would do 
it anyway, but it’s nice when 
they pay me for it.”

Spraul will let her “garden” 
take root this weekend at 
the two-day fine art festival, 
32nd Annual Art Birming­
ham, in Shain Park in down­
town Birmingham. She’s one 
of several local artists par­
ticipating in the show that 
runs 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. Satur­
day, May 11 and 10 a.m. to 5 
p.m. Sunday, May 12. Thom­
as LeGault of Plymouth will 
be on hand with his color­
ful paintings; Doug Remien 
of Farmington will show his 
photos; and Robert Koss of 
Farmington Hills, who is new 
to the art festival scene, will 
offer handcrafted wood piec­
es, including coasters, lamps 
and clocks.

O u t d o o r  s h o w s
Spraul has shown her work in 

galleries for the past 10 years 
and for seven years at fine art 
fairs. Her husband convinced 
her to attend her first outdoor 
fair, which she figured would 
be a one-time experience.

“I was thinking it wasn’t for 
me. It was a little show in Bir­
mingham and it went so well. 
People bought and bought and 
bought,” she recalled. “The 
next weekend there was a 
show in Frankenmuth. I called 
and said, yes, I’d like to do 
another. Then I called every­
one.”

Spraul discovered that she 
could make a living painting 
and selling her work at festi­
vals. She also enjoyed talking 
with customers at the shows.

“It’s not easy. There is a lot

of preparing,” she said, “but I 
love it.”

Her husband will help her 
set up her booth at the 14 fairs 
she’ll attend this year, including 
the Ann Arbor State Street Fair
