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P a n elists  look  at ACA for b u sin ess

Professionals who’ve been 
dealing with the Affordable 
Care Act shared their knowl­
edge with Plymouth business 
people Wednesday, the same 
day the government an­
nounced lower-than-expected 
premiums for Michigan resi­
dents who plan to buy health 
insurance under the act.

The forum, during a Ply­
mouth Community Chamber of 
Commerce breakfast at 
Schoolcraft College’s VisTa- 
Tech Center, was attended by 
about 60 people, many of them 
business owners.

The ACA, or so-called Oba- 
macare, is a 2010 federal law 
that requires most Americans 
to have health insurance by 
next year or face tax penalties, 
sets up marketplaces, called

“exchanges,” in which individ­
uals and small organizations 
can buy insurance at compet­
itive prices, and establishes a 
minimum level of benefits. 
Organizations already provid­
ing insurance for their work­
ers can keep doing so.

The ACA also provides for 
some subsidies to help make 
insurance more affordable and 
gives states the opportunity to 
expand Medicaid, the federal

health insurance for lower- 
income people. Michigan legis­
lators recently agreed to ex­
pand Medicaid, which could 
provide coverage for some 
400,000 now-uninsured people 
in the state.

“The Medicaid expansion is 
going to provide help to those 
in our community who strug­
gle to survive as it is,” said 
Peggy O’Neill, who educates 
people on the ACA with Trinity

Health, a health care organiza­
tion that includes St. Mary 
Mercy Hospital in Livonia. 
“It’s going to keep our commu­
nities healthier” and reduce 
the number of uninsured peo­
ple who seek emergency room 
care as a last resort and can’t 
pay their bills.

There are lines painted on the 
sidewalks along both sides of Hagger­
ty, near Ford Road, lines that hun­
dreds of students and parents going 
to and from Eriksson Elementary 
School in Canton don’t dare to cross.

Until Linda Harju tells them it’s 
OK.

It’s Harju’s job to let them cross 
the lines -  and the street -  and to

make sure they do it safely every 
morning and again every afternoon 
as the long-serving crossing guard 
protecting Eriksson’s most precious 
asset.

Pavilion 
boost from

Plymouth Township officials 
have talked of leveraging more 
than $500,000 in outside money for 
major parks and recreation im­
provements and some of that cash 
was landed Hiesday.

The Board of Trustees, with a 
unanimous vote, agreed to deal 
with Wayne County that will give 
the township nearly $68,000 from 
the county’s parks and recreation 
millage. The money is slated for 
the $625,000 pavilion and meeting 
place planned for Plymouth Town­
ship Park.

The pavilion is intended to be an 
all-season shelter for ballplayers, 
sledders, picnickers and other 
park visitors, with restrooms, a 
kitchen, a concession area and 
meeting space. A $270,000 amphi-

plan gets 
county cash

theater, a parking lot expansion, 
pathway improvements, a foot­
bridge over the pond and plays- 
cape and sprayscape maintenance 
are also planned for the park, 
while improvements are also 
planned for Hilltop Golf Course 
and Lake Pointe Soccer Park.

The acceptance of the money 
brought the board together at 
Tuesday's meeting, despite Trust­
ees Bob Doroshewitz, Mike Kelly 
and Chuck Curmi having voted in 
August against the budget for the 
capital improvements.

The money actually represents 
15 percent of the money township 
taxpayers sent the county over the 
past year through the county’s 
parks and recreation millage. 
County policy is to return at least 
15 percent of each community’s

Church of Christ marks 
7 5  years as ‘ place to belong’

The Plymouth Church of Christ, 
a low-key congregation whose in­
fluence reaches well beyond west­
ern Wayne County, is marking its 
75th anniversary.

The church was founded in 1938 
in the Plymouth apartment of two 
original members, Paul and Bea 
Cole, and after periods of growth 
and several early locations, has 
been on Sheldon Road in Plymouth

Township for the last 50 years. The 
75th anniversary was celebrated 
during a Sept. 15 service attended 
by about 350 people, followed by a 
picnic at Canton Township’s Heri­
tage Park.

Church leaders call it a place to 
belong and their stories of what the 
church means to them illustrate 
that slogan.

“I’ve been doing work here for a 
lot of years. The people here, I feel

The other panelists 
were Rachel St. James 
Thompson, from the 
Small Business Admini­
stration; Shannon Sak- 
sewski, from the Detroit 
Regional Chamber; and 
David Thomas of Dy­
namic HR, a Plymouth 
human resources man­
agement firm. The mod­
erator was Michael Rit­
ter, the principal at Sup­
plemental Benefits Ex­
change Agency in 
Plymouth and a chamber 
vice president.

Panelists agreed the 
ACA is complex and that 
clear-cut answers for all 
scenarios will not imme­
diately be available. “It is 
incredibly complicated,” 
O’Neill said.

The ACA requires 
companies of 50 or more 
full-time-equivalent em­
ployees -  with full-time 
defined as 30 hours a 
week or more -  to pro­
vide coverage for them. 
When Thompson asked 
how many had a compa­
ny with less than 50 peo­
ple, nearly half the peo­
ple in the room raised 
their hands. A few people 
said their companies had 
more than 50 people.

Thompson said that 
for the smaller compa­
nies, the ACA won’t man­
date coverage, but will

provide incentives for 
them to provide it or 
keep providing it. “You’ll 
have the same buying 
power that large organi­
zations have,” she said.

Panelists said more 
employer documentation 
will be required under 
the ACA.

“You’re going to have 
to track more closely the 
hours that your folks are 
working and how they’re 
working,” Thomas said. 
There will be penalties 
for not reporting, panel­
ists said, though many of 
the penalties have been 
waived for 2014 as people 
adjust to the ACA.

Prices announced
The ACA’s health 

exchanges for those who 
will have to buy health 
care on their own open 
Tuesday and anyone who

is enrolled by mid-De­
cember can be covered 
starting Jan. 1. The feder­
al Department of Health 
apd Human Services 

;announced Wednesday 
f that premiums in Michi­
gan under the exchanges 
will be lower than had 
been estimated and that 
the average Michigan 
resident will have 43 
plans from which to 
choose.

For a family of four 
with an income of 
$50,000 a year, the low­
est-cost plan at the 
“bronze” level would cost 
$80 a month when tax 
credits are factored in, 
the HHS said.

Other points made 
during Wednesday’s 
forum included:

» Employers who 
provide insurance and 
plan to keep doing so 
must still provide formal 
ACA notification to their 
employees.

» People who shop for 
individual plans will find 
many offering compara­
ble benefits, without a lot 
of price variation.

» Panelists didn’t re­
port a move toward more 
part-time employment as 
a way for companies to 
skirt the ACA. “My or­
ganization hasn’t seen it 
in the people we’re deal­
ing with,” said Thomas, 
the human resources 
consultant.

