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Chamber president heads to China
Wes Graff, president of the 

Plymouth Community Cham­
ber of Commerce, will be 
among seven chamber exec­
utives from across Michigan 
who will embark on a 10-day 
tour of China beginning Tues­
day.

The trip will feature stops in 
Beijing, Hangzhou, Suzhou and 
Shanghai and meetings with 
government and business lead­
ers from each of those regions.

The seven will be repre­
senting their respective cham­
bers of commerce and the 
Michigan Association of Cham­
ber Professionals, with the aim

of building business relation­
ships with their counterparts 
in China.

Graff said he hopes to de­
velop Chinese contacts and 
spread the word about Michi­
gan business opportunities.

“Like suppliers from around 
the world, I believe over the 
next 20 years we will see sig­
nificant growth of Chinese 
companies locating facilities 
like automotive technology 
hubs in the Plymouth area.
This trip will also provide me 
better insights to work with 
those companies as they in­
tegrate into our community,”

Graff wrote in an email.
Trip expenses are being 

covered by Citslinc, a company 
that works to bring people in 
China and the U.S. together to 
do business.

Among those joining Graff 
from the Detroit area will be 
Fay Beydoun, executive direc­
tor of the American Arab 
Chamber of Commerce, and 
Sandy Mull, president of the 
Southern Wayne County Re­
gional Chamber of Commerce. 
The other four are from cham­
bers in outstate communities.

District gets 
IB World 
School 
status

Maren Wisniewski is a stu­
dent who likes to be chal­
lenged- and now, she will be. -

Wisniewski, a 15-year-old 
Plymouth High School sopho­
more, is a student in Plymouth- 
Canton Community Schools’ 
international academy. Until 
recently a pilot program, the 
P-CCS international program 
recently was awarded desig­
nation from The International 
Baccalaureate as an IB World 
School, beginning with the 
2014-15 school year.

That’s good news for Wis­
niewski and more than 300 
students like her currently 
participating in IB-level 
courses at the Plymouth-Can­
ton Educational Park.

“I wanted to join because 
(IB) gives you a lot better op­
portunities to get into more 
colleges, but there’s more to it 
than that,” Wisniewski said. 
“(IB) focuses a lot more on 
going deeper. You have two 
years to learn information, so 
you can focus on the process of 
learning it rather than just 
memorizing it. You can really 
and truly understand where it 
all comes from and why it all 
happens.”

The IB World School desig­
nation means Plymouth-Canton 
can start offering an IB diplo­
ma program. According to 
Casey Swanson, an economics 
teacher and the district’s IB 
coordinator, that gives the 
Plymouth-Canton curriculum 
an international flavor and a 
strength of programming that 
will draw more attention from 
colleges and universities.

Plymouth-Canton first ap­
plied for IB status in 2012, at 
least in part to recapture stu­
dents that were seeking an IB 
education elsewhere. For in­
stance, Swanson pointed out, “a 
busload” of students travels to 
Troy every day to take ad-

The field was smaller this 
year, but that didn’t mean it 
was any easier for the Ply­
mouth-Canton Educational 
Park culinary team.

P-CEP chefs overcame the 
field to win the Michigan ProS- 
tart Competition in Lansing, 
earning themselves a third 
consecutive trip to the Nation­
al ProStart culinary competi­
tion.

Culinary arts teacher Diana 
Woodward said fewer teams 
are competing in the actual 
cooking portion of the compe­
tition -  only 13 teams compet­
ed this year -  because of the 
financial challenges of fielding

a team. Despite the smaller 
field, she said, the competition 
was fierce.

“A lot of teams have decid­
ed it’s too much work and 
stress ... there’s so much 
equipment and so much fund­
raising you have to do,” Wood­
ward said. “It was only 13 
teams, but they were the best 
13 teams who continue to stick 
it out.”

The team beat the competi­
tion with a three-course meal - 
an appetizer of scallops with 
cucumber and orange, an en­
tree of turkey breast with 
asparagus and root vegetables 
and a coconut and passion fruit 
dessert.

The turkey was the re­
quired protein for this year’s

meal, one that presented its 
own challenges, Woodward 
said, because it called for a 10- 
to 12-pound turkey. That pre­
sented a couple of problems.

“First, turkey is relatively 
inexpensive, except when you 
have to buy one every day,” 
Woodward said. “Then,” she 
added, laughing, “what do you 
do with the other ll/i pounds?”

Her team figured it out 
(diners may have noticed more 
turkey specials in The Rock 
Cafe) and earned its third 
straight trip to the national 
competition. This year’s Na­
tional ProStart event takes 
place May 5-7 in Minneapolis, 
Minn. P-CEP’s culinary team

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tutors Peter Buchanan, 
Jen Harbowy and Mal- 
lie Abdulhadi -  correct­
ly spelled “circumambi­
ent,” the word that 
knocked out the run­
ners-up from the Ply­
mouth District Library, 
and then spelled “shib­
boleth” to clinch the 
win.

Huntington, compet­
ing in just its fourth 
bee, also won the title in 
2011 and 2012.

“It’s been fun,” tutor­
ing center owner Wie 
Pan said, clutching the 
spelling trophy onstage 
at the DuBois Little 
Theater. “It’s great to 
get this back.”

The Beez and five 
other teams exhausted 
the Literacy Council’s 
second word list, so 
pronouncers moved to a 
third list -  words that 
contestants hadn’t been 
given to study before­
hand. In short order, 
five teams went out -  on 
“psittacism,” “sapona­
ceous,” “psyllium,” 
“mundungus” and “cir­
cumambient.”

“I did quite a bit of 
studying,” Huntington 
team member Harbowy 
said. But when it came 
to that final word list,
“it was all Peter,” she 
said.

Council fu n d ra ise r
The spelling bee, 

..through sponsorships, 
raised about $4,200 for 
the Literacy Council, 
which offers free tutor­
ing to adults whose 
English skills are below 
a ninth-grade level.

The spelling bee’s 
.traveling trophy was

named the Janet Camp­
bell Memorial Spelling 
Bee Trophy in honor of 
the late Janet Campbell, 
a longtime Plymouth 
Township resident and a 
founder of the Literacy 
Council. Campbell, who 
died last year, was a 
former teacher, a mem­
ber of the Plymouth 
District Library’s first 
board of directors and 
devoted to education.

“She was so dedicat­
ed and nobody ever said 
no,” Penny Joy, presi­
dent of the Literacy 
Council’s board of di­
rectors, told the spell­
ing bee audience. “She 
was a force of nature 
who possessed the 
amazing ability to get 
things done.”

Several of Camp­
bell’s family members, 
including her husband 
David Campbell, a re­
tired dentist, attended 
the spelling bee. David 
Campbell sponsored a 
spelling bee team, 
Campbell’s Collegians.

The judges for the 
contest were Carol 
Souchuck and Eva Da­
vis, the directors, re­
spectively, of the Ply­
mouth District Library 
and the Canton Public 
Library. The pronoun­
cers were Smith Ele­
mentary Principal Dana 
Jones and Schoolcraft 
College English in­
structor Deborah Tara- 
cuk, while the time­
keeper was Ed Schulz, a 
certified public accoun­
tant.

vantage of that district’s 
IB program.

“We’re looking at 
keeping our kids in our 
buildings,” Swanson said. 
“It’s a valued curriculum 
that families have spoken 
up for. Universities per­
ceive it as value.”

