Dunning

Friends stoEloed Thesday at
the Plymouth Historical Mu-
seum to say goodbye to the
woman who was most respon-
sible for its continued exis-
tence.

A day of visitation for Mar-
garet Dunning, who died May
17 at age 104, was held on the
museum’s second floor, amid a
display of dozens of photo-
graphs that chronicled her life
from her growing-up years in
Redford Township to her
roughly 90 years in Plymouth
to her most recent trip to an
event in California for automo-
bile collectors.

It was her wish that visita-
tion be held in the museum, to
which she had contributed
more than $1 million over the
years.

“l believe that Margaret
would have been moved by the
love shared by her many
friends,” museum director Liz
Kerstens wrote in an email.

“Every time she talked
(about the museum), it was
with a sense of pride and car-
ing,” said Pam Yockey, the
museum board president.

Yockey remembered Dun-
ning as “a strong woman —
very carm?” and said she was
comfortable talking to people
of all kinds, no matter their
status.

“She made everybody feel
warm and welcome,” Yockey
said.

Longtime friends told sto-
ries about the businesswoman
and philanthropist.

Rachel Churches, 88, who
had known Ms. Dunning from
a young age, showed off a
recent photograph of her
friend at the former Oak Coun-
try School, near Outer Drive
and Lyndon in Detroit. Ms.
Dunning had attended the
school as a youngster, along

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Band fundraising effort starts on a strong note

Fundraising for the
Plymouth-Canton March-
ing Band’s trip to Cali-
fornia got off to a strong
start May 15 at The Hen-
ry Ford.

The Tournament of
Roses Gala, organized to
raise money to send the
award-winning band to
the 127th Tournament of
Roses parade in Pasede-
na next January, drew a
crowd of about 250 peo-

ple and the auction
raised close to $10,000,
said John Stewart, mas-
ter of ceremonies for the
event.

Band boosters are
trying to raise $500,000
to send the more than
200 band members, plus
their instruments and
props, to Pasedena for
the Friday, Jan. 1, parade
that accompanies the
Rose Bowl. Shipping the

band equipment alone
will cost an estimated
$25,000.

Stewart, who got in-
volved with the fundrais-
er at the behest of the
Plymouth-Canton Music
Boosters, said he was
struck by the grassroots
support shown at the
gala.

“I’m totally impressed
with the dedication, the
involvement,” Stewart

said. “This is called pride
in your Plymouth-Canton
area.”

The marching band is
made up of students
from the Plymouth-Can-
ton Community Schools
high schools. It last ap-
peared in the Tourna-
ment of Roses Parade in
1973; Stewart said that no
band from Michigan has
appeared in the parade
in more than a dozen

years.

Stewart, a former
state representative, led
a group May 14 to the
State Capitol in Lansing
that included band direc-
tor David Armbruster
and Tournament of Roses
president Mike Matthies-
sen.

The Oakland County Sher-
iff’s Office reported a fatal
motorcycle accident in Roch-
ester Hills during the Memori-
al Day weekend. A prelimi-
nary investigation indicated
the victim crossed the center
line and collided with an on-
coming vehicle.

Accordin%_'to the Michigan
Office of Highway Safety
Planning, there were almost
300,000 accidents in Michigan
last year. Of those, 2,860 in-
volved motorcycles.

For those on motorcycles,
the safety trend falls in their
favor. Data show the number
of accidents involving motor-
cycles has declined each ofthe
past twoyears. Lastyear, there
were 3,114 such accidents and
3,510 the year prior. Such acci-
dents are at the lowest level in
a decade.

Local numbers are similar.
Motorcycle crashes in Wayne
County have declined in the

ast few years and are at the
owest levels in more than a
decade. There were 410report-
ed in 2014. In Oakland County,
there were 258 motorcycle-re-
lated crashes last year, down
from the previous two years,
but slightly higher than five
years ago.

But while motorcyclesare a
small part of accidents in the
state, the percentage of fatal
accidents is much larger in-

May is Motorcycle Aware-
ness Month, time at the begin-
ning of motorcycle season, to
remind everyone that not all
drivers on the road are cruis-
ing on four wheels. Motorcycle
riders can be harder to spot on
the road. And in an accident,
those motorcycles and their
drivers are no match for cars
and trucks.

In an era where there’s a
good chance you’ll see the
driverinthe next lane onacell-
phone, here are some remind-
ers from the National High-
way Traffic Safety Admini-
stration on how to minimize
potential accidents with mo-
torcyclists.

» Allow the motorcycle the
full width of a lane at all times.

» Always  signal  when
changing lanes or merging
with traffic.

» If you see a motorcycle
with a signal on, be careful:
Motorcycle signals are often
non-canceling and could have
been forgotten. Always ensure
that the motorcycle is turning
before proceeding.

» Check all mirrors and
blind spots for motorcycles be-
fore changing lanes or merg-
ing with traffic, especially at
intersections.

» Always allow more follow
distance - three to four sec-
onds - when behind a motorcy-
cle. This gives them more time

to maneuver or stop in an
emergency.

_ »Never drive distracted or
impaired.

It’s not just the casual driv-
erthat needs towatch out. It’sa
two-way street for safety.
Those on motorcycles need to
remember that they are in the
minority, and as a seasonal ve-
hicles many drivers “forget”
about them. Bikers must re-
main vigilant, watching out not
only for themselves, but ev-
eryone else around them while
on the road.

Motorcyclists can increase
their safety by following these
tips from the NHTSA:

» Always wear long pants
and closed-toed shoes.

»Wear a DOT-compliant
helmet and other protective
gear.
» Obey all traffic laws and
be properly licensed.

» Use hand and turn signals
at every lane change or turn.

» Wear brif?ht y colored
clothes and reflective tape to
increase visibility.

» Ride in the middle of the
lane where you will be more
visible to drivers.

» Never ride distracted or
impaired.

Everyone can play a part in

Q: An attorney friend told
me that some of these devel-
opers who sell new condos
have entered into confidenti-
ality agreements. Can you
elaborate on what he meant
by that?

A | presume what he meant
by that is that developers have
been sued by condo associa-
tions for construction defects
and deficiencies and financial
irregularities.
When a settle-
ment is
reached, the
parent devel-
oper, as well
as the single-
entity LLC
that probably
developed the
condominium
project, want
a release from the association
on any and all claims and want
the terms of the settlement
kept confidential, even from
the co-owners. While | think
that is improper, purchasers of
condos from these developers
working through single-entity
LLCs will never know about
the quality of construction that
has occurred in this and other
property, particularly on when
the same units are constructed
in a new project. You are best
to consult with an attorney who
has knowledge of the litigation
history of developers in the
Detrolt area.

Q: I have heard the term
"crowd funding" bandied
aboutsince 2012 and lam
wondering what is going on
in Michigan and what it isall
about.

A: Since the SEC has contin-
uously postponed publishing
crowd funding rules to “unac-
credited investors” since 2012,
many states (including Michi-
gan) have opened the door for
in-state crowd funding as of
Dec. 30,2013. Despite much
discussion, very few compa-
nies have established Internet
Bortal_s for capital raises to

enefit budding entrepreneurs
or real estate developers look-
ing for gap funding in order to
complete their enterprise. This
is basically an alternative fi-
nancing tool which gives small
investors an opportunity to get
involved in real estate and
other ventures. There is some-
thing called the Michigan
Crowd Fund Program which
can give you additional in-
formation.
