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Teachers reject proposed two-year

Educators vote 73 percent against, 27 percent in support

It’s back to the bargaining
table after Plymouth-Canton
teachers rejected Monday a
proposed two-year contract by
a majority of 73 percent of the
950 members who voted.

“They thought it was col-
lectively time to send a mes-
sage,” said Bob Williams,
president of the Plymouth-
Canton Education Association,
which represents the teachers.

Following a theme of “Sup-
ported teachers make success-
ful students,” some 15 teach-

ers, former teachers and par-

ent supﬂorters took turns Tues-

day night explaining to the
P-CCS Board of Education the
difficulties of living on wages
that have not kept pace with
the economy nor allow teach-

ers to adequately support their

families or repay student

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Funding In question for disalbled recreation program

A Canton-based therapeutic
recreation program that
serves people with disabilities
from across western Wayne
County could be forced to
scale back or increase fees
unless funding is continued,
officials say.

The Frogram Frovides
job-building skills, swimming,
oliday dances, movies and
numerous other activities for
150 people a year, helpin
them to become more indepen-
dent and boosting their social
skills. It serves a population
with a wide range of physical
and cognitive disabilities.
Jennifer Provenzano, Can-
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ton recreation specialist, said
the program, largely based at
the Summit on the Park recre-
ation center, has survived with
a $75,000 Wayne County grant
for each of the past two years,
but funding isnt guaranteed
next year even though the
number of participants has
grown.

“It would be sad if funding
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for that program was going in
the other direction,” she said.
Wayne County Commis-
sioner Joe Barone, who repre-
sents Canton, Plymouth and
Plymouth Township, said mon-
ey wasn allocated in the
county’s new budget, but he is
working to change that.

APlymouth property owner
is planning to bring new life to
an Old Village commercial
strip after the closure of two
longtime neighborhood busi-
nesses there earlier this year.

Joe Ventura is remaking a
building on Starkweather,
north of Farmer, and exploring
several options for locating
two or three food-based busi-
nesses there.

Among the possibilities
being discussed are a neigh-
borhood pizzeria, a casual
dining restaurant, an Italian-
style market, a Mexican res-
taurant and a Mediterranean
eatery.

“I'have several options and
a couple of parties interested,”
Ventura said Thesday. The
Plymouth Township resident
sald he gets a call from a new
prospective tenant every other
week.

The 5,680-square-foot build-
ing, which dates from 1900
according to city records, was
home of the Old Village Mar-
ket and Plymouth Fish Seafood
Market &Restaurant, both of
which closed earlier this year.
Ventura bought the building a
year ago.

“I’m so in love with this
building,” he said. “I said, ‘This
is unique. It could be some-
thing.™ Ventura also bought
the license for sellin(I] pack-
aged beer, wine and liquor that
was being used by Old Village
Market.

Ventura, said he views Old
Village as a trendy, up-and-
coming area in town and that
his prospects there are good
because of new housing going
in nearby.

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Township board plans special
meeting to address Salem issue

The Plymouth Town-
shi? Board of Trustees
will discuss the possibil-
ity of selling water and
sewer service to a Salem
Township development,
among other issues, dur-
ing a special meeting.

The meeting is sched-
uled for 6 p.m. Thursday,
Dec. 10, at Plymouth
Township Hall.

Afeasibility study, to
determine if the town-
ship has the capacity to
provide sewer and water
service to a mixed-use
development planned for
Salem Township’ east
side, in the area of M-14
between Gotfredson and
Napier, is one of the
items on the agenda.

The study, to be paid
for by the developer at a
cost of up to $60,000, was

approved on a split board
vote at last month’s board
meeting, but some Ply-
mouth Township resi-
dents have mobilized
against it.

Supervisor Shannon
Price said officials want
to have more discussion.

“There are people who
want to talk about it a
little bit more,” Price said
Wednesday.

The feasibility study
will look at whether the
township can provide
water and sewer service
to a development, Salem
Springs, planned for a
site of about 370 acres. It
would include a commer-
cial district and a sub-
division of up to 558
homes: 56 townhouse-
style condominiums, 207
detached condominiums
and 295 single-family
homes. Salem Springs
LLC is an offshoot of the

Livonia developers
E'%:ghostak Brothers and

Price said that, if the
study shows providing
the services Is possible,
the ability to sell water
and sewer services would
%et the township a seat at
the table during discus-
sions about the project
and a chance to seek
limits on its size and im-
pact on Plymouth Town-
ship.

Opponents of the
study, led by Trustee Bob
Doroshewitz, argued last
month that the township
should not be making it
easier for Schostak to put
ina major development
that would mean more
traffic, a possible drop in
water pressure and lower
property values for west-
side residents.

