Plymouth Township resi­dents and business owners will pay less for water starting next month, despite increases in the wholesale cost of water and sewage treatment.The township Board of Trustees approved Thesday, with a 6-0 vote, a new rate plan that cuts the retail price by 50 cents for every thousand gallons of water used. The township’s new combined rate, for both water and sewer, will

be $9.45 per thousand gallons.The new plan means the typical quarterly residential water bill, based on usage of 17,500 gallons, will total about $165 for water and sewer. Bills also include a fixed water meter charge; those charges, based on the size of the meter, start at $5.40 a quarter.Treasurer Ron Edwards said efficiencies added to the township’s water system in recent years have enabled it to absorb a wholesale rate in­crease from the Great Lakes Water Authority of about 5.4

percent, plus increases in the cost of sewage treatment of about 5 percent.The township’s rate was last raised, by about 7 percent, a year ago. The township’s system took in roughly $1.7 million, after expenses, in 2015, Edwards said.For example, Edwards said, a new $750,000 township pumping station that empties the water tower near Five Mile and Beck helps reduce demand on the regional sys­tem during times of peak wa­ter usage, when it is more

expensive for the GLWA to deliver water. Thus, he said, the township gets a break on pricing for water used during the off-peak period, between about midnight to 6 a.m.“We made that investment a few years ago,” Edwards said. “It paid off instantly and we’ve been reaping the bene­fits ever since.”He added: “If I didn’t have the pumping station, I would be paying $2 million more.” The GLWA is the region’s new wholesale water supplier for suburban customers. Ply­

mouth Township buys its sew­age disposal and treatment services from both Wayne County and the Ypsilanti Com­munity Utilities Authority.Voting for the new rates Thesday were Edwards, Su­pervisor Shannon Price, Clerk Nancy Conzelman and trust­ees Bob Doroshewitz, Chuck Curmi and Mike Kelly. Trustee Steve Mann was absent.

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Campaign finance com­plaints against a candidate for Plymouth Township supervisor were dismissed last week, but the man who filed them says the fight’s not over.Secretary of State Ruth Johnson’s office dismissed June 9 the allegations by Stu Sandler, a political consultant and an ally of Plymouth Town­ship Supervisor Shannon Price, that Kurt Heise, who is chal­lenging Price in the August Republican primary, illegal­ly coordinated fundraising and spending for his campaign with an independent political action committee. Pro­gress Plymouth.Sandler madeother allegations as well, in­cluding that Progress Ply­mouth had exceeded a $10,000 cap on what it is allowed to spend on Heise’s behalf.Sandler is president of De­cider Strategies of Ann Arbor.All allegations were dis­missed by the elections bureau in Johnson’s office, but a letter explaining the bureau’s posi­tion invited Sandler to provide more information if he sees evidence Progress Plymouth has exceeded the limit on di­rect or in-kind contributions to Heise’s candidate committee.Sandler said Wednesday he is gathering more evidence of campaign finance violations and will forward it to the Sec­retary of State’s office.“They suggested that I sup­ply additional information and I’m going to do it,” he said.Progress Plymouth, formed in late 2014, lists Heise’s home address as its street address and his phone number as the committee phone number.Heise is a three-term Michi­gan House of Representatives member and cannot run for re-election because of state term limits.Heise said Sandler’s “frivo-

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Canton all ready to roll out 
25th annual Liberty Fest

Canton appears ready as tens of thousands of people make plans for the milestone 25th annual Liberty Fest — a commu­nity event that ushers in international performers, carnival rides, a classic car show and an outdoor showing of “Star Wars: The Force Awakens.” Canton police will have a notable presence as the festival unfolds in

