So you want to be a rock'n'roll
star? Well. that's not why Gary Re-
irhel of Cinecyde took to writing
songs.

I think most bands take a pathet-
ic attitude toward success," said Re-
icnel, lead singer of the Detroit area
band. "Success to them means star-

dom and stardom, for the most part,
is pathetic "

For Reichel and Cinecyde. the is-
sue has never been how fast they can
get signed by a major record label or
how many shows can they can cram
into a week. Writing the best songs
possible has always been first and
foremost

Artistic integrity is hardly an un-
chartered platform. Many local or
national bands contend their music

is first and foremost. But when the

record company man comes calling,
those ideals start falling.

Cinecyde appears. to pay more
than lip service. The band has been
together for 10 years, a testament in
itself to commitment.

Yet the group plays very few
shows. One can count on one hand

IN CONCERT

Cinecyde doesn't crave stardom
the number of gigs Cinecyde has per-
formed this year

Yet with the spate of playing
dates, Cinecyde manages to harness
a tightness that bands playing four
times a week would be hard to

match.

On stage, there is no posing or ges-
turing The music is presented in a
straightforward, high-energy man-
ner

THE SOUND may be either melo-
die or hard edged. One couldn't elas-
sify Cinecyde as a prototype punk
band or a leather-clad hard rock out-

fit The answer lies somewhere in

between

Cinecyde will release a new al-
bum, "Who Goes There?," in Sep-
tember. Also the four-member group
is featured on the Reichel-produced
"Folk Songs from the Twilight
Zone."

Don't expect any full-fledged
pandering to record executives or
program directors with the new
products.

Reiehel said he doesn't like the

music industry, doesn't believe in it.
His is not a cynical point of view, he
contends, but more one of reality.

And he believes that attitude is

what has kept the band together for
10 years

'There was a real push in the
mid-'70s The attitude was 'if you
don't like it, do it yourself,' " Reichel
said. "There was an American un-

derground if you will That was in-
spiring to see little bands in out-of-
the-way places, making records on
their own "

Cinecyde formed in 11,78, at the
height of the punk movement The
group took on that raw, gutteral
sound in the beginning

The line-up has stayed mainly the
same. Bassist Chris Girard joined
the group in 1982 Other members
include Jim Olenski on guitar and
Rodger Wesch of Farmington Hills
on drums

BUT OVER the course of 10 years.
the sound has changed somewhat
Song topics haven't. Pain, politics
and life is what Cinecyde still sings
about.

Cineeyde's first single in 1978 was
"Gutless Radio." Today, there's self-
explanatory songs like ''Chemical
Warfare," "Confederate Flag'' and
'Industrial Gray "

"I feel like it is something I have
thought through,'' said Reichel. who

ts the chief songwriter for the group
'Trn nol going to Just sing ban the
bomb. because it's a Digger issue
than that

'Songs ate like cartoons The>-'re
not really an answer. They're meant
to push in the right direction and
make you think about it

In times when apartheid in South
Africa ts the in thing to write about,
Cinec>·de has d Solig like "Confeder-
ate Flag ' The jong questions the use
of a >ymbol of slavery. which is still
used by state governments in this
country

Where anti-nuke stances are com-

monphice in rock'n'roll circles, Cine-
cyde sings about chemical warfare.
which can have equally devastdting
effects

Those two songs, however, won't
be feature,d on the upcoming album.
Reichel said they will be included on
another album to be released next

year

In more than 10 years of writing
and performing. the energy is still
there.

I doesn't strike me as relavent.

he said about the band's longevity

Walls Can Speak," Grant 18 an ex-
cepoonal talent in any music circle.

Grant doesn't claim to sing from
higher ground. Her message, if you
can call it that, is not how one should

live their life, but rather she reflects

on her own. She expresses doubts, as
the number "Faithless Heart" por-
trays. But there's also a feeling of
commitment here that is very upilft-
ing.

The imagery she uses in many of
her songs is strong. Along with being
a first-rate performer, Grant cer-
tainly earns kudos in the area of
songwriting

There's a recurring theme in
many of her songs. And that's a reaf-
firmation of what she believes in. In

the rather upbeat stylish pop number
"All Right," we hear things like
"year's of knocking on heaven's
door, I've learned it's going to be all
right."

In "Say Once More," Grant con-
cludes, "Ikt me say once mon, I
love you."