“It doesn’t mean it 
isn’t coming.” Thomas 
said he had seen an in­
crease in the use of tem­
porary workers.

A look past the head­
lines about Detroit’s 
bankruptcy and county 
government’s financial 
woes will find good 
things happening in the 
western Wayne County 
economy.

That’s the message 
organizers hope to send 
with inaugural Western 
Wayne Business Leader­
ship Banquet, billed as a 
gathering of the area’s 
business and political 
leaders and a celebra­
tion of the area’s eco­
nomic success.

The networking and 
business intelligence 
event -  with a mixer, a 
dinner and presentation 
and an afterglow -  is 
Tuesday, Oct. 8, at the 
Ford Motor Co. Confer­
ence & Event Center, 
next to Greenfield Vil­
lage.

The doors open at 5 
p.m.; dinner is sched­
uled for 6:15 p.m.

“We as a western 
Wayne County region 
need to promote our­
selves and promote our 
attributes,” said Dan 
West, president of the 
Livonia Chamber of

Church tries to model 
itself after early Christianity

The Plymouth 
Church of Christ is a 
non-denominational, 
self-funded evangelistic 
Christian church.

Although it is in­
dependent, led by no 
national or international 
hierarchy, the church 
generally follows the 
same principles as other 
Churches of Christ 
around the world. Mem­
bership is around 300 
people and about 230 
regularly attend Sunday 
morning services, minis­
ters said.

Church members 
believe in one God and 
one Savior, Jesus Christ 
and, said outreach min­
ister A1 Meakes and 
preaching minister Kel­
vin Hoover, try to model 
the early church of the 
Bible’s New Testament, 
before “man’s creeds,” 
layers of religious doc­

trine and cultural and 
historical forces impact­
ed Christianity.

“Our need to respond 
to His love, ultimately, I 
think, is the goal of 
Christianity,” Hoover 
said.

Church members 
practice full-immersion 
baptism (longtime mem­
ber Carl Stamper re­
members being baptized 
in the Kentucky River) 
and sing a capella at 
services, with no in­
strumental accompani­
ment. A capella singing 
is common to most 
Churches of Christ, the 
ministers said.

“You find a lot more 
(singing) participation

Hoover said.

In Heather Tetlow’s 
case, they are -  at least 
some of them. Tetlow is 
in her second year as a 
crossing guard at Bird 
Elementary, helping the 
students -  including her 
own children -  cross 
safely at the corner of 
Penniman and Sheldon.

Tetlow, 42, is in her 
second full year as a 
crossing guard, having 
applied for the gig at the 
behest of a girlfriend 
who also serves in that 
capacity. Tetlow was 
looking for a part-time 
job that jibed with the 
schedule of her elemen­
tary-age children.

“I needed something 
compatible with an ele­
mentary school sched­
ule,” said Tetlow, who 
also does lunch room and 
recess duty at Bird. “I 
like it. You get outside, 
the kids are nice, the 
parents are nice.”

While the crossing 
guards are primarily 
responsible for the safe­
ty of the children getting 
to and from school, 
they’re seen as an in-

tegral part of the bigger 
picture by the Plymouth- 
Canton administration 
which employs them. 
And administrators are 
looking for more to fill a 
shortage.

Brodie Killian, the 
district’s deputy superin­
tendent for finance and 
operations, said the dis­
trict is “committed to 
ensure the proper staff­
ing for this critical need” 
for parents and students.

“Crossing guards are 
child advocates and a 
critical part of our daily

educational plan,” Killian 
said. “The safety of our 
students and parents is 
key and we have to be 
confident there is cov­
erage at all stops and a 
healthy pool of subs. We 
have a history of highly 
dedicated individuals.” 

They don’t come 
much more dedicated 
than Harju, who started 
with the district in 1977 
doing lunch room and 
playground duty. After 
nine years of that, Harju,

moved outside to the 
crosswalk and -  except 
for a one-year stint 
crossing kids at Ply­
mouth Township’s Far- 
rand Elementary -  she’s 
been there ever since.

In fact, Harju has 
been there so long, the 
faces have begun taking 
on familiar tones.

“I’m crossing kids 
now who have parents 
that I crossed years ago,” 
Harju said. “I’m sure I’ll 
do this until I’m old 
enough to retire.”

Steve Olson is in his 
first year helping kids 
cross at Field Elemen­
tary School. He was hon­
ored Tuesday by the 
district’s Board of Edu­
cation and told trustees 
he felt like “an encourag- 
er, a cheerleader... a 
booster.”

Olson told board 
members there were 
certainly “others in the 
transportation depart­
ment who deserve the 
honor” more, but none 
who “are more proud of 
doing it than I.”

“Daily donning my 
iridescent, lime-green 
vest is such a privilege 
and honor,” Olson said.

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BEGINNING OCT. 1HOW MICHIGAN’S HEALTH CARE INSURANCE EXCHANGE WILL WORK
M ichigan residents w ill use  

w w w .healthcare.gov. to apply for cov­
erage, com pare plans and enroll. Specific  
plans and prices w ill be available begin­
ning Ttiesday, Oct. 1, when M arketplace 
open enrollm ent begins. Consumer also 
can call 800-318-2596. They w ill be able to 
enroll in a policy on the sam e site.

The U.S. D epartm ent o f H ealth and 
Human Services w ill run the M ichigan  
exchange, as w ell as out-of-state call cen­
ters that w ill provide consum ers with  
inform ation. The M ichigan D epartm ent of 
Insurance and Financial S ervices will 
retain oversight of the insurers and their 
licensing.

There are four categories o f M arket­
p lace insurance plans: bronze, silver, gold  
and platinum.

All M arketplace insurance plan cate­
gories o ffer  the sam e set o f essential 
health benefits. The categories do not 
reflect the quality or amount of care the 
plans provide.

The category you choose a ffec ts  how  
m uch your prem ium  costs each month and 
what portion of the bill you pay for things 
like hospital v isits or prescription m edica­
tions. It also a ffects  your total out-of-pock­
et costs —the total amount you’ll spend for  
the year if  you need lots o f care.

How the  exchange w ill operate
This online M arketplace w ill provide 

policies that are supposed to be m ore af­
fordable to fam ilies and individuals. About 
a dozen insurance com panies are offering  
as m any as 150 plans that, for the m ost 
part, are assigned categories.

Platinum plans, the m ost expensive up 
front, w ill pay about 90 percent of m edical 
expenses. Gold plans w ill cover about 80 
percent of costs, silver plans about 70 
percent and bronze plans about 60 per­
cent. The lower the prem ium  cost up 
front, the higher the out-of-pocket costs  
later.

Anyone younger than 30 can purchase 
catastrophic health coverage instead of a 
regular policy to sa tisfy  the requirem ents 
of the federal health care law. Such a pol­
icy  w ill have low er prem ium  and higher 
deductibles and co-pays. It w ill provide 
coverage largely in cases of a catastrophic  
injury.