Clay Walker, an Eng­
lish professor at Wayne 
State University, said the 
challenge of the IB pro­
gram -  including an ex­
tended essay project 
Swanson likens to writ­
ing a college thesis and 
which Walker says “lies 
at the heart of the IB 
program” -  is a different 
challenge than students 
get elsewhere.

The IB program, 
Walker said, forces stu­
dents to “grapple with

information and ideas at 
a deeper level” than is 
required by learning 
systems that ask stu­
dents to “regurgitate the 
information they’ve ac­
cumulated.”

“The IB program will 
fold students into a ro­
bustly interconnected 
curriculum that enables 
students to develop more 
personal learning con­
nections to the material 
with which they engage,” 
Walker said. “It empha­
sizes a deeper kind of 
learning than you can 
capture with a standard­
ized test. Students will 
leave with the set of skill 
sets necessary for suc­
cess if they are interest­
ed in a college educa­
tion.”
M ore th a n  
schoo lw ork

One of the misconcep­
tions of an IB program,

according to Swanson, is 
an idea that participating 
doesn’t allow for extra­
curricular activities, 
clubs or athletics.

Quite the contrary.
“Students are expect­

ed to be involved,” Swan­
son said. “It’s part of the 
program.”

It’s open access, with 
no minimum require­
ment, no application 
process, no testing proce­
dure. Any student can 
take part in the IB pro­
gram; if they’re not com­
fortable in the diploma 
program, they can still 
take IB classes, which 
also earn some level of 
college credit.

“There are no place­
ment tests, no obstacles,” 
Swanson said. “It’s bene­
ficial for all students.”

The strength of Ply- 
mouth-Canton’s IB pro­
gram, according to Swan­
son, is in its teachers.

Some 20 teachers have 
done training and attend­
ed workshops and confer­
ences to teach IB pro­
gramming in the class­
rooms.

“Teachers have signed 
up for extra time and 
extra work,” Swanson 
said. “That conveys the 
value; teachers see the 
intrinsic value in it.”

Swanson points out 
the IB program requires 
students to take ad­
vanced coursework in all 
academic disciplines. 
There’s a greater focus, 
he said, on written and 
oral communication.

“This focuses on being 
able to defend (a posi­
tion) to your teachers and 
peers orally versus be­
hind a keyboard or a 
Twitter account,” Swan­
son said. “We’re asking 
students to make their 
cases in an unemotional 
way, face-to-face.”
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was second in the nation 
in 2012.

Students earned the 
trip with their perfor­
mance in the cooking 
competition in Lansing, 
but it wasn’t the team’s 
only success. P-CEP fin­
ished second in the Man- 
agement/Entrepreneur- 
ship Discipline and third

“It’s good for our dealers,” 
Harb said. “That’s a pretty 
good deal (for buyers) and 
the dealers get some good 
exposure.”

The wine-tasting, proceeds 
from which fund the EEF’s 
annual teacher grant pro­
gram, takes place 7-11 p.m.

to Harb; that doesn’t include 
the 200 items that were auc­
tioned in an online auction 
that closed Friday. Last year’s 
event raised some $40,000.

This year’s teacher grant 
program has already award­
ed some $40,000 to classroom 
teachers, with one more 
grant period to come and a 
grant total expected to near 
$60,000. That brings the total 
over the life of the grant 
rogram to an estimated 
500,000, according to Carole 

Kody, executive director of 
the EEF.

The idea is to put as much 
as possible back into the 
classrooms, where students 
can benefit from it. There are 
also other ways kids are ben­
efiting, according to Harb.

Since Sysco Detroit do­
nates the sushi for the event, 
Harb talked to Sysco offi­
cials, who hosted Plymouth- 
Canton culinary students and 
taught them how to roll sushi 
the last two years.

“My goal is always to in­
clude the kids as much as we 
can,” Harb said. “If we can 
help the kids take things to 
the next level, that’s what it’s 
all about.”

Patrick Sullivan was 
no older than 13 when a 
near-tragedy made him 
contemplate police work.

He was vacationing in 
Wisconsin with his par­
ents and siblings when 
their car was run off the 
road by an aggressive 
driver, leaving the family 
shaken but intact.

Sullivan, a Canton 
police lieutenant, recalls 
how fear gave way to 
calm after a caring police 
officer arrived on the 
scene.

“He calmed everyone 
down,” Sullivan said.

The incident made an 
impression on Sullivan, 
who has spent the last 23 
years doing his part to 
keep Canton safe as he 
climbed the ranks from 
police officer to sergeant 
to lieutenant.

In a crowning achieve­
ment, Sullivan, 44, was 
chosen by Public Safety 
Director Todd Mutchler 
to receive the Director’s 
Recognition Award dur­
ing the police depart­
ment’s 28th annual 
awards ceremony 
Wednesday night at the 
Village Theater at Cher­
ry Hill.

Sullivan earned the 
award after a whirlwind 
year. He managed a shift 
of police officers while 
working tirelessly to 
ensure Canton remained 
the largest municipal 
police department in 
Michigan -  and one of 
only eight across the 
state -  accredited by 
international agency 
CALEA, the Commission 
on Accreditation for Law 
Enforcement Agencies.

Mutchler, giving Sulli­
van his award Wednes­
day night, lauded his 
“hard work, dedication 
and time.”

Sullivan made sure 
the Canton department 
met more than 400 CA­
LEA standards. His role

in a department budget­
ed for 86 sworn officers 
evolved from humble 
beginnings. Before he 
was hired by Canton in 
1991, he served a brief 
stint as the only police 
officer for the village of 
Beulah, near Traverse 
City.

“I think my biggest 
case was a drunk driving 
case,” Sullivan said.

That hasn’t been true 
in Canton, where his 
duties also include over­
seeing the department’s 
Accident Investigation 
Team, which has handled 
some gruesome crashes, 
including a five-fatality 
car-train collision in 
2009.

One of his hardest 
assignments occurred in 
2003, when he had to go 
to the scene where Gor­

don “Lew” Stevens, 52, 
became the only Canton 
officer ever killed in the 
line of duty after his 
patrol car was struck by 
another vehicle.

“That was one of the 
toughest,” Sullivan said.

Aside from his job, he 
spends time with wife 
Kristin and their four 
children: Patrick III, 19, 
Daniel, 18, Shannon, 10, 
and Megan, 9.

Mutchler said he has 
been able to rely on Sulli­
van for whatever tasks 
he has taken on. CALEA 
was among the most 
challenging.

“It was a great weight 
off my shoulders,” Sulli­
van said. “It was well 
worth it.”

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Teen’s sentencing finishes Canton robbery case

A Canton teen -  the 
last of four young men 
sentenced for robbing 
two Westland teens who 
police say went to a Can­
ton party to buy drugs -  
will remain on probation 
for three years after he 
is released in April from 
the Wayne County Jail, 
according to court and 
jail sources.

Muhedin Danny T\ir- 
kovic, 18, became the 
last teen sentenced for 
unarmed robbery for an 
incident that occurred

Nov. 2 inside an apart­
ment at The Crossings, a 
large complex near 1-275 
and Joy Road on Can­
ton’s far north side.

Barring new devel­
opments, 'IYirkovic 
should be freed from jail 
April 16, a jail spokes­
man said. Tbrkovic will 
remain on probation for 
three years, a Wayne 
County Circuit Court 
clerk said.