Price said he wants
also to ensure the town-

and sewer capacity to
meet its own future
needs, including for resi-
dential growth and the
development of the
planned Michigan Inter-
national Technology Cen-
ter in the Five Mile corri-
dor.

Price says Salem
Springs will be developed
whether the project gets
water and sewer service
from the township or not.

Other items on the
agenda for Thursday’s
special meeting include a
budget study session —
the township’s next fiscal
year starts in January —
and a closed session to
discuss contract negotia-
tions and an attorney’s
opinion.

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Priest who died in '04 now

accused of child sex abuse

More than a decade
after the death of the
popular Roman Catholic
priest and pastor known
as Father West, church
authorities said an alle-
gation of sexual abuse of
a minor has been “found
to be credible” against
West, who served in
about 20 parishes across
southeast Michigan.

The Rev. David West
died in 2004 at age 65,
well before anyone came
forward charging him
with sexual abuse, ac-
cording to the Archdio-
cese of Detroit.

But church officials
“put no time limits on the
reporting of sexual abuse
of minors” by members
of the priesthood or any
other personnel connect-
ed with churches and
related institutions such
as parochial schools and
seminaries, said Joe
Kohn, spokesman for the
Archdiocese of Detroit.

“It doesn’t matter
when it happens or when

are under a severe eco-
nomic hammer from
Lansing.”

Barrett referred to the
state’s Proposal A, which
has drastically limited
public school districts’
funding. He urged teach-
ers to work with the
board and with legisla-
tors to turn the tide of
reduced state funding for
public education. “We
will go through this ev-
ery year,” Barrett said.

In a statement, Super-
intendent Michael Meis-
sen said, “We understand
the frustration expressed
by our teachers and we
will continue to work
with them within the
finances as dictated by
the state. We believe in
the process and we be-
lieve strong(ljy in our
teachersland deeply ap-
preciate all they do for
our students and fam-
ilies.”

“I do not
miss the insecurity of my
future,” he said.

Salem teacher Emily
Mcclellan told the board
that after seven years in
the district, she is only at
step five of the salary
scale. But she voted yes
on all contracts during
her tenure. She drives 65
miles to work and the
couple —with her hus-
band also a teacher —is
deciding what to do next.

“We have to be real-
istic on how long it will
take me to get to the top
step,” she said.

The deception
begins

But it was not... for
me, at least. Quite liter-

Hours later, my only
accomplishment was
having set the time and
filled the paper tray.

The deception of easy,
then, is that it is not an
absolute anymore than
an opinion about a movie
or restaurant is to read-
ers of reviews.

What was easy to see,
though, was my hypocri-
sy.

Easy does it

| often hear students
in my classes say writing
about a particular topic
will be easy. Or they will
ask my opinion about
what might be the easiest
to write about from a
handful of ideas. High
school students, too, are
under the spell of easy.
Indeed, they usually
learn the hard way —a
disappointing grade —
that the best topics are
those in which there is a
personal interest. Note |
did not say easiest. In
fact, I discourage the use
of “easy” and “hard.”
Better 1 say, to use
phrases such as, “might
pose less of a challenge
in terms of finding sourc-
es” or “you might experi-
ence a few hiccups as
you get deeper into the
assignment... are you
prepared?”

Recently, | encour-
aged one student to
change the topic for his
final paper. Curious
about why he selected
the first theme, he ad-
mitted thinking “it’d be
easy to find people to
interview.” He found it
more challenging than
anticipated.

As professionals, too,
the word “easy” is ever
present, as we are en-
couraged to tackle to-do
lists by starting with the
“easiest” item, for ex-
ample. Abetter recom-
mendation, however,
might be to encourage us
(students, too) to admit
when we need help, seek
guidance from an expert
and learn for next time.

Easier said than done.

Some late music Tuesday

According to Cole, whose
team also defeated Sioux City

Following the housing mar-
ket’s best year since the reces-
sion, existing-home sales are
expected to increase in 2016 at
a moderate pace; although
affordability pressures from
inventory shortages and ris-
ing mortgage rates could slow
the potential for even stronger
sales momentum, according to
an economic forecast forum in
San Diego, Calif., at the 2015
REALTORS® Conference &
Expo.

Lawrence Yun, chief econo-
mist of the National Associa-
tion of Realtors, presented his
2016 economic and housing
forecast and was joined on-
stage by Cris deRitis, senior
director of credit analytics at
Moody’s Analytics, who also
shared his insights on the
housing market and U.S. econ-
omy, and Jonathan Corr, presi-
dent and CEO at Ellie Mae,
who discussed issues impact-
ing the mortgage industry and
how real estate professionals
can adjust to the upcoming
wave of new millennial buy-
ers.