picturesque Heritage Park, starting Thursday and culminating Sat­urday night with a fire­works show.Canton Leisure Ser­vices Director Debra Bilbrey-Honsowetz said a conservative estimate of crowds dhring the three- day festival is 50,000 — some of them repeat visitors. She said others watch the fireworks from their homes and neighborhood parking lots.
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Public Safety Direc­tor Joshua Meier said police will patrol the park to watch for un­ruly behavior and a mobile command unit will be on-site.“We want everybody to know that our Liberty Fest is a fun, family event,” he said. “For the people who come to Liberty Fest, we take their safety as our No. 1 priority.”Police Sgt. Jim Harri­son said police officers will patrol the park on foot and on bicycles, while a motorcycle traffic unit also will patrol near the festival site. He warned against causing problems.“It will be dealt with swiftly and justly,” he said, adding that offi­cials want the crowds to “dress appropriately, come and be polite and have a good time.”No alcohol can be brought in, Harrison said, though the Canton Rotary Club will have a beer tent near an enter­tainment stage to raise money for charitable purposes. Except for leader dogs, pets also are not allowed.Deputy Fire Chief Chris Stoecklein said firefighter paramedics will have a first aid tent in the middle of Heri­tage Park and a mobile medic cart, though few serious injuries have occurred at recent festi­vals.For more informa­tion, go to www.canton libertyfest.com.

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Gotta have art: PCAC summer camp season to open

Children and teen­agers can explore their creative sides with day camps at the Plymouth Community Arts Council this summer.The nonprofit PCAC, which is dedicated to promoting, teaching and showcasing the arts in greater Plymouth, begins a nine-week series of week-long arts camps, for children and young people ages 5-17, next week.The PCAC will offer 40 camps in painting, filmmaking, photog­raphy, cartooning, graphic design, theater, music and more, with the emphasis on getting campers to “think out­side the box” and not follow preconceived notions of art, PCAC director Lisa Howard said.Each camp is designed for a specific age group and is a week long, with most meeting for three hours a day. There are morning and afternoon camps.

Howard said it’s an exciting time when sum­mer arts campers are at the PCAC. “I love the energy that’s in our building,” she said.Last year, nearly 500 spots were filled in what was also a nine-week program; with some campers enrolled in mul­tiple sessions, there were about 300 tot^ partici­pants, Howard said.In addition to camps in the traditional fine arts, like painting and pottery, other PCAC camps will employ less-traditional media, like found ob­jects, handmade paper and textures.Some camps are based on a theme rather than a medium, like “Sun-Sand- Surf,” which will focus on beach-inspired art; the electronic-game-oriented “Press Start Art!”; and “Kids’ Best Friend,” which will be dedicated to campers’ favorite pets. Campers in “Kids’ Best Friend” will be painting, sculpting, working in clay, making photo plaques and making cat toys to donate to the Michigan Humane Soci­

marks” on the older woman’s arms as though she had been using heroin. Then, a blue pill and a folded piece of paper dropped from her clothing, prompting her to cry as she admitted that heroin was in the paper. The blue pill was be­lieved to be a drug used to treat anxiety.Police ticketed the older woman for having heroin.
Illegal dum ping

Canton police ticketed a woman for illegal dumping after receiving reports that she emptied yard debris near a small cemetery on Canton’s southeast side, not far from the Sherwood Village mobile home park.A resident saw the woman — accompanied by a male passenger — drive a Home Depot rental truck to the area and dump the yard debris close to a wooded area about 8:40 p.m. June 3, a police report said.

Police went to the Home Depot store and learned that the couple in the suspected truck had gone to fill it up with fuel before turning it in. Police waited for their return and then confronted them.The 24-year-old woman who drove the truck reportedly told police that she had seen others dumping in the area and didn’t realize it was against the law. She quickly learned it was illegal, though, after she was issued a ticket for it.

Child pornography suspect jailed until prelim exam

Ryan Samuel Fischer, 27, was arrested June 8 by feder­al agents on possession of child pornography charges in a Garden City house where he was living.Fischer acquiesced at a detention hearing June 13 in U.S. District Court in Detroit and will be incarcerated until his preliminary examination June 23, according to Gina Balaya, public information officer for the U.S. Attorney’s office. She declined to say at what facility he will be housed.Fischer was on the State Police Michigan Public Sex Offender registry at mipsor- .state.mi.us, which provides public records of sex offend­ers and their status. Current­ly, there are 59 registered offenders in Garden City, Garden City officer Sean Breen noted.Breen said there has never