W hat to  consider w hen  
choosing your plan

Think about the health care needs 
of your household when considering  
which M arketplace insurance plan to 
buy.

Do you expect a lot o f doctor v isits  
or need regular prescriptions?

If you do, you m ay want a gold or 
platinum plan.

If you don’t, you m ay prefer a 
bronze or silver plan. But keep in 
mind that if  you get in a serious acci­
dent or have an unexpected health  
problem, bronze and silver plans will 
require you to pay m ore o f the costs.

You m ust enroll by Dec. 15 for 
policies to be e ffec tiv e  Jan. 1. Enroll­
m ent will continue until March 31, but 
effec tiv e  dates on policies will be 
delayed.

A fter M arch 31, you can buy pol­
ic ies on the exchange only in special 
circum stances. It will usually be with­
in 30 days follow ing certain life  
events. Among them: a change in 
fam ily size through, for exam ple, 
m arriage, birth or adoption; a change 
in legal status to U.S. citizen or legal 
immigrant; or a m ove that opens up 
options for other policies on the ex ­
change. N ative Am ericans can enroll 
any tim e in the M arketplace; they are 
not bound by enrollm ent periods.

Everyone enrolled can change 
policies annually during a lim ited  
enrollm ent period. Starting in 2015, 
the enrollm ent period w ill go from  
Oct. 15 to D ec. 7.

Small b usinesses — those with 50 
or few er full-tim e em ployees — will 
also be able to access the policies at 
w w w .healthcare.gov They w ill be  
directed to the Small B usiness Health  
Options Program  M arketplace or they  
can call 800-706-7893.

Like those buying insurance for 
them selves or their fam ilies, open  
enrollm ent for sm all b u sinesses be­
gins Oct. 1. But unlike those buying  
insurance for them selves, enrollm ent 
does not end March 31; it continues 
year-round.

Applicants can’t be denied insur­
ance based on pre-existing conditions. 
Additionally, insurers cannot set lim ­
its on 10 essential benefits — hospital 
care, regular doctor’s v isits and pre­
scription coverage, for exam ple — 
that are required in the plans.

However, only those without a f­
fordable em ployer-sponsored insur­
ance, those not eligib le for M edicaid  
and those who have incom es below  
four tim es the federal poverty level 
will be eligib le for federal credits. 
Those credits will help shrink costs  
for prem ium s. In 2014, an individual

m aking less than $11,490 will fall be­
low the federal poverty lim it and a 
fam ily of four with a household in­
com e less  than $23,550 w ill fall below  
the federal limit.

So under the health law, a fam ily of 
four w ith an incom e below  about 
$94,000 in 2014 — or four tim es the 
poverty lim it — would qualify for  
credits.

Additionally, those with incom es 
lower than 2/2 tim es the poverty lim it 
will be eligib le for sm aller co-pays 
and deductibles.

W here to  buy insurance
The insurance m ust be purchased  

online. You can do it on your own or 
federally  certified  sta ff w ill be avail­
able at m any health clin ics, other  
health care providers and com m unity  
centers to help enroll applicants.

The com plicated form ulas for de­
term ining elig ib ility  for tax credits or 
M edicaid will be autom atically deter­
m ined on the exchange once you input 
your inform ation. You won’t need to 
grab a ca lcu la tor .

You will need the follow ing to en­
roll:

» Social Security num ber (or docu­
m ent num bers such as those on green  
cards).

» Em ployer and incom e inform a­
tion for each fam ily m em ber who 
needs coverage (such as a W-2 or a 
pay stub).

» Policy num bers for any current 
insurance.

» Inform ation on em ployer cov­
erage, which can be gathered using  
the “em ployer coverage tool” found at 
w w w .healthcare.gov.

» The K aiser Fam ily Foundation, 
which tracks health care policy, has 
created an interactive subsidy calcu­
lator based on prem ium s released  in 
other states.

The calculator m ight help M ichi­
ganders better understand how much  
federal financial help they’ll receive  
to buy policies. However, it’s impor­
tant to know that M ichigan has not 
released  its prem ium  costs yet, so it’s 
not clear w hether their plans w ill be 
sim ilarly priced.

» Coverage only for vision  
care or dental care.

» W orkers’ com pensation. 
» Coverage only for a 

sp ecific  d isease or condition.
» Plans that o ffer  only  

discounts on m edical ser­
vices.

H ealthcare.gov o ffers the 
follow ing on health care 
reform:

If som eone who can af­
ford health insurance doesn’t 
have coverage in 2014, they  
m ay have to pay a fee . The 
fee  in 2014 is 1 percent of 
your yearly  incom e or $95 
per person for the year, 
w hichever is higher. The fee  
increases every  year. In 
2016, it is 2.5 percent of in­
com e or $695 per person, 
w hichever is higher.

In 2014, the fee  for unin­
sured children is $47.50 per 
child. The m ost a fam ily  
would have to pay in 2014 is 
$285.

It’s im portant to rem em ­
ber that som eone who pays 
the fee  won’t get any health  
insurance coverage. They  
still w ill be responsib le for 
100 percent of the cost o f 
their m edical care.

A fter open enrollm ent 
ends M arch 31,2014, they  
won’t be able to get health  
coverage through the Mar­
ketplace until the next annu­
al enrollm ent period, unless  
they have a qualifying life  
event.

State Rep. Kurt H eise  
is p leased with a H ouse 
resolution passed Thurs­
day, Sept. 26, on Common 
Core State Standards for 
K-12 education.

“I thought it was a 
really good accom m oda­
tion for all parties con­
cerned,” the Plym outh  
Republican said during a 
Friday, Sept. 27, co ffee  
hour with constituents at 
Plym outh Panera’s. The

three-page resolution  
now goes to the state  
Senate.

H eise noted a Sm arter  
Balanced A ssessm ents  
com ponent is included. 
“That would eventually  
replace the MEAP and 
other standardized tests  
w e’re using;,” he said.

There w ill be research  
before adopting the test, 
he said, and stipulations 
on privacy to keep in­
form ation within the 
school uses.

Sister Mary Modesta 
Piwowar, 88, remembers 
asking Jesus to just give 
her health and she would 
be his hands and feet.

That was in 1959. Je­
sus kept his promise that 
day when she was walk­
ing the grounds of what 
was soon to be the site of 
St. Mary Hospital -  and 
Sister Modesta has kept 
hers.

Now, after 54 years 
with the hospital and 70 
years serving as a Fel- 
ician sister, she is retir­
ing as an employee of the 
hospital.

She wanted to be sure 
the project she says the 
Holy Spirit inspired her 
to begin was left in good 
hands before leaving. No 
One Dies Alone, Sister 
Modesta’s labor of love, 
has now been placed in 
the capable hands of a 
certified chaplain, along 
with many volunteers.

The NODA program, 
pioneered by Sister Mod­
esta at St. Mary’s, pro­
vides a companion to 
dying patients who would 
otherwise be alone.