Hirkovic, who had 
pleaded guilty to un­
armed robbery in front 
of Judge Margie Brax­
ton, could keep the 
charge off his record as

long as he stays out of 
trouble and follows the 
court’s orders.

Turkovic and three 
other teens were 
charged after Canton 
police say two Westland 
males, both 18, were 
robbed of money and a 
cellphone when they

went to a party at The 
Crossings to buy drugs. 
Police have said one 
victim was punched and 
kicked, while the other 
was struck in the face.

The four teens had 
initially faced additional 
charges of armed rob­
bery, but those counts

had been dismissed in 
35th District Court after 
a judge cited a lack of 
evidence linking the 
teens to a gun.

Prior to Tlirkovic’s 
sentencing last week, 
three other teens already 
had been sentenced as 
follows after they plead­
ed guilty to unarmed 
robbery, a court clerk 
said:

» Alexander James 
Shippey, 22, of Livonia 
has been placed on pro­
bation for 18 months.

» Joseph Charles Hol­
land, 18, of Canton has 
received a two-year

probation sentence.
» Clary Dejuan Scott , 

Jr., 17, of Detroit has 
been placed on probation ; 
for three years.

All four defendants 
could have faced pos­
sible 15-year prison sen­
tences for unarmed rob­
bery, but authorities 
have said they accepted . 
a plea deal that mostly 
focused on probation and 
certain court costs and 
fines. i

residents of IRS scam

The Canton Police 
Department has recent­
ly taken several reports 
from citizens saying 
they’ve received calls 
from someone repre­
senting themselves as 
an IRS agent.

The “agent” de­
mands personal in­
formation and/or pay­
ments for taxes owed 
via unusual methods 
such as prepaid debit 
cards or wire transfers. 
The caller ID displays 
as IRS, Washington, 
D.C. If the citizen de­
clines to participate in 
the conversation, the 
“agent” will begin to 
threaten him/her with 
police involvement.

On a few occasions, 
after the citizen had 
ended the phone call, a 
second call came in 
with Canton Police 
Department displayed 
on the caller ID.

Federal and local 
law enforcement offi­
cials are warning citi­
zens about this large, 
fast-moving scam tar­
geting taxpayers across 
the country. Victims 
are reporting threats of 
license suspension,

arrest and deportation 
unless they pay up.

“Criminals are alter­
ing caller ID displays 
to read out as IRS or 
Canton Police Depart­
ment, bringing a believ- 
ability factor to what 
citizens might other­
wise recognize immedi­
ately as a scam phone 
call,” Special Services 
Lt. Craig Wilsher said. 
“The most important 
thing to remember if 
you receive a phone 
call from someone 
representing them­
selves as IRS or local 
law enforcement is that 
neither would ask for 
your personal informa­
tion over the phone.
Nor would they request 
a tax payment (or any 
payment) in the form 
of a wire transfer or 
prepaid debit card.”

Law enforcement 
officials recommend 
anyone receiving one 
of these phone calls 
contact the local police 
department or the IRS 
directly. The IRS can 
be reached at 800-829- 
1040; the Canton Police 
Department at 734-394- 
5400.

Spotlight Players stage 
‘Drowsy Chaperone’

It took almost 70 
years, but Livonia resi­
dent Gene Andrews 
finally received the 
military accolades he 
earned serving in the 
Army during World War 
II.

Andrews, 87, was 
presented Monday with 
the World War II Victory 
Medal by U.S. Sen. Deb­
bie Stabenow at his 
home. Anyone who 
served in the U.S. mil­
itary during World War 
II is eligible for the 
medal, though somehow 
Andrews’ medal fell 
through the cracks.

It wasn’t until recent­
ly, when his son Chris 
Andrews stumbled 
across his father’s dis­
charge papers, that he 
saw his dad was eligible 
for the medal, but never 
received it.

“I looked at it and on 
the bottom it said some­
thing about a medal,” he 
said. “I started re­
searching it and saw it 
was for people who had 
served during World 
War II.”

The medal was autho­
rized by Congress in 
1945.

Gene Andrews re­
ceived his medal during 
a short ceremony out­
side his home surround­
ed by family, neighbors 
and members of the 
VFW Post 3941 in Livo­
nia.

“It’s wonderful to 
have a chance to say 
‘thank you’ to you and 
have a chance to share 
with your family,” Sta­
benow said. “These are 
medals that are long 
overdue to get to you 
and I’m glad we can help 
make that happen.”

Gene Andrews enlist­
ed in 1946. He planned to 
enlist with a good friend 
of his, but was separated 
from him when the bus 
he got on did not have 
enough room. He did his 
basic training in Seattle 
before heading to Okina­
wa, where the former

surveyor for the city of 
Detroit began working 
in topography with the 
Army Corps of Engi­
neers.

He spent most of his 
service time in Japan, 
working to help survey 
areas that had been 
devastated by war.

“We made maps,” he 
said. “During the war, the 
island got blown up a lot 
and they were rebuilding 
and everything. So we 
had to re-survey the 
whole island.”

While the war was 
considered over in 1945, 
President Harry Truman 
authorized the World War 
II Victory Medal be 
awarded to members of 
the military who served 
from Dec. 7,1941, to Dec. 
31,1946, when hostilities 
were officially declared 
over, which made An­
drews eligible for the 
decoration.

He received the med­
al, the ribbon and a lapel 
pin, all of which he plans 
on framing and hanging 
above the piano with a 
photo of himself in his 
uniform from the war.

Chris Andrews said he 
had heard it could take as 
long as three years be­
fore the medal could be 
awarded. But stopping at 
a restaurant in Salem 
about a month ago, he ran 
into Stabenow and asked 
if she could help him with 
the process of obtaining 
his father’s medal.

John Hughes had a 
lock on teen films in the 
1980s, producing hits 
such as The Breakfast 
Club, Ferris Bueller’s 
Day Off and Pretty in 
Pink.

Those films and the 
musical spirit of that era 
have been blended into 
Totally Awesome ’80s, a 
musical being presented 
Thursday through Sat­
urday, April 3-5, at John 
Glenn High School.

“Fourteen films are 
referenced in the play,” 
director Kevin Gidley 
said. “It could be a plot 
line. A huge part of the 
plot is based on Sixteen 
Candles. There are three 
subplots going on in it.
All of the original music 
is based on songs of the 
period. You hear a song 
and a part of it you think, 
‘What song was that?’”

The students began 
rehearsing in February 
and have preparing for 
opening night four days a 
week. School closings 
due to winter weather 
have had an impact and 
the cast is working hard 
to be prepared for when 
the curtain opens, Gidley 
said. That starts with a 
matinee performance 
Wednesday for senior 
citizens and students in 
the Wayne-Westland’s 
Talented and Gifted Pro­
gram.

The size has 
Gidley commenting that 
“we went big on this 
one.” Joining Gidley as 
director is Belinda Wala- 
konis Semak, who has

been a part of plays at 
John Glenn for more 
than a decade.

The challenge was 
coming together on what 
the 1980s represented.

“That was the hardest, 
because we have our own 
ideas of what the ’80s 
were,” Semak said.
“Once we were able to 
agree on what it was, we 
were able to move for­
ward. It was a matter of 
finding our groove. Once 
we found it, everything 
else worked.”