According to Yun, the pent-
up demand for buying in re-
cent years finally broke out in
a meaningful way in 2015,
fueled by sustained job
growth in many parts of the
country and rising home val-
ues giving more homeowners
the incentive to sell - a trend
that he expects to continue
next year.

“Sales activity in 2016 will
once again be primarily
driven by the ongoing release
of more pent-up sellers finally
realizing their equity gains
and using it towards the down
payment on their next home,”
said Yun.

With demand expected to
remain stable through the
final two months of the year,
Yun forecasts home sales to
finish 2015 at a pace of 5.30
million and then expand 3% to

around 5.45 million in 2016.
The national median existing-
home price is expected to rise
to around 6% this year before
slightly moderating to around
5% in 2016.

Although Yun anticipates
further expansion in existing-
sales next year, rising mort-
gage rates and supply con-
straints are two likely road-
blocks that have the potential
to slow the pace of sales from
being even more robust.

“Rents and home prices are
expected to exceed income
growth into next year because
of the insufficient creation of
new home construction and
the detrimental impact its
inadequacy continues to have
on housing costs in several
markets,” said Yun. “The real
solution to preserving affor-
dability is a substantial ramp-
up in housing starts and more
homeowners listing their
home for sale.”

Yun forecasts single-family

housing starts to close out
around 1.1 million this year
and reach 1.3 million in 2016,
which is still below the 1.5
million he says is needed each
year to keep up with current
demand. New-home sales are
likely to total 505,000 this
year, and increase to 590,000
next year.

deRitis, who also expects
ongoing affordability pres-
sures in some areas as build-
ers slowly respond to current
housing shortages, said
there’s still an above-average
share of young adults living
with their parents. He predic-
ted a burst of activity in new
construction and home sales
coming to fruition in upcom-
ing years, backed by a labor
market at full employment,
and pent-up demand from
delayed household formation
and rising rents will encour-
age more renters to consider
buying.

A portion of Yun’s presen-

tation focused on the difficul-
ty facing first-time buyers,
whose participation in the
market was reported by NAR
earlier and fell to its lowest
share in nearly 30 years. Sur-
prised by the underperform-
ing percent share, he high-
lighted a few of the reasons
behind their hardships, in-
cluding a meager amount of
affordable inventory, competi-
tion from vacation buyers and
investors buying similarly
priced homes and repaying
student loan debt.

“Even among recently
successful first-time buyers,
41% have student debt and the
typical amount is $25,000.
Repaying this debt amidst flat
wage growth and sharp rent
increases only makes it more
difficult to come up with the
cash needed for a down pay-
ment,” said Yun. “Their emer-
gence back into the market
will be a gradual one, but our
data does show that young
adults view homeownership as
a good financial investment
and part of their personal
American dream.”

Yun anticipates the home-
ownership rate declining
slightly further as the number
of new renter households
exceeds the share of new
homebuyers - as it has at least
since 2008. He said the pendu-
lum will likely swing towards
a balance of more new home-
owners as early 2017.

“Millennials outnumber
baby boomers by almost 10%,
and they’re collectively just
entering their homebuying
years with marriage and chil-
dren on the horizon,” added
Corr. “The good news is that
most surveys are finding that
millennials still want to en-
gage directly with mortgage
loan professionals and Real-
tors at key times in the buying
process.”

Heed 2014

Q: We are foreclosing on
a mortgage on a house that
we obtained at a sheriff
sale, but we are concerned
aboutthe homeowner ne-
glecting or intentionally
damaging the home during
the redem ption period.

W hat can we do?

A: Legislation was en-
acted in 2014 to allow a pur-
chaser at a sheriff’s sale
which, in this
case, would
presumably
be you, to
perform peri-
odic interior
and exterior
inspections

of the proper- Robert
ty to ensure Meisner
that it is be-
ing kept up

and not stripped of its valu-
ables. The purchaser may
proceed with eviction if an
inspection is unreasonably
refused or damage to the
property is imminent or has
already occurred. You
should check with an at-
torney to find out what your
rights are before entering
the premises as there were
updates to clarify the legis-
lation in 2014 which should
be reviewed by you and your
legal counsel.

Q: Ournextdoor neigh-
bor had some kids over
who drank alcohol and
then gotinto a car acci-
dent. Ourneighbor is con-
cerned about being sued.
W hatis your view on that?

A: More than likely, if he
were to be sued, it would be
based on the fact that he
knowingly allowed his chil-
dren to possess or consume
alcohol in their residence
and had control over the
residence. The plaintiff
would also have to show ac-
tual knowledge, not con-
structive knowledge, that
they were drinking. Based
on arecent case from the
Court of Appeals of Michi-
gan, he may well have a dif-
ficult time being held ac-
countable, but, of course, it
depends on the facts.