been an investigation, “to my knowledge, of him approach­ing children” in his neigh­borhood on Balmoral near a soccer field and the Garden City Library. Possessing child pornography is a felony charge, however, and the penalty depends on what in­vestigators find.Breen said it was impor­tant for the public to avoid getting into a “witch hunt mentality” and feeding into information provided on vari­ous social media, which could be purely based on rumor.“People start to get upset and sometimes they start to jump to conclusions,” Breen said, adding that he fielded one call after Fischer’s arrest from a resident asking how he could “get (Fischer) out of his neighborhood.”Residents can sign up to receive emails from the regis­try website to be notified if a sex offender moved to their area.Fischer was convicted of 18

child pornography charges in 2012 in San Diego, Calif., the court documents said. He was placed on supervised release June 1,2015.U.S. District Court docu­ments allege Fischer used a Twitter account with the user name, “hotshot Johnny” and he uploaded nearly 100 child porn pictures.On June 8, investigators executed a federal search warrant at the Balmoral Street house and seized mul­tiple media items, including three cellphones.The court documents said Fischer didn’t know exactly when he “slipped back” into looking at child pornography, but “it just happened,” the court documents said. He also reportedly told investigators that he didn’t know how much child pornography would be on his cellphones.

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Barn sale aids low-key Plymouth animal rescue

Good Juju Rescue Fund is the most low-key animal welfare organiza­tion you’ll ever meet.It doesn’t beg for mon­ey, adoptions, fosters nor volunteers. It’s not listed on Petfinder and it will never grow beyond its four members and three fosters.“If we have an animal, people have to come look­ing for us. Most people who adopt from us either know us or know the foster. We are local,” said Amy Thomas, founder and president. “We will never be big.“Any time we have an animal, that animal gets all of our time. We only do one at a time. That way we know as much about the dog and as much about the place they are going as possible.”The Plymouth-based rescue currently doesn’t have any animals looking for permanent homes, although it rescued a horse, Malibu, and pays for its “retirement” at a barn.The group assists with vet bills, temporary boarding, food and shares its event proceeds with other animal welfare organizations. Small businesses support Thomas’ rescue work, which started about sev­en years ago. She found­ed Good Juju 2V2 years ago, basing it at her hus­band’s law office in Ply­mouth.“I have had animals my whole life. I always helped a bunch of res­cues. Specialty Pet (Sup­plies) in Plymouth would always give me food to give to rescues that need­ed it,” she said. “I ended up with a pit bull that was abandoned in Milan. I placed her and we had so much support from busi­nesses. I just realized I could do it on my own.“My family was small business owners in Can­

ton starting in 1979, so I know a lot of the small businesses. I just had good contacts.”Jenna Pedersen, Good Juju’s vice president, owns a small candle­making business. Motor City Creations. She start­ed it four years ago and was able to quit her full­time retail job this year to concentrate on candle making and sales, in­cluding an agreement with Faygo to make and sen soda pop-scented candles.Pedersen also devotes a line of her candles to Good Juju and donates profits to the rescue.Good Juju candles each cost $12 and are available in a variety of scents.

including lemon verbena, vanilla lime, hippie chick and monkey farts, a com­bination of banana, bub­ble gum and kiwi.They’re sold through Motor City Creations’ website and at Lilley Veterinary Medical Cen­ter in Canton.
Helping other 
rescuesGood Juju will share the proceeds from one of its biggest fundraisers of the year, a barn sale planned for June 17-19, with Pan Equus Animal Sanctuary in Oxford. The group also regularly works with Providing for Paws in Garden City and The Devoted Barn in Newport, south of De­

troit.“I have nothing but mad respect for the res­cues we work with. They take the cases we aren’t equipped to do. I’d sup­port them if we had a rescue or if we didn’t have a rescue,” Thomas said.The semi-annual barn sale of donated and trash- picked treasures gives Thomas a chance to put her skills as a “picker” to work.“I used to be a dealer out of the Town Peddler in Livonia,” she said. “Then gas became $5 a gallon and I moved to Ann Arbor and couldn’t do that any more. But then it hit me when we started Good Juju that I could start doing barn sales. I have the storage and I know how to pick, so I went back to pick­

ing.”As a kid, Thomas was embarrassed whenever her father combed curb- side trash for treasures, but when she moved out on her own and, eventu­ally, into a house in Ply­mouth, she also took up the practice.“I moved in there around spring cleanup and saw all these amazing things. I brought a love- seat home in my Nissan Pulsar, driving with the passenger door open. I had no furniture. I want­ed nice stuff and I couldn’t afford it, so I got it out of the garbage.”
Finding the best