“I’m so happy to see 
this smooth transition,” 
said Sister Modesta, who 
will be 89 in November.

Now she’s free to re­
tire and has packed up 
her whole office, she 
said. Asked what she will 
do with her free time, she 
says she’s planning to 
read. “I love to read. I 
never have time to read,” 
she said, adding she par­
ticularly enjoys biogra­
phies.

But then she remem­
bers that with so few 
sisters left in the con­
vent, she has responsibil­
ities such as taking care 
of the chapel where daily 
Mass is said.

She adds that she’s

also busy with her fam­
ily, which she says must 
be about 100 people, in­
cluding her two brothers 
and sister -  ages 91,90 
and 87 -  and their chil­
dren and grandchildren.

“I don’t have any free 
time -  yet,” she said.

“Maybe God is prepar­
ing me. I may have to 
help one of the others,” 
she said of her siblings.
“I don’t care what I do; I 
just leave it up to God.”

In God's hands
Placing herself in 

God’s hands is the way 
she has lived her life. 
She’s lived the lesson of 
the Baltimore Catechism 
that she studied in ele­
mentary school: “Why 
did God make me? To 
know Him, to love Him 
and to serve Him,” she 
recites.

“If the world knew 
why God made us, we 
would have heaven on 
Earth,” Sister Modesta 
said.

Sister Modesta’s 
knowledge of her calling 
came to her at an early 
age. By third grade, she 
knew she wanted to be a 
nun and by seventh 
grade she knew she 
wanted to be a nurse. She 
entered the convent at 
age 14 and became a nun 
at age 18.

She says she refused 
to sign up for public high 
school, even though her 
parents had told her they 
couldn’t afford to send 
her to a Catholic high 
school. She says she re­
members, like it was 
yesterday, a day in 1939 
when her dad came to 
her and told her he could 
send her to Catholic high 
school after all.

She chose the Felician 
Academy in Detroit -  she 
says she called the school 
on a Monday, met with 
the directress on a

Wednesday and entered 
the school on a Friday. 
She announced right then 
that she was entering the 
convent, not just high 
school, she said.

After that she taught 
elementary school for 13 
years, but says she knew 
her calling to the medical 
field would be realized 
one day. Then in the 
1950s, Livonia officials 
approached the Felician

Sisters about starting a 
hospital, which ended up 
being built on a plot of 
farmland at Five Mile 
and Levan.

That started her long 
career in health care.

Laboratory w ork
She graduated from 

Madonna College and 
attended Wayne State 
University in Detroit and 
the University of Notre
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Dame in South Bend, Ind. 
She holds a master’s 
degree in medical tech­
nology and hospital ad­
ministration.

As chief medical tech­
nologist, she organized 
and directed the hospital 
laboratory for 18 years 
and established a School 
of Medical Technology.

In 1966, Camille Brick 
of Livonia was 20 years 
old and a young intern in 
medical technology when 
she began working with 
Sister Modesta, who was 
head of the laboratory 
then and also a teacher.

“She promised me she 
would just be a phone 
call away if I needed 
her,” Brick said of work­
ing for Sister Modesta.

In 1977, Sister Mod­
esta was appointed vice 
president with responsi­
bility for diagnostic ser­
vices.

CEO o f hospital
Then, she became the 

third president and CEO 
of St. Mary Hospital, now 
called St. Mary Mercy, in 
1982.

During her tenure as 
president from 1982-97, 
the hospital underwent 
several major renova­
tions and additions, in­
cluding the St. Mary

In January 1998, Sister 
Modesta was named 
senior vice president of 
special projects.

From 1998 through 
2003, she and four St. 
Mary Hospital Critical 
Care nurses piloted the 
No One Dies Alone pro­
gram. In 2003, the NODA 
program became a com­
munity volunteer pro­
gram that maintains 
more than 80 volunteers 
at the present time.

“She’s like a mini gi­
ant,” Brick said of the 
diminutive Sister Mod­
esta. “She’s always pray­
erfully giving and of­
fering herself. I’m very 
privileged to have known 
her as long as I have. She 
is my mentor and my 
friend,” she said.

“You do everything in 
a team effort,” Sister 
Modesta said of her 
years of service.

Of all those duties, 
serving others has been 
her mainstay. “What I 
enjoyed the most was the 
people,” she said.

And even though she 
says she’s retiring, she 
has a twinkle in her eye 
when she mentions, “The 
other day I worked two 
shifts ... I love to work 
midnights.”

Come this tim e next 
year, there will likely be 
dozens of expensive  
homes rising from what 
is today the Northville 
community’s last large- 
scale horse farm.

Northville Township 
officials agreed last 
month to a developer’s 
plan to build an exclusive 
subdivision on what is 
today CJM Farms, a 78- 
acre property on the 
south side of Seven Mile 
Road between Ridge and 
Napier. The barns and 
pastures where dozens of 
horses roam today will 
be torn asunder to make 
room for 75 
homes. Accord­
ing to the devel­
oper, DEI Prop­
erties of Shelby 
Township, the 
homes in the 
Montcaret sub­
division will be 
in the $500,000

range once they FRED sHADKO 
hit the market. Northville Township 
Construction is trustee 
expected to take 
place in the spring.

Some township offi­
cials, particularly Trus­
tee Fred Shadko, who is 
also a member of the 
planning commission and 
Northville Township 
Historic District Com­
mission, aren’t real hap­
py about the plan.

Not only will the town­
ship lose its last big 
horse farm (a few resi­
dents still have horses), 
the developer is also 
planning to demolish the 
old Greek revival farm­
house located on the 
property on Seven Mile.
Built around 1840, it is 
one of the oldest struc­
tures in the township, 
according to Shadko.

Shadko and other local 
historic preservationists 
initially pleaded with the 
developer to preserve 
the home, perhaps as a 
clubhouse for the new 
subdivision. However, 
the way the development 
was drawn up shows the 
home straddling two lots,

which m eans it has to go. 
The developer even  hired  
Finnicum  Brownlie Ar­
chitects, which issued  a 
report on the home.
Their conclusion was the 
home has “no historical 
significance.”

'Mr. Harness Racing'
Shadko, am ong others, 

takes exception with that 
conclusion, of course. 
Over its lifetim e, the 
home and surrounding 
property have been many 
things, including a dairy 
farm. In the 1940s, it was 
purchased by one of the 
com m unity’s m ost influ­
ential people, Orlo Owen, 
who converted the prop­
erty into a horse farm. 

Owen was a 
larger than life  
character, who 
is considered  
by m any as one 
of the orig­
inators of pari­
m utuel harness 
racing, which  
was pioneered  
at N orthville  
Downs.

“Orlo was 
known as ‘Mr. 

H arness R acing.’ Once 
he bought this hom e, he 
com pletely gutted the  
whole thing. Back in his 
day it was just gor­
geous,” Shadko said.