H elping o u t
The production also 

has three main assistant 
directors, three trainees, 
a choreographer and an 
alumni director. Almost 
all choreography has

been done by students, 
including Olivia Junk.

“A couple of our alum­
ni have come back, but 
Olivia has taken on the 
lion’s share of choreogra­
phy,” Gidley said.

The student directors 
are also facing chal­
lenges. With so many 
people handling the pro­
duction, they’ve had to 
work hard to get their 
point of view heard.

“I try to lead a lot by 
example and in giving 
directions,” said senior 
Abbey Orzech, who also 
appears in the show as 
Stephanie, “the very 
typical high school mean 
girl, like Regina George 
of the ’80s. The hardest 
part is the number of 
directors. We’re all try­
ing to have input and 
voice our opinions.”

This is Orzech’s final 
production. She’s been 
involved in plays for her 
entire four years at 
Glenn. Freshman year 
she was in crew, but 
switched to the cast her 
sophomore year. She still 
goes back to help on 
crew.

Asha Smith is a junior 
and plays Mrs. Keating. 
Her love affair with thea­
ter started in eighth 
grade when she went on 
a field trip to see Grease. 
She thought it was the 
“coolest thing.”

“I joined my freshman 
year here and this is 
what I’ve wanted to do,” 
she said. “It’s something 
I can use as an outlet to 
express myself. I really, 
really love doing this.”

Junior Morgan Grat­
wick is the third student 
director. Like Smith and 
Orzech, directing is 
something she wanted to 
do.

“Theater is a huge 
part of my life,” she said. 
“I’ve been in the cast of 
three plays and I play 
Allie in this. She’s one of 
the more important char­
acters and has the most 
lines —146. Of course, I 
already have them mem­
orized. I have a really 
good memory. I read 
something and it sticks.”

When she gets a 
break, she’ll sit down and 
watch what’s going on, 
even backstage. If some­
one is having a hard time, 
she makes sure to let 
them know they’re “do­
ing a great job.”

'Honors aviation'
“I’m excited to get 

back in touch with the 
people, our passengers 
and the enthusiasts who 
come to air shows and 
especially the World War 
II veterans,” Hunter 
said. “Having the planes 
polished bright and the 
getting the details just 
right honors aviation 
history and its partici­
pants. This is why we 
exist as a living, flying 
museum.”

Hunter said each year 
the number of airworthy 
B-17s and B-25s declines. 
He estimates only seven 
to nine B-17s and maybe 
eight to 10 B-25s will take 
to the skies in the United 
States this year. Hunter 
credits the work of the 
museum’s chief mechan­
ic and scores of highly 
skilled volunteers who

work together to keep 
the planes in pristine 
condition.

“We’re very fortunate 
to have the resources to 
keep the planes in top 
flight condition,” said 
Norm Ellickson, YAM’s 
B-17 crew chief. “When 
we’re done with the me­
chanicals, it sure is grat­
ifying to see all these 
volunteers offer up their 
elbow grease to make the 
aircraft shine like new. 
Their labor makes a huge 
difference.”

In planning, YAM 
Executive Director Kev­
in Walsh and the profes­
sional staff make sure 
the event is appealing to 
the whole family.

Hangar 1 is on the 
northwest side of the 
airfield. Follow the road 
signs for west and south 
access to Willow Run 
Airport to get to Hangar
1.

HANDS THAT ACHE
Aching hands are difficult to ignore; this winter has brought 

more patients to doctors’ offices because of the problem. Likely the 
continued cold weather and added strain of putting gloves on and 
taking them off repeatedly with the need to pull boots on and off 
more than in past winters has added to the usual strain on fingers 
and hands.

Most of the concern people have with aching hands is the 
question: Am I coming down with arthritis? Physician’s can answer 
that concern, first by asking questions on when the pain begins and 
what helps lessen it. In osteoarthritis, the most common arthritis, 
hands are stiff in the morning for 15-30 minutes and then become 
usable for the rest of the day until the evening. Heat such as running 
the hands under warm water decreases the duration of stiffness.

Second, examination of the hands for firm swellings about the 
knuckles called heberdon’s nodes give the physician notice that 
osteoarthritis has or is developing. Third, in osteoarthritis, x-rays of 
the hands reveal changes in the bones that identify that this condition 
is present.

Other causes of aching hands are decreases in the blood flow to 
the digits and damage to the nerve endings in the hands. Carpal tunnel 
syndrome is not a cause as it gives numbness and tingling mostly at 
night, and when the body and hands are at rest,

A further clue that a nerve ending problem is the cause of hand 
discomfort is that warming the hands, instead of helping the pain, 
makes it worse.

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Glenn students work on Korean War USO dance

Last year, the cafete­
ria of John Glenn High 
School was transformed 
into a dance hall. The 
music and the dancing 
and even the honored 
guests came dressed for 
the occasion, a World 
War II USO-style dance.

The school will be 
doing that again this 
year, with history teach­
er Michele Anderson and 
her students remember­
ing those who served in 
the Korean War. Dubbed 
as Remembering the 
Forgotten War, the dance 
will be 7-10 p.m. Wednes­
day, April 16.

“Last year’s event 
turned out to be such a 
great project with the 
students and veterans 
coming together, you 
could see the bond,” An­
derson said. “The stu­
dents came back with 
great feedback. They’ve 
stopped me in the hall­
way and asked if I’m 
doing the war dance.

“Even the feedback

from the community has 
been positive,” she add­
ed.

Students are doing 
oral histories with Kore­
an War veterans and 
producing posters about 
the veterans and war 
effort that will be dis­
played outside the dance 
hall. They have already 
completed eight to nine 
interviews and Anderson 
believes that by the time 
the dance takes place 
they will have spoken to 
10-12 veterans. The prob­
lem is getting the veter­
ans to call back.

Finding veterans
The students lined up 

their contacts at last 
year’s dance. Veterans 
who came to the dance 
last year were asked to 
sign in, indicating which 
conflict they were in and 
if they, would be interest­
ed in being interviewed. 
If they answered yes, 
they were asked to sup­
ply a phone number.

One of the veterans 
Anderson is waiting to 
hear from is Dottie Witt

of Westland, who came 
dressed as a Rosie the 
Riveter although her 
service was during the 
Korean War.

Last year, Anderson 
used a $6,545 grant from 
the Michigan Humanities 
Council to fund the pro­
ject. This year, she has 
gotten support from 
VFW posts in Northville, 
Redford, Lincoln Park, 
Detroit and Carleton. 
John Glenn Principal 
David Ingham also is 
helping in covering the 
cost of the event.

Sandra Borieo of 
Westland, a member of 
the Ladies Auxiliary of 
Detroit VFW Post 4553, 
has again helped get the 
word out to veterans 
group about the project 
which brought Anderson 
several accolades. She 
was the VFW Teacher of 
the Year for Post 4553 
and District 4 in 2013 and 
won the Gov. John B.

The firing of Scott Duhl as 
Salem’s varsity girls soccer 
coach took his longtime men­
tor Ed McCarthy by surprise.

And McCarthy noted that it 
is the soccer community’s loss 
that one apparent verbal ex­
change was all it took to lead to 
Duhl’s unceremonious dismiss­
al less than two weeks ago.