given last year. Some of the condo items, which were part of an estate, sold at last year’s sale.“When it comes to trash picking day in Ply­mouth, she will come back with loads of furni­ture. She finds the best stuff,” Pedersen said.Thomas said she filled a U-Haul truck and made five trips with a bor­rowed truck to picking sites. She generally doesn’t price every item, but asks for a reasonable donation at the barn sale.“If I was still a dealer. I’d love to come to my sale,” she said.It runs from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. June 17-19 at 2509 E. Novi Detroit Catholic Central took a page out of a John Wayne movie Saturday to earn its sec­ond straight MHSAA Division 1 boys golf state championship.After winning last year’s crown by a record 31 strokes, the Shamrocks showed “Thie Grit” by holding off a stiff chal­lenge from Grosse Pointe South with an eight-stroke victory at Grand Valley State’s challeng­ing The Meadows.CC’s two-day total was 299- 298—597, while South finished 302-303-^05. Grand Blanc (617), Warren DeLaSalle (300) and Midland (620) rounded out the top five. Northville was 12th with 313-337—650.It was the Shamrocks’ fourth golf state title in school history.In Friday’s opening round,CC led Warren DeLaSalle by only one shot for the lead, 299- 300, while eight other teams were within 11 strokes.“The team was not happy with the results on the first day,” CC assistant coach Jimmy Dew- ling said. “I think they all knew they could improve but, at the same time, I think they under­stood what the conditions were and nobody hit the panic button last night. Nobody got too stressed out about where we finished or what they shot. I

think everybody knew they had to take care of business today.”Juniors James Piot and Ben Smith both paced CC with a two-day total of 148 to tie for fifth overall.Piot led CC Friday with an opening-round 71 and carded 77 Saturday.“All the way through, our guys are just tough,” Dewling said. “They never get too far ahead of themselves. James is a great player, verbally commit­ted to Michigan State. His short game, he pitches the ball really well. In the tough conditions, he was able to kind of make some­thing out of a round that wasn’t too much out there besides Andrew Walker’s 68.”Meanwhile, Smith, the team’s top scorer all season long, bounced back from a uncharac­teristic 78 Friday to lead CC with a second-round 70, the low score Saturday.“All of our players under­stand that every day depends on the next,” Dewling said. “It just goes to show you what Ben thinks about liis own golf game, bouncing back from 78 to 70. It really says a lot about his confi­dence and it shows just the ability he has as a player to understand that one day isn’t going to determine the next. He got a good, clean start (Sat­urday) and I think that’s aU he needed for his confidence to

Max Palmer, carded back-to- back scores of 75 for a 150 total.“I like to think how Palmer goes is the way the team goes,” Dewling said. “Being the senior, you couldn’t ask for a better character kid. Really mature, really knows how to handle situations. Can’t ask for much more.”And Palmer came through late in the clutch with a birdie.“Max puts it in there within a foot on his final hole,” Dewling said. “It just gave you the chills. He’s a senior. He’s playing his last hole of high school golf and

Novi Detroit Catholic Cen­tral put up a fight but, in the end, the lacrosse world still belongs to Birmingham Broth­er Rice.The Warriors -  the only team in history to win the Division 1 state title -  extended their championship streak to 12 by turning back CC, 10-8, in Sat­urday’s championship at How­ell Parker Middle School.It’s the third straight year that Rice (20-2) has beaten CC in the final, though the Sham­rocks have gotten closer each time. The 2014 game was a 16-goal blowout, while last year’s differential was nine.“Two years ago, it was 23-7 and now it’s only a two-goal game; that speaks to the expan­sion of lacrosse in Michigan and I think that’s great for ev­eryone,” said Brother Rice captain Morgan Macko, who scored once and had four as­sists.“They came in, they were inspired, they fought hard. CC’s going to play hard against Rice every time they come in. We expected it,” Brother Rice coach Ajay Chawla said.“Coach (Dave) Wilson did a nice job getting these guys ready. At the end of the day, we knew we were going to have a dogfight on our hands.”For much of Saturday’s con­test, there were indications that this one might have gone either way. The Shamrocks (17-5) scored first and there were five ties, until Rice scored three