Shadko is now holding 
out hope that someone 
will step forward and 
move the home to anoth­
er site. The developer 
has agreed to allow that 
to happen, but the clock 
is ticking. As of now, the 
deadline is May of 2014.

“I would love to see  
them  (developer) pre­
serve it right w here it is. 
That’s w here it belongs. 
Or even  pick it up and 
m ove it over onto its own 
lot. But it is pretty appar­
ent neither of those op­
tions are going to hap­
pen,” Shadko said. “My 
third choice is for som e­
one to pick it up and 
m ove it som ew here else  
so w e don’t com pletely  
lose it.”

WHY KNEES SWELL
In most instances knees swell because excess fluid has 

accumulated in the jo in t space distending the knee jo in t capsule. 
The fluid, called synovial fluid, comes from the cells lining the 
knee jo in t capsule; irritation of these cells causes them to  pour
out excess fluid.

The normal knee holds 1/2 to  one cc of fluid; the 
purpose of the fluid is to form a mono-film  over the jo in t cartilage 
just suffic ient to  allow friction free between the cartilage in the top 
and bottom  of the knee joint. When the am ount o f fluid reaches 
5-6 cc, the knee w ill bulge, more fluid will cause the knee jo int to 
further enlarge.

Excess fluid occurs because of irritation to  the knee 
jo in t lining cells. That irritation can be crysta ls as in gout, can 
come from the breakdown of cartilage as in osteoarthritis, can 
come from bacteria in jo in t infection, and can result because of 
auto immune disease com plexes as in rheumatoid arthritis.

The fluid is often misnamed as “ water on the knee;” 
nature is cleverer making the fluid akin to the engine oil used in 
a car. Both the knee fluid and the engine oil fluid are lubricants, 
doing the same job of allowing moving parts to turn and torque 
friction free.

Usually physicians want to  remove extra jo in t fluid 
even if the excess is not associated with pain as the extra 
fluid makes the knee unstable, putting the person at risk for a g 
fall. Furthermore, analysis of the fluid is valuable, allowing |  
the physician to  know if the fluid resulted from gout, infection, 
inflammatory arthritis or from the worn cartilage characteristic of

'Shame to  see it  go'
Rick Barnes, who is 

the farm  m anager for 
N orthville H orse and 
Recreation operated by  
CJM Farm s, said the

place is still active. In 
addition to boarding  
horses (there are about 
30 horses there now) and 
offering sleigh  rides in 
the winter, the business  
also has a program  that 
teaches g irls how to ride 
horses.

Barnes currently lives  
in another hom e on the 
property. H e is unsure 
what the future holds.

“’’This is a beautiful 
property. We see deer 
and wild turkey all the 
tim e. I’ve even  seen  a 
bobcat out here,” said  
Barnes, who has worked  
for the business for about 
three years. “It‘s a real 
sham e all o f this is going  
away.”

Northville church program focuses on values

You don’t have to be a 
United M ethodist, or 
even  a Christian, to bene­
fit from  an upcom ing  
program on values at the 
First United M ethodist 
Church o f N orthville.

Veteran journalist 
David Crumm o f Canton 
will lead the OurValues 
program for four w eeks 
at the congregation on 
Eight M ile, 6:30-8:30 p.m. 
Thursdays, Oct. 3 ,10 ,17  
and 24.

“It’s sort o f a rare 
opportunity to see  th is,” 
said Crumm, 58, the 
form er religion writer  
for the D e t r o i t  F r e e  
P r e s s . In 2007, he took a 
buyout from  the paper to 
co-found
www.ReadTheSpirit.com , 
an online m agazine for 
which he’s editor. It in­
cludes w ith founder 
Wayne Baker, a sociol­
ogist at the U niversity  of 
M ichigan, the

Crumm Baker
www.OurValues.org 
project focused  on civ il 
dialogue on values.

ReadTheSpirit.com  is 
also a book publisher 
that has carried B aker’s 
num erous colum ns on 
values. B aker has a book 
com ing out soon, U n it e d  
A m e r i c a : T h e  S u r p ris in g  
T r u t h  A b o u t  A m e r i c a n  
V a lu e s , A m e r i c a n  I d e n t i ­
ty  a n d  th e  10  B e lie fs  T h a t  
a  L a r g e  M a j o r it y  o f  
A m e r ic a n s  H o l d  D e a r .

Those at the North­
ville church program , for 
which advance reg is­
tration is  needed  at 248- 
349-1144, are eager to be 
involved.

“We fee l like these  
kinds o f discussions  
about values are really a 
universal w ay to engage

people,” said Sue Craik, 
Christian M inistries 
director for the First 
United M ethodist Church 
of N orthville. “It just 
kind of made sense for 
us to do that. No m atter 
what your religion or 
your background, the 
values w e hold are m ore 
in com m on.”

The N orthville church  
has a new  lead pastor, 
the Rev. M arsha Woolley, 
who is a friend of 
Crumm’s and eager to 
host the program.

'Buzz about it'
“T here’s a buzz about 

it,” Craik said. She and 
others hope to encourage  
dialogue about faith and 
getting along.

“I think it’s really  for 
a lot o f d ifferent kinds of 
people,” Craik said. The 
program ’s intended for 
adults and high school 
youth are also w elcom e.

Baker’s research  fo­
cuses on what Am ericans 
have in common. For the

second w eek in North­
ville, his book w ill be  
available. The $20 book 
charge is the only fee.

The program  is begin­
ning at the First United  
M ethodist Church of Ann 
Arbor, follow ed by  
N orthville. Crumm and 
Baker are m em bers of 
the Ann Arbor church.

“The participants are 
actually going to help us 
finalize what w e’re going  
to tell other groups,” 
Crumm said o f the study  
guide. Crumm’s fam ily is 
sixth-generation United  
M ethodist.

Baker, who holds ap­
pointm ents at U-M’s 
Institute for Social R e­
search and its business 
school, is known for his 
research on areas where 
Am ericans are in deep  
agreem ent. Baker identi­
fied 10 values w here nine 
of 10 Am ericans agree  
and have for years.

“We’re going to start 
from  this point of agree­
m ent,” said Crumm,

adding Baker w ill attend  
one N orthville session.

Crumm agreed  cour­
tesy  can be present in 
political debate. “I be­
lieve that is possib le,” he 
said. When ReadTheSpi- 
rit.com  started, its 10 
principles included that 
peace is possible and we 
can all com e together.

H e works with M ichi­
gan State U niversity  
journalism  students on 
books on understanding  
groups such as Asian  
Indian im m igrants, Arab 
A m ericans and native  
Am ericans. “We believe  
very  strongly it is pos­
sib le to find a com m on  
ground in our com m uni­
ties ,” Crumm said.

H e earned his bache­
lor’s degree from  U-M 
and returned as a gradu­
ate student, as w ell as a 
journalism  fellow. 
Crumm has worked as a 
journalist since his late 
teens. H e’s m arried to 
Am y and the couple has 
two grown children,

Benjam in and the Rev. 
M egan Walther, a United  
M ethodist pastor Down­
river.