“It was a tremendous dis­
appointment for me to hear 
that Scott Duhl was removed 
as coach of the girls program 
at Salem,” stressed McCarthy 
in an email to the Observer. “It

is clear that he no 
longer had the 
support of the 
administration. 
Proper support 
by the school is 
one of the most 

McCarthy critical elements 
of any successful

program.
“It is a great loss for the 

players and community as he 
is regarded as one of the top 
young coaches in the state. He 
is highly effective at devel­
oping a strong rapport with his 
players.” '

Duhl apparently got into 
trouble stemming from a team

meeting, during which he al­
legedly used a slang term for a 
male body part that one player 
did not appreciate hearing.

That player told her parents 
about Duhl’s choice of lan­
guage and the matter escalated 
to the point where a third- 
party contractor (used to fill 
non-faculty coaching positions) 
fired the coach.

According to some, it was a 
rush to judgment.

More than 100 people 
jammed their way into Tues­
day’s school board meeting, on 
hand to vouch for Duhl and 
urge his reinstatement.

Following the meeting, it

was announced via press re­
lease that the Salem girls team 
will be coached for the rest of 
the 2014 season by George 
Kithas (who coaches boys soc­
cer at Livonia Churchill).

Support waning
McCarthy wasn’t at that 

meeting, because he was out of

town. But he weighed in on 
Wednesday, still trying to fig­
ure out how such a highly re­
spected coach could be so 
quickly let go.

He looked back on his own 
coaching career with Salem’s 
varsity boys program, when

District needs to 
back beleaguered 

coaches

It’s becoming an epidemic at 
the Park.

Coach A cuts a player. 
Parent A throws a fit and 
makes enough of a stink that 
Coach A gets bounced out of a 
job.

Coach B doesn’t run a team 
exactly how some might envi­
sion. Soon enough, a frenzy is 
whipped up — hello, social 
media — and another coach is 
shown the gymnasium door.

And what about Coach C? 
Well, former Salem girls soc­
cer coach Scott Duhl is still 
wondering what the heck 
happened. He uttered slang 
for a male body party that a 
young player reported to her 
parents. That player was de­
moted from the varsity. Soon 
enough, Duhl was unceremo­
niously fired.

Connect the dots if you 
want.

By the way, all three of 
those situations have hap­
pened at Plymouth-Canton 
Educational Park over the 
past 12 months.

It’s getting to the point that 
nobody is going to want to run 
these teams. Would you?

Those who do sign up get 
the chance to look over their 
shoulder at whichever play­
er’s mom and dad might be 
ticked off for something said 
in the heat of a pressure- 
packed game or serious prac-

tice session.
Then they wonder if those 

appalled folks might take 
their beef to the principal, 
administration or school 
board.

And if Coach D (whoever 
that is) reduces a student- 
athlete’s playing time or 
(gulp) bumps him or her down 
to the junior varsity or fresh­
man team? Good luck, pal.

Doesn't take much
You’re next, unless the 

district reverses course and 
starts to actually back the 
men and women who devote 
so much of their lives to 
young athletes for months on 
end, year after year. Many 
coaches are almost them­
selves like family members to 
these kids.

It shouldn’t matter if a 
shunned athlete’s parent is a 
high-powered attorney or 
stock broker.

The only power trips 
should be off baseball bats, 
hockey sticks or golf clubs.

But that’s asking too much 
in this litigious, politically 
correct world. After all, just 
at P-CEP over the last year, 
the scoreboard is Angry Par­
ents 3, Coaches 0.

Yep, one cuss word or 
crude phrase can be twisted 
around and used as ammuni­
tion by empowered parents 
who have some crazy notion

that their son or daughter will 
miss out on that full-ride ath­
letic scholarship if a high 
school coach gets in the way.

Or worse, they might wind 
up in therapy over what might 
have been.

Pardon me while I shake 
my head. Only about 10 per­
cent (that is a generous esti­
mate) of all high school ath­
letes play any kind of sports 
at the collegiate level, com­
munity colleges included.

What about NCAA Division 
I, you say? Try something like 
2 percent.

And out of that tiny num­
ber who compete on D-I col­
lege teams, only a select few 
play professionally. Think 
about that the next time you 
want to rip Justin Abdelkader 
or Brandon Smith.

But too many parents think 
their high school athlete is 
“the one” who will buck the 
odds and cash in.

Coaches such as Duhl had 
better not get in the way,

right?
Hopefully, Plymouth-Can­

ton district administrators 
and board members got a 
much-needed wake-up call 
Tuesday night.

Missed opportunity
More than 100 people who 

showed up at the board meet­
ing (many of them Duhl’s 
players) came to the defense 
of the coach — a standout 
soccer player for Salem back 
in the 1990s and a longtime 
assistant coach for the Rocks 
during the long tenure of Ed 
McCarthy before taking over 
the helm in 2013.

The passion was palpable. 
Yet nothing was done to re­
verse the firing. A chance to 
discourage a troublesome 
trend came and went.

It was explained away by 
P-CCS Superintendent Dr. 
Michael Meissen that the 
Duhl decision was pretty 
much cast in stone, regard­
less of the many testimonials

on the popular coach’s behalf.
That’s because, Meissen 

emphasized, the hiring and 
firing of coaches who do not 
work in the district during the 
school day (such as Duhl) is 
handled by a third-party con­
tractor called Coach Easy.

Considering Duhl’s stellar 
track record over the past 
couple of decades he’s been 
involved with Salem soccer 
and with the travel boys and 
girls teams of the Michigan 
Hawks/Wolves (Duhl and 
McCarthy both coach in that 
organization), shouldn’t he 
instead have received a slap 
on the wrist?

Perhaps Coach Easy needs 
some hard oversight in the 
future. It shouldn’t have the 
final word.

Unless something changes 
soon, the drama is going to 
unfold again and again. The 
precedent has been estab­
lished. Too quickly, an un­
fortunate choice of language 
or a tough coaching decision 
(whether tactical or in finaliz­
ing a roster) goes from rub­
bing someone the wrong way 
into a full-blown anti-coach 
campaign.

And now, the number of 
coaches thrown under the bus 
is at three and counting.

Coaches fully dedicated to 
helping student-athletes suc­
ceed should not have to worry 
about what “injustice” might 
cause them to be next.

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sticky situations were handled 
with care.

“In my 22 years at Salem I 
was always properly supported 
and (I) appreciated the efforts 
from the school as they were 
needed from time to time,” 
McCarthy noted. “From afar, it

appears the level of support 
for coaches has diminished 
recently.

“This has been combined 
with an ever-increasing role of 
the highly vocal and organized 
parent determined to remove a 
coach.”

McCarthy continued that 
coaches “are required to make 
countless difficult decisions on 
who makes the team, playing 
time, positions and strategy.

For every decision that some­
one likes there is typically 
someone else who doesn’t like 
it. This is where support is 
critical.”

The McCarthy-Duhl connec­
tion goes back to the 
mid-1990s, when Duhl joined 
the Salem varsity team as a 
talented player.

Duhl sparked the Rocks to 
the state finals in 1997 and 1999 
with Duhl also being a first-

team all-stater.
After Duhl went on to play 

college soccer at Western 
Michigan University, he re­
turned to Salem as an assistant 
coach for McCarthy in 2004 
and eventually took over for 
his mentor last fall.

Duhl also succeeded Joe 
Nora as coach of Salem’s girls 
team, taking over in spring 
2013.