times within a 150-second span in the third quarter -  with each play set up by Macko — to get some breathing room.“We needed to put two or three goals together to snap their backs and we did that,” Chawla said. “That helped us a lot and we kept that two-goal lead, even when they answered. I’m proud of the way the boys played.”Macko fed junior Nick Du­dley for two goals, viewing the play from behind the net and passing to Dudley at the top of the crease. Macko said it was similar to last year’s final, when he scored five goals.“If you look at those past couple of games, the past two state championships, there wasn’t much individual efforts on those goals, it was aU team­mates setting me up and I was in the right place at the right time,” said the Bellarmine (Ky.) A flurry of financial obsta­cles and lifestyle choices are stalling the journey to home- ownership for many young adults, but becoming a home- owner is currently more feasi­ble in some less expensive metro areas with steady job growth and lower qualifying incomes needed to buy, accord­ing to new research by the National Association of Real­tors.NAR analyzed employment gains, population trends, in­come levels and housing condi­tions in the largest 100 met­ropolitan statistical areas across the country to identify the best purchase markets for millennial home buyers.Lawrence Yun, NAR chief economist, says although mil­lennials have made up the larg­est share of buyers for three consecutive years, sales to first-time buyers and the home- ownership rate for young adults under the age of 35 re-

main depressed at levels not seen in decades. This is despite historically low mortgage rates, escalating rental costs

and low unemployment levels among those with a college education.“Even with potentially high­er incomes, prospective millen­nial home buyers residing in some of the most expensive cities in the country face the onerous task of paying steep rents while trying to save for an adequate down payment,” he said. “However, for those cur­rently living in or looking to move to a more affordable part of the country, there are metro areas right now with solid job growth and that offer a smooth­er path to homeownership.”The top 10 metro areas NAR identified were chosen for their above-average share of current millennial residents and recent movers, favorable employment opportunities and relatively low qualifying incomes needed to purchase a home.According to Yun, during the early stages of the economic recovery some of the largest

metro areas — such as New York and parts of California — were attractive to millen­nials for their strong job markets, but their higher costs of living made it diffi­cult to buy. Now that many more affordable, middle-tier cities have mostly recovered from the downturn and are once again experiencing robust job growth, millenni­als moving to some of these cities will likely realize they’re earning enough to purchase their first home.“An overwhelming major­ity of young renters recently said they eventually want to buy a home,” added Yun. “As long as new and existing- home supply keeps up to meet demand and holds prices from rising too quick­ly, these identified areas are poised to lead the way in helping millennials realize their American Dream of becoming a homeowner.”

Meisner

Study market 

before 

investing in 

Rome’s subway
Q: I understand that Rome 

is building a nice subway, but 
I am wondering whether or 
not that poses any potential 
benefit in investing near that 
subway line in the city.A: Generally speaking, the subway runs on the outskirts of the city and there is, frankly, very little, if any, room for development in Rome itself because of the architectural controls and, in most instances, a lack of modern structures; and, from what I observ­ed there re­cently, it is proceeding very slowly.You would have to make sure that your investment along the sub­way line wasonly after the result of a mar­keting study in regard to the residential district involved. You also have to be concerned about the high cost of property in the Rome vicinity notwith­standing a relatively weak economy. If you are thinking about building a commercid structure, that may be more viable given the economics of the areas involved.

Q: We were thinking about 
settling in Italy along the 
Amalfi Coast, hopefully near 
Ravello or Sorrento. Do you 
have any inkling as to the 
cost of property in that area 
assuming that we have a 
view of the Mediterranean?A: Just as is the case with any property with a water view, the price is increased at least three fold in terms of the real estate involved and/or a home constructed on it. Keep in mind that many of the homes are not readily acces­sible to the main road and you will have to consider building access to the main road should you find property that is buil- dable. You can expect to ex­pend more than $1 million for a lot facing the Mediterranean of a size for a home of 2500 square feet and the costs of building, of course, are greater because of the difficulty in obtaining raw materials to the areas in question. There are a number of Realtors, of course, that can help you deal with real estate in that area. But expect to pay top dollar, even though the Euro is now more favor­able than it has been in years.