Crumm and his son, 
then 21, traveled the 
country for a F r e e  P re s s  
series on spiritual val­
ues. “There are a lot of 
people who rem em ber  
that series,” David  
Crumm said.

Open to  all
“M y purpose is to help 

people talk about their 
values,” he said of his 
journalism . “We w elcom e  
people of other fa iths.”

H e’s glad to be in both 
Ann Arbor and North­
ville. “It’s a wonderful 
com m unity with a won­
derful m ix of people,” he 
said of Northville.

“This is about sharing  
those findings and in­
viting people who com e 
to see  how they connect 
to their own lives,” 
Crumm said.

D ennis O’N eill is  
being rem em bered  as a 
caring and lov ing  m an  
who loved  life  and loved  
people.

“Dad w as the sm art­
e st person I know, but 
he would m ake you fe e l  
like you w ere the sm art­
e s t  person  in the room ,” 
his daughter M aureen  
O’N eill said. “H e was 
kind and very  hum ble  
and an am azing father  
and grandfather.”

S erv ices  for Mr. 
O’N eill, a retired  
W ayne-W estland school 
superintendent, w ere  
held Saturday, Sept. 28, 
at L.J. G riffin  Funeral 
H om e in Canton.

Mr. O’N eill w as age  
78 w hen he died Sept.
23, in Fort M yers, Fla., 
w here he had been  liv ­
ing w ith his w ife  Char­
lene.

H e had been  d iag­
nosed  w ith  Parkinson’s 
d isease  four years ago  
and “had lived  life  to the  
fu llest even  w ith  the 
good and bad days,” his 
daughter said.

“H e w ent to sleep  on 
Sunday and didn’t wake 
up, that w as how he 
w anted to go ,” she said.

Mr. O’N eill spent h is  
entire educational ca ­
reer  w ith  the Wayne- 
W estland Com m unity  
Schools.

H e started  as a teach ­
er  W est Junior H igh  
School in 1960 and end­
ed it as the d istr ic t’s top

adm inistrator in 1992.

A rm y veteran
H e had served  in the  

U.S. A rm y from  1953-55, 
w orked a s a postm an  
and did custodial work  
at Ford M otor Co. w hile  
attending W ayne State  
U niversity , w here he 
m ajored in political 
sc ien ce  and m inored in 
socia l studies.

H e taught at W est 
and John G lenn H igh  
School and w as an a ss is ­
tant principal at W ayne 
M em orial H igh School 
b efore becom ing adm in­
istra tive  a ssistan t to the  
superintendent in 1973. 
H e m oved up to deputy  
superintendent in 1975 
and held  that position  
until April 1984, w hen  
he w as hired as superin­
tendent, a position he 
held until h is retirem en t  
in A ugust 1992.

H is ch ildren  also  
grew  up in the Wayne- 
W estland Com m unity  
Schools and his daugh­
ter  reca lled  that she and 
her four sib lin gs “w ere  
raised  to think that you  
n ever  know who knows 
you, so  b eh ave .”

“H e w as a lw ays busy, 
but he n ever  m issed  one 
of our ev e n ts ,” she said. 
“H e w as a lw ays there  
and then he w ent back  
to w ork.”

Thom as Svitkovich  
m et his longtim e friend  
in 1964 through the 
W ayne Federation o f  
Teachers. T hey both  
taught in the d istr ic t at 
d ifferen t build ings, but

didn’t end  
up in the 
sam e  
building  
until Sv it­
kovich  
becam e  
dean of 

students at W ayne H igh  
School. H e ended up 
serv in g  as Mr. O’N e ill’s 
deputy superintendent.

“H e w as a very  
unique person ,” Svit­
kovich  said. “H e loved  
his w ife  and his fam ily  
dearly and w as so  very  
proud o f them , but he 
also loved  W ayne-W est­
land. H e w as a non-stop  
w orker and put in a 
phenom enal am ount of 
tim e. H e se t high e x p ec ­
tations for h im se lf and 
for those who w orked  
for h im .”

A ccording to Svit­
kovich, Mr. O’N eill had 
a vision  that all students  
could learn and be su c­
c e ssfu l and w as b efore  
his tim e w ith  the idea of 
a com m on core curricu­
lum . W hile the sam e  
su b jects w ere taught 
throughout the d istrict, 
there w as a d ifferen ce  
on how and w hat w as  
taught. H e w orked on 
creating a com m on  
curriculum  throughout 
the school d istrict.

“H e rea lly  had a 
great v ision  about edu­
cation and how students  
should learn ,” Svit­
kovich said. “H e w as a 
great supporter of 
ch o ices .”

S tr o n g  s u p p o r t
Mr. O’N eill a lso  b e­

lieved  education needed  
strong governm ent

support. A poster in h is  
o ffice  that read, “It’ll be 
a great day w hen the  
Air F orce has to hold a 
bake sa le  to buy a je t ,” 
spoke volum es about his 
sen se  o f hum or and his 
b e lie f  that education  
should get a greater  
part o f the federal bud­
get, Svitkovich  said.

H e also described  
Mr. O’N eill as a loyal 
friend , f ir st o f all, and 
“alm ost m ore than a 
m entor, he w as a confi­
dant.”

“I ta lked  to him  about 
all kinds o f things, I 
leaned  on him  an aw ful 
lo t,” he said. “H e was 
m y role m odel and cer ­
tainly m y m entor.”

“D enny hired m e 
back in the mid-1980s. 
H e w as not only a gen ­
tlem an, but an honor­
able m an,” current 
W ayne-W estland  
Schools Superintendent 
G reg B aracy said. “H e  
w as a great m entor for  
m e and he alw ays kept 
kids fir st w hen m aking  
decision s. H e w ill be  
d eep ly  m issed .”

H e also  w as an avid  
runner, som ething he 
took up w hile in the 
Army. O ver the years, 
he com peted  in at lea st  
13 m arathons, running  
m ore than 26 m iles in 
around four hours.

H e also w as an avid  
reader and had thou­
sands o f  books, accord­
ing to his daughter.

“W hen th ey  m oved  
from  their hom e in 
Gladwin, I got boxes  
and b oxes o f books,” she  
said. “H e read any and 
everyth ing . H e also  
loved  m usic — H arry

Connick Jr., M otown. 
The m usic would be on 
low, but it w as a lw ays  
on.”

A fter  his retirem ent, 
the O’N eills  lived  in the  
Irish  H ills and later  
Gladwin before m aking  
their hom e in Florida, 
w here they had w in­
tered, about 10 years  
ago.

M aureen O’N eill 
reca lls  the years in the  
Irish  H ills as “the b est.”

“The kids w ent there  
w hen th ey  w ere little  
until th ey  w ere grown. 
T hey loved  to go there  
b ecau se they  w ere there  
and b ecau se it w as like  
going on vacation ,” she  
said.