Despite his firing from the

girls team, Duhl remains head 
coach of the Rocks’ varsity 
boys squad.

Both McCarthy and Duhl 
also coach for the Michigan 
Wolves/Hawks Soccer Club, 
comprised of elite boys and 
girls travel teams.
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comers who are highly tal­
ented,” said Crain, who 
played high school baseball at 
Canton.

Paige Aresco, Sr., Can­
ton: There is no denying 
how much of an impact 
the senior forward and 
co-captain made on the 
Chiefs throughout her 
prep career, which was 
capped off with this sea­
son’s march to the Class A 
final.

Aresco averaged just 
under 15 points and five 
rebounds per game as she 
sparked the Chiefs to a 
22-5 record.

For her four-year Can­
ton career, she registered 
942 points, pushing her 
into the top five in school 
history. She was named an 
Associated Press Class A 
all-state honorable men­
tion.

“Every night we played 
a game our opponents 
came in trying to stop 
Paige and she still found a 
way to get to the rim and 
score,” coach Brian Sa­
mulski said. “The fact she 
was able to come in and 
score double figures 22 
out of 27 games is phe­
nomenal.

“Paige's outstanding 
play will be missed but 
more importantly her 
leadership and character 
will be missed. It has been 
a pleasure to get to know 
her and watch her grow as 
a player and an outstand­
ing young lady the past 
four years.”

Candice Leatherwood, 
Sr., Mercy: The senior 
point guard was the leader 
on a well-balanced team 
that went 25-2 and 
reached the Class A state 
semifinals. She was a 
four-year varsity starter 
and is a four-time, all-area 
selection.

Leatherwood, who 
scored 1,005 career points, 
averaged 11.4 this season 
to go with two assists, two 
rebounds and two steals. 
She will play next season 
for Liberty University, an 
NCAA Division I school in 
Lynchburg, Va.

She has the ability to 
take over a game with her 
defense and scoring, espe­
cially with her dynamic 
drives to the basket. In 
some big games, she al­
most willed the Marlins to 
win.

“Candice improved her 
game every year,” coach 
Gary Morris said. “The 
thing I noticed right away 
about Candice was her 
basketball intelligence. 
She has a great feel for the 
game, just what you want 
from a point guard.

“In her freshman year, 
she scored most of her 
points driving to the bas­
ket. As her career went 
on, she developed a mid­
range shot, and she got to 
the point where she was a 
pretty good 3-point shoot­
er this year.

Winters’ individual 
statistics could have been 
much more impressive 
than 8.4 points, 3.1 re­
bounds and 3.2 steals per 
game if not for the fact 
she played such a strong 
two-way game for Samul- 
ski and the Chiefs.

The all-conference 
selection connected on 27 
treys this season and 55 
for her four-year career 
(both good for top-four in 
Canton history). Her 36 
percent success clip from 
beyond the three-point arc 
also put her at the top of 
the school record best (top 
three).

“Rach had a terrific 
senior season and a very 
good four-year career at 
Canton,” Samulski said. 
“The past three years 
Rach has been our defen­
sive leader and playing in

defense first that is a huge 
accomplishment.

“She took it upon her­
self this year to want to 
score more and I think she 
did a great job with that. 
All the extremely hard 
work she put into shooting 
the ball in the spring, 
summer, and fall really 
paid off.”

Taylor Jones, Jr., M er­
cy: Jones was the perfect 
complement to Leather- 
wood at the two guard, 
both offensively and de­
fensively. A two-time, 
all-area selection, she was 
a major reason the No.
3-ranked Marlins had the 
season they did.

Jones made the biggest 
play of the season in the 
Catholic League final. She 
stole an inbound pass un­
der the Marian basket and 
scored as time expired to 
give Mercy a 55-54 win.

Jones was Mercy’s 
leading scorer with 356 
points and an average of 
13.2. She also led the team 
in steals, averaging two 
per game as well as two 
rebounds. Jones excelled 
in the open court at fin­
ishing fast breaks and 
applying defensive pres­
sure.

“Taylor is what I would 
call a slasher type of play­
er with the ability to get to 
the basket,” Morris said. 
“She’s a good on-ball de­
fender with the potential to 
get even better defensive­
ly-

“She continues to im­
prove her outside game 
and, by next year, will be 
an effective 3-point shoot­
er, which will make her a 
tougher player to guard.

“She’s very creative 
around the basket and has 
the ability to get herself in 
position to make the shot. 
She’s only about 5-7 but is a 
lot longer than that, and it 
helped her to finish on 
offense and to pressure the 
ball on defense.”

Kyla Roland, Jr., Harri­
son: The 6-foot-l junior 
center complements her 
team’s talent on the perim­
eter with consistent and 
solid play in the post. She 
is the inside force that 
helped the Hawks capture 
the OAA Red Division 
crown.

Roland is athletic and 
agile for her size and has a 
good, all-round game. She 
was the leading rebounder 
with 8.5 per game and 
she’s an effective scorer, 
averaging 10 points on a 
balanced team. A three- 
year varsity starter, she 
also had 2.4 steals and 1.5 
blocks per game.

“Kyla is an irreplace­
able player who was count­
ed on to score inside and 
also be the anchor in the 
middle of our defense,” 
coach Tim Micklash said. 
“She’s a vocal leader and 
works extremely hard to 
get better every day.

The 5-foot-8 sophomore 
moved from the two guard 
to the point and helped the 
Hawks in so many ways, 
averaging 11 points, four 
assists, 3.5 rebounds, 3.5 
steals and 1.6 blocks.

Nelson can take the ball 
to the basket off the drib­
ble, shoot the three and 
play aggressive defense, 
too.

Clarenceville: The 6-foot 
senior, who has signed 
with Ferris State Univer­
sity for volleyball, finished 
her basketball career by 
averaging 16.9 points, 13.1 
rebounds, 5.7 blocks, 2.8 
steals per game as a senior.

Buckley was able to 
bounce back from a mid­
season ankle injury which 
kept her out of three 
games.

“Ayanna had a terrific 
season leading our team in 
scoring and rebounding,” 
coach Brady Gustafson 
said. “She was able to 
score in transition, inside 
and outside. In addition to 
her offensive output, 
Ayanna had a dominating 
defensive year. She an­
chored our zone and was 
our leader in steals and 
blocks.

Shelby Cheston, Sr.,

She start­
ed all 23 games and led the 
team in scoring and re­
bounds.

Her efforts earned her 
several team awards, in­
cluding Defensive Player 
of the Year and the 2013-14 
Legacy Award.

“Shelby changed the 
way teams attacked us on 
both sides of the floor,” 
said Brandon about the 
unity captain and all- 
KLAA selection. “Offen­
sively, her size and impres­
sive touch at the rim 
forced teams to account 
for her, often with a dou­
ble-team, which opened up 
the floor for many of our 
other scorers.

“Defensively she was a 
dominant force in the paint 
with great timing as a shot 
blocker, stopping not only 
opposing post players but 
also those who tried to get 
the paint with dribble- 
drives. Above all Shelby 
was a great leader for us 
on and off the floor.”

Cheston is being pur­
sued by several colleges at 
the D-I and D-II levels and 
has yet to make a decision, 
but she does plan to play 
college basketball.