Mr. O’N eill is sur­
v ived  by his w ife  Char­
lene, his ch ildren  Tim o­
thy (M aura), M aureen  
(Jon Schaber), Terry 
(N ancy), Colleen  
(Jam es) M cG innis and 
D oreen  M arsh, 16 
grandchildren, three  
brothers and tw o s is ­
ters.

The fam ily  asks that 
m em orials be m ade to 
the Parkinson’s Founda­
tion.

“H e w as a lw ays the  
m ost p ositive  person  I 
know and he w ill a lw ays  
be the m ost p ositive  
person  I w ill ever  
know,” M aureen O’N eill 
said. “H e b e lieved  he 
could fix  anyth ing.”

“H e w ill be long re­
m em bered  and certa in ­
ly  m issed  by those who 
knew  him ,” Svitkovich  
added.

Watch out
for ‘double 

dipping’ 
advisers
Q: Dear Rick: I've had 

a financial adviser man­
age my account for the 
last three years. I have 
not been overly thrilled 
with what he has done. 
My account has barely 

moved 
since I 
turned it 
over to 
him. In 
fact, 
after 
fees and 
ex­
penses, 
I've av­
eraged a 
little 
overl 
percent 

per year. I found out 
that in addition to the 
1.5 percent that i am 
paying, he has also 
received commissions 
on the funds he has 
invested for me. When I 
questioned him about 
the fees, his answer 
was "That is the stan­
dard practice in the 
industry."

A: When it com es to 
advisers, there are three  
typ es -  fee-only, com m is­
sion-based and a hybrid.

Fee-only advisers  
charge a fee  for serv ices  
and then take nothing  
from  any o f the in vest­
m ents they recom m end.

The next type is a 
com m ission-based ad­
viser. H e or she can re­
ce iv e  com pensation in 
tw o w ays. The first is the 
com m ission they receive  
by buying and sellin g  
in vestm ents for you. In 
addition, som e in vest­
m ents such as variable  
annuities and C-share 
m utual funds pay com ­
m ission-based ad visers a 
fee  year a fter  year, as 
long as m oney is le ft  in 
that investm ent.

For exam ple, if  you  
own a variable annuity, 
the person who sold you  
that annuity rece iv es  a 
fee , paid by you for ev ­
ery  year you’re in the 
annuity. W hether the 
adviser does anything or 
not, they still get paid.

The third type o f ad­
v iser  (the type you ar~ 
using) -  a hybrid -  
charges a fe e  af»d ac­
cep ts com m issions and 
other com pensation from  
the investm ents they  
use

I b e lieve if an adviser  
is charging a fee  for 
serv ice , they should not 
accept com m issions. I 
agree that it is double 
dipping. Typically, ad­
v isers  w ill e ither accept 
a com m ission or charge a 
fee , not both.

U nfortunately, m any  
people end up paying  
double the fe e s  and the 
reason is that they don’t 
know. A dvisers who do 
take double the fe e s  don’t 
tend to te ll their c lients  
about the double dipping 
and, in addition, the in­
vestm en ts that d irectly  
pay ad visers do their  
b est to hide the fees.

F ees do matter. H igh  
fe e s  equal low  returns. If 
nothing m ore, an in­
vestor would be able to 
increase their return by  
focusing on low -cost 
investm ents. In today’s 
world, w here returns are 
low, saving a percent or 
tw o m ay not sound like  
m uch, but it could in­
crease  your return sub­
stantially. Rem em ber, a 
lot o f  th ese  fe e s  are not 
just charged once. They  
are charged year after  
year.

The b est com m ission  
sa les people I know n ev­
er  w orry about com m is­
sions because their sole  
concern is their c lients. 
Unfortunately, som e  
com m ission  sa les people  
w orry about one thing  
only -  the com m issions  
and the sa les incentives  
that they can earn. 
W hether the product is 
good for their client or 
not is, unfortunately, not 
nearly as im portant as 
the com m issions and 
in cen tives that they earn.

State-ranked Canton proved  
Friday night it can go deep into 
the w ell and run a two-m inute 
offense.

A fter upset-m inded Livonia 
Churchill tied the gam e up on 
Malik Johnson’s 15-yard touch­
down run, follow ed by Brian 
Alsobrook’s two-point con­
version pass to Tim Dulin, the 
Chiefs had 2:15 left on the 
clock in a gam e tied at 28-28.

Charles TUrfe scored the 
gam e-winning TD on a 2-yard 
run with only 15.9 seconds  
rem aining as Canton stayed  
unbeaten at 5-0 and 3-0 in the 
KLAA’s South D ivision.

W illiams was 7-of-7 passing  
on the night for 128 yards, 
while Turfe w ent for 161 yards 
on 23 carries.

“The kid is a winner,” Can­
ton coach Tim B aechler said of 
his QB. “H e’s so smart. He 
m akes a lot o f checks at the 
line of scrim m age. H e’s just a 
calm , cool custom er. I like the 
ball in his hands.”

Churchill (0-5,0-3), which  
had defeated  Canton in then- 
last two m eetings, liked the 
ball in senior tailback Malik 
Johnson’s hands.

The 5-foot-8,170-pound  
senior finished with 265 yards 
rushing on 28 carries as the 
Chargers looked far from  be­
ing a w inless team.

“We knew com ing in they  
(Churchill) w ere a great o ffen ­
sive team ,” said Baechler, 
w hose team  won the total yard­
age battle, 537-392. “Led by 
their offense, there’s just so 
m uch stu ff they run and you

prepare for. T hey’re big up 
front and they execute w ell 
and their backs just ran hard. 
We w ere trying to m ove a lot 
on them , but when w e w ere  
there, w e couldn’t tackle.

It includes with founder 
Wayne Baker, a sociologist at 
the University of Michigan, the 
www.OurValues.org project 
focused on civil dialogue on 
values.

ReadTheSpirit.com is also a 
book publisher that has carried 
Baker’s numerous columns on 
values. Baker has a book com­
ing out soon, United America: 
The Surprising Truth About 
Am erican Values, Am erican  
Identity and the 10 Beliefs That 
a Large Majority o f Am ericans 
Hold Dear.

Those at the Northville 
church program, for which 
advance registration is needed 
at 248-349-1144, are eager to be 
involved.

“I think it’s really for a lot of 
different kinds of people,” 
Craik said. The program’s 
intended for adults and high 
school youth are also welcome.

Baker’s research focuses on 
what Americans have in com­
mon. For the second week in 
Northville, his book will be 
available. The $20 book charge 
is the only fee.

The program is beginning at 
the First United Methodist 
Church of Ann Arbor, followed 
by Northville. Crumm and 
Baker are members of the Ann 
Arbor church.

“The participants are actu­
ally going to help us finalize 
what we’re going to tell other 
groups,” Crumm said of the 
study guide.