Kaira Barnes, Sr., John 
Glenn: The 5-foot-4 senior 
point-guard, bound for 
Olivet Nazarene Univer­
sity (111.), was a four-year 
varsity player who aver­
aged 15 points and six 
assists per game as a sen­
ior.

“She was a leader off 
the court by maintaining 
her 4.0 grade-point aver­
age in class as well as 
assisting with organizing 
the younger players dur­
ing this rebuilding year for 
our team,” Glenn coach 
Derrick Jordan said. “She 
was a leader on the court 
by always maintaining a 
poised demeanor in which 
every other player fed off

of during challenging 
times this season.”

The all-KLAA selection 
bounced back in Decem­
ber after suffering a torn 
knee ligament at the end 
of her junior year which 
kept her out of the Class A 
state semifinals and quar­
terfinals.

“When I look at Kaira, 
she is what every coach 
talks about having,” Jor­
dan said. “A player who 
works hard, she's very 
coachable and she is ex­
tremely dedicated on the 
court and in class. Kaira 
was a joy for me to coach 
and her talents and leader­
ship will surely be missed. 
I expect her to have a 
wonderful collegiate bas­
ketball and academic 
career.”

Taylor Hunley, Sr., 
Canton: The 6-1 senior 
center and assistant cap­
tain was a force to be 
reckoned with around the 
basket — and at the char­
ity stripe — for the Class 
A finalists in 2013-14.

The third-year player 
averaged 10 points and 7.2 
rebounds per outing and 
collected 32 blocks. That 
gave her 73 career blocks, 
which put her into the top 
four in school history.

Hunley also rarely 
missed when sent to the 
free throw line. She made 
79 percent of her chances, 
Canton’s best accuracy 
rate ever. Her field goal 
percentage wasn’t too 
shabby either (48 per­
cent).

“She has had an amaz­
ing senior season and a 
great career,” Samulski 
said. “The fact that T 
averaged closed to a dou­
ble double is very impres­
sive. ... She gave us a post 
threat inside and she also 
did a great job guarding 
some of the better post 
players in the area.”

Samulski said Hunley 
and the team enjoyed the 
payoff of her outstanding 
work ethic.

“All her hard work she 
put in this past offseason 
really paid off and she was 
able to see the benefits of 
that hard work on the 
basketball floor this year,” 
he said. “I’ve really en­
joyed watching Taylor 
grow into the great player 
that she has become and 
the terrific person that 
she is.”

M egan Carter, Jr., N. 
Farmington: The junior 
guard can do it all on the 
basketball court and did. A 
three-year starter, she has 
made not one but two 
comebacks from ACL 
injuries and continues to 
excel at the game.

Carter was one of the 
top scorers in the area 
with an average of 16.7 
points. She scored in dou­
ble figures in all but one 
game.

She can do much more 
than score. Carter has an 
impressive all-round 
game that includes 5.6 
rebounds, 3.0 assists and 
3.2 steals per game while 
playing the point.

The Raiders were 
fourth in the OAA Red 
Division behind Harrison, 
Lathrup and Clarkston, 
and they were finalists in 
the district tournament at 
Marian.

“She has the ability to 
get to the rim and score,” 
coach Tim Carruthers 
said, adding Carter also 
has a good outside shot. 
“One of her great assets is 
her ability to see the floor 
and get her teammates 
involved. She has a great 
feel for the game.

“The talent has always 
been there. With the in­
juries putting her behind, 
this was her breakout 
year, showing people what 
she can do. She is well

rounded and a good defen­
sive player, too.”

A m ber Stephens, 
Soph., Harrison: Stephens 
is another two-year start­
er who led the OAA Red 
Division champs in scor­
ing with 14 points per 
game. She excels in the 
open court, scoring in 
transition and forcing 
turnovers as the lead 
player on the press.

A two-time, all-area 
selection, Stephens also 
has a well-rounded game 
like Kristen Nelson that 
includes three assists, 
four rebounds and 3.3 
steals per game.

“Amber built on her 
great freshman season 
and had another outstand­
ing year,” Micklash said. 
“She was one of our key 
players on the offensive 
and defensive sides of the 
ball.

“She led our team in 
scoring for a second year 
and is on pace to set mul­
tiple scoring records in 
the next two years.

“Amber has an ex­
tremely high basketball 
IQ and finishes around the 
basket better than any 
player I have coached.
Like Kristen and Kyla, she 
has played a major role in 
the success of our pro­
gram.”

CO-COACHES OF YEAR
Brian Samulski, Can­

ton: In nine seasons as 
head coach of the Canton 
Chiefs varsity girls bas­
ketball team, Samulski has 
compiled a record of 166- 
49 with numerous divi­
sion, conference, district 
and regional champi­
onships along the way.

This year’s team made 
it to the Class A state final 
for the first time in school 
history while going 22-5. 
The Chiefs played two 
games at the Breslin Cen­
ter, defeating Grand 
Ledge in the semifinals 
and losing to Bloomfield 
Hills Marian in the final.

Despite that long list of 
personal coaching 
achievements -  the latest 
is his selection as Observ­
er Co-Coach of the Year -  
Samulski is humble and all 
about the team. He always 
gives full credit to his 
players -  usually not even 
going out on the floor for 
championship trophy 
photo shoots.

Samulski routinely 
praises his team (includ­
ing members who don’t 
see a lot of playing time) 
and coaching staff, whcih 
includes Bob Blohm, Lau­
ren Delapaz, Rob Heit- 
meyer and Kevin Palmer.

Samulski’s teams al­
ways play shut-down 
defense and are very 
disciplined, minimizing 
turnovers and fouls in the 
process.

“It's a honor to share 
the award with Gary (Mor­
ris) from Mercy who I 
think is an outstanding 
coach,” Samulski said. “I 
really feel getting Coach 
of the Year is a reflection 
of the program. This hon­
or wouldn't be possible 
without the the 10 players 
on the team: Rach, Paige, 
T, Shan (senior assistant 
captain Shannon Perry), 
Lan (Alanna Brown), (Jor­
dan) Church, Alexa (Lago- 
la), Nat (Winters), Arch 
(Madison Archibald), and 
Erin (Hult).

“The award is way 
more about the players 
and my coaching staff 
than me,” Morris said, 
adding he is honored to 
share it with Canton’s 
Brian Samulski, whom he 
knows well and for whom 
he has great respect.

Morris cited assistant 
coaches Jim Lovat, Dennis 
Janer and Kristin Porubs- 
ky, who played two sea­
sons for Morris at Mercy

“Once it became appar­
ent we were having a 
special season, I would be 
asked about goals, getting 
to Breslin or winning a 
state championship,” 
Morris said.

“I kept saying to the 
kids, ‘Don’t get so hung up 
on what we have to do for 
it to be a success. Enjoy 
the journey.’

“I think a lot of that 
came out at the banquet. I 
would have liked to win 
two more games, absolute­
ly. Short of that, it was still 
a very special season.”

Morris, who teaches 
social studies at Mercy, 
earned his 300th career 
victory with the regional 
win over South.

His 10-year record as 
the Mercy coach is 164-74, 
and he is 302-126 overall, 
which includes seven 
seasons at Madison 
Heights Bishop Foley and 
one at Detroit Dominican.

Greenmead, Livonia’s his­
torical village, threw a wed­
ding reception last week that 
came complete with a towering 
cake, hors d’oeuvres, and a 
champagne toast.