The U niversity  o f M ichigan  
H ealth System  has begun of­
fering a new  urine test called  
M i-Prostate Score to im prove 
on the traditional prostate  
cancer screening test.

The traditional test mea­
sures a prostate specific anti­
gen, or PSA, but doesn’t give 
doctors a complete picture.
The new test incorporates 
three sp ecific  m arkers that 
could indicate cancer and stud­
ies have shown that the combi­
nation is far more accurate 
than PSA alone.

“M any m ore m en have e le ­
vated PSA than actually have  
cancer but it can be difficult to 
determ ine this without biopsy. 
We need new  tools to help pa­
tients and doctors make better  
decisions about what to do if 
serum  PSA is elevated. Mi- 
Prostate Score helps w ith this,” 
said Scott Tomlins, M.D., Ph.D., 
assistant professor of patholo­
gy  and urology at the U niver­
sity  of M ichigan.

R esearchers validated the 
new  test on nearly 2,000 urine 
sam ples. M i-Prostate Score, or 
MiPS, was significantly m ore 
accurate than PSA alone for 
predicting cancer as w ell as 
predicting a ggressive  prostate 
cancer that is likely  to grow  
and spread quickly.

M i-Prostate Score devel­
oped from  a d iscovery in the

anom aly that occurs in about 
half o f all prostate cancers, an 
instance of two genes changing  
places and fusing together.

This gene fusion, T2:ERG, is 
believed  to cause prostate  
cancer. Studies in prostate 
tissues show that the gene  
fusion alm ost always indicates 
cancer.

The new  urine test looks for 
the T2:ERG fusion as w ell as 
another marker, PCA3. This is 
com bined w ith serum  PSA  
m easure to produce a risk  
assessm ent for prostate can­
cer. The test also predicts risk 
for having an aggressive tu­
mor, helping doctors and pa­
tients m ake decisions about 
w hether to wait and monitor 
test leve ls or pursue im m edi­
ate biopsy.

“This combination test is 
not designed to say defin itively  
at diagnosis w hether a man has 
aggressive  prostate cancer, but 
it can provide a m ore accurate 
estim ate of the likelihood of 
having cancer and the likeli­
hood of that cancer being ag­
gressive ,” Tomlins said..

The test is available to any­
one but requires a request 
from  a doctor. For m ore in­

As Toyota and Lexus 
have regained footing 
in the US market and 
restocked their product 
portfolios, the brands' 
marketing has taken on 
new confidence as well. 
And like the rest of the 
By Dale Buss auto industry, Toyota 

and Lexus are pursuing 
both the masses and the niches of American 
consumers with more verve than ever as 
they seek to squeeze every last sale out of 
a vibrant US car market.

Of course, the biggest thing Toyota has 
going on right now is a very mass-market 
campaign to launch the new 2014 Toyota 
Corolla, its bread-and-butter compact 
sedan. That effort includes a ubiquitous 
primary broadcast spot, called "Style 

Never Goes Out of Style," which features 
Corolla over its 45-year history in the U.S. 
-  very Forrest Gump-like -  as a fixture of 
American pop culture just like the decades 
of evolving m usicthatthe ad celebrates.

But Toyota also is using a narrower 
approach than ever before to marketing 
the dramatically restyled 11th generation 
of Corolla. I t  includes a slate of ride-and- 
drive experiences around the country, 
custom Vine and Instagram videos in a 
social-media effort, a virtual "test drive" 
through the "Corolla Touch Drive" mobile 
app, and billboards and outdoor signs in 
major markets such as New York and Los 
Angeles that launches a virtual test drive 
through certain smartphones.

"We're thrilled to debut a fun campaign 
that reaches a younger audience through 
social, digital and mobile elements that 
convey the Corolla's elevated design," said 
Ed Laukes, a marketing executive of Toyota 
Motor Sales U.S.A.

Another thing Toyota is doing now is 
occurring way down the breadth scale from 
Corolla -  about as far down as the brand 
could go.

Toyota is experimenting with a 
partnership with DirecTV to zero in on 
would-be customers for the all-electric 
version of its RAV4 SUV. Even though Toyota 
essentially has given up on EVs as a high- 
volume proposition—in favor of flogging 
the Prius hybrid brand-the company is 
attempting to target tech-savvy early 
adopters in major California cities using 
DirecTV subscriber data to reach narrow 
slices of consumers.

"A national campaign doesn't make 
sense," Dionne Colvin, Toyota's national 
media marketing manager, told A u to m o tiv e  

N ew s. "But we do want to get the message 
out."

Meanwhile, Toyota is also taking a more 
concentrated tack toward pickup truck 
buyers as it  seeks to get a share of the 
booming segmentforitsTundra nameplate. 
Overall, the brand doesn't invest nearly as 
much in pickup sales as the Detroit Three

do; Tundra hasn't 
been redesigned 
since 2007, and 
doesn't offer 
all the optional 
c o n f i g u r a t i o n s  
that GM, Ford and 
Chrysler do for 
their trucks.

But Toyota 
does believe 
Tundra has a 
shot at some of 
the so-called 
"lifestyle" buyers 
who are coming 
back into the 

pickup market after being chased away 
by the Great Recession and its afterm ath. 
These are people who don't need pickups 
for construction work, farming or other 
professional applications—individuals 
that Toyota has taken to calling "The 
Evolved Trucker" in a new campaign.

And while some truck executives believed 
such buyers were basically extinct, Toyota's 
new TV-ad campaign that began this week 
focuses on Tundra as a family vehicle for 
DIY home projects, for instance.

Lexus is doing its share of edgy marketing 
as well. There are the 
planned openings of the 
brand's new Intersect 
lounges in select major 
cities around the world, 
for one thing. But in 
the US, Lexus also is 
experimenting with all 
kinds of unusual events, 
sponsorships, grass 
roots movements, social 
media, performances 
"and a mashup of the

above," as Marketing Daily put it.

For example, Lexus has a two- 
year-old Culinary Masters Team that works 
with the brand on multiple initiatives 
including customer-appreciation programs 
and charitable outreaches. Earlier this 
month, more than 100 diners gathered at 
Animal restaurant in Torrance, Calif., for a 
Lexus Culinary Masters program featuring 
a menu crafted by renowned chef Michelle 
Bernstein.

Another of those innovative efforts 
is a four-week program called "It's Your 
Move After Dark," a partnership with 
NBCUniversal that comprises a series of TV 

spots for the new Lexus IS sedan that are 
being created on the spot by improv actors 
and comedians based on suggestions 
from viewers and online denizens. I t  is 
happening in ad pods on Late  N ig h t w ith  

J im m y  F a llo n .

"People are so busy and doing so many 
things that a great ad isn't enough to get 
people's attention," Brian Smith, CMO of 
Lexus in the US, said at a recent marketing 
seminar, according to the publication. 
"We have to do it in a different way. 
Our approach is simple: creating great 
content and delivering it appropriately, 
and driving 360 experience."