“Part of our photo 
display is downstairs in the 
restroom.”

The fourth annual “Happily 
Ever After” program drew 
approximately 80 supporters, 
mostly women, to view the 
village’s collection of wedding 
artifacts, photos and gowns in 
a setting that mirrored a real 
wedding reception.

“It was an idea we kicked 
around... it evolved and snow­
balled,” Casey said.

Middle school kids who 
watch television for at least 
two hours daily are more likely 
to eat junk food and have risk 
factors for cardiovascular 
disease than kids who spend 
equal time on the computer or 
playing video games, accord­
ing to research presented at 
the American College of Cardi­
ology’s 63rd annual Scientific 
Session.

“While too much of both 
types of screen time encour­
ages sedentary behavior, our 
study suggests high TV time in 
particular is associated with 
poorer food choices and in­
creased cardiovascular risk,“ 
said study senior author Dr. 
Elizabeth Jackson, M.D., and a 
cardiologist at the University 
of Michigan Frankel Cardio­
vascular Center.

Sixth-graders who watch 
two-six hours of television 
daily are more likely to have 
higher body mass index, ele­
vated systolic and diastolic 
blood pressure and slower 
recovery heart rate compared 
with kids who had comparable 
computer or video game use.

This is the first time re­
searchers have looked at the 
impact of screen time in rela­
tion to snacking habits and 
physiological measures associ­
ated with heart health, accord­
ing to the study authors.

The study included 1,003 
sixth-graders from 24 middle 
schools participating in Project 
Healthy Schools across five 
diverse communities in South­
east Michigan.

The research found that 
kids who spent more time in

front of a screen — regardless 
of the type — snack more fre­
quently and are more likely to 
choose less healthy snacks. 
Kids who spent two-six hours 
and computer/video game 
users both reported eating 
roughly 3.5 snacks a day — one 
full snack more than kids who 
had minimal exposure to these 
technologies.

But children who watched 
two to six hours a day of TV 
were more likely than the high 
computer/video game group to 
eat high-fat foods such as 
french fries and chips.

Mindless snacking
Jackson said that’s likely 

because television commer­
cials bombard viewers and 
tend to reinforce less healthy 
foods that often are higher in

sugar, salt and fats. In addition, 
kids tend to have free hands 
while watching television, 
which provides more opportu­
nity for mindless snacking. 
Earlier studies also have 
shown that children tend to eat 
more when they watch TV.

“Snacks are important, and 
choosing a piece of fruit rather 
than a bag of chips can make a 
really big difference for one’s 
health,” Jackson said. “Parents 
need to monitor their kids’ 
activities. Our results offer 
even more reason to limit the 
amount of TV time kids have 
and are right in line with cur­
rent recommendations.”

The American Academy of 
Pediatrics recommends lim­
iting entertainment screen 
time to less than one or two 
hours per day. But children

actually spend seven hours or 
more on entertainment media 
each day, four and a half of 
which are spent watching tele­
vision. Excessive media use 
has also been linked to obesity, 
attention problems, school 
difficulties and sleep and eat­
ing disorders.

“The wealth of studies now 
show a significant link be­
tween being overweight in 
childhood and continuing that 
trend into adulthood,” Jackson 
said. “The more we can change 
behavior early on to promote 
healthy weight and dietary 
habits, the more likely we will 
be able to reduce adult-related 
problems including heart dis­
ease, diabetes and high blood 
pressure.”

Ever find yourself forgetting where you left your 
keys or where you parked? Don’t fret! Mild memory 
problems are  common. Causes for memory loss can 
range from sleep and nutritional deficiencies to age 
or stress. H ealth Expert, Dr. Judith Edge, specializes 
in internal and geria tric  medicine at Garden City 
Hospital, and is Clinical D irector for United Home 
Health Services. In this article, Dr. Edge provides 
tips for staying sharp and improving your memory.

Attention is a major component of memory. In order for information 
to move from short-term  memory into long-term memory, you need 
to actively pay attention. Distractions, such as television, music and 
m ultitasking make retention harder, which leads to m istakes and 
other issues. A strong memory depends on the health and vitality of 
your brain. Here are th ree  simple rules to improve yours.
1. Get p len ty o f sleep and exercise. Just as an athlete relies on sleep 

to perform  his or her best, your ability to rem em ber increases 
when you nurture your brain with good rest and other healthy 
habits. Treating your body well can enhance your ability to process 
and recall information. Physical exertion increases oxygen to your 
brain and reduces the risk for disorders that lead to memory loss. 
Exercise also enhances the production of helpful brain chemicals 
that protect brain cells. When you’re sleep deprived, your brain 
can’t operate at full capacity. Creativity, problem-solving abilities, 
and critical thinking skills are compromised. W hether you’re 
studying, working, or try ing to juggle life’s many demands, sleep 
deprivation is a recipe for disaster.

2. Eat a brain-boosting diet. You probably already know that a 
diet based on fruits, vegetables, whole grains, “healthy” fats 
(such as olive oil, nuts, fish) and lean protein will provide lots of 
health benefits, but such a diet can also improve memory. For 
brain health, it’s not just what you eat, it’s also what you don’t 
eat. Incorporate plenty of Omega -3s and DHA, along with more 
fru its and vegetables into your diet, while lim iting calories and 
saturated fat.

3. Keep your stress in check. Stress, along with depression and 
anxiety, is one of the brain’s worst enemies. Over time, if left 
unchecked, chronic stress destroys brain cells and damages the 
hippocampus, the region of the brain involved in the formation of 
new memories and the retrieval of old ones. Meditation can improve 
many different types of conditions, including depression, anxiety, 
chronic pain, diabetes, and high blood pressure. Meditation also 
can improve focus, concentration, creativity, and learning and 
reasoning skills.

When you ask children 
what they want to be when 
they grow up, a common an­
swer is “doctor.” When those 
children do eventually grow 
up, their job dreams may have 
shifted, but for those who still 
aspire to work in health care, 
doctor is just one of the many 
career paths to take.

The population of elderly 
people in the U.S. is grow­
ing, and the health-care field 
is growing along with it. The 
Bureau of Labor Statistics 
reports that the health-care 
and social assistance sector 
is projected to gain more 
jobs than any other sector 
between 2010 and 2020.

I f  you’re interested in 
health care and medicine, 
but becoming a doctor just 
isn’t for you, consider one 
of these nine health-care oc­
cupation alternatives:

1. Cardiovascular 
technologists and 

technicians and vas­
cular technologists*

What they do: Cardiovas­
cular technologists perform 
tests via imaging technology 
on the heart and vascular 
system to help physicians 
detect and diagnose heart 
and blood-vessel conditions 
in patients. Most workers 
who enter this field receive 
an associate degree. Some 
technologists and techni­
cians get on-the-job train­
ing, but many employers 
also require professional 
certification.

Most workers in this 
field have a bachelor’s de­
gree and have participated 
in supervised on-the-job 
training. Many states require 
dietitians and nutritionists 
to be licensed.

5. Dispensing 
opticians

What they do: Dispens­
ing opticians fit patients with 
eyeglasses and contact lens­
es.

instruction and sales and 
office management prac­
tices. Twenty-three states 
require opticians to be li­
censed. Depending on the 
state, opticians may also 
need to pass a state written 
exam, a state practical exam 
and/or certification exams.
